Lieut. M. F. Maury, of the National Ob­

servatory at Washington, has addressed a letter to 

?the National Intelligencer, under date of April 1, 

on the subject of the return of the great Comet of 

1264, which is supposed to have returned in 1556, 

and which is expected to re-appear about this time. 

Lieut. M. says that Messrs. Barber and Hind, of 

England, who have expended a vast amount of 

labor in calculating the returA of this comet, think 

it is possible that it mav be retarded by Saturn, 

Uranus, and Neptune, till 1S51. The letter further 

says that the Rev. Mr. Jenkins, of Georgetown 

College, who sailed from Baltimore in October last 

for the benefit of his health, writes to Prof. Curley, 

that on the 28th of November at 71 p. m., (ne lati­

tude or longitude given,) " he saw distinctly a 

comet to westward, nearly in the track of the sun, 

and about 14 degrees above the horizon, as mea­

sured with the quadrant, the nucleus very distinct, 

and about as large in appearance as Mars, the tail 

curved and pointed towards the south, (S. W„) 

quite bright, and nearly a degree in length, as visi 

ble to the naked eye, but much larger when viewed 

with the spy-glass. It was seen by all the crew 

for twenty minutes, when a cloud intercepted it 

and it never more was seen." 

California Fortunes.—A Washington letter 

in the New York Journal of Commerce, says: "A 

gentleman from California, now here, says that Col. 

Frémont is the richest man in the world. His 

gold mine will probably be saleable, in a few years, 

at six millions an acre. Mr. Wright mentioned^ 

to-day, that he knows of spots beronging to the 

Government, which are worth six millions of dol­

lars an acre, and will produce from ten to twenty 
per cent, a year on that sum." 

CaliforniaVessels in Distress.—By the brig 
Eleanor, at this port last evening from St. Thomas. 
We learn that the steamship New Orleans, Capt 
Wood, from NewYork for California,arrived at St. 
Thomas on the 2d ult., in distress, having experi 
enced very heavy weather when only a few days 
out. She was considerably damaged in her upper 
works, but was receiving all necessary repairs 
on the 20th, and would proceed on her voyage 
in % fnw days. The bark Clearmont, Lermond 
from N^w Orleans for San Francisco, arrived' 
at St. Thomas on the 11th ult., in distrena, and 
leaking badlv. She had been condemned, and 
was to be sold for the benefit of the underwri­
ters. The ship Shakspeare, Clark, heretofore re­
ported at St. Thomas, in distress, was repairing on 
the 20th, and would be ready to sail for San Fran 
cisco in a few days.—Baltimore American, iih inst.

3b0 

by the above, Hon. Thomas Ewing, of 

Ohio, was placed by President Taylor at the head 

of this Department of the Interior. The only ap­

propriations of means made by the act for the or­

ganization of the Department are $6,000 for the 
Secretary and $2,000 for a Chief Clerk. The 11th 

section provides for the transfer, to the Department 

of the Interior, of clerks from other departments, es­

pecially from that of the Treasury. As to whether 

such transfers were made we have no reliable in­

formation; but letter-writers from Washington 

communicate the rumor that such transfers were 

not made, and that Mr. Ewing had, with a view to 

the organization of his department, made a consid­

erable number of appointments to clerkships, for 

which ne had not the authority of law. Embraced 
,n the deficiency appropriation bill, recently re­

ported by the Committee of Ways and Means to 
the House of Representatives, we notice an item of 

upwards of $14,000 for clerkships in the Depart­

ment of the Interior for the last year. The ques­

tion, in consequence, has arisen as to whether Mr. 

Ewing has not been guilty of a usurpation of au­

thority in making these appointments. A resolu­

tion has been introduced by Mr. Bright, in the Sen 

ate, inquiring whether or not he has appointed offi­

cers not provided for by law, what salaries have 

been paid to them, what transfers of clerks have 

been made from bureaus of other departments, etc. 

The resolution implies a serious charge against the 

Secretary. On the other hand, there are Senators 

who think it a hard measure of justice to require of 
an officer of government very important duties, and 

not to provide adequate means for their perform­

ance. We shall not, for ourselves, at this time, 

offer any opinion in reference to the question. 

Magnificent Hotkl in New York.—The 

New York Sun says : " A new hotel is in project 

up town on Broadway, intended to cover a whole 

block, and lo exceed in magnificence any hotel in 

the world. It is to be built before the coming 
winter." 

