APRII« 8th.—The motion of Mr. Foote to refer 

Mr. Bell's resolutions to a committee of thirteen, 
being the special order of the day, Mr. Benton ad­
dressed the Senate. It was proposed, he sai(l, to 
make the admission of California part of a system 
of measures for the settlement of the whole question 
of slavery. He was opposed to this mixing of sub­
jects having no affinities, and he was in favor of 
having California admiNnion a separate question, 
and that it be decided on its own merits. On this 
point he argued at length. 

Mr. Clay said the only difference between him 
and the Senator from Missouri was, that he be­
lieved that California would be most speedily 
admitted by a combination with other measures, 
while that Senator believed that California would 
be most successful as an independent measure.

THEFT.—Michael Kelly having been 

[Correspondence of the New York Tribnne.] 
Disaster to the & testifier New Orleans—Loss of 

Life—Ships from the African Squadron. 
ST. THOMAS, WUTIndi», Monday, March 18. 

We left New York on Monday the 25th Feb­
ruary, at about 4 P. m., and had a very pleasant 
time for the first three days. Upon the morning 
of the 1st, the fourth day after our departure, the 
wind began blowing liard from the south-east, in­
creasing all day till it amounted to a perfect gale. 
About 7 o'clock in the evening a sea struck us, 
stove in our bulwarks, carried away the upper 
deck, wheel-houKf. etc, nn>l disconnecting the 
wheel from the rudder. f"br n-lo-ving tackle was 
immediately attached, and the *liip steered in that 
manner all night, the gale continuing, accompanied 
with hail, rain and lightning. As you can well 
imagine, it was indeed during that night awful and 
terrific beyond description. The sea was very 
heavy all the next day. The gale began to abate 
on the morning of March 2, about 4 o'clock. All 
hands, including the passengers, were engaged the 
night and day in lightening the ship by throwing 
overboard the cargo, coal, stores, etc. One man 
was killed, and several wounded more or less by 
the falling of the deck. The Captain had just 
recovered from a most severe illness, but he war 
at his post during the whole period, day and night 
and not leaving it until he saw we were beyond 
danger, and not even then till he fell from perfect 
exhaustion once or twice upon the deck. r< 
skill and untiring attention do we feel that we owe 

lives and the safety of the ship, and I trust our 
gratitude is in proportion 

In consequence of the injury, we had to keep the 
ship before the sea ; we were in hopes to reach 
Bermuda, but the wind would not allow us, 
kept upon our course (sailing before the wind all 
the time) until we arrived at this port on Tuesday 
last, March 12, where we expect to remain two 
three weeks, repairing and taking in provisions 
and coal.

Boxerv arrived here from the Coast of Africa, on 
Saturday, and expect to leave for Norfolk to-mor­
row.

P. S. I forgot to mention above that at one time 
there were three feet of water in the hold and nearly 
that depth upon deck, and it was for a short period 
within six inches of the fires; but all three pumps 
were kept going, and we soon got rid of it. One 
thing has been proved by the gale, namely, that 
the ship is a remarkably strong and fine one, her 
hull not being the least injured. 

PACIFIC  RAILROAD—Letter from Col. Prémont. 
A very interesting letter, which we find in the 
National Intelligencer of the 8th, was written by 
Col. Fremont to the Convention which recently 
assembled in Philadelphia, in regard to the most 
practicable route from the valley of the Mississippi 
to the Pacific Ocean. He prefers the route from 
St. Louis to a pass in the Colorado Mountains 
familiarlyltnown to New Mexicans and Indian tra­
ders, several degrees South of the noted South 
Pass ; thence by the Great B<isin to the Sierra Ne­
vada, and thence to the Bay of San Francisco. 
This route, in his opinion, will fulfil all the condi­
tions of a route for a national thoroughfare, be­
cause : 

1st. It is direct. The course is almost a straight 
line, from end to end. St. Louis is between 38, 3'J 
San Francisco is about the saine ; the route is be 
tween these parallels, or nearly between them, the 
whole way. 

2d. It is central to territory. It is through the 
territorial centre West of the Mississippi, and its 
prolongation to the Atlantic ocean would lie central 
to the States East of that river. It is also cen'ra 
to business and population ; and unites the greatest 
commercial point in the valley of the Mississippi 
with the greatest commercial point on the coast of
