A NEW EXPLOSIVE.—A Mr. Napier, of Swan­
sea, has announced to the Scientific Institution 
that town, that he has discovered a new explosive 
substance, which he designates " white powder," 
having ten times the force of common gunpowder. 
It is composed of the following ingredients : One 
part yellow prussiate of potash, well dried ; on« 
part sugar, well dried ; two parts chloride of potash.
