HKNRY CLAY.—On the 12th of this month Mr. 

Clay was 73 years of age, having been born on the 

12th April, 1777. Referring to this event, the New 

York Tribune says : " He entered the national ser­

as a Senator more than forty-three years ago, 

and, after many mutations and vicissitudes, is a 

member of that body on his 73d birth-day. No 

other Statesman holding a prominent position lias 

been nearly so long before the public, and the men 

who filled the world's eye when he came upon the 

Political stage have nearly or quite all passed to 

their long home. Napoleon—then in the zenith of 

his power and fame, the most powerful ruler that 

the world had seen for a thousand years—died a 

powerless prisoner and exile nearly thirty years 

ago; Alexander of Russia, then a young man, 

recently crowned Emperor, died on a remote fron­

tier of his empire more than twenty years ago ; 

George III and all his sons have been dead ten to 

twenty years ; the Adamses—father and son—have 

passed away, with the Virginia line of Presidents; 

also Burr, Jackson, Livingston, Marshall, Picker­

ing, Rufus King, John Randolph, and all the men 

with whom Mr. Clay counseled or struggled during 

the earlier portion of his career. It may with gen­

eral accuracy be said that, of the men who in the 

ii, the council, or the field, were actors before 

the close of the last century, the only survivors 

known to fame are Metternich, Wellington, Louis 

Philippe and Henry Clay. And, as the three for-

reared in the atmosphere of Aristocracy and 

Rank, evince the tendencies and views which that 

atmosphere naturally generates, so Henry Clay 

still cherishes the sentiments and sympathies which, 

thirty years ago, won for him from admiring thou­

sands the designation of The Great Commoner." 

CLAIM AUAINST THE HANK OF THE UNITED 

STATES.—The Supreme Court have fixed the 6th 

af May for hearing an argument in relation to the 

claims made by the Messrs. Rothschilds upon the 

funds in the hands of the trustees of the late United 

States Bank. Mr. Randall stated that there was 
now ample fnnds to pay the note holders and de­

positors with interest, but not if these claims of the 

foreign stockholders were allowed. The claim 

grows out of an illegal sacrifice of the American 

stocks, reclamation being now made for the amount 

lost by the procedure. 

AN IMPORTANT QUESTION. — The question 

whether a minister may charge from the pulpit 

one of the church members with crime, and read 

the individual out of church, without being liable 

to the civil law, has been decided in the affirmative 

by the Supreme Court of Massachusetts. The 

action M'as one for slander, brought by a female 

against the minister, for accusing her publicly of 

iolating the seventh commandment. The Court 

decided that the minister was only performing his 

duty as instructed by the church. 

A daughter of Prof. Webster has written a let­

ter to Daniel Marsh, Esq., expressing her strong 

opinion, and that of ther family, of the innocence 

of her father, as well as hope that " the public 

voice will be raised against the gross injustice that 

has been committed." The letter is pathetic, and 

shows the abiding confidence all his family have 

in the innocence of the ill-fated man. 

A contract has been made with a celebrated 

builder for a light draught steamboat for the river 

navigation on the Atlantic side of the Nicaragua 

route to the Pacific. She will carry about 250 

passengers, and an elegant barge is to be built to 

be towed by the steamboat, to carry as many 

more.

ftMpreme Conrt.. . Monday, April »9. 

Present all the Judges. Tb« Conrt delivered 
opinion« in the following cases : 

EUSTM, CH. J.... 1. ütoclctoii vn. Hyde.... 
Claim for rents of certain lots which the plaintiff 
had attached. The rents accrued between the 
attachment and the sale under execution of the 
attaching creditor. Held, that these rents accrued 
to the benefit of the person for whom the sheriff 
held the possession. 

2. The State vs. IViti. K. Stiles. [The decision 
in this case, in which the judgement of the Dis­
trict Court was reversed, and the indictment quash­
ed, will be given in extenso in our paper of to-

ROST, J... .3. Dar ligue vs. J)offer s, Adminis­
trator This is an opposition to a tableau. The 
plaintiff had his claim allowed and the administra­
tor appealed. The court say it is clearlv shown 
that at the time the opposition was filed, the entire 
succession was not worth three hundred dollars. 
Appeal dismissed—the amount in dispute not ex­
ceeding three hundred dollars. 

4. ticott fa Dunbar vs. Feathe:stone Amiss... 
Suit to enforce a mortgage debt against a planta­
tion and slaves in the possession and owned by the 
defendants. The plaintiffs became bound as sure­
ties or endorsers on two notes of T. L. King and 
others, which were discounted in the Commercial 
Bank of Natchez. King sold the plantation and 
slaves to A. King, who assumed the debts of his 
vendors, who retained the usual mortgage, and 
among the debts assumed was the one of S-SIOO to 
the Bank. The property was seized and sold under 
one mortgage older and one concurrent with that 
of the ^plaintiffs, and L. A. Collier bought it for 
$32,515, and which has by another sale become 
the property of the defendants. The plaintiffs paid 
the debt to the Bank, and became subrogated of 
right to the mortgage it held on this property by 
reason of the assumption of King, etc. Held, that 
the plaintiffs recover the amount they had paid and 
legal interest on the same, from the time said debt 
became due to the Bank. Plea of Prescription 1 

overruled. Judgement reversed, and one given for 
the plaintiffs, and directing the mode of payment 
by sale of the property. 

