Ge tti.KIIKN—In the prosecution of the sahiect we 
>me secondly to the downward deflected carrent from the 

point ot attrition and almsion.at the concave bend, where 
the abrasive power Is greatest. 

Where the great liody of the main current strikes a convex 
bend, or where a point Ans out and baUare 1« lieing formed, 
the water recoils upon the foHowiag descending column, and 
retards ils onward motion, thereby heaping op the fluids in 
the channel above ; this motion is continued from bend to 
bend, from »innosity tosinuflMty, the bends acting as dams, 
for the cheeking of the river's progrete, and giving time for 
the waters to be discharged more uniformly at the Belize than 
if the courw wa« nearer direct. This peculiarity is a wise pro-

1 flood time, became ere the power of motion is re­
stored to that portion of water which has by contact with the 
hanks lost iu proiectile force, time is given to the heaped ap 
waters in one bend lo be discharged into the other. This rea­
soning accounts for the seeming irreconcilable fact that the 

seemrto fall considerably, to-day, for instance, at Don-
aldsenvitte. to rise at Plaquemine, and fall at Baton Rouge. 
This coutact with the convex bend divide» the descending 
colnma, add. part rebounds, part retrogrades and eddies, and 
part is acted upon by centrifugal force, ami striking the bank 
at the concave bend, is deflec.ed downward, when it takes a 
revolving or curve-like motion, which produces deep caving 
and undermining of the natural bank. 

Thirdly—Tim diagonal current acrom the river, from the 
point of eicavation lo the point of formation on the opposite 
bank : this is the effect of recoil and percussion. After the 
current strikes the concave bend, it is, as before stated, de­
flected downward. and having excavated a portion of the 
bank, sets in a diagonal direction for the oppoaite shore, de­
positing ig iu progress lite particles carried in solution, which 
it has afcMÀed from the coacave bend ; thas a ridge or bar is 
formed between the points of excavation and formation, the 
heaviest particles of course lirx subside, and the lighter are 
depo*iUd at the greater distance—thus batturc b for med. 

Fourthly—An eddying and retrograde current, clows to the 
river's bank, above the points of attrition, tin consequence of 
the sinuosity of the lateral batiks, aad the undulating and 
singular surface of the natural bed of the river. The cur-
renU of tlie Mississippi have not alone to contend with the 
riauosity of tlie lateral banks of its channel, bat the bed also 
consist 1 ot an infinity of curves, both lateral and vertical, 
Between the poinU of excavation and formation there ii 
usually an elevation of the river's bed, and a corresponding 
depression. At either side, above and below the ridge, 
diately the current's contact with the concave bend, * 
a portion of the aqueous column, downwards it recoils from 
the bank, (downwards diagonally,) until it strikes the foot 
of the point, in proce** of formation; when it recoils up­
wards (diagonally) by the opposite bank, a portion is driven 
apwards. (vertically,) which occasions the succession of 
boils, eddies, and retrograde currenU we always observe be­
hind poinU and bends. 

And fifthly, vertical ascending and descending currents, 
produced by the various degrees of the temperature of the dif­
ferent lam ft in.i of the fluid, and ihe specific gravity of tlie 
foreign matters, cause«! in solution. 

During my observations of the Missmippi, in Jannary last, 
I remember that 011 humid, warm days, tlie sun was covered 
with a dense, pale fog, which completely shrouded iu sur­
face, at an elevation of about eight feet above the level of its 
waters. This was tlie effect of the condensation of the vapor, 
by means of iu frigidity and icy temperature of water. This 

