ABOCT HTKAWBKWRT HILL AWP HOBACK WALPOLK. 

To the dilettanti of the faahionable world the 
snmmer of 1842 wa* a memorable one ; for, juat aa 
the rosea were coming into blossom that same faah­
ionable world was informed—in flaming placards, 
and showy advertisements, ia which all the graces 
of type and printers' display were brought into re­
quisition—that Strawberry Hill, " the renowned 
seat of Horace Walpole, was for sale ; in other 
words, that the Karl of Wald eg rare had determined, 
for reasons best known to himself, to dispose of the 
entire stock of knick-knackeries collected by his 
clever and somewhat trilling ancestor. 

The catalogue, which occupied some two hun­
dred and fifty quarto pages, and was sold for seven 
shillings, is somewhat of a curiosity now : it ia 
the usual grandiloouent style of that prince of auc­
tioneers, George Robins, and commences by 
forming the reader that the Earl of Waldegrave 
had " condescendingly honored Mr. Robins m se­
lecting him to sell by public competition the classic 
contents" of the "most distinguished gem that 
ever graced the annals of auction ; " goes 
speak of the place itself with a verbosity and flow 
of words peculiarly its own ; recommends it as "a 
really genuine repast for the lovers of literature and 
the line arts ; " and concludes by declaring that 
" by-gone days furnish no previous example " of the 
splendor and uniqottnees of the " lota, * and that 
" it would be vain to contemplate " a repetition of 
such a sale " in times to come." Alas ! the name 
of George Robins belongs to the things of the past, 
and Strawberry Hill is no longer numbered among 
the celebrities of Twickenham ; the grovea 

" Made classic by the muse of Pope/' 
no more echo the sweet music of song and laughtei 
and the collected curiosities of a life-time are scat­
tered none know whither by the extravagance of the 
spendthrift descendant of him who passed his best 
andpleasantest days in contemplating their richness 
and variety. The sale occupied twenty-four Jaya, 
and realized—what matter how many thousand 
pounds ? 
" Strawberry Hill is called, in the old documents 

relating thereto, Strawberry-hill Shot, and was 
originally a small tenement, built in 1698 by the 
Earl of Bradford's coachman, by whom it was let 
as a lodging-house. Colley Cibber was one of its 
first tenants, and there wrote his comedy entitled 
' The Refusal, or the Lady's Philosophy.' The 
natural beauties of the scene—and fortunately they 
survived the ' improbable capabilities ' of Walpole 
—occasionally tempted persons of higher rank than 
the facetioufl playwright to adopt the place as 
summer residence. It was occupied successively 
by Dr.Talbot, Bishop of Durham, aud the Marquis 
of Caernarvon ; then it was leased to Mrs. Cheve-
nix, the noted toy-woman, who let a part of it to 
Pere Coo rayer, a well-known French divine of the 
times." 

Of this Mrs. Chevenix, Horace Walpole, Earl of 
Orford, purchased the remainder of the lease in 
1747, and in the year following became the owner 
of the fee simple of the estate which he thus pi-
quantly describes to his friend Mr., afterwards Field 
Marshal, Conway, the only man for whom he ap­
peared to have entertained as great a regard as he 
had for his old China tea-pots and gimcrack bijou­
terie :

Walpole seemed to have always considered the 
place as a sort of toy, and l»y a principle of associ­
ation peculiar to his genius, the author of the "Castle 
of Otranto" seems to have striven henceforth to fill 
his toy-house with furniture and such like, worthy 
its somewhat petty pretensions. What the ''gem " 
was like before his numerous alterations, contri­
vances, and adaptations, we have no means of 
knowing, but at th£ time of the sale it was a "min­
iature gothie gimcrack, composed of round towers, 
long galleries, yellow and blue chambers, starred 
boudoirs, bodkin-like pinnacles, and gingerbread 
battlements covered with a now woru-out coat of 
rough cast stucco, overlooking the Thames from one 
side, and a dusty road from the other." Those who 
have visited Blenheim, Stow, or Chatfield, however, 
would have but small admiration for the toy-shop 
of Horace Walpole. 

Strawberry Hill, however, exactly suited the 
somewhat puerile tastes of Walpole. Without vigor 
enough to become a politician,without talent enough 
to take a prominent position in the world of letters, 
and without ardor enough to push ais way in the 
world, he was fain to content himself with his 
baubles, of which he had no small or valueless col­
lection. lie appears to have had a little mind as 
well as a little person, and despite his boast, when 
showing the suit of armor wornby Francis the First, 
who was slim and under the average height, that 
" little men could be sometimes great men," he 
certainly appeared to have possessed few of the 
elements of greatness himself. 

