The 
British Minister at Washington receives a larger 
salary than the President. This certainly may be 
reduced without much detriment to the public ser­
vice. The overplus of £2,000,000 in tbe revenue 
lias stirred up tbe enemies of particular taxes, and 
bills will he introduced to remove the taxation to an 
amount of i»,000,000 or £10,000,000. 

A bill la to be introduced to exclude the importa­
tion of all the products of slave labor. Cotton, 
Sugar, TVibacro, and Coffee are all necessaries of 
life. England cannot afford herself the luxury. 
The revenue from the tobacco tax is £5,000,000. 

In Inland, it is proposed to abolish the office of 
Viceroy ; tlie expenditure of the vice regal court 
wbich has been a support to a large part of the 
Dublin population, will be made up by frequent 
royal visits. What an unnatural state of society, 
when the slightest economy is a source of injury to 
some class. The propriety of continuing the Afri­
can coast blockade is much agitated in the papers. 
Great Britain has expended £Ï5,000,000 in the at­
tempt to suppress the trade, and the blockade is 
kept up at the expense of £70,000 a year. Its ut­
ter failure is proved by one fact. The slave market 
of Brazil was overstocked—8000 Africans remained 
unsold laat year. Some weeks since we condensed 
an essay in one of the British reviews on this subject, 
and then endeavored to show that to Liberia the ci­
vilized world must be indebted for putting an end to 
this foul blot on the age. Teach tlie African chiefs 
that their subjects will yield more revenue in tilling 
the soil at home, than in being sold abroad, and the 
trade will cease. It is to be hoped that the Ameri­
can Government will withdraw from the compact. 
But the establishment of a line of steamers to Li­
beria, in lieu of the blockading squadron, wiil do 
infinitely more to suppress the trade. 

A great reform has been introduced into the post-
office, by which 6000 employes enjoy six hours 
more of rest on the Sabbath than formerly. 

38,494 persons have emigrated to Canada in 
1849; being 10,555 more/han in the previous year. 
The tonnage employed in the transport was 131,809 
tons—the number of tailors 5,567. In twenty years 
the number of immigrante who have landed in 
Canada is 622,761, about 30,000 a year. 

The great Industrial exhibition of 1851, occupies 
much of the public attention. France, Austria, 
Belgium, Holland, Prussia, and even Spain, have 
responded to the call. The Spanish Ministers have 
issued a circular, from which the following extract 
is taken : 

• " Spanish industry, in spite ol the ebstacles so 
long opposed to its development, has at length felt 
the tendencies of the age, and can now present 
many honorable proofs, not onlv of its activity and 
perseverance, but also of the successful trials which 
Spain has made to prove herself worthy the pre­
cious materials >t her disposal. The spirit of asso­
ciation ia making progress. Spanish youth are 
applying themselves to the practical sciences ; the 
barren lands are becoming cultivated ; steam ia 
multiplying its operations ; railroads are being es­
tablished ; iron works are instituted on a large 
scale, and mining industry has received a great 
impulse. Spanish woods have been improved. 
Silk-worm industry is progressing. The flax of 
Galliciaand Leon, and the hemp of Grenada are 
considered excellent. The Government will take 
gratuitous charge of the transport of all objects sent 
to the London exhibition free of all duties and fiscal 
expenses from the place of their transport and their 
return thereto." 

We regard this aa the promise of a new and bright 
career on the part of Spain, and as one of the moat 
encouraging circumstances of the present state of 
Euro;ie. Spain has nothing to do but to be true to 
herself, to her past glorious history, to her present 
capabilities, and lier future prosperity. The sun 
of Europe does not rise upon a country more capa­
ble of national greatness and human advancement 
than the land of Columbus and Cervantes. 

England has never been in a more prosperous 
coudition than now. lier revenue is increasing— 
her expenses diminishing. Tlie amount invested 
in railway stock amounts to £220,000,000. But 
the present value does not exceed half that sum. 
The consequent diminution of income has greatly 
curtailed the expenditure of private families. The 
number of " the mariners of England" is 270,000. 
The value of merchant ships is £38,080,000.

Cholera on the Hteamcr St. Louts. 
A few days since we announced the arrival here 

of the magnificent steamer St. Louis. After the 
usual delay she left the Levee, crowded with pas­
sengers, and a large lot of mules and mustangs. 
Twelve deaths by cholera had occurred among the 
pasaengers when the boat arrived at Memphis. 
The Eagle of that city, asks : 

What causes this mortality? What superin­
duces this sudden and fatal disease ? If any 
(•ays the ediior of the Eagle,) had asked us these 
questions while on board the St. Louis, we would 
have pointed him to the five or six hundred emi 
grants crowded together upon a deck, yet further 
encumbered by numbers of Texas mustangs and 
mules destined to tlie use of California emigrants. 
Vast as is the capacity of the boat, these tested it 
to the last square foot of space. How, in the name 
of Heaven, all these human beings slept, is a mys­
tery to us. In one berth we saw three grown per­
sons and two children! In another, four grown 
persons m none less than three ; and every square 
foot of the ftoor seemed fully occupied by a host of 
men, women and children standing. The, throng 
was necessarily dirty, the stench was overpower­
ing, and there seemed not one joyous or smiling 
human being in the whole collection. No wonder 
that disease, of terrible and certain fatality, comes 
into such floating Black Holes of Calcutta, where 
the very air reeks with the deadliest miasma and 
there is not even space for the most ordinary re­
quirements of human nature. Is there any won­
der that, under such circumstances, human beings 
should die ? Is it not surprising that any should 
escape from such terrible imprisonment with life ? 

