DESTRUCTIVE FIR*—ZOU of Life.—Lost even­
ing, about 8 o'clock, t^ys the Memphis Enquirer 
of the 1st iust., the cotton shed ol R. A. Parker 
was discovered to be on fire, and so rapid was its 
progress as to render abortive all attempts to arrest 
it, until the shed, with its contents, amounting to 
between eight and nine hundred bales of cotton 
were entirely consumed. The fire communicated 
to the dwelling of Col. N. Anderson on the East, 
and to some other buildings adjoining the shed on' 
the West side, all of which were seriously dam­
aged ; but before they were entirely consumed, the 
dimes were arrested by the energetic exertions of 
the Fire Companies. At the hour of going to press 
we have no means of ascertaining the amount of 
loss in property.

Capture of Alvnrailo ! — Naval Court of 
Inquiry, 

The following interesting account of the taking 
of Alvarado, as given on oath by Com. Perry be­
fore the Court of Inquiry, sitting at Annapolis, we 
take from the Washington Republic of the 29th ult.: 

QUESTION BY THE QOURT — To Com. Pern/.— 
I)o you know any thing relative to the surrender 
and occupation of the town of Alvarado and its de­
pendencies, in Mexico, about that time ? If so, 
state particularly all you know in relation thereto! 

ANSWER —Ido. Three years haveelapsed since 
that lime, but I will state all I know, from the best 
of my recollection. Immediately after the surren­
der, and, I believe, before the evacuation of the 
city and castle of Vera Cruz, fieneral Scott and 
myself concerted measures for making a land and 
naval demonstration to the South of Vera Cruz, to 
take possession of the country and of Alvarado and 
its dependencies, in view of detaching the interests 
of the people of that country from the cause of 
Santa Anna, and ol' procuring supplies of horses 
and cattle for the array fand navy, of which they 
were greatly in want and in which that country 
abounded. It was [lerfectly well understood, or 
supno.^ed at the time, that no defence would be 
made after the fall of Vera Cruz ; but a very con­
siderable detachment of the squadron were detailed 
in view of intimidating the people of that region, 
and al the taine time conciliaiing them by kindness 
into more pacific measure«, as ii. was generallv 
thought, both by the oflicers of the army and navy, 
that, after the fall of VeraCruz, there would be no 
further active operation in that quarter against the 
enemy. 1 he naval force waa thus large because 
it was in contemplation to undertake an expedition 
against luspaii. A squadron of cavalry was at­
tached to the land force, for the purpose of more 
active operations. 

On the day of the evacuation, as I believe, Gen 
Quitman, who was detailed by Gen. Scott to con­
duct the land forces, called on me on board Vy flag­
ship, the Mississippi, with directions from Gen. 
•Scott to confer with me. Gen. Quitman and my­
self concerted measures for approaching Alvarado. 
It was thought desirable that the troops should be 
in the immediate vicinity, and near the town, by 
the time that the small steamers and boats of the 
squadron should enter the river, in view of snr-
prising, if possible, jind cutting off the garrison 
and intercepting some of the leading citizens, think­
ing that they might be induced to forward the 
policy of pacification. Signals were established be­
tween Gen. Quitman and myself, for the night as 

day, so that the two forces, the army and 
navy, should be in communication. Boats were 
•sent from the Ohio to assist Gen. Quitmaa's com­
mand to cross the Madelin river, which iay on the 
inarch. Some of the vessels were moved from 
their ancliorBge.at Sacrificios to Anton Lizardo, on 
that day, or the next ; the log-book will show when. 

the 30th of March, I gave orders to Capt. 
Breese commanding the Albany, to get under 
weigh for Alvarado, and proceed off that river, and 
continue, as well as I recollect, about twelve miles 
from the mouth of the river, to intercept any ves-

pressions are, that when t was conversing with 
Capt. Breese, in my cabin, Lieut, Hunter was 
present, and 1 suppose heard me give my instruc­
tions to Capt. Breese in regard to not approaching 
the river. Capt. Breese and Lieut. Hunter left n 
cabin, as I suppose, to execute my orders, and 
proceeded to carry out my part of the plan. 

On the 31st March the Mississippi moved down 
to Anton Lizardo, from Sacraficios, keeping along 
with the tt oops on shore—signals being made, dur­
ing the night and day, to show their relative posi­
tions. The Mississippi anchored at Anton Lizardo 
on the afternoon or evening ol the 31st of April ; 
heavy guns were heard, and reported to me, from 
the direction of Alvtrado, which was about sixteen 
or eighteen miles distant. 1 sent for Commandei 
Sands, of the Vixen, aud told him that I was fear 
ful that Lieut.- Hunter, of the Scourge, was com­
mitting some-indiscretion, which might defeat my 

Slans, and ordered him to go down and look after the 
courge, und act according to circumstances, and 

report to me. He obeyed the order, and returned 
in the night, I think, and reported he could see 
nothing. Next day, the troops having passed Li­
zardo, we got under weigh with the Mississippi 
and other vessels, and stood down off Alvarado. 
The small steamers and light vessels were prepared 
for going in, and the larger vessels were ordered to 
keep off, and be ready for landing, if necessary. 
Approaching the river, on the afternoon of that day, 
1 saw nothing of the Scourge, and getting close in, 
a flag was discovered on the fort, on the north point, 
at the mouth of the river. It was some time before 

