Men along the line of the Carrollton Railroad, in relation 
to the passage of engines on said Road and various abuses ol 
the privileges granted them by their charter. I would par 
tjcularly point ont to yon the fact of tlie rapid rate of speed 
used iu running their engines, and the great danger resulting 
therefrom. The grades of onr streets have been destroyetl, 
and no attention is paid by diem to the repeated orders of o 
Cominiosanes, and those given by die Surveyor, in relation 
the encumbrances to the streets and the cleansing of the 
ditches along the line of the Road. I njtified the President of 
the Company >n relation to the paving of their track 011 Ba­
ronne street, and was told byhim that arrangements would lie 
immediately made w.!h the contractor tor this purpo-e ; hut 
as yet, nothing has been done.
