Gen. Taylor tuna into ftwer pledged ta m 
party, and to no measures but swoh asti» judge­
ment should approve of in the independent dis­
charge of the executive duties of the nation. 
During the progress of the canvass, which resulted 
in hi» election, and at the time of hi» iaatallment 
into office, the slavery qaestion was causing a pro­
found sensation in every portion of the country. 
Of so intense a character was the feeling that a 
severance of the Northern and Southern States— 
disunion—was currently spoken of as possible, 
and, in some quarters, as desirable. Fears as to 
the consequences were aroused in the minds of 
intelligent and patriotic citizens throughout the 
country. On coming into office, this was the 
first and moil important subject that addressed itself 
to the mind of the President. To allay the excite-

it, and to restore harmony, wa» an object worthy 
ot the best efforts of the purest patriotism, and the 
highest executive capacity. 

Closely connected with the question of slavery 
was that of the admission of California as a State 
into the Union. The nomber and rapid increase 
of the citixen« of the United State» in our recently 
acquired territorial possessions on the Pacific coast-
attracted thither by the discovery of mineral wealth, 
the accounts of which are »till read with undimin-
ished astonishment—made it obvious to the Presi­
dent, and not less ao to the whole nation, that very 
»°on the population of that diitant country would 

k the protection and blessings of the Union by 

an application to be embraced in the confederacy 
of States. He thought, and honestly thought, that 
the sooner the application wa» made, and the act of 
union accomplished, the sooner would be allayed 
the intense excitement on the slavery question. In 
accordance with the provision of the Constitution 
which makes it the duty of the President to recom 
mend to the consideration of Congress such meas 
ures as he shall judge necessary and expedient for 
the general welfare of the people, in the early part 
of the present session, he did, in a special message, 
in reply to certain resolutions of the House of Hep 
resentatives, recommend that, if California should 
apply (which it was clearly foreseen she would do) 
for admission into the Union, and should present 
to Congress a plan of government, republican in its 
features, as required by the Constitution, she 
should at once be received into the Union, and 
placed on an equal footing with the other States. 
A similar recommendation was submitted in regard 
to the territories of New Mexico and Deseret or 
Utah, whenever they should respectively make 
application for admission as States. In these 
recommendations the President left out of question 
the subject of «lavery. This, in hi« opinion, be­
longed to the people of the territories,by whom alone 
it should be decided. This message, at the time of 
it« publication, was hailed, throughout the country, 
as wise and eminently patriotic. 

Sine the publication of that Message, the que»-
tion» growing out of the subject of slavery have 
occupied a very large portion of the attention of 
Congreas. In the Senate, especially, the discus­
sion of them has been signalized by the most pow 
erful efforts of the greatest minds of the nation. In 
accordance with the recommendation of the Presi 
dent, a bill was introduced in that body, by the 
Chairman of the Committee on Territories, for the 
immediate admission of California as a State. 
Resolutions—we refer particularly to those of Mr. 
Clay and Mr. Bell—were introduced for the har­
monious settlement of all the questions involved, by 
the admission of California, by the establishment 
of territorial governments for New Mexico and 
Utah, and the «ettlement of the boundary-line diffi­
culty between Texas and New Mexico by the 
payment of a liberal consideration to the former 
for parting with her assumed rights to the territory 
claimed by the latter. 

The conductors of this paper have believed that 
the joining together of these measures might not 
be followed by good results ; that it might be the 
means of postponing to some succeeding session of 
Congress the admission of California ; that Cali­
fornia had complied with the requirements of the 
Constitution ; that «he was fully entitled to admis­
sion, and that her admission should not be made 
to depend upon considerations of sectional expedi­
ency, and upon questions with which it had 
legitimate connection. Wa have repeatedly ex-l 
pressed these views ; and, in doing so, have no 
doubt correctly represented the views of a large 
majority of the people of the State of Louisiana. 

Since the communication of the President . 
message to the House of Representatives, we have 
not been advised whether there has been any modi­
fication of the sentiments of the Administration on 
these deeply intere.ting subject» ; and we have not 
sought to be »0 advised—not doubting that Gen. 
Taylor would sanction, without hesitation, any 
measure or measures of Congress calculated to 
»etile harmoniously the questions that have for 
years caused such unhappy agitation throughout 
the land. If our views have corresponded with 
those of the Administration, we are glad of it. A 
President that conscientiously and fearlessly does 
Ins duly, under the Constitution, deserves, and 
should have, the »upport of the press, and of all 
good citizens. 

