Thi/ljr ytmn ago, he came to the obscure city of Black-
mow, a young Capuchin friar, is ail the vigor of youth. His 
form baa now baen touched by misfortune, but the angelic 
coantenance still remains. Iiis eloquence, his piety, his gen-
tie mannen, his benevolence, drew around him a large con­
gregation. Among other benevolent enterprises, he pur­
chased and established the most beautiful cemetery in Ire­
land, in which a large space is set apart lor the poor. It was 
In the discharge of his solemn duties in this place that hia at-

was called to the terrible effects of internperaqce. He 
thefe oommeneed the administration of the Pledge. Thou-
sands of his countrymen came long distances to receive the 
Pledge at his hands. He relieved their distreeses till he • 
halted the means of himself and his family. He was o 
arrested for debt while in the discharge of his sacred funcl 
tions. It is supposed that he receives large sums for the 
sale of bis medals and certificate»—but he does not sell thein 
he has given away in this city 13.500. These have cost $3U)0, 
and he has received nothing in comparison.

Air. Frost had come to the meeting to report the 
peeches of others—not to make a speech himself. 

He had, however, b^en Requested, since his en­
trance into the room, to offar the following resolu­
tion : 

Rtvdrcd, That this meeting, in view of the valuable 
servi«« rendered by Father M at hew to trie city, respectfully 
recommends to the Councils of the three Mùutcipahties each 
to appropriate such sum as it may deem proper, as tributes 
trdm the whole city, to,the Reverend Father, lor his zeal and 
devotion ia promoting temperance ; and that a committee of 
three be appointed by the ehair to memorialize the Councils 
&that elleet. 

Alt. Frost then said that the emphatic approbation 
with which it had been received rendered any dis­
cussion useless. 

The President said ho should declare the resolu­
tion adopted Without putting it to vote, when the 
room again resounded with most enthusiastic ap­
plause. 

Messrs. J, W. Frost, C. J. Reese and M. H. Dev-
era,ux were appointed a committee to memorialize 
he Councils. 

Mr. Frost then responded in a brief speech to the 
universal call made on him by the meeting. After 
«peaking of the great good effected by Father 
Ylathew in Ireland, of. which he was the true libe 
rator, he proceeded to dwell on the happy influence 
exercised by him in this city. Hundreds have been 
reclaimed, who, instead of spending their hard earnings in the 
grog shops, were now gladdening with their presence tlieir 
tamilies and homes, hi a pecuniary, point of view the city 
would make a good job out of Father Mathew's vkit, « 
if H paid him a liberal fee. Drunkard? had been turned 
sober men, andirom being a tax on the community they had 
become those especial favorites, tax payers. As a mere matter 
of honesty between man and man the city should furnish him 
with means to expand the area of his charity. Money given 
to Father Ma:hew was, in truth, only given to the cause 
of temperance, good morals and happiness. As to eu 
bling Father Mathew to lead a life of indolence and eac 
that was out of tho Question, he would through life be the 
self-denying apostle of temperance and die a poor mail, and 
probably be buried at the pirblio charge. He said thai 
though a Protestant, of the sect most widely differing from 
fhe Catholic faith, yet lie could not but confess the powerful 

'-^influence exerted by the Catholic priesthood in the de­
velopment of modern civilization and advancement. 
Through the dark ages he followed the sandaled foot of the 
inouk. It was to the fiery eloquence and supernatural zeal of 

bare loot friar that Ëarope owed that series of wars, which 
wjuted thestrength of Baronial tyranny, and opened new ava­
il ues to commerce and developed new elements of peaceful in. 
iustry. W hat Peter the Hermit was in the days of the Cru­
sades, Father Matiiew was in the nineteenth century. He 
battled against the roost despotic tyranny which had ever 
ground down and afflicted mankind—the despotism of Intem­
perance. He concluded by saying, that as the meeting had 
forced him to deliver a speed», he would now adopt the rule 
tthich prevailed at tlie dinner table, and called by his 
Irlends to contribute according to their means to the great 
cause of benevolence to which Father Mathew had devoted 
his life. 

