Prom New Mexico. 

The Texas State Telegraph (Austin) of the 4th 

inst. gives us the following important information 
from New Mexico: 

By the politeness of our fellow citizen Mr. Cock-
burn, whose arrival from El Paso we noticed in our 
la*t, we are placed in possession of the " New Mex­
ican " published at Santa Fe, of the date February 
1st, 1850. 

The controversy between those who are in favor 
of forming a State Government for New Mexico, 
and tho*e who wish to be organized as a Territory, 
or in other words the outs and the ins, continues to 
he carried on. The " New Mexican " seems to fa­
vor the former. 

It would f-eem that there are at least some per­
sons in Santa Fé, and they probably the best in­
formed among them, who, though disposed to pre­
vent if possible the extension of the ju'isdiction of 
I'exas over them, seem to acknowledge the fact 
that the right of Texas is well founded in law. 

ïn looking over the columns of the New Mexican 
we notice all the evidence of an increasing, if not 
prevailing adoption of American habits and cus­
tom«. We noticed advertisements about Odd Fel­
lows ; assignment* for the benefit of creditors ; 
Restaurants, Land Office, Blacksmith shops, Jewel -

-era, Tailors and Doctors. 

They have in New Mexico their personal as well 
as political differences, as will be seen by the fol-
lowing: 

We have heard several reports in regard to a dif­
ficulty that took place in Taos, on the 10th inst. be­
tween Dr. H. R. Wirtz, U. S. A., and the Priest, 
(Martinez.) 

We believe the following to be a correct state­
ment : 

The Priest had accused the Doctor of having at­
tempted lo administer poisonous drugs, and also of 
having been bribed to poison a woman on whom he 
was attending. These accusations having come to 
the ears of the DAct r, he met the Priest in the Pla­
za, on the day above mentioned, and insulted him 
by knocking his hat, over his eyes. We believe the 
Doctor was somewhat to blame for doing this so 
publicly, but cannot but confess that the insult of 
the Priem was ample causeTor such a procedure. 

The State of Chihuahua is suffering severely 
fmm I he depredations of the Indians; complaints 
are loud by the i**ple of Mexico that the United 

i-leî n0t ,*iat stipulation in the treaty in 
which she agrees to restrain her Indian tribes with­
in her own borders. 

The Galveston New. says : We learn that 
Me.sr«. treorge Butler & Brother have determined 
on building two new boats expressly for the Trinity 
trade to be placed on that river in time for the full 
crop. 

A gentleman just from San Antonio represents 
nearly all the streams, large and small, aa now 
swimming. He crossed the B razos at Rock Island 
where the river was four m;lle8 wide. The opinion 
is that many of the plantations have been over­
flowed. 

I he Galveston Civilian of the 4th, says that the 

accounts from the interior continue very unfavora-
6 lJ,B growing crops. The heavy rains have 

extent <.<] as fdr as we jiave accounta# The rivers 
ar'd overflowing their banks, and we hear of some 

f>lantationa covered with water. The Brazos, at 

the last, accounts, was over the bottom at Rock 

Island ferry to the distance of four miles, and higher 

than it has been for ten years. 

We take from the Houston Telegraph of the 16th 
inst. the following : 

A negro boy who was captured by Comanche«, 
has lately returned to San Patricio, and staled that 
the Comanches have frequently stolen horses and 
murdered white men west of the Nueces within the 
last few years. The Government has a military 
force in Texas sufficient to coop up these cowardly 
tribes like a brood of frightened chickens, and if 
Gen. Brook should be ordered to march directly 
into their -country, capture their families, or drive 
them to the northern frontiers, they would soon 
cease their depredations. But while the present 
forces are stationed at posts, and thousands of dollars 
are wasted to feed them as so many prisoners rather 
than soldiers in active service, our frontiers will 
continue to be ravaged with impunity. 

Large numbers of California emigrants are con­
centrating at Brownsville, to travel by the overland 
route to Mazatlan, and then take shipping for Cali­
fornia. The Sentinel says that a gentleman has 
traveled from San Francisco to Brownsville 
thirty d«tys, by way of Mazatlan. The number of 
emigrants that have started from Browsville for 
California, within the last eighteen months, is esti­
mated at 2300. 

The Western Texan (San Antonio,) of the 2d 

inst., says M j. R. S. Neighbors, in a letter, dated 

Dona Ana, March 24th, says : " I have been suc­
cessful in organizing this county, (El Paso.) The 
election went off in fipe style, on the 4th day of 
March, and at lev Aal of the precincts, especially 
at this town, we had splendid halls in honor of the 
extension of civil law. This is a fine county, and 
has some five thousand inhabitants. The county 
gave seven hundred and sixty vote«, all of which, 
except four, were for Austin, and will poll over one 
thousand votes at the hext election. 

