Anniversary ©f the Sens of Temperascs 

Yesterday the Sons »f Temperance celebrated 
th© anniversary of their order. The procession 
presented a striking and imposing army. Banners 
and music accompanied the divisions, and the 
chaste regalia of the members shone conspicuously 
in the lengthened tifte. The display was most 
creditable to the Temperance cause : in the ranks 
could be found lather and son—the youth just look­
ing out upon the world—the man of mature years 
the gray-haired patriarch—all combining to form a 
brotherhood in the great cause which holds its vo­
taries free and independent of the shackles of intem­
perance, and enables them to stretch forth a hand 
to suecor and to save. They passed before us with 
their unpretending yisignia of membership, their 
beautiful banners with devices of gushing foun­
tains and streams of living water, with the manly 
port of men engaged in a cause which had been 
blessed by woman's prayers and children's tearful 
looks of joy. 

The procession was preceded by inspiring music, 
and moved through a number of our principal 
streets. A division from Algiers joined in the pa­
rade, and (he Younger Brothers of Temperance, 
composed of lads, closed the line. This last fea­
ture was perhaps the most interesting one ; the 
boys were principally very young ; they wore a 
neat regalia, and on the breasts of several we saw 
displayed the medal of Father Mathew. Who did 
not wish these young reformers God speed ? 

An incident occurred at the dismissal of the pro­
cession, which at the present time speaks to the 
heart of every lover of his country. The Ameri­
can flag, which had been borne in the advance du­
ring the day, wa«< planted in the centre of Lafayette 
Square—the different divisions, by direction of the 
Grand Marshal, formed a circle round it, and three 
hearty and enthusiastic cheers, in honor of the 
Stripes and Stars, made the welkin ring. 

The exercises in the Lyceum Hall were of a 
highly interesting character. A large number of 
ladies encouraged by their presence the members 
of the society» The singing was by the choir of 
the Daughters of Temperanfb, and to our unedu­
cated ear it surpasses all the bravura of the Opera. 
The opening address, by Robert M. Lusher, the 
Worthy Grand Patriarch, was on the importance 
of individual exertion in the promotion of the cause 
of National Morality. He spoke very briefly, but 
every word told. Mr. Lnsher is a young man, not 
over twenty-five, as free from ambition and as de­
voted to the advancement of human nature as any 

who ever lived. It is gratifying to see such a 
man appreciated by his associates. It was a touch­
ing spectacle to see him stand at the head of ar 
association of fifteen hund/ed men, and he one of 
the youngest, presiding with so much modesty and 
dignity, and looked up to with so much affection 
and respect. We hope he will pardon this too 
public declaration of our esteem. 

The address of the Rev. Mr. Twichell was on 
the origin, objects and success of the Sons of Tem­
perance. He stated there were twenty-three hun­

dred licensed drinking houses in New Orleans. 
Were they placed side by side, they would extend 
thirteen miles ! The amount of money annually 
expended in New Orleans for intoxicating drinks 
is estimated at $12,000,000! 

This we think rather an extravagant estimate, 
but we shall look into this matter. 

The Orator then examined the charge in the 
Presbyterian, that the Sons of Temperance were 
inimical to the cause of religion. We shall en­
deavor to obtain this portion of the address—for 
that charge in the Presbyterian is certainly a very 
grievous one, and we are glad to find the Order so 
triumphantly vindicated by the reverend speaker : 
" He is a traitor to the cause of Morals, who at­
tempts to divorce TeniJ>erance and Religion." 

The address was a little too Jong, considering 
the other exercises of the evening. 

He was followed by M. E. Hallaran, a young 
Son of Temperance. He spoke at a late hour of 
the evening, when the audience had been confined 
to their seats for two hours. He evidently felt the 
disadvantage under which he labored, but he de­
livered a brief argumentative speech on the inju-

influence of intemperance on the progress of 
the Nation. 

On tl e whole, this has been one of the most 
gratifying demonstrations of the moral strength of 
New Orleans. —

compare and collate the distresses of all men in all 
countries. His plan is original ; it is full of genius 
as it is of humanity. It is a voyage of discovery : 
a circumnavigation of charity. Already the benefit 
of his labor is felt in every country. I hope he will 
anticipate his final reward by seeing all its 
effects fully realised in his own. He will receive 
not in detail, but in gross, the reward of those who 
visit the prisoner, and he has HO forstalled and 
monopolized the band of charity, that there will 
be, I trust little room, to merit by such acts of 
benevolence hereafter.1"—Mr. Burke's Speech at 
bristol, previous ttt the election of 1780.

The Rela­
tions of England and Spain gives a clear and suc­
cinct account of the difficulties which exist between 
these two powers, and throws much ligjjt on the 
perplexed subject of Spanish politics. There are 
several other articles— but those we have men­
tioned are the principal. 

