Nevertheless, for each head that is thus vili/ied in 
Great Britain, a guinea it paid yearly to the Ex­
chequer; and the taxea in that schedule are an 
army, compared to the purchasers of even the best 
and most popular of books." Ho went on ia the 
same vein about armorial bearing*, huntera racers 
and four-wheeled carriages: and having demon­
strated that hundreds of thou-and. in this magnifi­
cent country held, as neeess ry to their personal 
comfort and the maintenance of decent station 
articles upon articles of costly eleganec. of which 
their forefathers never dreamt, »id th^"« iho 
whole, however usual it was to talk of the «tended 
scale of literary transactions in modern days, our 
self-love never deceived us more grossly iK»» 
when we fancied oor notions as to the matter of 
books had advanced in at all a corresponding pro­
portion. " On the contrary," cried Constable, " I 
am satisfied that the demand for Shakspeare's 
plays, contemptible as we hold it to bave been, in 
the time of ßlixabeth and James, was more crédita-
bl. to th. classes who really indulged in any sort 
of elegance then, than the sale of Childe HaVold or 
Waverley, triumphantly as , ople talk, ia to ths 
alledged expansion of tast. and intelligence in this 
nineteenth century." Scott helped him on by 
interposing, that at that moment he had a rich val­
ley crowded with handsome houses under hin 
view, and yet much doubted whether any laird 
within ten miles spent ten pounds per annum on 
the literature of the day—which he, of coursa, dis­
tinguished from his periodical press. " No,"' said 
Constable, " there is no market among'them that's 
worth one s thinking about. They are contented 
with a review or a magazine, or at best with a 
paltry anbscription to some circulating library forty 
miles on. But if I live for half-a-dozen years, I'll 
make it as impossible tbat there should not 'be a 
good library ia every decent house in Britain as 
tbat the shepherd's ingle-nook should wast ths 
ia lit pole. Ay, and what's that?" he conlmued. 
warming and puffing, " Why ahonld the ingls-
nook itself want a shelf for the novels?" " I ke« 
your drift, my man," says Sir Walter, "you'ra

Many a previous consultation, and many a soli­
tary meditation too, prompted Scott's answer. 
"Your plan," said he, "cannot fail, provided the 
books be really good, but you must not atari uatil 
you have not only leading columns, but depth upon 
depth of reserve in thorough order. I am willing 
to do my |»rt in this grand enterprise. Often, of 
late, have I felt that the vein of fiction was nearly 
worked out ; often, as you all know, nave I been 
thinking seriously of turning my hand to history. 
I am of opinion that historical writing has no more 
been adapted to the demanda of the increased cir­
cles among which literature does already finds its 
way, than you alledge as to the ahape and priee of 
booka in general. What aay you to taking the 
field with the Life of the other Napoleon ?w 

The reader does not need to be told that the 
series of cheap volumes, subsequently under the 
title of "Conatable'a Miscellany,v was the scheme 
on which this great bookseller was brooding. Be­
fore he left Abbotsford it was arranged. thai the 
first number of this collection should consist of one 
half of Waverley ; the second, of the first section of 
a " Life of Napoleon Buonaparte by the author of 
Waverley;" that thia Life should be comprised in 
four of these numbers; and tbat, until Uie whole 
series of his novels should have been issned, x 
volume every second month, in this new afcd 
uncostly form, he should keep the ßallantyne press 
going with a series of historical works, to be «sued 
011 the alternate month8. Such were, aa far as 
Scott was concerned, the first outlines of a daring 
pian never destined to be carried in'o execution en 
the gigantic scale, or with the grand appliances 
which the projector contemplated, but destined, 
nevertheless, to lead the way in one of the greatest 
revolutions that literary his ory will ever nave to 
record—a revolution not the less sure to be compos­
ted, though as vet, after the lapae of twelve years, 

only its beginnings.
