Grievances of tlie Cubans, 

In the Declaration of Independence of the United 
States of America, the right of life, liberty, and«he-
pursuit of iiappiness, is claimed for ali men. A 
less rhetorical, but a more definite, proposition is 
laid down by the great English commentator, in 
his division of rights of personal liberty—the right 
of personal security—and the right of property. 
The Cubans are deprived of all these. 

The liberty of the person is consiantly violated, 
and often with no other warrant than the arbitrary 
order of the meanest official, and from which no 
redress can be obtained, except by means of heavy 
bribes. 

During and since the time of Tacon, the seizure 
and immediate déportation of persons of respecta* 
bility and distinction were, and have been, of com­
mon occurrence, and this without a hearing of the 
party accused, and without granting any opportu­
nity for defence. 

IndividnaUjfor the slightest possible causes of of­
fence—often, indeed, without any cause whatever— 
are seized and banished from the Island, or what is 
still worse, are incarcerated in loathsome prisons. 

Within a period of little more than eighteen 
months, about 200 persons were deported, and 
about 700 banished for life, from the Island by 
Tacon. These acta of despotism are continued, 
with more or less frequency, to the preseat time. 
Innumerable instances might be named to sustain 
an assertion which no one will venture to con­
tradict. 

So far from affording personal security to the 
Cubans, the Government has taken every method 
to endanger it under the pretence that it is neces­
sary to keep the native inhabitants in a state of 
constant apprehension, in order to insure their con­
tinued allegiance. To this end, every kind of judi-
dicial enormity prevails, and every description of 
imposition is practiced upon the helpless creole. 

If he commits a wrong, he is punished without 
an opportunity of being heard in his own defence, 
or, what is the same thing, he is tried before a 
prejudiced tribunal. If he has suffered an injury, 
he finds the means of redress so tedious that en­
durance is preferable to the formidable task of ob­
taining justice. There is but one means of avoid-
ing prosecution—but one way of escape whèn 
persecuted—but one method to obtain justice when 
seeking ordinary redress. It is bribery. Gold will 
open prison doors, procure dispensation for falsely 
imputed crimes, obtain a tardy decree o£long-sought 
justice. Thus personal security is only to be en­
joyed at the expense of the right of property.

Such is a detail of one year's taxes—since in­

creased in many respects—and when it is con-
siderered haw small a portion, comparatively, of 
the sum collected is applied to the legitimate object 
of taxation ; when it is considered that for variety 
and extent, for amount and oppressiveness, they 
exceed any taxation imposed by any government in 
any country upon the earth : when the enormity of 
the whole subject is regarded in all its features, no 
one can repress a feel ine of abhorrence at such acts 
of tyranny, and of wonder that they have been so 
long endured in silence. 

So much for taxation in Cuba. For grievances, 
generally, the following is a correct and faithful 
abstract. 

On the death of Ferdinand VII., Cuba was in­
cluded in the constitutional reform published in the 
Estatuto Real. 

In 1837, the democratic constitution of 1812 was 
proclaimed, and when Gen. Lorenzo repeated his 
promulgation at St. Jago, General Tacon sent an 
armed expedition to put down the system authorized 
by Jaw, which act w as rewarded by the court. 

The Cuban deputies, legally elected, were re­
fused admittance, in the same year, at the Spanish 
Cortes, and a resolution was then passed establish­
ing Hiat Cqha should be governed by special laws. 

The organs of government in Spain and Cuba 
have since declared that the civil laws, as they are 
executed, and the paramount authority of the 
agents of government, are all that is required in 
the island ; while arbitrary rule and rapacity are 
the known results. 

Besides representatives in Congress, Spain has 
deprived Cuba of all means of redress. The press, 
under the most infamous and servile censorship, <s 
a weapon only wielded against their rights. A pe­
tition, signed by more than two, is condemned as 
as a seditious act. 

All good and enlightened patriots are forced into 
obscurity, or persecuted, or extirpated. 

Martial law, since 1825. The captains-general 
have increased their encroachments, until they now 
exercise the legislative, judicial and executive 
power. 

No trade can be followed, no shop opened, no 
goods sold in the street, without a license. 

