Of Fire Compnny 13, for an appropriation for re­
building their Engine and for renewal of their 
charter—were referred to Committee on Fire. 

Of Mrs S. A. Kennedy, relative to a small por­
tion of the batture—was referred to a special com­
mittee. consisting of Messrs. Hale, Yancey and 
Sewell. 

8TANDING COMMITTEES. 
Mr. Lawrason, Chairman of Finance Committee, 

presented the following report, which was adopted : 
The Finance Committee, in reporting upon the 

petition of a committee appointed at a meeting of 
citizens of New Orleans, held on the evening of 
May IS, 1850, to memorialize the Municipal Coun­
cils to appropriate such sums as they might deem 
proper, as tributes from the whole city to the Rav. 
Father Mathew, for his zeal and devotion in pro­
moting the cause of Temperance beg leave to state 
their high appreciation of the extraordinary servi­
ces of that reverend gentleman, and think it in­
cumbent upon the ciiizens of New Orleans to ex­
press their obligations in the manner *ngge«ted, viz : 
of raising such a sum as might he deemed neces­
sary, as a testimonial of the estimation in w hich his 
services are held by our citizens, and in soma de­
gree as a comiiensation for his laborious duties in 
disseminating his precepts o£Temperance through­
out our city. Your committee, however, in ibe 
present state of the finances of the Municipality, 
when we have a large amount of cash warran's 
and other matured obligations waiting on an ex­
hausted treasury, deem it their duty to report ad­
versely to all memorials of benevolence. The Mu 
nicipaliiy, your committee believe, should be just 
before generous—she should pay her d-bts befort 
she makes donations. The rejection of the petition 
ofthe memorialists need not, however, defeat the 
object in view. The Citizens of New Orleans can 

carry out their nob'e and generous purpose by in­
dividually subscribing such fums as they may deem 
prof*»r for the occasion—and your committee feel 
confident that the tribute thus voluntarily sub-
scribed by those who have it to give, will be a hun­
dredfold more acceptable to Father Mathew, than 
an appropriation of ihe Council of this Municipali­
ty, when sur-h an appropriation must necesearily 
postpone the payment of many just and pressing 
debts r ®
