Tlie Bride ot tbe Guillotine. 
AN INCIDENT OF THE RKION OF TIRBOft. 

On asfonny nifht, in the tempestuous linsea of 
the French revolution, a young German was return­
ing to his lodgings at a late hour, acrcm the old 
part of Pari*. The lightning gleamed, and the loud 
claps of thunder rattled through tbe narrow, lofty 
streets. But I should first tell you some thine about 
Üi» German.'

Gottfried Wolfgang was a yonng man of good 
family. He had studied for some tune at Gottingen;

'H®4 WM Paying upon him, and determined 
tbat the best cure was a change of scene. He waa 
sent, therefore, to finish his studies amid the sp'ea-
dora and gayeties of Paris. 

Wolfgang arrived at Paris at the breaking out of 
the revolution. That glorious popular enthusiasm 
at first caught his ardent mind ; and he was captiva­
ted by the grand philoaophical and sublime theories 
of the day. But the scenes of blood which followed 
and shocked his sensitive nature, disgusted him with 
society and the world, and made him more 
than ever a recluse. He shut himself up in a 
solitary apartment in the Pays Latin, tbe quarter 
of students. There, in a elooray street not far from 
the monastic walla of the Sarbt»nne, he pursued hia 
favorite speculations. Sometimes he sp-nt hours 
together in the great libraries of Pari», those cata­
combs of departed authors, rumaging ntnnni«heir 
hordes of dusty and obsolete works in quest of food 
for hi unhealthy appetite. He was, in a manner, 
a literary ghool, feeding in the charnel house of de­
cayed literature. 

Wolfgang, though solitary and recluse, waa of an 
ardent temperament; but for a tinto it op-rated 
merely upon hia imagination. Ha was too shy and 
ignorant of the world to make any advance* to the 
fair ; but he was a passionate admirer of female 
beauty, and in hi« lonely chamber would often lose 
himself in re very on forms and faces which he had 
seen, and his fancy would seek out images of lone­
liness far surpassing rhe reality. 

While his mind waa in this excited and subli­
mated state, he had a dream which produced an 
extraordinary effect upon him. It was of a female 
face of transcendent beauty. So stroag was the 
impression it made, that he dreamed of it again and 
again. It haunted Lis thoughts by day, his .»lum­
bers by nighL In fine, he became passiouateiy 
enamored of this shadow of a dream. This lasted 
so-Jong that it became one of those fixed ideas 
which haunt the minds of melancholy men, and are 
at times mistaken for madness. 

Such was Gottried Wolfgang, and such his sta-
•u at the time Ï mentioned. He was returning 

home one stormy night through soine of tbe old 
and gloomy streets of the Marias, the ancient part 
of Paris. The loud claps of thunder rattled among 
the high houses of the narrow streets. He came 
to the Place de Grève, the square where public 
executions were then performed. The lightning 
au vered above the pinnacles of tbe ancient 
Hotel de Ville, and shed flickering gleama over 
the open space in frout. As Wolfgang was cross, 
ing the square he shrunk back with horror at find­
ing himself close by the guillotine. It was the 
height of the Reign of Terror, when thi* dreadful 
instrument of death stood ever ready, and its scaf­
fold was continually running with the blood of the 
people's enemies. It bad that very day been 
actively employed in the work of death ; and there 
it stood, in grim array, amid a sileat and sleeping 

waiting for fresh victims. 
olfgang's heart sickened within him, and he 

was turning, shuddering, from tbe horrible engine, 
when be beheld a shadowy form cowering, as it 
were, at the foot of the steps of the scaffold. A 
succession of vivid flashes of lightning revealed it 
- ore distinctly. It was a female figure, dressed 

black. She was seated on one of the lower 
steps of the scaffold, leaning forward, her face hid 
in her lap, and her long dishevelled tresaes bang­
ing to the ground, streaming with tbe rain which 
which fell in torrents. There was something 
awful in that solitary monument of woe. The 
female had the appearance of being above the com­
mon order. He wts aware of the times being full 
of vicissitudes, and that many a fair head, which 
had once pillowed on down, now wandered house­
less. Perhaps thi* was some poor mourner whom 
the dreadful axe had rendered desolate, and who 
sat here heart-broken on the »trand of existence, 
from which all that was dear to her had been 
launched into eternity.

It was pale and disconsolate, but ravishingly

44 But you have a home ?" said Wolfgang, in­

quiringly. 
44 Ye8—inthe grave," was the solemn response. 
The heart of the student melted at the*e words. 
" If a stranger dare make the proposal," said lie, 

44 without beirij? misunderstood, I would offer my 
humble dwelling as a shelter, myself as a devoted 
friend. I am friendless myself in Peris, and a 
stranger in the laud ; but if my life could be of ser­
vice, it is at your disposal, and should be sacrificed 
before harm or indignity should ct»me to you." 

There was an honest earnestness in the young 
man's manner that had its effect. His foreign ac­
cent, too, was in his favor : it showed him not to 
be a hackneyed inhabitant of Paris, indeed, there 
is an eloquence in true enthusiasm that is not to he 
doubted.
