a considerable deficiency exists in the accounts of 
the late Warden, which should be at once ascer 
tained, as well for the benefit of those having just 
claims against the institution, as his securities, beg 
leave to offer the following resolution :

from the State only $17,626, showing an excess 
of expenditure over the receipts of $39,282. 

The State Taxes are received by the Municipal 
Treasurer at irregular periods, none less than 
quarterly—and as that officer has to pay the Su­
perintendent and Teachers monthly, the amount 
paid by the Treasurer must always greatly exceed 
the receipts from the State. Hence, as the Trea­
surer has, long before the receipt of the money 
from the State, advanced it to the Teachers, the 
Committee are unable to comprehend the necessity 
for the change proposed by this section. 

The second section directs the Treasurer to hold 
a sum sufficient to pay the Superintendent and 
Teachers, on the second Monday of each month 
thereafter, their salaries for the previoif month, 
against which there are many objection» 

By existing ordinances, their salarie*me due and 
j»yable on the first day of the month following 
the service ; but, by the contemplated change, they 
do not become due for nearly two weeks thereafter, 
obviously incorrect in principle, as the Teachers 
are justly entitled to, and, like all other employees, 
should have their salaries when earned. That the 
Teachers have not always had their salaries when 
due, is but the lot of many other meritorious claim­
ants, and resulted from causes over which the 
Treasurer, as well as the Council, had no control. 
But much as that is to be regretted, and as ob­
jectionable as the postponement of the payment of 
a just claim is, the proposed remedy is infinitely 
more so, as it contravenes the letter of our laws 
and the spirit of our institutions, in giving a pref­
erence in the payment of our obligations, to one 
class over that of another of equal claim. 

The Committee refrain from making compari 
Bons between the claims of the Teachers, Con^ 
tractors, Laborers, Night Watch, Day Police, and 
others employed by the Municipality, (as the laws 
of the land, as well as equity and justice, posi­
tively forbid any distinction,) yet they cannot avoid 
stating, without intending any disparagement 
whatever, that while they applaud the meritorious 
and important services of the Teachers, of which 
none are more sensible, or more willing to bear 
testimony than the Committee, they cannot with­
hold the remark, that very many of the other em­
ployees are infinitely more inconvenienced by delay 
in the payment of their salaries than they—their 
means being more limited, and their sphere and 
associations more humble, and more dependent 
upon their pittance. 

The third section makes it the duty oft he Presi­
dent to have made out, and the Treasurer furnished 
with a pay roll on the first Wednesday of every 
month, showing the amount due to the Superin­
tendent and Teachers. The making out the pay 
roll is regulated by the Board of Directors, and has 
always been very promptly done. Immediately 
after the Superintendent obtains from the different 
Schools their returns, the pay roll is made out. 
Seldom, nay, never, is it delayed as long after the 
expiration of the month, as is contemplated by the 
proposed ordinance ; hence such a measure appears 
entirely unnecessary. But it is liable to a still 
further and infinitely stronger objection, as it con­
travenes the organic organization of the Schools. 

By the provisions of an ordinance entitled An 
Ordinance for the Establishment of Public Schools, 
passed March 23d, 1841, the entire management of 
the Schools was confided to a Board of Directors, 
under whose auspices they have ever since been, 
and by whose wise counsels and untiring zeal they 
have obtained their present prosperous state ; and 
the Committee do not feel disposed, nor do they see 
the propriety of interfering with, taking from, or 
curtailing the powers of the present Board of Di­
rectors, notwithstanding it has been almost entirely 
remodeled ; on the contrary, the Committee would 
prefer to increase their powers, with a hope that 
they would improve the condition and enlarge the 
usefulness of these popular institutions. Certainly, 
the Committee do not deem it advisable to inter­
fere with, and direct the President of the Board to 
perform a duty, when that power is so clearly and 
so properly vested in and executed at the discretion 
of the Board of which he is a member. 

The fourth section proposes to place the manage­
ment of the Lyceum and Library, and the funds 
derived therefrom, or belonging thereto, under the 
Board of Directors ; which is entirely superfluous 
and unnecessary, as these powers have ever been 
possessed and exercised by them, by virtue of the 
ordinance providing for the establishment of the 
Lyceum and Library. 