Minnesota.—Minnesota is the aboriginal name 

for the St. Peter's river, and means turbid water ; 
Minne being water in the language of the N'Daco-

tahs, snd Sota, turbid or muddy. The Territory 

contains an area of 1G6.000 square miles, with as 

large an amount of arable land, fit for immediate 

cultivation, as in most of the States, in proportion 

to its extent. Four or five large States may yet 

be carved out of this immense territory. 

The New York Express says that Mrs. 

Forrest has employed Mr. O'Conor to conduct her 

suit against Mr. Forrest in her contemplated appli­

cation for divorce. The case is likely to excite un­

usual interest and feeling, both from the conspicu­

ous character of the parties to the divorce, and the 

i n portant witnesses which will no doubt be brought 

into court. 

Cuba Expedition. — The NewYork Herald, 

speaking of the latest Cuban expedition, says : 

" The truth of the matter is this :—The whofe af­
fair is a humbug, a hoax, originating in Washing­
ton, and indebted for its existence to a few credu­
lous correspondents of silly newspapers." 

It was a beautiful observation of the late 
William Hazlitt, that "there is room enough in 
human life to crowd almost every art and science in 
it. If we pass 'no day without a line '—visit no 
place without the copipany of a book—we may with 
ease fill libraries or empty them of their contents. 
The more we do, the more we can do : the more 
busy we are, the more leisure we have." 

Napolmn at Ska.—Bourrienne, in hi < Memoirs, 

gives some interesting particulars of the habits and 

occupations of Napoleon when at sea. In the fol­

lowing passage, the good natural feeling manifested 

appears in strange contrast with the recklessness 

induced by a military conqueror's usual pursuits : 

" In a long voyage it is impossible to prevent acci­
dents from men falling overboard. This occurrence 
happened several times with us, from the crowded 
state of our vessel. On these occasions it was 
strange to witness the instinctive force of humanity 
in the bosom of that man, so lavish of the blood of 
his fellow creatures on the field of battle, and who 
was about to shed torrents of it in that very Ejypt 
whither we were going. Whenever a man fell into 
the water, the Commander-in-Chief had no rest till 
ne was paved. He constantly ordered the ship to 
lay to, showed the most lively uneasiness till the 
unfortunate was recovered, and ordered me to re 

? iy l!10ee m,i8t aclive l^e rescue 
whin <n!iliv f u9 diBtinRuished themselves, 
when guilty of some breach of discipline, were al 
ways exempted from punishment. I remember, dur­
ing one dark night, a noise was heard as of a man 
overboard. Bonaparte instantly gave the word to 
put the ship about, till the presumed victim should 
be rescued from inevitable death.

NEW ORLEANS MARKETS. 

Crksckkt OrncK, > 
Saturday Morning, April lB, 1866. 5 

The past week has not been an active one for b usine« gen-
erally. The Europa'i accounts were received on Saturday 
last, and being of an unexpectedly unfavorable character for 
Cotton, have retarded the operations in that great staple, as 
most factors have firmly refused the reduced offers made by 
buyers sinue tlieir receipt In Tobacco the transactions have 
been light, though at firm prices, which has also been the 
case with Sugar. Flour is lower, while (Tom has again ad­
vanced, owing to scanty supplies. For Provisions the rates 
have varied but slightly. 

In about a week we may look for later news from Europe 
by the steamer Hibernia, which was to leave Liverpool for 
Boston on the 6th in«t. 

COTTON—The reception on Saturday morning last of the 
Enropa's news, announcing a further decline in Cotton 
Liverpool, brought our market nearly to a stand, and the sales 
up to Wednesday morning did not exceed 4000 bales, viz : 1400 
on Saturday and Monday, and 2600 on Tuesday, at an aver­
age decline of about of a cent. Buyers would no doubt 
have operated more extensively at a little further concession, 
but factors looking only at tlie rapidly decreasing receipts, 
generally resisted it. On Wednesday and Thursday some 
2200 bales changed hands without material alteration in the 
rates, while yesterday the transactions were confined to about 
2600 bales, making the week's business 8700 bales, taken most­
ly for Spain and the Continent. In regard to prices, though 
irregular and easier in many cases, we think it necessary to 
place our quotations only below those of this day week. 
The receipts proper at this port since the 1st September are 
714,057 bales, against 951,352 to the same time in 1849, and 
at all the United Stales ports there is a decrease of 531,610 
bales.