SLIDRLL, J... .5. Mcllvaine et al. vs. Frank­
lin's Executor... .Suit for the amount of a bill of 
Rope and Bagging, sold by the plaintiff to Frank 
Routh, and used on a plantation owned at the time 
by Franklin & Routh. Held, that the mere joint 
ownership of a plantation and slaves did not create 
a partnership. And a special agreement that no 
one of the joint owners shall cultivate and pay the 
other $20,000 for the use of his share in the plan­
tation, creates no partnership ; and does not bind 
the other co-proprietor for supplies, etc. Judge-
ment#for defendant affirmed. 

6. Barbour vs. Jinyon et al... .Suit against de­
fendant as endorser of a check, which was presented 
and protested on the day af its date, for non pay­
ment. Held, that an instrument of this kind is not 
entitled to any days of grace. It is payable on 
presentment. Judgement against the defendant 
affirmed. 

7. Amiss vs. The Bonk of Kentucky The 
question in this case is whether Amiss was the 
real owner of certain slaves seized in execution 
against Freeman, or the mere nominal owner, etc. 
Held, that records, showing Freeman's insolvency, 
and motives for putting his property in the name 
of another, were admissible in evidence. The 
slaves were seized in Freeman's possession ; and 
from ail the evidence it appeared ne was the real 
owner. Judgement of the defendant affirmed. 

8. Morgan vs. Yarborough This is a suit 
claiming $20,000 in damages for breach of promise 
of marriage. Defendant admits he corresponded 
with her (the plaintiff) on the subject of marriage, 
but desisted before any reciprocal engagement was 
made, because he found her such a character as to 
render her unfit to become the stepmother of his 
children ; that by unchaste and unlady-like conduct 
she had fallen into disrepute. There was a verdict 
and judgement of S1000, and the defendant ap­
pealed. The Court went into a long and learned 
examination of the law, whether the action was 
maintainable, and in 44 conclusion" »ay, 44 that this 
is the first time this Court, under our jurisprudence, 
have been called upon to consider an action of this 
kind. It is a fact creditable to our people, and we 
hope that such actions may not become frequent 
While we are bound, under our jurisprudence, and 
Code to recognize the right of action, we are con­
strained to say that a female of refined sensibility 
could scarcely bring herself to such a suit ; and 
that the appeals which are usually made to jurors 
in such cases, on the score of the wounded affec­
tions of the woman, can have but little fomtflation 
in truth. Such suits are not unfrequently the mere 
instruments of extortions ; courts and juries should 
therefore cautiously restrict relief to cases of real 
injustice. ' While such actions are maintainable, 
the damages must be assessed according to those 
actually sustained, and not the advantages the party 
may expect to obtain. Such contracts need not be 
in writing ; a verbal promise of one, and the accept­
ance by the other, may be proved by legal evidence, 
and it will be binding. No prescribed form is re­
quired. The character of the party claiming the 
benefit of this promise must be lair. The majority 
of the Court consider th's case has been fairly be­
fore the jury, who, by their verdict have vindicated 
,the plaintiff's character, aud fixed her damages at 
$1000. The verdict and judgement is affirmed. 

Rost, J., dissented, on the ground that the 
plaintiff had not proved the contract for the breach 
of which she claims damages. When a contract 
is attempted to be proved by presumptive evidence, 
the question whether the facts proved established 
its existence, is not purely a question of facts ; and 
the verdict of the jury has not the authority usu­
ally given to verdicts on questions of fact. The 
learned Judge.then goes on to comment on the 
evidence adduced, etc. 

U. Pi vs. Vidal... .Suit on a note: compensa­
tion and reconventions! demand, which is unliqui­
dated and having no connection with the plaintiff's 
demand, pleaded; which was overruled. Judge­
ment for the plaimiffnffirmed. 

PRESTON, J... 10. State vs. PehanJs Executor.... 
The attorney of the State Treasurer, took a rule 
on the Testamentary Executor, to require him to 
pay $1300 into the Treasury, and prayed that he 
might be made personally liable ; it being 10 per 
cent, on the amount coming to the foreign heirs : 
Held, that the Executor is liable personally, and 
that execution issue for this sum on his failure to 
pay said sum of money into the Treasury. Judge­
ment affirmed. 

11. John Hall vs. Andrew Hodge, and !VM. L 
Hodge, and Andrew Hodge vs. John Hüll et al 
Thete suits were tried together. In the first the 
plaintiff enjoined execution against him issued by 
Wm. L. Hodge; on a judgment in favor of A. 
Hodge against him and R. and J. D. Bein in solido 
lor a large sum. 

In the last suit A. Holge sues Hall and others, 
for the balance due on several notes, l'or a large 
amount and iiitercst. The court go into a long 
inquiry in relation to the accounts and claims of 
the several parties ; and finally reverse the judge­
ments therein, and make the following Decree: 
I; The Injunction of Hall against Hodge's execu­
tion is perpetuated with costs. 2. Judgement given 
against Hall and others for the last instalment of 
the notes endorsed by him, for dollars, and 
interest and costs in both Courts. 

12. Bartlett, Tutor, âfc., vs. E»tebcne Suit 
for damages sustained, by the defendant's taking 
violent p ssession of a stock of milk-cows, horse 
and cart, and utensils for a dairy, which the latter 
had sold to the plaintiff. Some difficulty arose 
between the parties, and the defendant seized upon 
the objects he had sold. This Court concludes 
thus : Considering the violent manner in which 
the defendant dispossessed the plaintiff of his pro­
perty ; taking him by the collar aud thrusting bim 
into the street ; and considering that he entirely 
broke up his business, which is proved to have been 
profitable, we do not think the damages g iven by 
the jury excessive. Judgement of plaintiff affirmed.

tical use." Competitors are to deposit at Calcutta 
on or before, the 1st January, 1852, full sized work­
ing machines.