anably cleared away, when the son shone outstroogly 
at noon, and when evaporation dissipated the humidity of the 
atmosphere. In tloo«U of the Mississippi, the accretiou of 
water arises IVem heavy falls of rem, and the breaking up of 
ioe in the upper currenU ; by the pressure of tlie increased 
particles of the superstratum, and their accumulation, the 
inclination of the plane i« made more abrupt, tlie water of 
this «perstratnm gains great acceleration, and rushes down 
with infinite velocity, comparatively little united with the 
supescuinbent stratum ; bat the greater fridgity of the super­
stratum of flood waters indue«« it to descend and give place to 
the superstratum of water of a higher temperature. This, 
then, is one cause for the asceading and descend in« currents. 
In support of these views I shall beg to «mote from lloui-
boldt's " Cosmos" the following, via: ** The decrease 
leiniieraturo is much less rapid in the air than in the si 
which has a tendency, under all lautudes, to maintain 
temperature in the stratum of water most contiguous to tlie 
atmosphère, owing to tlie sinking of the heavier and 
cooled particles. " "As freehand salt water do not 1 
their maximum ol density at the saine temperature, and as 
tlie salines* of tlie sea lowers the tliemometrical degree, 
responding to this point, we can understand how the water, 
drawn from great depths of ihe sea during the voyages of 
Kotzebue and Dupelit Thomas, could have been found 
have only the temperature ol' 3?c and 3tP 5'. This icy tem­
perature of sea water, which is likewise manifested at the 
depths of tropical seas, first led to the study of the lower 
polar currents, which move from both poles towards tlie 
equator." 

Tlie specific gravity, and peculiar geological and 
logical properties of tlie foreign malten, carried in solution 
by the Mississippi, are so numerous that I cannot accurately 
define or determine them, considering the rich and varied 
mineral regions through which this river and iu tributaries 
flow ; one thing, however, is oertain : that the water contains 
a vast quantity of earthy, vegetable and mineral matter in 
susjiension (quite equal to one part in eighty of tlie whole), 
and that tlie combined effect of such a consequence is to 
induce a precipitation (to the plane of the horizon) of tliese 
foreign particles ; this must be so, according to the laws of 
gravitation. This inclination is however now opposed by a 
stronger projectile force of current, the coni|H>nent particles 
of which, obeying the same laws of gravity, rush down tlie 
inclined plane of the river's fall, until having arrived at tlie 
nearly horizontal channel, motion is continued by the force 
accumulated npon ihe sharp gradienu of the river's bed, and 

maintained by cohesion of tlie particles and gravity. 
Should tlie current be destroyed by any means whatever, 
gravitation of the sedimentary particles will at once succeed. 
The chaotic confusion of the currents of the Mississippi is a 

disiiensatiou, which prévenu the precipitation of tlie 
sedimentary particles, and n formation of bars, sand-banks, 
shallows, and a certain filling up of tlie river's bod, ruinous 

1 effect to Ihe navigation of this splendid river, mid to the 
wnmerce of iU cities. 
The mean central surface currant of the Mississippi is about 

three ami a half miles per hour ; iu mean surcharge at about 
the rate of one and a half miles per hour. At Carrolltou, in 
January last, when the river was very high, I found that the 
middle surface current was beyond four miles per hoar; 

iHKtions, at tlie bends, five miles, and in others quite 
equal to sir miles per hour. But this subject requires much 
time, many experimenU at different places along the river's 
whole course, to arrive at just conclusions. 1 shall now quote 
from Humboldt's " AspecU of Nature," remarks upon 
oceanic currents, which are applicable, 011 a small scale, to 
some of the currents of the Mississippi. 

"In tlie Atlantic, between Europe, North Africa, and tlie 
New Continent, the waters are driven round in a truly revolv­
ing current. The New Continent, from the Isthmus of Pana-

» the Northern part of Mexico, opposes a barrier to the 
movement of tlie waters, and thus tlie current is constrained to 

ae a Northerly course of Veragua, and thence to follow 
the windings of the coast of Costa Rica, Mosquito, Cam-
peacliy, and Tobasco. The waters which enter tlie Mexican 
Gulf between Cape Cntoche, of Yucatan, and Cape San 
Antonio, of Cuba, after completing a great rotary movement, 
by Vera Cruz, Tainiaqua, the mouth of the Rio Bravo del 
Norte, and that of the Mississippi, force their way northwards 
through tlie Bahama channel, and re-issue into the open 

The topographical features of the Valley of the Misaiasppi 
will be the subject of my next letter.