Walpole was fond, too, of being the "great man 
of the village," and the neighborhood abounded 
with celebrities. " Almost upon its threshold lived 
in a small cottage forming part of the estate, Frank­
lin, the printer of the ' Craftsman,' who had been 
imprisoned more than once for Pulteney's attacks 
upon Horace Walpole's father. The very suggest-
iveness of the association of ideas to which he be­
came an enthusiast, afterwards induced Walpole to 
establish a private printing press. ' Can there,' he 
says, in one of his letters, ' be an odder revolution 
than that the printer of the " Craftsman " should 
live in a cottage of mine, and the author of the 

Craftsman " write a panegyric upon a house of 
mine ? ' alluding to the ballad by the Earl of Bath. 
Garrick was another of his neighbors, whom Wal­
pole admitted possessed great social resources, but 
confessed at the same time that he liked his wife 
better. Paul Whitehead, the poet, and Admiral 
Byron, who discovered the Patagonians, and pub­
lished the narrative upon which the shipwreck in 
4 Don Juan ' was partially founded ; these, with 
Hudson, the painter, Mrs. Pritchard, the actress, 
and last, but not least, Kitty Clive, dwelt right and 
left of him. Mrs. Clive appears to have been an 

special favorite ; she had a budget of anecdotes 
about the players and dramatists that must have 
amused Walpole, and helped him wonderful 1; 
through the twilight, when it was getting too darj 
for him to arrange his last purchases of china, or 
work away at his niches aud pedestals." 

Walpole's principal male acquaintances were 
Field-Marshal Conway, and the poet Gray ; and 
among his lady visitors may be numbered Lady Di­
ana Beauclerk, the merry Clive, and Lady Suffolk. 
The Marquise du Deffand, an old and once cele­
brated leader of fashion, appears to have enter­
tained a warm attachment for her entertainer ; too 
warm, indeed, for Walpole appears to have had no 
great love for the sex ; and as for a wife, she would 
have disturbed the neatness he so loved to behold 
in his toy-shop. Being once asked to give a ball 
at Twickenham, he flatly denied the possibility of 
such an affair taking place in his Gothic Halls; but 
the story is best told by himself. Writing to the 
Marquis of Hertford, he says— 
" The Duchess of Bedford asked me fgfore Madame d« 

Gueruhy if I would not * ire the« S ball at Strawberry ? 
for the universel What! tarn a ball, and dust, and 4«. 
aad a million of candles, iato my charming ne# gajery ! I 
said, I could not flau« my»If that peopki v»oold gi*e_them. 
selves the trouble of going eteven miles tora bull (though I 
believe they would go hTty. € Weü, than/ «aya «ha, Ml 

'hey harass the Government ; 
fight the Anarchists. The Imperialists in the As­
sembly scarcely exceed a dozen ; their dreams an» 
absnrd ; for an empire an emperor ia needed. La­
martine does not give the number of the Montagn­
ards—a party that he reprobates without »UnL 
They are, certainly, more than the residue after his 
computations of the other distinct ingredients of 
the t>ody. He extols the conduct of the army svue 
since the revolution of February, as wonderful ia 
sense, discipline, (ot bearance—officers and soldiers 
alike.'7 

The fart that in these e meutes since the Februa­
ry revolution the army has always been ihe friand 
of ©nier is significant. Lamartine say« : 
" The army is one of the great organs of Francs; 

an imposing position and a lawful share in UM» 
working of our institutions, are due to if, evet* 
more under the republic than the monarchy. Ths 
military strength and array of the republic should 
he great at home. The division ol the country into 
five military commands must rather counteract any 
scheme of monarchical or imperial restoration, < 
if all of the five commanders were General V 

Of our country, Lamartine says : 
"The American Republic, which you behold 

now so prosperous, experienced in its outset popu­
lar cries as frequent, and a thousand times graver, 
than those which are represented in the casa of 
France, as the condemnation and impossibility of 
the republic tliere. America, in her first two yeai*» 
Itad lier wars of independence and her civil wan ; 
her national representative body was violated by 
the people, as ours was on the 15th May. Tbs 
blood of the citizens flowed in insurrections, as 
ours did in the days of June, and for a much loogar 
tiiOH. Her Congress was dispersed by the peopiu, 
and compelled to seek another asylum in the terri­
tory of tlie Union. Her clubs divided and auaich-
is*! the country for three years. Her best citizens 
were proscribed ; Washington himself was suspect­
ed ami repudiated by those republicans. The dem­
agogue outraged and menaced the man of worth. 
But ths American Republic triumphed overall that, 
and could establish the true modern government of 
toleration, and assure room for all parties, political 
and religious, all opinions, all interests. So shall 
the French Republic, with other elements and in 
different circumstances, succeed and endure."