Mre have said before (continues the Eagle), and 
we repeat, with all possible emphasis, that the 
greatest barbarity of modern times is the system 
of transportation for deck passengers on the waters 
of the Mississippi Valley, ^t has filled countless 
graves. It has desolated and impoverished thou-
aands of ^migrant families in a strange land. It 
has made widows and orphans innumerable. It 
has shortened many an existence prematurely in its 
youth and prime. It has put jingling dollars into 
the pockets of steamboat speculators, and has put 
thousands of poor emigrants into unconsecrated 
graves upon sand-bars over which roll the waves 
ot the Mississippi, and upon shores gloomy in the 
»hade of unbroken forests. It is a cruel, inhuman 
speculation, from which our soul revolts in sicken­
ing horror.

DESTRUCTIVE FIR* AT NEW YORK.— At half 
past 10 o'clock, on the night of the 24th ult, a fire 
broke out in the three story store, No. 32 Front st., 
occupied by Robert H. Berdell, commission mer­
chant, and stored with candles, provisions, and 
other inflammable substances. The flames rapidly 
spread, fed by the highly combustible contents, and 
reached the four story store, No. 33 Water street, 
occupied by Messrs. Darling, Albertson & Roee, 
dealers in lard, provisions, etc., and by 12 o'clock, 
the whole of the above mentioned premises were in 
a mass of flames.

storage. The cellar was filled with cheese, lard 
and butter, belonging to Messrs. D. A. <fc R. The 
whole of the contents of this store were valued at 
$40,000, raoit of which was covered by insurance 
The building wes owned by Stephen Whitney, and 
was not insured. 

No. 31 Water «t., occupied by Messrs. Work & 
Drake, was for about an hour in the most imminent 
danger, but escaped with some damage from water. 

No. 30 Front st., occupied by Messrs. Doremus, 
Crane & Carpenter, Grocery and Commission Mer­
chants, and by Mr. II. II. Salomon, uo stairs, was 
also greatly exposed, but suffered damage from wa­
ter only.

It is to be hoped that 
such a necessity will be obviated by a sense of 
jusUce on the part of Portugal.

MR. TRAVERSE'S WILL.—In the Cireuit Court 
of Washington City, the case of James and Mary 
Wynne, Elixabeth Traverse, and others, caveators, 
t«S. Joseph Traverse and Elias Traverse, has been 
commenced. Mr. Traverse was an old citiien of 
Washington, and had amassed a fortune of about 
a hundred thousand dollars. He was a mair of 
eccentric character, and, ss he imagined, many 
griefs. By his will his large fortune was be­
queathed to a portion of his children, and other.s 
(the plaintiffs) cut off with a trifle. The attempt 
is now made by them to set aside his will. 

HUMAN LIFE AND PULSATION. —It is stated 
that the human life can be estimated by the pulsa­
tions a man performs. Thus, flowing 70 years 
for the common age of man, and 60 pulses in a 
minute for the common measure of pulses, the 
number of pulses in his whole life would amount 
to 2,207,520,000. But if, by intemperance, he 
forces his blood into a more rapid motion, so as to 
give 75 pulses in a minute, the same number of 
pulses may bo completed in 56 years, reducing his 
existence 14 years. 

THE FRANKLIN EXPEDITION.—On the 25th ult. 
in the House of Representatives was introduced, by 
tile Chairman of the Committee on Naval Affairs, 
a joint resolution authorising the President to ac­
cept and to attach to the Navy of the United States 
the two vessels offered by Mr. Henry Grinnell, of 
NewYork, to be sent to the Arctic Seas in search 
of Sir John Franklin and his companions. A mo­
tion was made to lay the resolution on the table, 
which was negatived by a vote of 70 to 99. This 
is a "clear indication that the resolution will be 
adopted. 

GUNPOWDER PLOT.—A keg of gunpowder was 
placed near the front door of the house of Deacon 
Daniel Sanders, in Lawrence, Mass., on the night 
of the 24th ult., and set fire to by means of a slow 
match. The crash was awful. The door was 
blown in, the glass brokenr the house shaken to its 
foundation, window curtains torn down, and the 
Deacon and his family considerably frightened. 
The Deacon had made himself quite obnoxious of 
late, to a portion of tbe community, by prosecuting 
the liquor dealers, and the outrage is attributed to 
this cause. 

The Naval Execution, supposed by the Boston 
Journal to have taken place on board the U. S. 
sloop-of-war Germantown, as she left St. Thomas 
lately, the Norfolk Beacon feels authorized to con­
tradict. Letters have been received from the Ger­
mantown since she left St. Thomas, in which no 
allusion is made to an execution.

WEBSTER,—The Boston Herald of the 
25th ult., says : " Dr. Webster appears perfectly 
calm and composed in his mind, and expresses u 
conviction that he is resigned to the will of his 
Heavenly Father, whatever it may be. He sleeps 
quietly at night, and during the day amuses him­
self by reading miscellaneous books and the news­
papers of the day, and writing. He is visited by 
the Rev. Mr. Putnam, his spiritual adviser, apd 
from whom he receives religious instruction. 
Twice a week he is visited by his kind and affec­
tionate wife, and three lovely daughters, who ad­
minister to his wants with a liberal hand, and speak 
words of comfort which buoys up his spirits under' 
his great troubles. These are the only persons 
that are admitted to his cell since his conviction. 
It is expected that the Governor and Council will 
take his case into consideration this week, or at 
least before the general court rises, and dispose of 
it either by commuting his sentence, or by assign­
ing the day for his execution." 

SLICIDE.—Thomas H. Tuly, an Englishman, 
committed suicide at NewYork on the 25th ult. by 
shooting himself through the heart with a fowling 
piece. The act is attributed to jealousy of his wife, 
who is a very handsome young woman, living in 
Brooklyn. In his bosom was found a gold locket 
containing a likeness of his wife, and he left on 
table a letter directed to her.