could distinguish the character of the flag, but 
ultimately ascertained it to be the American flag, 
much to the surprise of myself and the oftieers. 
The troops having arrived near the town, I went 
into the river, and proceeded near to it, landed, and 
found that the Scourge had been in and the town 
had surrendered. Passed Midshipman Temple and 
five men had been left by the Scourge, and she had 
proceeded up the river. Immediately on hearing 
that Lieut. Hunter had entered into stipulations 
with the authorities, I disavowed his act as unau­
thorized and illegal. Gen. Quitmau arrived about 
half an hour after myself, when I informed him that 
I had disavowed the acts of Lieut. Hunter, as un­
authorized and contrary to the concentrated arrange­
ment between Gen. Quitman and myself ; and ex­
pressed to him my mortification and embarrassment 
that such a thing should have occurred. That 
night, or the following morning, the troops arrived, 
and on the second day they were in occupation of 
the town, and the naval force of the river. Capt. 
Isaac Mayo, of the Navy, was appointed Civil and 
Military Governor. A deputation was received 
from Tlacatalpan ; and, on the same day, I went 
with the deputation to Tlacatalpan, in company 
with some of Gen. Quitman's staff, he remaining 
behind, and there received the submission of the 
town from the authorities. I disavowed the acts of 
Lieut Hunter, and declined granting them any 
terms. 

On my return to Alvarado, finding that (Jen. 
Quitman was about to return to join the main army, 
I established a Government, appointing Capt. iMayo 
Governor, leaving a small guard of marines as a 
garrison, and some small vessels. While at Alva­
rado I received a report from Lieut. Hunter, dated 
2d April, giving an account of his proceedings 
from the 30th March, 1847, to the date of his re­
port ; and, during my stay there, I think, but am 
not positive, 1 ordered his arrest, and directed his 
trial by a court-martial. He was afterwards tried, 
and the sentence approved and carried into effect. 
The proceedings of the Court, my orders for carry­
ing the sentence into execution, with two letters 
dated April 10th, setting forth reasons for bringing 
Lieut. Hunter to trial, were forwarded to the Navy 
Department. 

I left Alvarado on the 4th April for Anton Lizardo, 
and on the same day I made a report to the Secre­
tary of the Navy of the surrender and occupation 
of Alvarado. 

The testimony was read to Com. Perry and the 
Court adjourned. 

Additional California News. 
[The following WM prepared lor yesterday's paper, but 

was accidentally omitted.] 

SACRAMENTO CITV— From the correspondence 
of the Alta California we glean lhe following, rela­
tive to Sacramento City. Six Elpresses have been 
established there lo transmit letters and parcels 
coming by mail and otherwise to the miners, who, 
though willing to give several dollars for tidings 
from home, are not able to lose ten or twelve days 
and $50 expenses, to come lo the post-office. To 
persons having relatives in the mines, th;s will be 
gratifying news. 

On the 13th March, a house belonging to Smith, 
Bensley & Co. was destroyed by fire, loss $5COO. 

The idea of throwing up a levee has not been 
abandoned. A report from C. W. Coote, the City 
hingineer, has been submitted to the Council, .how-
ing that 160,000 cubic yards would he required, al 
a cost of $200,000 ; estimating labor at $10 per day. 

An aflray occurred in the lower part of the city, 
between a man named Wm. Smith, from Sidney, 
and a boy named Welsh. They had had a previ-' 
ous misunderstanding, and having met in the street, 
Smith shot at the lad with a rifle, but some by­
standers striking up the barrel the ball missed ils 
mark. The boy immediately discharged his gun 
at his assailant, inflicting a mortal wound, from 
which Smith died in a few hours. Welsh gave 
himself up to the proper authorities. 

There were two fires on the 20th of March, a tent 
near H street, and a canvass house on Third street 
known as the " Knickerbocker." 

The election for city officers was to take place on 
the 1st of April. 

It is said that the bars on the North Folk are 
found to be very rich by those who have com" 
menced digging. On the Yuba, those who could 
procure places unoccupied were doing well, and 
advices continue favorable. 

Mr. D. S. Witherby, it is stated, had just re­
turned from the mines with a lump of 6 pounds of 
»old, which he had found within a few rods of the 
fourteen pound lump that was taken out by hi: 
party at the Auburn Dry diggings. 

On Murderer's bar, (quite a name) 6 miles above 
Auburn, there were about 150 men at work on the 
1st of March, obtaining from 1 to 6 ounces each 
per day. One company of five is reported to have 
raised 6 pounds in twenty-four hours, others are 
regularly making 8 to 1« ounces. 

An inquest was held on the 3d March, at Sutter: 
Fort, on the body of a man lound drowned in the 
river. It was not recognized before interment. 

It is in contemplation to remove the bodies re­
posing in the burial ground near the North beach. 
All further interments in this ground have been 
prohibited ; the land is covered by a private claim, 
and is required, lor building purposes. 

Legislature Proceedings.—In the Senate, a 
bill has passed the second reading in relation to the 
protection, punishment and government of the In­
dians Hon. Wm. D. Fair, membe/ elect from 
the San Joaquin district, took his seat on the 21at 
March. 

In the House, bills for the establishment of a 
hospital at Sacramento City, and providing lor the 
better regulation of Ihe mines aitil the government 
of foreign miners, were on their final reading. 

James Hagan was elected, on the 22d, Harbor­
master for the port of San Francisco. 

William Edwards had been arrested lor a large 
robbery, committed upon Joel Burnel and George 
Marcy, who reside at Rincon Point. 

Several sailors have been arrested for deserting 
from the ship Mount Vernon, and held to answer 
the charge. 

A suit brought by Edward E. Dunbar against 
the town San Francisco, involving damages to 
the amount of $40,000, claimed by the plainlitl for 
loss sustained by the blowing up of the Merchants 
Exchange Reading-room, at the time of the great 
fire, has been settled by arbitration, and $2-1,000 
awarded to Dunbar. Other claims of a similar 
character, involving a large amount, are now 
pending.