The country is now informed that the Commit­
tee of Thirteen, of the U. S. Senate, to whom these 
questions were referred, have determined to report 
a general compromise bill-admitting California a» 
a State and establishing territorial governments for 
New Mexico and Utah. From the character of 
the members composing that Committee—some of 
whom are the first men, incomparably, of the na-
tion, and patriots all—we have the strongest assu­
rance that any measure they will propose, for the 
settlement of these unhappy difficulties, will be 
passed by Congre»», and will be hailed with joy by

One of the editors of this paper, now on a visit 
to Concordia pariah, writes us the following : 

ViDALiA, May 8, I860. 
An eye witneas alone can realize the extent of the destruc­

tion oaoand bt the present flood. More than iwo-thirdu of 
the ftrar parifhea comprising the okl Concordia District, via : 
Concordia, Tensas, Madison, and Carroll» are ander water. 
The only portion« of dry land are along the Wank of the Mis­
sissippi where the levees still stand ; bnt all the back country 
M inundated. Within a few years a dense population has set-

the high lands bordering on the numerous bayous in 
the interior. These have all been driven out. In this parish 
alone it is es'imated that at least 80,000 head of cattle have 
been drowned, and in like proportion in the other parishes. In 
Pointe Coupee the destruction is equally great. 

The water is falling here very slightly, bnt in consequence 
of the crevasse at St. Joseph's, H is rising in the swamp. It 
is now settled that the water will not fall in time to plant 
cotton. The plant is very small and backward for the season. 
The deficiency in the fenr parishes will be at least 160,000 
bales. The country from the mouth of Red River to the Ar­
kansas line, 150 miles in length and 80 in breadth, is the heart 
of the cotton region ; it will not produce one fourth of a crop, 
even under the most favorable circumstances, because not a 
fourth of the land can be cultivated. 

I am aware that it is too much the custom to cry out short 
crop from the start. But let any man visit any point in the 
cotton region of this valley, and he will be convinced that the 
crop of this year will be lern than that of last. Undoubtedly 
the enhanced price will diminish the consumption, and thus 
react on the price—but that alone can prevent a rise. You 
may rely on it that this flood is the most extensive since 1848, 
and infinitely more destructive. For, that only tilled up the 
swamps and the few plantations opened on the front lands, 
but this sweeps over a vast region of cultivated lands.

The Libel Salt. 
State vs. James Graham for a Libel on Joel O. Seoer. 

This case come up for trial yesterday in the First District 
Court, Judge McHenry presiding. Mr. Graham, a former 
editor of the Louisiana Courier, was charged with publishing 
a libelous article on Joel G. Sever, in September last, in that 
journal. 

Mr. Reynolds, the District Attorney, appeared for the pro­
secution, and J. C. Larue for the defendant. 

The District Attorney read the information that had been 
filed, containing a copy of the ailedged libel declared to be of 
a "false, scandalous, and defamatory character." The 
statute under which the prosecution was brought, was read, 
declaring the penalty for publishing a false and libelous article 
against the reputation of a citizen to be fine and imprisonment. 

The first witness called was Mr. Daniel Scully, who testi­
fied that he was employed in the office of the Courier at the 
time when the article in question was published. At that 
time Mr. Graham wrote editorials for the Courier. He knew 
not who published the Courier, further than from seeing the 
names of the persons which stood at the head of the paper as 
publishers. 

Mr. Larue gave notice that he intended to contest the 
whole course of the prosecution, and stated that it would be 
necessary to prove that the identical paper introduced 
evidence was in reality published by tlie party acoused of libel 
in tlie present case. 

Examination resumed~W\\aem said he could not identify 
Uie paper. He could only say that it looked like the paper 
issued from the office of the Courier at the time of its date.

lature of Louisiana, in 1847, which, in the words of Lord 
Campbell's libel act, stated that in all prosecutions for libel, if 
the matter charged as libelous can be shown to be true, and 
published for justifiable ends, it will defeat the object of the 
prosecution. This act was passed to meet a decision made in 
this court, in the case of the State vs. Gibson, tried in the year 
1839. A part of the article charged as libelous, accused Mr. 
Sever ofhaving deserted his wife and family in Watertown, 
and he wished to prove, by witness, that that portion of the 
article charged as libelous was true. The court decided the 
question to be regular, and instructed the witness to answer it. 

Mr. Larue.—Had you a wife and family living at Water-
town ? 

Mr. Sever said that lie would not answer any thing relating 
to his private and domestic matters. In this, he would be 
protected by the court and constitution.