A recess followed, during which donations came 
n very liberally. 

Governor Walker entered the room, and was 
most warmly received. He made a very brief ai 
dress. He expressed his regret that other engage­
ments had prevented his earlier attendance, but he 
had been present in spirit, and whenever in the city 
he should make it his duty to attend meetings of a 
similar character. He would give to every young 
man as the best advice ia his power, to abstain 
from the use of intoxicating liquors. He had hoped 
to have seen Father Mathew present—he should 
make it a point to call en him. He concluded by 
igain expressing his approbation of the object oi 
the meeting, Whigs and Democrats alike evinced 
their satisfaction at the presence of the Governor.

THS INDUSTBUI. EXHIBITION OP NATION« 

lli 1851.—Th« Freich Government hu appcinled 
a committee to arrange lor the dtw «prestation 
of French labor at the great Imbibition ia London, 
in May, 1831. Committee* are also being formed 
at Berlin, Vienna, Bru>>el>, Madrid, and other 
European citiea. It is stated that the contribution» 
from India will be of the most ingenious and costly 
description. The articles exhibited will be divided 

the following four seetioas: lat, raw materials 
and prodnce ; 2d, machinery^agricultural, manu­
facturing, etc.; 3d, manufactures ; 4th, sculpture, 
models, eta. 

The Earl of Carlisle (who, as Lord Morpeth, 
visited our country some years ago,) took occasion, 
at the meeting of February 21, kindly to give us 
of the United States a speoial invitation, and tells 
his countrymen :

FBOM WASHINGTON.—'" X," the Washington 
correspondent of the Baltimore Sun, writing un­
der date of the 8th, says : " If the bills reported by 
the compromise committee were to satisfy the 
South they would be offensive to the North ; and 
if they were to satisfy the North they would 
suredly be'vary objectionable to the South—satis­
fying neither—being barely tolerable on both sides; 
they will, most certainly, satisfy the great boÖy of 
sensible men throughout the country., 

M The debate which sprang up on the motion to 
print this report, corroborates the above. The 
Southern ultras, including Mr. Clemens, (who 
seems to have forgotten Mr. Dickinson's shrewd 
advice,) were against the report, and so was Mr. 
Hale, of New Hampshire, who, I am bound to 
say, spoke with more wit and logic than some of 
his extreme adversaries. If the extreme Southern 
men, will throw obstacles in the way of settling 
the vexed question, the inevitable alternative will 
be that California will come in by itself. This 
consideration is important, and the South had bet­
ter dwell upon it. 

"In the House, Mr. Winthrop delivered his 
speech No. 2 against Mr. Wilmot. He avowed 
himself in favor of the President's plan of settling 
the slavery question—so far committing himself 
against the Wilmot proviso, and trusting the rest 
to Providence. It is not quite certain which way 
Mr. Winthrop may vote when the admission of 
California shall be coupled.with territorial bills for 
Utah and New Mexico. 

Gen. Cass, Mr. Bright and Mr. Dickinson closed 
the debate on the subject, and to their good sense, 
sound discretion, and elevated patriotism, is due 
the peaceful termination of this prefatory contest. 
We shîjl no doubt do better to-morrow, and grow 
wiser as we grow older. 

We shall have Southern 'and Northern fanati­
cism, disunionists South and North ; but they will 
be put down, as they must be, by the honest pa­
triots who "occupy the centre. Meantime it will 
be well for the South to know that Davis, of Mas­
sachusetts, and Clemens, of Alabama, have an­
nounced their intention to vote with Col. Benton. 