I find no opposition here on the part of the U. S. 
authorities. Col. Munroe has issued orders to all 
the troops to sustain the laws of Texas, as soon as 
they are extended." 

Mr. Jarnos was informed by Maj. Neighbors and 
Mr. Lee Vining, that they had been shown by 
Major Stein some gold washed out by his troops, on 
the Gila River, in a short excursion to that stream. 

It is reported, bv eye witnesses, that at the cop­
per mines above El Paso, there is about one hun­
dred tons of pure copper lying upon the ground— 
this had been got out by Mexicans, and abandoned 
when attacked bv Indians. 

There are at El Paso, in the hands of diffèrent 
persons, several large amounts of silver ore, taken 
from the mines in the neighborhood—with guaran­
tees of title to lands, and protection from Indians, 
only a short time would elapse before all these 
mines would be well worked, and we would have 
large quantities of metal seeking a market through 
this place. 

The death of David Torrey is confirmed. John 
Torrey is supposed to be safe in California.

Paso, for California, on the 28th February, among 
these the following persons, well known in Texas, 
and many others, also from Texas, whose names 
are not recollected, to wit : Gov.

FROM TEXAS.—Indian Depredations on the 
Rio Grande.—By the arrival of the steamship Pal­

metto, Capt. Smith, we have Galveston dates to 

the 17th inst. The Galveston Journal says ; 

Capt. G. K. Lewis arrived by the Pslmetto yes­
terday, on his way to Washington City, as agent 
to represent the unprotected condition of the west­
ern portion of the State, and ask additional aid 
from the Government to repel the Indians, who 
may almost be said to be in possession of the coun­
try. Meetings held at Brownsville, Rio Grande 
City, Roma, Buena Vista, Laredo, and Corpus 
Christi, have united in this request and in appoint­
ing Capt. Lewis. The Corpus Christi Star inti­
mates that if the Government does not protect 
them, they should declare their independence. It 
says : 

" When a Government ceases to protect her citi­
zens, they are no longer amenable to her authority, 
and are therefore justified by all laws, human and 
divine, in falling back upon their natural and inhe­
rent rights." 

We trust that something will be done—that the 
Government will take something like proper meas­
ures to protect life and property on the Rio Grande. 
We copy the following from the Corpus Christi 
Star. Capt. Lewis traveled from Laredo to Cor­
pus Christi in thirty-four hours—a distance of 138 
miles : 

"From Capt. Lewis we learn that the Indians 
still continue to annoy the citizens of Laredo and it* 
vicinity. Nearly all the stock has been killed or 
driven away, the ranchas abandoned, and the coun­
try generally broken up, on account of the daring 
atrocities committed in that section. Capt. Lewis 
encountered a party of Indians, supposed to be 
twenty in number, about forty miles this side of 
Laredo, at the Ojuelos, and ran a narrow escape of 
his life. He had just drank at the springs, and re­
mounted his horse, and was ascending the hill on 
this side, when he suddenly came upon the Indians, 
neither party expecting to meet any one at this 
spot—«here was a general surprise. The road be­
ing hemmed in at this place on both sides by dense 
chaparral, the Captain had no other alternative left 

iave himself but by breaking through their 
ranks. Drawing his six-shooter, being mounted 
upon a fine horse, he instantly dashed through 
them, shooting one and riding over two or three 
others. Capt. Lewis states that the Indians had 
their bows unstrnng, and although he saw every 
disposition on their part to retard his progress, yet 
he only noticed one or two arrows being shot at 
him. A letter had been received just previous to 
h» departure from Laredo, containing a report that 
the Indians had stolen the horses belonging to 
Capt. McGowen's company of Rangers, stationed 
on the Medina. Also, that two Californians had 
encountered a party of twelve Indians, between 
San Antonio and Eagle Pass. In the conflict, 
three of the Indians were shot and one of the Cali­
fornians wounded. 

MELANCHOLY OCCURRENCE.—The St. Louis 

Reveille of the 4th instant, gives the following : 

" Yesterday a German, by tit? name of Francis 

Diedrich, took a fowling piece to a gunsmith's to 

have the lock repaired, which being doue, he placed 

cap ou the tube to ascertain if the spring was suf­

ficiently powerful to explode it, not thinking that 

the gun was loaded. He sprang the lock, and the 

contents of the gun, consisting of a charge of No. 6 

hot, were fired to the opposite corner of the street, 

about forty of which entered a wooden column of a 

storé, and nearly twenty into the neck and breast of 

a young woman, lately married, and who had but 

three days since arrived in the city, named Klechie. 