LAND REFORM.—The New York Tribune of the 
13th inst., says: "We hear with pleasure that 
Daniel Webster is preparing to make one of his 
grandest efforts in favor of the proposition to offer 
every man a Free Home from the Public Lands. 
Gen. Shields has a bill for that purpose in prepara­
tion, which, it is hoped, will combine the voies of 
all the friends of the principle. Our informant un­
derstands that, from the imperfect canvasses made, 
this or some other good bill will pass the Senate by 
ten and the House by thirty majority." 

TUNNELING THE ALPS.—The project of dig­
ging the railroad tunnel through the Alps, between 
Chamberry, in France, and Susa, in Sardinia, has 
been talked of for several years. The great under­
taking is now in a way to be realized. A commis­
sion of the Piedmontese government has unani­
mously decided in favor of the project, and an ap­
plication is about to be made to Parliament for the 
means of carrying it into execution. The tunnel 
will be about seven miles in length, nineteen feet 
high, and twenty-five feet in width—admitting a 
double track. The estimated cost is about three 
million dollars. Mount Genevre, which it is thus 
proposed to penetrate, rises to an elevation or about 
40,000 feet. Chevalier Henry Maus, the author of 
this gigantic scheme, has spent five years of con­
stant study upon the subject. 

A NOVEL EXHIBITION.—AH Egyptian mummy, 
3500 years old, will be opened at the Tremont 
Temple, in Boston, on the 1st of June, by Mr. 
Gliddon, the celebrated archaeologist, assisted by 
about twenty-five of the most eminent physicians 
of that city. According to a writer in the Tram 
cript, the mummy is that of the daughter of the 
High Priest of Thebes, who lived about the ti 
of Moses, more than 3200 years ago. The writer 
says :

DEATH OF UGO BASSI.—We translate the fol­
lowing interesting paragraphs concerning Ugo 
Bassi, one of the most eloquent of the ltomish 
priests, who preached against popery in the late 
struggle in Italy,.and the chaplain to Garibaldi: 

" He remained with his chief after the occupa­
tion of Rome by the French in- the name of the 
Pope ; traversed Italy with the united forces of G 
nbaldi and Forbes, who effected their junction at 
Terni, and disdaining the summons to lay down 
,u"' endeavored to cut their way to Vi 
At the end of fJuljr, the two legions, harassed 
night and day by the enemy, were eventually re­
duced from 6000 to 2000, and surrounded by 20,000 
of the best Austrian troops. Yet, such was th« 
terror that they inspired, that the Austrian Genera 
offered to allow them to capitulate and return un 
armed each to his home—the French to be con 
ducted to the French army in Rome. This wai 
the only serious objection to the proposed capitala-
tion, but there was no time to be lost, other bodies 
of troops were marching upon them, and it 
necessary to come to a determination at once. The 
proposal to deliver up their French comrades to 
certain military execution, was unanimously re­
jected,^ and the determination taken to cut their way 
out. The resolution was immediately put into ef­
fect—but how few were able to pierce the line of 
their adversaries ! Garibaldi and Forbes were 
separated in the confusion ; the one got through 
with about two hundred followers, and the other 

th somewhat less. The pursuit was hotly car­
ried on by the enemy. The two bands subsequently 

ted again, and, with the loss of some few of 
their number, made good their retreat on board a 
lew fishing boats. Ugo Bassi was taken prisoner 
on the 4th of August, near Ravenna. He was 
conducted to Bologna, to the permanent court mar­
tial, and by th'at tribunal condemned to be shot. 
The papal priesthood, however, opposed the execu­
tion till he had been desecrated, which was done 
by Haying the skin of his hands, which had touched 
the consecrated water or Host, and the consecrated 
skin on the head! He was then conducted to the 
place of execution and shot. The people lushed 
forward so soon as he fell, pierced by the balls of 
the Pope s foreign mercenaries, dipped their hand-
kefchiets in his blood, which they preserved as that 
of a martyr, and swore to avenge his murder.

of Congress on the 15th and 16th. 

WASHINGTON, May 15th. 
SENATE.—A bill to promote the progress of the 

useful arts was .made the special order of the day 
for to-morrow. ' The bill for the relief of Gen, Ro­
ger Jones was taken up and passed. The Senate 
then resumed the consideration of the bill for the 
admiseion of California, and the establishment of 
Territorial Governments. 

Mr. Douglass expressed his desire to obtain a 
test vote upon the separate measures for the admis­
sion of California, and with that view he moved 
to lay the bill under consideration on the table, 
with the view of taking up the bill for the admis­
sion of California, which motion was lost—yeas 
24, nays 28. 

Mr. Davis, of Mississippi, moved that the 10th 
section of the bill be amended by striking out the 
provisions preventing the proposed territorial legis­
latures from passing any law respecting African 
slavery, and to sustitute a provision preventing 
said legislatures from passing any law interfering 
with those rights of property which grow out of 
the institution of slavery. 

Mr. Clay opposed the amendment, stating hia 
reason, and asked, why should Senators embarrass 
the pending proposition, or attempt to secure a pro­
vision preventing slavery, where it could not and 
would not go. 