The "Creoles are excluded from the army, the judi 
ciary, the treasury, and customs, and from all inllu-
ential or lucr^ive positions ; private speculations 
and mononolies are favored and established with a 
view ol taking from the former their means of sup-

cervices are extorted from the poor in the country 
to serve in the precarious police sustained therein ; 
tines are imposed, and forced aid for the repairing 
of the r0nds, all according to the will of the officer 
in command, or the pliancy of the individual. 

More than twenty millions of regular taxes are 
collected by the order of the Spanish government, 
the captain general, the lieutenant governors, and 
of the country district judges. 

These taxes are employed in supporting an army 
of twenty thousand men to intimidate and oppress 
the peaceful inhabitants of Cuba ; and likewise the 
entire navy of Spain, unnecessarily stationed in the 
ports of the island for the same purpose; in the pay­
ing of a vast number of officers residing either on 
the island or in Spain ; and in remittances to the 
court. 

In spite of the enormous tithe collected, it is only

law is punished with immediate arrest, and fine of 
eight dollars. 

He is not permitted to lodge any one in his house 
lor a single night, either native or foreigner, be the 
same his friend or a member of his family, without 
giving information of the same, also under the pen­
alty of a like punishment 

He cannot remove his residence from one house 
into another, without giving notice to the authori­
ses of his intention, under the penalty of a heavy 

k-u^n or^er ^aB been made which in effect pro-
hibits parents from sending their children to the 
United States for purposes of education ; and such 
parents are driven to the expedient of proving ill-
health, or feigning it, in their children, in order to 
obtain passports for them. 

In the whole island a most brutal spirit of despo­
tism is strikingly prevalent in all officials of the 
trovernment, from the Captain-General down to the 
most abject of his hirelings, without even except­
ing the municipal and other local authorities. 

•A. diabolical scheme, concocted in the chambers 
of Alcoy, exists for perpetuating the importation of 
African slaves into Cuba, the primordial cause of 
her present arduous position. 

*bnt scheme enter not merely some members 
of the Royal family of Spain, but all its depend­
ents, favorites and satellites, including the Captain 
General of Cuba and their subordinates. 

The "gratification" of half an ounce in gold, 
which was formerly received by the Captains for 
every sack of charcoal (the nickname given by tho8e 
engaged in this infamous traffic to the African 
slaves brought over) has risen to the large sum of 
three doubloons in gold. 

The Colonial Government and its confederates, 
^ • t0 e'°d® the vigilance of the cruisers 
ot the nations engaged in the suppression of this 
traffic, in order to continue the same, have had to 
appeal to a forced interpretation of existing treaties, 
pretending to show that such slaves are imported 
into Cuba from Brazil. 1 

These machinations are carried on by some mem­
bers of the royal family in concert with the Colonial 
Government, and the Cabinet not only has full 
knowledge of the same, but authorizes and protects 
"'SS.' at ,ea8t> wink« at the practice. 

n ithin a few months various cargoes of African 
slaves, amounting in number to more than 3000, 
were imported into the Island of Cuba, and there 
sold almost publicly ; and in gratifications set apart 
for the Captain General, Senor Alcoy has already 
received the sum of 12,000 doubloons in gold— 
about 200,000 dollars. 

The sons of Cuba are persecuted, imprisoned, 
buried in dungeons, banished, sentenced to for­
tresses, and condemned to death for calumnies, for 
imaginary crimes of disloyalty, on no better foun­
dation than flimsy suspicion, or false denunciations 
by infamous spies. 

TH* DESTINY OF CUBA. 
Having tIi us glanced at the geography and his­

tory ot Cuba, »he great question is what is to be­
come of the " Gem Island ?" 

t0 P^ant her colonies in the new 
world, .taking the lead in European civilization, 
she became possessed of the entire extent of the 
American Continent which lies between the forty-
third degree of south, and the thirty-seventh de­
gree of north latitude, a region possessing every 
variety ot climate, capable of yielding every va­
riety of vegetable product, abounding in mineral 
treasure, remarkable] for the richness of its virgin 
soil, -and promising inexhaustible wealth to the 
European adventurer. Compared with this inag-
n ill cent range of country—exceeding the whole 
Russian empire in extent—England occupied a 
meager and barren shore, the possession of the 
greater part of which had to be disputed with the 
French and Dutch. Three hundred years have 
elapsed, and how stands the account ? Spain has 
not-a single foot upon- the mainland of the Ameri­
can continent. Cuba and Porto Rico alone, of all 
her Western possessions, have been preserved to 
her by the force of circumstances. 