The fifth section proposes to establish a separate 
and distinct Treasury, and to appoint a Treasurer 
for the receipt, safe keeping, and disbursement of 
the funds belonging to the Library and Lyceum, 
against which the Committee also report. As this 
duty was at first imposed upon and has always been 
performed by the Treasurer of the Municipality, 
without compensation, and as no report has ever 
been made to this Council of neglect of duty, the 
presumption follows that he has been faithful and 
performed that duty well ; besides having always 
disbursed the moneys when required, he has given 
bond and security for faithful performance of duty, 
and as the State School Fund, amounting to about 
926,000, and that of the Municipality nearly 
$50,000, must necessarily be in the hands of, and 
disbursed by the Treasurer, it appears to the Com­
mittee not only an uncalled for, but expensive inno­
vation, to appoint a separate Treasurer for the re­
ceipt and disbursment of so small a sum as that 
accruing to the Library and Lyceum, probably 
about $6,000. 

The fifth section moreover authorizes the Board 
of Directors to take possession from any officer of 
the Municipality, of all the hooks, papers, and 
vouchers connected with the Library and Lyceum 
Hall. The Committee are unable to discover the 
oropriety or necessity of such a measure. The 
oooksI in the Library, it is true, are nominally under 
the Librarian, but, as his duties are prescribed, 
appointed by, and holds his office during the pleas­
ure of the Board of Directors, they virtually have 
possession of the books in the Library ; certainly 
to as great an extent as is either practicable or 
needful. 

Besides being out of place for the Board of Di­
rectors to take from the Treasurer, and keep in 
their possession, his vouchers, it would be subver-

AN AFFRAY .—The Mobile Advertiser of the 4th 
inst. paya an affray occurred yesterday on the 
wharf, which came near ending in the death of a 
respectable citizen. A few days since the steam­
boat Selma was run into by the Mosby and sunk. 
One of the owners of the Selma charged the Pilot 
of the Mosby with having done it intentionally, and 
threatened to have his name struck off the roll of 
pilots by the Portwarden. This came to the ears 
of the Pilot, who, meeting the other party on the 
wharf, assaulted him with a stick—but soon losing 
that, he drew his knife and made a blow, which, 
but for the knife striking a rib and glancing off, 

must have produced death. The blow was made 
on the left side. The wound is not considered 
dangerous. The Pilot made his escape, and had 
not been taken late yesterday evening. 

The Very Rev. Mr. O'Dwyer, of St. Augvstine 
church, Philadelphia, died very suddenly on th 
24th ult. His body was laid out in state in th 
church. A solemn mass for the dead was offered 
up, all the priests of the diocess, in full robes, as­
sisting. The ceremonies were of the most imposing 
character, and the crowd immense. 

There are in the State Prison at Boston 430 
prisoners, and the building is so crowded that some 
cells contain five convicts each. The jail has 87 
inmates. 

The President of the Cleveland and Pittsburgh 
Railroad Company says that the cars are to be 
running on sixty miles of that road by the 1st of 
November next. 

A lengthy letter from ex-President Tyler, giving 
his views on the compromise scheme for adjusting 
the territorial and slavery difficulty, is published by 
Mr. Foote in the National Intelligencer, in re­
sponse to one from himself. 

An old soldier of the Empire lately returned to 
his native town iu France, unexpectedly, after an 
absence of forty-two years. He was captured by 
the Russians in the campaign of 1812, and dis­
patched to Siberia, whence he has now been al­
lowed to return by the Emperor, after thirty years' 
captivity. Meanwhile he amassed considerable 
property. 

The Washington correspondent of the Baltimore 
Sun says the proposed line of mail steamers from 
New Orleans to Vera Cruz is finding favor the 
more it is discussed, and it can hardly be doubted 
ihat our commercial interests, and especially our 
trade with Mexico, require the establishment of

at his residence at Locust Grove, Calvert county, 
in the 59th year of his age.

The President and Mr. Clay. 
We have heretofore expressed the opinion that, 

in the event the Compromise measure, now before 

the Senate, should pass both Houses of Congress, 

it will receive the ready sanction of the President. 

He adheres to the course of policy recommended 

by him in the early part of the session ; but if the 

plan of the Committee of Thirteen should prove to 

be more acceptable, we believe there is not a'man 

in the nation who would more cordially aid in 

giving it effect than Zachary Taylor. It was his 

duty, as President of the United States, to recom­

mend to Congress some mode of adjusting the dif­

ficulties surrounding the question of slavery. This 

duty he discharged in his frank, honest and straight­

forward manner. With patriotism and foresight, 

(says the Baltimore American, in the sentiments 

of which excellent journal we fully concur,) he 

sought to save the country from the distracting 

effects of a struggle in Congress upon the subject 

of slavery, which, being in itself a local institution, 

comes properly under the cognizance of local or 

State authorities. The wisdom of his suggestions 

is seen in the purpose which they contemplate— 

the purpose of keeping the slavery question, in con­

nection with territories, out of Congress—since it 

can be settled, without any violence or agitation, by 

the people of the territories themselves. The end 

aimed at by the committee is to have the subject 

left to the people of the territories—but for that end 

they ask Congress to forbear the Proviso ; and 

upon that point the sectional quarrel blazes forth. 