ANTI-SLAVERY ANNIVERSARY IN NEWYORK. 
Sentiments of the Press—Great Excitement— 
Riotous Proceedings.—The American Anti-Sla-
very Society held an anniversary meeting at the. 
Tabernacle, in the city of New York, on the 6th 
inst. There was an immense assemblage. Lloyd 
Garrison, their distinguished leader, made a most 
blasphemous and exciting speech, m which he de­
nounced, in sweeping terms, the constituted au­
thorities ->of the nation, and all denominations of 
Christians in the land. On the day previous 
strongly denunciatory articles were published in 
the Herald and Globe. We make an extract from 
the latter. It will be read here with interest : 

"We join most heartily in the denunciation of 
the treason and the traitors. The right to assem­
ble peaceably for the overthrow of the Government 
isnow here guarantied by the Constitution, though 
tor the redress of grievances such assembling of the 
people is constitutional, and we hold every man 
who aids and abets the avowed object of " immed-
ate and unconditional emancipation" of the slaves 
of the Union, to be a traitor at heart, unworthy 
to enjoy the liberty achieved by our falVhers. A 
traitor not only to the country, but to the very blood 
whence he derived his right to his own freedom—a 
traitor to that instrument which never could have 
been framed had such a spirit as now prevails in 
this anti-slavery society governed the councils of 
the men who framed it. rfo public building—no, 
not even the streets—must be desecrated by such a 
proposed assmblage of traitors. What grievances 
of slavery exist now, that did not exist when the 
Constitution was adopted? When the Constitu­
tion was adopted, slavery existed in full force, and 
was not included among the grievances contem­
plated to be abated by Congress, much less by the 
people en masse—and still less by the people of 
one section of the Union, in defiance of the vested 
rights of another section." 

In reference to this article the Express says : 
"The above is a most atrocious article, disgrace­

ful to the press, to New York, and to the nation, 
ft is a public invitation to the mob, to interpose the 
power of brute force, to prevent an assembly of 
citiaens, and a most cowardly appeal to the many 
to prevent that which the Constitution guaranties 
without any qualification, let or hindrance what-

The Post takes the same view. 
In the course of Garrison's speech at the meet­

ing, he uttered these words : 
" Look at your public men, your President, 

Zachary Taylor, a professed Christian, a professed 
God-adoring, God-worshiping man. He is a slave­
owner, a slave-seller, a man-buyer ! yes, a dealer in 
human blood.'* 

At this a simultaneous rush was made to the ros­
trum from from the gallery. The noted Capt. Ryn-
ders exclaimed— 

" I am politically opposed to Zachary Taylor, 
but I am an American, and wilt ailow no mau to 
nsult the President of the United States by speak­

ing disrespectful of him in my presence.4'1 

This was greeted with tremendous cheering and 
applause from most of those present. Garrison 
seemed to be sinking to the floor with fear, turning 
quite dark in the face. A general rush was made 
for the stand occupied by the speakers. 

In the midst of excitement and confusion the 
Chairman announced the adjournment of the 
meeting. 

The Tabernacle was closed against their re­
assembling there by the city authorities. But still 
determined not to be baffied, they met on the morn­
ing of the 8th at the Society Rooms. This (says 
the Commercial Advertiser,) was the signal for re­
newed demonstrations from the party who inter­
rupted their proceedings the day before. As soon 
as the doors were opened the lecture room was 
tilled to overflowing, and subsequent proceedings 
showed that the supporters and opposers of Garri­
son and his coadjutors were about equally divided. 
A strong body of police were planted at the en­
trance, and others were placed in various parts of 
the room. The opponents, however, did not seem 
disposed to employ other physical force than that 
of the throat and lung*, which for more than three 
hours they did employ most vigorously. Every 
attempt at speaking by Garrison or his compan­
ions was hooted down, and speaking on the other 
side shared about the same fate. At half-past 12 
Mr. Garrison gave it up and declared the meeting 
adjourned. 

IMPORTANT FROM CANADA.—A dispatch from 
Toronto, dated the 7th instant, .says : 

The central committee of the British American 
League have issued an address to the people, 
which they represent the duty of the Canadians to 
be to urge our Legislature, by petition, to pass an 
addrcs« to our Gracious Sovereign and both Houses 
of Parliament, praying them to authorize, by an 
imperial act, to the people to whom they profess 
to have already granted self-government, to hold a 
General Convention of Delegates, for the purpose 
of considering and preparing a constitution for the 
government of this Province, and with power to 
act in concert with delegates from such of the 
other British Provinces of North America as may 
be desirous of forming a federal union with Cana­
da ; such constitution to be afterwards submitted 
to the people for ratification." 