Three of the shot passed through her neck, and 

several lodged quite deep in the breast. She bleeds 

internally, and her recovery, we learn, is very 

doubtful.

Congressional. 

We have received a telegraphic summary, by 

way of Louisville, of the proceedings of Congress 

on the 13th inst. : 

HOUSE.—On motion of Mr. Briggs, it was re­
solved that the committee on commerce be request­
ed to inquire into the expediency of modifying the 
existing laws, establishing a mint of the United 
States, to provide for the prompt coinage of bullion 
and gold dust accumulating in the United States, 
or seeking the mints of Europe for coinage, and 
that they have leave to report by bill or otherwise. 

Mr. Phoenix made an effectual attempt to intro­
duce a bill to establish a collection district in the 
S^tate of New York and port of entry at Whitehall, 
on Lake Chumplain, and moved for a suspension 
of the rules, but the motion did not prevail, and the 
House refused to suspend the rules. The House 
went into Committee of the Whole on the Califor­
nia message. 

Mr. Clarke, of NewYork, proceeded to show 
that the free States are more populous, ejiterpri-
8mg, inventive and patriotic than the slave States, 
and this is a reason why territory now free should 
remain so. 

Mr. Savage said, when Catiline conspired against 
the liberty of Rome, it was by means of promising 
freedom to the slaves; he believed it was their 
duty to see whether Northern abolitionists could 
not get a similar fate. He spoke in vindication of 
his people from vile aspersions, and justified sla­
very—when he concluded, the Committee rose, and 
the House adjourned. 

SENATE.—Mr. Davis, from the Select Committee 
on the census bill, reported back the House amend­
ments, proposing concurrence on some and dis­
agreement on others, among which latter he desig­
nated the new section adopted by the House, fixing 
the future number of members of the House of 
Representatives—it was made the special order for 
to-morrow. 

The Senate proceeded to the consideration of the 
hill lo admit California into the Union, and estab­
lishing territorial governments in Utah and New 
Mexico, and making proposals to Texas for the set­
tlement of the northern and western boundaries. 
Mr. Clay proceeded with a statement of the senti­
ments prevailing in the Committee at their several 
meetings—each member of the Committee, if left 
to himself, would probably have presented a differ­
ent report from that now under consideration. He 
was ut one time himself iu a minority : he had not, 
however, been, and was not now discouraged, but 
indulged the hope that every member of the Com­
mittee would cast his final vote in favor of the 
recommendations of the reDort ; he felt assured that 
the only adjustment whiclf could be made on the 
disturbing questions by Congres*, must be made 
upon some such basis as that reported. Mr. Clay 
showed that the population of California on the 1st 
of March, was not less than 136,000, and expressed 
his belief that the new Slate was amply entitled to 
the representation she claimed. 

WASHINGTON, Mar 13—7 p. u. 
Mr. Clay expressed his conviction that the pro­

position of the Committee would succeed. He 
closed with an impassioned appeal to the Senate to 
lay aside all personal, party and sectional consider­
ations and come to the rescue of the Union.

U. 8. DIST. COURT.— United States \s. Land I. Tardas. 
Tliis Court was on Saturday engaged in the trial of a cane of 
considerable importance .both to the Custom House Officers 
and our importing Merchants. On the 3Hh August last, 
Messrs. I. and I. Tardos, of this city, entered at the Custom 
House 462 halfand quarter pipes Burgundy, Port or Roussi lion 
Wine, imported on the bark Quatre Sœurs, from Mar­
seilles, which at the time of entry they declared to be the in. 
voice value of 14,260 francs in all. The Custom House ap­
praisers, on examination of the same, declared that the true 
value was 18,880 franc«, and their report was confirmed by two 
Merchant appraisers, selected by the Collector in conformity 
with the 17th section of the Tariff act of Aug. 30, 1842. Tbis 
valuation «bowing an excess of more than ten per cent, over 
the invoice value, the Collector, according lo the provisionsof 
the law, proceeded to levy on the Wine an additional duty of 
fifty per centum—the total amount of duties exacted by birn 
thus being $2,154, on which the claimant«, Means. Tardos, 
refused to pay more than $1060—the amount payable on 
die presumption that the Wine had been fairly invoiced; 
hence the present suit by the United States to recover the 
balance claimed by the Custom House, $1094. 

The issue thus raised between the partie*, came up for trial 
on Saturday before hi« Honor, Judge McCaleb, and a Jury 
of citizens. 