Mr. Davis said he was contending fora princi­
ple, the rights of the South. 

Mr. Yulee discountenanced the entire scheme 
presented by the committee of thirteen. 

Mr. Foote said he was gratified to find Mr. Yulee 
was the only Southern man who. by a direct vote, 
had felt called upon to express his entire disappro­
bation of the report. 

lie spoke at length in favor of the compromise. 
The debate was continued by Messrs. Foote and 

Yulee until adjournment. 
HOUSE —Mr. Stanley, from the select committee 

to enquire what persons held office under the last 
administration, who were correspondents of news­
papers and interfered with the elections, asked that 
the committee be authorized to employ a clerk, and 
have power to pend for persons and papers. 

After considerable debate, and several proposed 
amendments, the resolution was adopted The 
House proceeded to consider the business on tli 
Speaker's table, which was a motion of M 
Brooks's, made some weeks since, to reconsider 
the vote by which the communications from the 
Secretary of State, inclosing the letter of the 
British Minister, were referred to the Committee 
on Foreign Affairs. 

Mr. Brooks advocated his motion at some length. 
Mr. Colvin spoke in favor of the Tariff of 1S42, 

and denounced the interference of the British Gov­
ernment as impertinent and reprehensible. He 
moved to refer so much of the President s Mes­
sage as relates to the Tariff to a select committee, 
with instructions to report by bill or otherwise. 

Mr. Bayly moved to refer the letter of Mr. Bul­
wer relating to the Tariff to the Committee on 
Ways and Means. The House, after further de­
bate, and without taking thç question on the pend­
ing amendment, adjourned. 

WASHINGTON, May 16. 
Senate.—To-day the California bill, etc., was re­

sumed. 
Mr. Davis modified his amendment offered yes­

terday, by substituting a proviso to the 10th sec­
tion, giving to the Territorial Legislatures the 
power to pass all laws necessary to protect the 
rights of citizens in slave property. 

Mr. Foote concluded his speech of yesterday in 
reply to Mr. Yulee, and vindicated his position that 
the abolition laws of New Mexico are repealed. 

Mr. Yulee desired that the rights of the South 
should be expressly guaranteed by the bill before 
he could support it. He asked no compromise, but 
only that the constitutional rights of the South 
be secured. 

Mr. Foote resumed at great length, with addi­
tional pungent and sarcastic remarks in opposition 
to Mr. Yulee, and defended tt:e bill. In conclusibn, 
he expressed his conviction that the day was not 
far distant when this Compromise bill would pass 
both Houses of Congress, and be hailed with the 
universal approbation of the people. 

Mr. Clemens desired to say the bill would never 
pass in its present form. 

Mr. Foote replied. He was not opposed to 
amendments being made to the bill. 

Mr. Clemens said : Unfortunately they could not 
£et any amendments which were satisfactory. He 
proceeded to show that Mr. F. had not been con­
sistent, and in this connection he compared Mr. 
F.*8 declarations of yesterday, that the admission 
of California was nothing that the South had to 
complain of, with the position assumed by him in 
the letter signed by Mr. F. and his colleagues, in 
whicb that measure was pronounced to be equiva­
lent lo the Wilmot proviso. 

Mr. Foote interrupted Mr. C., when a triangular 
fire ensued between him; Mr. Clemens, arid Mr. 
Jeff. Davi?, which continued till 3, p. M., when, on 
motion, they went into executive session, and then 
adjourned until Monday. 

HOUSE.—Various reports from committee* were 
presented. 

Mr. McLean, from »he committee on commerce, 
reported a bill to admit certain articles and produce 
of Canada, on condition that certain articles of the 
growth and produce of the United States shall be 
admitted, duty free, into Canada. Accompanying 
said report was the correspondence between Mr. 
Benton and Secretary Clayton. 

Mr. Jones moved to lay the bill on the table ; not 
carried. The bill was then referred to committee 
of the whole. 

Mr. Brooks's motion, heretofore made, was 
amended as to refer that portion of the British Min­
ister's letter to Secretary Clayton, in January last, 
protesting against the increased duty on iron, and 

other British productions, to the committee on 
ways and means, instead of to the committee on 
manufactures. That portion of said letter asking 
for the British coasting trade from the Atlantic to 
the Pacific, was referred to the committee on com­
merce. 

Mr. Bailey moved to reconsider the vote, for the 
purpose of laying the subject on the table. 

The question was taken, and decided in the af­
firmative—yeas 88, nays 80.

The 
large store of Messrs. Johnson, Crews <fc Brawley, 
on East Bay, vva^also destroyed, with some por-
tton of its contents, but fortunately a large portion 
of their most valuable stock was removed some 
davs since. 

1 he amount of Cotton destroyed ia about six 
thousand hales, and the total loss, including build­
ings, may be estimated at four to five hundred thou­
sand dollars, a large portion of which is insured.