It has not been owing to the good management 
of Spain, or to the loyalty of Cuba, that up to now 
the former has retained her colouy. Rather has it 
been the good fortune of the one, and the misfor­
tune of the other. It |ias always been understood 
that the United States would never consent that 
any European power other than Spain should hold 
that island. Important as the possession of Cuba 
was, ».pain was supposed to be too powerlrss and 
inert to render her presence dangerous to the 
U nited States. But the island has, notwithstand­
ing, been watched by this Government with jeal­
ous interest. This country interferred in 1826 
when the invasion of Cuba and Porto Rico was 
resolved upon by the combined forces of Mexico 
and Columbia, not because it was desirous of op­
posing the extension of liberal principles, but be­
cause it was apprehensive that independence would 
not result from the proposed .invasion, and that 
Cuba might in consequence fall into the hands of 
some other European power—which on no account 
could be permitted. As a proof of »bis, the follow­
ing^ extract is made from the Message of John 
Quincy Adams, who was then President. 

" The^ condition of the Islands of Cuba and 
Porto Rico is of deeper import, and more immedi­
ate bearing upon the present interests and future 
prospects of our Union. The correspondence here­
with transmitted will show hftw earnestly it has 
engaged the attention of this Government. The 
invasion of both those Islands by the united forças 
of Mexico and Columbia, is avowedly among the 
objects matured by the belligerent states at Pana­
ma. The convulsions to which, from the peculiar 
compositions of t/teir population^ they would be 
liable in the event of such an invasion, and the 
danger therefrom resulting of their falling ulti­
mately into the hands of some European power 
other than Spain, will not admit our looking at the 
consequences, to which the Congress of Panama 
may lead, with indifference. It is necessary to en­
large upon this topic, or to say more than all, our 
efforts, in reference to this interest, will be to pre­
serve the existing state of things." 

It is a sound proposition to put to the civilized 
world, that no nation shall, at this period, oppress 
by any arbitrary or tyrannical despotism, a depen­
dent country or colony. Although the means of 
redress may not always be at hand, no one now 
disputes the right of the oppressed to seek for and 
to use them. 

If a true statement has been given of the situa­
tion of Cuban affairs, Cuba has a right to attempt 
her freedom. Taking what has been said for truth, 

made out which shall justify Cuba, by the 
us voice of mankind, for the act of revolu­

tion. In the struggle she will be entitled to the sym­
pathy ot all Christendom. How far nations should 
adhere to the doctrine of neutrality, remains, as 
yet, unsettled. It is certain that the Government 
of the United States did not hesitate to sympatKize 
with the Greeks in their struggle for liberty, and 
were only nreveuted by a constitutional objection 
from granting them substantial national aid. To 
pmm » nuM itaw »I tUngi, tit# Unittf «tiui, 

as has been shown, promptly interfered to prevent 
the invasion of GtiHa by Mexico and Columbia. 
How far the same Government ought now to in-
terfevv, again to preserve thing* from change, or 
how far it ought to forward the change, it is not 
necessary to discuss here. 

Spain is too weak much longer to hold her Cu­
ban possession.. It need, bnt to strike the blow 
and independence is achieved to the Island. In thi. 
instance, the first step i» emphatically hall the 
journey, apd that step is already taken. 

Cuba 1ms tlie power as well as the will and win-
dom to be free. She cannot be kept forever in 
bonds, endowed as she is with a population of 
1,900.000; with a revenue of $20,000,000; with the 
intercourse and light attending $60,000 000 of 
outward and inward trade; with a Territory 
equal to that of the larger states; with a soil 
teeming with the choicest productions; with forests 
of the most prectoos woods ; with magnificent and 
commanding harbors; with an unmatched position 
as the warder of the Meïican Gnlf, and the guard­
ian of the communication with the Pacific ; Cube, 
the queen of the American islands, will not con­
sent always to remain a manacled slave, and when 
the chains are to break, the United States can no 

"P"?*1 i§ naught to ns," than Cuba can 
detach Deaself from her anchorage in the portaNof 
the American sea, or her sentinelship over against 
theentrance of the thousand-armed Mississippi. 