Why need Congress interfere in the domestic con­

cerns of the territories to enforce or to forbear the 

Proviso ? 

The President's recommendations indicate not so 
much a plan of adjustment as a principle of adjust­
ment. It is a'principle blended with the essential 
nature of our system of Government and in perfect 
accordance with the spirit of our institutions—a 
principle upon which the rights of the State are 
founded ; for it recognixes and vindicates the right 
of'the people to determine for themselves the nature 
and character of their domestic institutions, sub­
ject only to the requirements of the Coustitution. 
There would be no incongruity, so far as we can 
see, in coupling the admission of Califqrnia with 
an enactment declaring that whenever New Mexi­
co and Utah shall form State Constitutions, each 
having a population sufficient to entitle it to one 
representative in Congress, and shall apply for 
admission into the Union, such admission shall be 
granted. The grant made at once would take 
effect upon the event of the contingency. Such 
prospective legislation is not without precedent in 
the admission by Congress of new States into the 
Union. 

We indulge the hope that in the only point of 
difference between the policy advocated by the 
Committee, and that recommended by the Pieii-
dent, the eminent Senator from Kentucky will find, 
upon full consideration, that there are no insupera­
ble obstacles to a harmonious agreement. When 
that distinguished Statesman expresses the opinion 
that the President, in a spirit of compromise, ought 
to unite with him in favor of the aggregate bill 
now before the Senate, the fact should not be for­
gotten that the President, in the exercise of his 
constitutional functions, has already made such 
recommendations on this subject as his duty, in his 
judgement, required. His views are known to 
Congress and to the country ; they look to concilia­
tion, to the prevention of sectional political organi­
zations which might prove to be fatally hurtful, 
they contemplate the ascendancy of no party, sec­
tional or political ; they recognize a fundamental 
principle which forms the basis of the political 
rights of individuals and of States—the principh 
which withdraws from the General Government 
that cognizance of the domestic and local concerns 
ot the people which the people themselves whose 
interests are associated with those matters, can 
bstter take and more judiciously exercise. 

AFFAIRS IF PHILADELPHIA. — The Philadel­
phia correspondent of the Baltimore Sun, under 
date of the 28th ult., gives the following lamenta­
ble state of affairs in the " Mob City," 
quiet abode of the followers of Penn : " Certain 
Fire Companies that are in open feud with others, 
turn out armed to the teeth, ready for a deadly en­
counter, in some instances muskets being carried 
openly. This may be done to evade the penalties 
of the new law against carrying concealed weapons, 
and it was perhaps with the same idea that a party 
of rowdies in Moyamensing turned out on Satur­
day night with a »mall field-piece, mounted on 
wheels, in consequence of a report that another 
party were on their way from the western section 
for the purpose of burning down the Hose-house, 
with which they act as allies. A crisis is rapidly 
approaching in that district ; its best citizens have 
lost all hope of a better state of things, and 
serting their homes.

LATER FROM BUENOS AYRES — Death of 
American Officers.—By the arrival of the bark 
Oliver J. Hayes, from Buenos Ayres, the New 
York Herald has received a copy of the British

^ " The American frigate Brandywine and corvette 
St. Louis, which sailed from Montevideo on the 
18th of February, arrived at Rio on the 7th of 
March. Atter a seven days' stay off that port, 
during which time no communication was held 
with the shore, save through a boat which came 
off with provisions, both vessels again set sail for 
Montevideo, where they arrived on the 28th. The 
Brandywine on the second day after leaving Rio, 
had twenty-eight cases of yellow fever on board, 
four of which ended fatally, viz : three officers and 
one steward. No cases of fever had been reported 
on board of the St. Louis up to the date of the last 
accounts." 

The inhabitants of Buenos Ayres, says the 
Herald, are under great apprehension that the fever 
will extend to that city, as it was already at Monte­
video, though it was confined to vessels at quaran-

The French vessels of war appointed to relieve 
those of the squadron on this station, whose term 
of servitude had expired, are shortly expected, 
with 1500 troops on board, to enable Admiral Le-
predour, in the event of succeeding in arranging 
matters with the Governments of these Republics, 
to effectually put an end to all opposition on the 
part of the armed foreigners in Montevideo. 

THE CROPS.—The Southern Mirror, at Jackson, 
La., says : 

After a cold and backward spring we are expe­
riencing extremely warm weather, and the planters 
entertain fears that the premature warm weather 
will seriously injure the backward crops. Much 
of the cotton in tin"« vicinity has had to be replant­
ed, and the corn looks siunted and bad.