THE TEXAS NAVY.—The Committee on Naval 
Affairs, to which was referred the memorial of the 
officers of the late Texas navy, report in favor of 
the application, provided that the number of offi­
cers incorporated in the U. S. Navy shall not ex­
ceed 1 captain, G lieutenants, 1 surgeon, 3 pursers, 
and 2 masters in the line of promotion ; and that 
upon the death, resignation or dismissal of any of 
the said officers, the vacancies thereby created 
shall not be filled. The bill has been read twice 
in the House, and referred to the Committee of the 
W hole. 

GREAT FLOOD.—A great calamity befel the 
towns of Fitchburg and Ashburnham, Mass., on 
the 6th inst. About 7 o'clock that morning, the 
dam of the great reservoir in Ashhurnhatn gave 
way, and the water rushed-out. The flood, iu its 
resistless course, swept away the dam and factory 
of D. K. Turner ; the dam of the Nurakeag Manu 
facturing Company, injuring the mill ; the tannery 
of Fletcher & Newhall ; the saw and grist mill of 
Mr. Day j cotton factory of Geo. Blackburn & Co.; 
tannery of L. B. Adams & Co.; woolen factory of 
H. S. Friar & Co.; forge of Capt. Albert White; 
store and cotton factory of Col. A. White, and 
greatly damaged other factories, mills and dams. 
Twenty-lour buildings were carried away or greatly 
iùjured. The total loes is estimated at $200,000. 

So sudden was the rush of the water that the 
hands in many of the factories scarcely had time 
to escape with their lives.

Massachusetts has given $8,000 to the N. York 
Colonization Society, for the endowment of a col­
lege in Liberia. 

John Knox, the great reformer's house, in Edih-
burg, having been thoroughly repaired, legal pro­
ceedings to compel its removal have been stayed. 

The sum of $200,000 has been subscribed in 
Albany, for the Railroad connecting that city with* 
Rutland, Vt. 

The public porters of New York have struck for 
higher wages ; they denounce the " baggage 
smashers" as unworthy of public confidence. 

The Emperor of Russia has granted permission 
to the Hebrews of Courland to take as apprentices 
the children of other Hebrews, a privilege hitherto 
denied them. 

Austin B. B. Parks left his home in Cincinnati 
to take a walk. He had with him between eight 
hundred and one thousand dollars. He has not 
returned. 

The yearly meeting of Friends was to commence 
in Philadelphia on the 13th inst. The men will 
meet in the Green street*meeting-house, and the 
women in the Cherry street meeting-house. 

The tomb and the remains of Alfred the Great 
have been advertised for sale by auction, on the 
19th of April, by order of the County Magistrate of 
Hampshire, England. 

The Council of the New York University have 
elected to the chair of the Institutes and Practice 
of Medicine, made vacant by the resignation of Dr. 
Dickson, Dr. Wm. Detmold, of New York. 

The Mississippi is again rising at Natchez. It 
is to be hoped, however, that this owing to the 
heavy rains in the neighborhood. If so, the water 
will soon fall again. 

The proprietors of the Astor House have in­
vited the naval officers of Mr. Grinnell's Arctic ex­
pedition to make that house their home, until the 
sailing of the expedition. 

The City Councils of Washington, D. C., have 
increased the salary of the Mayor from SI,000 to 
$1,600, and the per diem of the members of the 
Councils from $1 to $2. 

Small-pox in Boston appears to be very preva­
lent. The Bee says that there are at the present 
time, in that city, not far from five hundred cases of 
smafl^ox and varioloid. 

The people of Norfolk are discussing the feasi­
bility, as in their minds there is no doubt of the 
necessity, of having a line of Atlantic steamers 
between that port and'Liverpool. 