Ere the empaunelling of the Jury the U. S. Attorney raised 
a point for the decision of the Court to the following effect : 
That, inasmuch as in the fiist proviso in the 17th section of 
the act of Congress, it is gpacted that the appraisement deter 
mined in the manner therein set forth shall be final and 
deemed and taken to be the true value of the goods, and the 
duties be levied thereon accordingly; and a«, further, the 
Respondents herein had availed themselves of the privilege 
therein.accorded them, by expressing to die Collector their 
dissatisfaction with the appraisement made by the Custom 
House appraisers and requesting the selection, according to 
law, of two discreet and experienced Merchant appraisers to 
examine and re-appraise the goods, they, the Respondents, 
were now precluded from bringing in any evidence to falsify 
the said appraisement, or to prove that the foreign merket 
value* of the Wine in question wa« other than that deter 
mined by the Merchant-appraisers so selected. 

The Respondents in reply contended that it was not the in­
tention of the law.maker in framing the provision in question, 
to debar the claimants from asserting their rights in a court of 
justice and throwing themselves on the country as to issue» of 
fact; diat if such were the intention, it would give rise to the 
most arbitrary and unjust exercise of judicial power by Cus­
tom House Officer* and effectually destroy the trial by Jury in 
revenue causes ; that further, were such a point insisted on, it 
would be incumbent on the government to show that its offi­
cers bad taken all the steps prescribed by die law for ascer­
taining the real value of the goods seized—tiiat they had reajly 
selected discreet and experienced Merchants, familiar with 
the character and value of the goods in question, to make 
the appraisement, 8tc-

TheU. S. Attorney urged that the importers were not 
compelled to submit their case to Merchant-appraisers, the 
law merely stating that they may give notice to die Collector 
of their dissatisfaction; bût that having chosen K> to do, diey 
could not now plead that they were not bound by the decision 
of such appraisers. Further, that the duties prescribed for the 
Collector, were directory clauses of the law, and not to be con­
strued as conditions precedent to the enforcement of its pro-

The Respondents finally agreed that the terms " shall be 
final and deemed and taken to be the only true value of die 
goods " were intended to apply only to the action of the Cus­
tom House Officer*, and not to preclude claimants from 
proving in a court of competdBt jurisdiction that such officers 
or their selected agents may have been mistaken. 

The Court, in giving its decision, coincided with the views 
taken by the Counsel for the Respondents, and remarked that 
no law of Congress affecting the rights of claimant« of proper­
ty seized in the Custom House could properly lie so construed 
as to give the Revenue Officers full power to determine such 
issues of fact as should be proveu by witnesses openly exam­
ined before a Court and Jury. It therefore overruled the point 
raised by the U. S. Attorney and admitted evidence to prove 
the foreign market value of the Wine. 

On submission of the case to a Jury Uiey brought in a ver­
dict for the Respondents. 

The U. S. Attorney gave notice that he would move for a 
rehearing of the point raised by him.

She brings dispatches to the Spanish 

Consul, and reports that no intelligence had been 

received of the Expedition against the Island, up 

to the time of her departure, and that there were 

no signs of any disturbance. She also reports that 

no troops had been landed at the Isle of Pines. 

MR. SMITH O'BRIEN.—According to the author­

ity of the Dublin Nation, derived " from a sure 

source in Australia," Mr. Smith O'Brien is held 

in cfose and solitary confinement to the English 

authorities, forbidden all intercourse with his fel­

low exiles, attended by turnkeys who are under 

strict orders not to exchange a syllable with him, 

and visited by his jailer at midnight.. His refusal 

to give his parole of honor not to attempt an escape 

is assigned as the reason for this severity of disci­
pline. 

DESTRUCTION OF COTTON FACTORIES.—TWO 
large and extensive Cotton Factories, near Boston, 

known as the Ellis Factories, and owned by the 

Messrs. Pettes, were totally destroyed by fire on 

10th inst., together with a large amount of machin­

ery, stock, etc. The policy of insurance on the 

buildings expired but a day or two since. The 

Cotton Factory occupied by S. Hewitt, Needham, 

Mass., was also destroyed on'he 9th inst. Insu­
rance, $13,200. 

The Louisville Courier of the 13th has the fol­
lowing : 

A man named A. P. Snyder arrived at New Al­
bany, on the 5th, with his wife, a young lady about 
sixteen, and took lodgings at the High Street 
House. On Tuesday he left and was not heard of 
until Thursday, when the landlord received a letter 
from him, in which he says that he has deeerted 
her, that he is unworthy of her, and that he is a 
criminal to the military law of the United States. 
He left his wife entirely destitute. She states that 
ihey were married at Dayton, where her relatives 
reside, about six months ago, and had resided three 
months at Indianapolis. She has b.-en sent home.