That Cuba shall ever fall under the power or 
influence of England, is a thing aimply out of the 
queation. The United States cannot permit any 
European power to erect a Gibraltar which shall 
command both north and south, and which can at 
any moment c ut in two the trade between the gulf 
and Atlantic states, and break up at pleasure the 
sea communication between New Orleans and New 
York. In a military point of view, Cuba locks up 
in a closed ring, the whole sweep of the Mexican 
Gulf. Ita seven hundred miles of coast ia ene 
mighty fortress ; each one of its hundred hill-
erowned bays is a haven of shelter to an entire na-
vv, and an outpost to sentinel every movement of 
offence, and to bar out every act of hostile import. 
Standing like a warder in the entrance of the Gulf 
or Mexico, yet stretching far to the east, no es to 
o\ enook and intercept any unfriendly demonstration 
upon either of the great thoroughfares to Scuth 
America or the Pacific, it is in a position to over-
f.we »he adjacent islands, and watch and defend all 

.»«.u ne», tue reservoir ot the Mississippi and Mexi 
can trade, tlie rendezvous of California transit, and, 
what has not yçt been duly heeded, tlie outlet of an 
immense though new-born mineral wealth, which 
is yet to control the metal markets of Christendom. 

In short, Cuba makes the complete bulwark of 
the Mexican Gulf, and only leaves toit two gate|— 
one between Cape Antonio, the western extremity 
of the Island, and Cape Catoche, which advances 
from the coast of Yucatan to meet it, and forms a 
strait less than 100 miles wide ; and tlie other be-
tween Hicacos, the most northern point of Cuba, 
and Cape Sabie, the southern extremity of Florida, 
but a little more than 100 miles apart, and between 
which passes the " Old Channel" of the Bahamas. 
Half a dozen steamers would bridge with their 
cannon the narrow straits between Yucatan and 
the west point of Cuba, and between Florida and 
Matanzas on the north, and seal hermetricallv to 
every aggressive stranger the entire coast-circle of 
the American Mediterranean. This simple geo­
graphical fact constitutes Cuba the key of the Gulf. 

In view of these facts, Cuba freed from Spain, 
•can never be subject to England or any foreign 
power. As well might England give up to the 
United States the command of the entrance to the 
English Channel and the Irish Sea. The present 
effort aims simply at the Independence o& the 
Island, that established by the Cubans, they will 
consult circumstances as to its future destiny. 
With freedom and free trade with the United 
». tales, we shall derive from Cuba every advantage 
desired. 

Official documents show that out of the twenty, 
or twenty-two millions of dollars of annual expor­
tation into Cuba, fifteen millions are fn provisions, 
fabrics, lumber, and materials whieh one or the 
other of the United States could better supply than 
any other country, but through the multitude of 
taxes and restrictions imposed by European policy 
not more than a third of it comes from the fi-lds 
and factories of this country. The industrial 
C *,ere *°8e ^ «Ma ®ystem the stimulus of ten 
millions a year—sufficient to empley and support 
forty thousand laborers—while the Cubans only 
obtain, under these exorbitant imposts, about one 
half as much for their money as they would get in 
a free, fair market. 

Provisions, for example, snch as flour, salted 
nieats, butter, and all the etceteras of American 
abundance, are importe^ into Cuba to the amount 
of nine millions of dollars annually, and are all 
loaded with duties that average 34 per cent, and 
what with delays, high appraisals, tonnage duties, 
local exactions, and retail taxes, cost more than 
double the just market price by the time they reach 
the table of the consumer. American flour from 
American ships pays a dutv of $10 50 a barrel to 
" protect" the inferior article from Spain, and in 
consequence, none but the rich in Cuba can afford 
to eat good wheat bread ; while in open family re­
ciprocity, American agriculture would yearly be 
called upon to supply a million barrels of flour to 
its 1,200,000 inhabitants. 

New England is not less concerned in unbind­
ing this trade, for besides the nine millions 
which should be made to the farmers of this 
country, and the two millions in mettls, im­
plements, and machinery, Which of right should 
float to her fromdown the Ohio and Missis­
sippi, Cuba annually requires cotton and wool­
en fabrics and readymade furniture and apparel, 
to the invoice value of three millions more, all 
of which New England looms and mechanics should 
create. $15,000,000 are therefore imported toCuha, 
which the citizens of the mining, manufacturing 
and agricultural States should supply, and which 
the ships of the commercial section should convey • 
and this ma-s of needful food, furniture, raiment' 
and implements for house and land, when broken 
up in detail, and overwhelmed at each step with 
Iresh impositions, do not cost the Cubans less than 
thirty millions of dollars. 