The Legislature of Massachusetts has passed a 
bill modifying the law regulating the discipline of 
the State Prison. It restores corporeal punishment 
in the last resort, and repeals the clause of last 
year's act, requiring solitary'confinement. 

The tobacco crop of Virginia, it is thought, will 
not be any thing like an average one. On the high 
and dry lands the fly has destroyed nearly all the 
plants. The tobacco crop in Vorth Carolina looks 
gloomy also. 

It is a remarkable fact, that Congress, at the 
present session, has only passed four public acts, 
and those of such trifling moment that the com­
munity can be affected in but a slight sense by 
them. 

The number of the Masonic Lodges of England 
is 747, of which some are distributed throughout 
the English counties, while others are in various 
parts of the world wherein large bodies of the Eng­
lish race reside. 

Mr. Driver, the whig candidate for Mayor of 
Wilmington, Del., was chosen, at the election on 
the 7th inst., beating Sellars, dem., 183 votes. 
Robinson, whig, elected Treasurer ; Boyd, whig, 
Alderman, and all the whig Councilmen. The 
whole number of votes polled was 1343, aga-nst 
1006 last year. 

The residence, in Philadelphia, of Capt. John W. 
Miercken, of the packet ship Wyoming, was en­
tered by burglars, and a great quantity of plunder 
carried off. Capt. M. was absent in the Wyoming, 
accompanied by his family, and the burglars of 
course took advantage of the house being empty to 
pursue their vocation. 

Mr. E. H. Weniwortb, of Fort Jesup, formerly of 
Natchitoches, has disappeared. His horse was dis­
covered a short distance from a bayou, then highly 
swollen, with his bridle broken ; and the presump­
tion is that the rider was drowned; others, however, 
surmise there has been foul play, and suspect delib­
erate and intentional murder. 

Alexander Rutherford, of Washington, D. C., is 
now finishing two blocks of marble, ordered for the 
Washington National Monument. Tho inscrip­
tion on one of these is : " Presented by Washington 
Naval Lodge Ancient York Masons "—in the cen­
tre appears the square and compass. On the 
other block is the following : " Presented by Ana-
costia Tribe, No. 3, I. O. R. M., D. C., on the 3d 
sun of the 3 and 7 suns worm moon, G. S. 5610." 

The Baltimore Patriot publishes a communica­
tion from Mr. Bulwer to Mr. Clayton, in which he 
avers the disposition of the British Government to 
go on with the plan of " reciprocity " in trade and 
navigation which it has commenced; and declares 
its willingness to open the navigation of the St. 
Lawrence and its tributary canals to the shipping 
and citizens of the United States for a considera­
tion which shall give to British subjects equal ad­
vantages m the American waters. 

Interesting religious services, with reference to 
the departure of Messrs. F. E. Prévaux and L. C. 
Grenell, who sail for California in the steamer of 
June 1st, under the auspices of the Baptist Home 
Missionary Society, were held m New York on 
the 8th inst. The Rev. O. C. Wheeler, who went 
out under this society some months since, organ­
ized the first Protestant church in the territory, and 
erected the first edifice for evangelical religious 
worship. His church is now independent, and its 
pastor is in the receipt of a salary of $10,000 per 
annum. 

LATEST FROM PERNAMBUCO— The Yellow Fever 
Disappearing.—The brig Osceola, Capt. FairfowJ, 
arrived at Philadelphia on the 8ih inst., in 33 days 
from Pernambuco. Capt. F. had suffered from the 
prevailing epidemic, having been seriously indis­
posed for ten days. When the Osceola left Per­
nambuco, April 3ih, the malady had almost entirely 
disappeared. There had been no recent cases 
among the shipping, and but few on shore. The 
market was glutted with flour, and sugars contin­
ued as at last quotations. 

FROM NEWFOUNDLAND AND BERMUDA.—A Bos­
ton dispatch of the 8th insL says : 

The brig Boston, with Halifax dates to the 4th 
inst., arrived here this afternoon.

An act to in­
corporate the city of San Francisco has passed the 
Senate.