As between Spain and Cuba, the former has for­
feited every right to her supremacy over the latter. 
I his, however, does not justify an unlawfnl inter­

ference on the pert of the United States. But this 
country must look to it, when the island shall be­
come free from Spanisn dominion—an event to 
take place speedily—that in the words of the late 
distinguished ex-President, John Quincy Adam«, 

Culm does not fall into the hands of any other 
European power." It is the natural righl—it is 
the solemn duty of the United States to watch over 
the interests of Cuba. Tne present Captain Gen­
eral lias threatened to emancipate and arm the 
African slaves in case of the least movement on 
the part ot the Cubans. Who can regard with 
any thing but horror this most outrageous, most 
fiendish avowal ? Would the United States per 
mit this ? Can the United Stales permit this ? 
Who can look hack to the enormities and awful 
excesses of St. Domingo, and hesitate for an 

IMPORTANT FROM CUBA.

LANDING OF GEN. LOPEZ, 
AND HIB MAWFKBTOea. 

By the Falcon we are in receipt of Havana pa­
pers up to the 23d inst They are filled with ex­
aggerated rumors and pompons public documenta; 
From these it would appear that Lopez landed al 
Cardenas, bat after a few hoars occupation was 
compelled to retreat. Bat the truth of the matter 
is. simply, that he took possession of a town of 
4,000 inhabitants, seized the public treasure, and 
scattered his proclamations, remained a day, and 
re embarked, to proceed to the Northern part of tha 
Island, where is the centre of diaaflèction. This m 
the sum and substance of the news, when analysed. 

The people of Cardenaa do not seem to have 
reason in »his favor, nor did they take part against 
him. He landed with bnt 300 own ; h would have 
been easy for the inhabitants to have repelled a 
band of invaders of this number. That they re­
mained passive, itself speaks their sentiments. 
When it is remembered that Cardenaa is only 
•orae 50 miles Crom Havana, and within arm's-
length of the Captain General and his forces, it i* 
not to be wondered at, that tlie inhabitants of Car­
denaa should decline to take np arms bgainst the 
government. We shall wait, with deep anxiety, 
for news of the reception given to Lopex bf tha 
Central Department 

The Spanish squadron captured on the coast of 
Yucatan two small American vessels, having on 
board 100 passengers. These were brought into 
Havana and confined. Should they prove to have* 
been engaged in this expedition they must taka 
the consequences, if Spain dares to carry out her 
legal rights. But such is the feeling in the South­
west, whether right or wrong, that the death of 
American citizens, except in battle, will arouse 
such a spirit in the country, that the Spanish au­
thority will be swept like chaff before the storm-
The massacre of the Alamo was the greatest blow 
struck for the independence of Texas. The Gar­
rotting of a few Americans will emancipate Cuba. 

We publish the proclamations of the Captain. 
General, and those of Gen. Lopez. The Spanish 
Grandee, it will be seen, indulges in that yein of 
rhetoric which is a national heirloom. The idea 
that American citizens should abjectly beg for their 
lives must be proved by something better than a 
Spanish proclamation. If, however, a few lies will 
help him he cannot be blamed for using them, though, 
it is rather provoking to have it published even in 
such a manner, that the heroes of Palo Alto dis­
gracefully conducted themselves in the presence of 
the enemy. — 

The reported capture of Col. Wheat, which was 
circulated over the city last night, produced a pain­
ful sensation, originating doubtless, from the extra 
of the Havana Gazette, dated 8 o'clock on the night 

the 22d inst. 
That paper states the landing of Lopez with 400 

men, who took the town by surprise, and his utter 
defeat a few hours after, by 550 Spanish tooopa. 
Lopez retreated disgracefully, leaving behind him 
a large number of killed and wounded—among the 
latler is "the self-styled Côl. White,"—Now Col. 
irAtte is at this time engaged in waiting on the la­
dies at Holmes—while Col. Wheat is not in the di­
vision under Lupez, but is with O'Hara. 

The Picayune gives the Spanish version of the 
affair, whieh its correspondent received second 
hand from the authorities.
