What object is sought to be obtained, besides the 

defeat of the Compromise bill, by the bringing for­
ward and strenuous advocacy, at this ;ime, of the 
Missouri Compromise, we cannot see. There is 
lothing of a really practical character which can be 

accomplished by the adoption of the Missouri Coin-
promise, in the settlement of present difficulties, 
that will not be accomplished by the pdssage of the 
Committee's bill. The decision of the people of 
California, both North and South of the line of 3C° 
30', on the subject of slavery, is alreedy maue, and 

incorporated in the Constitution which she 
presents to Congress with her application for ad-

State. Ts it to be supposed that, on 
account of the adoption of the Missouri Compromise 
line, they will change their views on this subject ? 
Is it ii^ contemplation to force slavery on t'iem 
whether agreeable or not? Tàey are as free a 
people as the citizens of Louisiana ;. they well 
understand their interests ; have thoroughly dis­
cussed the question o* slavery, and have solemnly 
determined to reject it. No action, we suppose, of 
politicians at Washington City can change 
determination on this point. 

Bat these politicians would have the territory of 
California divided by the line of 36° 3Q', so as 
throw that portion of it, South of the line, into 
separate and distinct territory, to be known as the 
Territory of Smith California and hereafter as the 
State of California. We again refer to the propo­
sition of Mr. Soulé. This they intend to make a 
slave State. There never was a more impractica­
ble intention. In the Convention, which framed 
the Constitution, every portion of California was 
represented—the Southern as well as the Northern 
—5an Diego as well as San Francisco. There 
was an entire concurrence of sentiment in favor of 
the prohibition of slavery.- It is perfectly clear that 
if the territory of California is ever erected into two 
States they will both te free ; and Mr. Soulé, and 
those acting with him, will have the satisfaction of 
seeing, instead of two, four Senators in the U. S. 
Congress from the non-slaveholding States of 
California, This will not very materially contri­
bute to t ie realization of their favorite idea of a 
° balance of power.'* 

As to the subject of slavery in New Mexico and 
Utah the bill of the Committee leaves that entirely 
to the option of the people of those territories. If 
the Missouri Compromise line should be adopted, 
will not the people of those territories still have the 
right to decide this question for themselves ? There 
i* clearly no practical difference. Besides, the 
North can never be got to agree to the Missouri 
Compromise line as to our recently acquired terri­
tories. There is no sacrifice of principle, on the 
part of the North, in agreeing to an arrangement 
by which the settlement of the slavery question is 
left entirely to the people of the territories : they 
would regard it a sacrifice of principle to agree to 

the Missouri Compromise or a îy arrangement 
which denies them the right to interfere with the 
subject of slavery in territories belonging to the 
United States in jtny latitude or longitude. They 
may assent to the bill of the Committee now before 
the Senate, but never to the proposition of Mr. 
Soulé. This is well understood to the conclave of 
persons at Nashville, who would move heaveu and 
earth to defeat the Compromise bill. The passage 
of this bill, by Congress, they well know, will put 
an end to their schemes of sectional agitation. 

Yesterday was fixed on, in the U. S. Senate, for 
a final vote on the Compromise bill. The rejection 
by decisive votes, on the äth, of the amendments 
proposed by Mr. Davis and Mr. Seward—the first 
to prevent the territorial legislatures from panging 
any laws for the exclusion of slavery ; the second 
embracing substantially the Wilmot Proviso—leads 
us to hope that the Compromise plan has received 
a triumphant support. In a few days we shall 
know the result—whether for good or ill.

THE LOPEZ INVESTIGATION—The prosecution 
having failed to elicit any information in the ordi­
nary mode, now propones to prove the conversation 
of General Lop?z at a private dinner party in this 
city. We hope the District Attorney will yet find 
it consistent with his <?uty to des:st from this course. 
A witness undoubtedly has no legal right to refuse 
to testify, but he is made to break that law of ho«-
pitality which is recognized alike by barbarous 
and civilized nations. A conviction obtained by 
such means will do more injury to the social 
o gar.ization of this country, than a thousand 
secret expeditions. We doubt, however, whether 
the gentlemen summoned as witnesses will break 
that seal of confidence, which the laws of honor 
impress on their lips. They can be confine«! in 
prison, if it is desired—their business injured, their 
health suffer. 

We have heard but one opinion in regard to this 
csurse—that it is most injudicious. If General 
Lopez can be convicted only by an odious espion­
age of the convivial board—if the Government i* 
to send erami saries to the firesides of the ciUzsns, 
to extract evidence by which to convict a man of 
a mere misdemeanor—then, though it may main­
tain its treaiy stipulation», it will strike a blow at 
all social intercour e. But it is worse than that— 
the informer who follows h's infamous trade knows 
be forehand the nature of his engagement—but by 
th« new rule, gentlemen entirely unconscious of 
tile use to be made of them, are converted into 
spies, and forced to become eaves-droppers. It is a 
course unworthy the dignity of the United State«. 
The complete failure of the expedition has turned 
it almost into a farce, but this mcve is likely to 
arouse a feeling in its favor.

He quoted the ease 
ot Aaron Burr, where the ex parte affidavit of General Wfl. 
kinson, made liefore another magistrate, was admitted against 
Burr, and made ihefoii.tdanon for his arrest. Chief Justice 
Marohall laid it down, thit before the party WJ»S put upon his 
trial, all the proceedings an rx parte. Were the case before 
a grand jury, which wns the next step toward a trial, the 
whole investigation wonld be ex parte, and yet this investiga­
tion was not even as binding as the findinj of a grand jury, as 
the case mijht go before a grand jury after tlie action of this 

Mr. Be.ijamin, after arfaing (his point with his usual abil­
ity, said that tht :e could be bu» one end to thi«examinaüon— 
that '.he laws, tha honor and good faith of the nation had 
been openly violated, and that ihe eflorts of connsel to stave 
off evidence could bo of so ayail. The prottccntion, under 
instructions received, shoild push this esse to a full and 
thorough examination, that tlie truth might be known; and 
that witnesses would be procured to prove what was now 
known to every man—had been openly avowed, and as Mr. 
Hunton had obsT.ved. had become a matter of history. 

Mr. F'eld said that he was astonished that the Government, 
by its cqnnsel. »Iiould announce ihe guilt of the accused. He 
insisted that the decisions read by counsel did not apply in the 
case in point. World thegenttemau point liim to authorities 
on the subject? 

Mr. Hunton. Yes, sir, I will. The queslion is, will the 
Commissioner go on with the examination in this place, or at 
another room. There is no la* to show where this investiga­
tion shall be held. In the cose of Bnir, Chief Justice Mar­
shall commenced the examination at the Eagle Tavern. 
Richmond, and ended in tlie Court House. Mr. H. read 
from Burr's trial, showing the mode of procredings. Mr. 
Hunton atlll further argued the point. 

Mr. Field replied. He insisted that the question was not 
presented in the decisions read. Wherever the places were 
designated for holding the Conr;s of the United States, no 
other place could be selected. There was no precedent where 
a Court had been called upon to remove its «ittiug because a 
wliners was sick. Where was the necessity even for this 
move? Jf a 1 men know of this case—if it has l»ecn a bye-
word and a reproach to a nation such as ours—why should 
this Court, with counsel aud the accused, adjourn to a sick 
man s chamber? Mr. Field strongly commented upon the 
«tatemeniof the prosecution, teat die examination could be 
an ez parte one if the Commissioner so chose. 

Mr. Hender.-on denied that affidavits could be taken in an 
examination. The law said thai you thould î rhe uo evidence 
(hat wai not admi-^ible before a jnry. It would be prepos­
terous and contemptible, if it were not >o. He admitted 
that Judge MoCaleb misht have committed the accused, and 
that then a writ of habeas corpu.-« would have produced the 
troth ul the matter. Mr. H?n"e son made a long argument, 
opposing the taking of depositions outside the oourt-room. 
He s.'Id that he was .eluctaut o believe that the Government 
had any real in this matter. If the Government, whether the 
Cabinet or the President, bad eon amore taken up this case, 
then, be they whom they may, they had transcended dieir 
powers under the Constitution. If tiie President had author-
ized counsel in addition to that necessary for die due admin­
istration ov the laws, or h?d urged on this prosecution be­
yond the hounds prescribed by the Constitution, and war­
ranted by the facts, he had overstepped bis duly and become 
a partisan. With the Trer ^nry at his command, if he en-
tored the lists widi undue ml, he made it a persecution, in­
stead of a vindication of the laws of the land. Mr. Hender­
son contained with much warmth. During 1rs remarks, the 
audience applauded very vehemently, upon which

Second Municipality Public Schools. 

To tlie President and Board of Directors of the 
Publïc Schools of the Second Municipality : 

In pursuance of existing ordinances, the Com­
mittee of Estimates hegs leave to present the fol­
lowing report : 

The Second Municipality owaa five school-
houses, and hires eleven buildings. 

Forty-eight persons (including the Superintend­
ent) are employed as Teachers ; fifty-six are females 
and twelve are males. 

The amount of salaries for these instructors is 
$46,22*2 per annum. 

The number of children in the schools at the 
present time is 2720. 

In addition to the salaries of Teache.s, provision 
must be made for books and stationery ; also, for 
the insurance, keeping in repair and ordr • the 
school-houses, and for fuel, likewise the rents of 
the houses hired by the Municipality. 

The Committee of Estimates for the last year 
required from the Council an appropriation of 
$65,405, for the yea: now ending. That Commit­
tee estimated the amount for Teachers at $49,319. 
It appears, however, that this amount was not ex­
pended or demanded for that purpose ; the whole 
i mount paid out was $41,380 02. 

The former Committee fixed $JOOO as the sum 
demanded for book» and » at "i oner y. This appears 
to have been an estimate beyond the necessity of 
the case, as the whole amount expended for this 
purjpose was much less. 

The former Committee reported $2000 for re­
pairs to school-houses. We think this quite a low 
estimate, and we have been compelled to solicit a 
larger appropriation. 

The sum of $4086 was given out for the rent of 
the school-houses hired. IFnder the head of con 
tmgent, insurance, fuel, cleansing, etc., $5000 was 
appropriated. We propose to reduce this item of 
contingent appropriation. 

Having a synopsis of the action of the late Com­
mittee on Estimates, and h'ghly approving of 
"i0?! 0 the views Pre»ented by it to the late Board 
of Directors, we proceed to give such opinions as 
are the result of some consideration, and which we 
have digested into certain resolutions which ac­
company this report. 

The education of the children of the people is not 
left in the State of Louisiana to chance. By a 
fixed law, it is the duty of municipal and parish 
authorities to see that our youth shall have the 
blessings of mental improvement conferred upon 
them. It cannot, and never should be, a question 
involved in political issues. The subject is too im­
portant, and the consequences too great to the 
rising generation, to be merged in the wranglings 
of politicians or the fanat'cism of sects. 

The public school system appeals to the whole 
people. Every parent in the Municipality has the 
right to demand that his or her child shall enjoy 
that intellectual culture which will qualify the 
youth to become worthy of the name of an Ameri­
can citizen. 

Ill Iraming this report the Committee has not 
beert rnimini' ul of the pecuniary liabilities and ne­
cessities of the Municipality, but at the same time 
iliey have been lully convinced that the resources 
and assets of the Corporation, wisely administered 
are fully adequate to meet all just demands upon 
her treasury. Debt is not always a curse, nor can 
it be often avoided by public bodies. The people 

(never refuse to contribute taxes to sustain the 
nation in a just war, but they unwillingly này 
tribute for foolish ? id improper eioenditures. 
1 ne tax-payers of he Second Municipality will 
never complain if their mc .ey is always as well 
appropriated as when it is given for the educa! un 
of their children. 

Your Committee, after consultation with our re­
spected and efficient Superintendent, Mr. Shaw, 
have come to tlio conclusion that there should lie 
additional School-houses, arid that additional 
I eachora w ill be required the coming year. 
The amount paid for rent of School-houses is a 

large item ; and we would respectfully suggest to 
the Council the propriety of Inking the necessary 
Steps to remedy the evil, by constructing, in appro­
priate situations, new School-houses. 

ihe presentnutpber of Teachers is sixty-seven; 
we propose to make provision for eight additional 
I eachers. The time when they will hj wanted 
will depend upon circumstances. 

We consider that the Principal of the Boys' High 
School should be a Classical Scholar, as well as a 
Mathematician, and should receive a salary of 
$1500. We think that the Principal of the Young 
Lïilies" High School should receive $1203, and 
tlmt the tirst Assistant in tili« school should re­
ceive $700, and the Second Assistant $fi00. We 
recommend that each of the Male Principals should 
receive $1300, and each of the Female Principals 
$1100; that each of the Male Assistants $1000, 
and each of the Female Assistanls $75«; each of 
the Supernumeraries $000, and the Teacher of Mu­
sic $1000. Notwiths anding the advance in the 
salaries, the whole »um required for this purpose 
will be $51,050, which we think will be abundant 
for the ensuing year, even if additional Teachers 
are employed. 

We consider that the sum of $2000 is fully ade­
quate for books and stationery. The repairs to the 
School-house a-may be estimated at $3000. The 
rents, if the Council should think proper to rent 
will be more than la-t year. The contingent ex­
penses we place at $1000. 

Before concluding this report, the Committee 
feel bound to express ils full concurrence with the 
sentiments of tho report made by the late Commit­
tee of Estimates in relation to the ri-çht as well as 
the duty which exists on the part of the Board to 
demand on the part of the Teachers the most scru­
pulous punctuality in the discharge of their duties. 
They recommend no change in the rules regulating 
the attendance of the Teachers, or the avoidance 
of the penultits in tho event of their neglecting to 
attend. 

Th» Board has granted one day of rest out of the 
six school days, and thia Committee report, in fa­
vor of increase of salary. We trust that both these 
considerations will influence our Teachers to aid 
the Board to the greatest extent to porforra success­
fully the great trust devolved upon it—the Educa­
tion of the Youth of our Municipality. 

The Committee would also respectfully urge the 
Counci to keep separate the funds received from 
the State, or appropriated by the Council f< r the 
support of the Public Schools. It is not necessary 
to enter into any argument upon this subject—its 
propriety and legality must be apparent to all. 
1 he amount to be received from the State for 

thia year will not be leas than $30,000. In the first 
quarter of this year the Treasurer of this Munici-
pality received $16,812 from the State on account 
of the School fund. It is said that there is an 
over payment through error of $8000. If it be true, 

*!• quarterly payment at $8,812. 
lake this as the average of the four quarterly pay-
raents, the amount would be near $36,000 per an­
num, but your Committee have likoiiiiht proper to 
take the basis of $30,000. 

Tha Board has decided that its meeting« shall be 

public, and its proceeding* must necessarily be 
pointed in some of the jourtialH of the cily iu an 
authentic form. Propriety would suggest I hat the 
official journal of the Munici|»ality should contain 
the reports of our deliberations, and we have in­
cluded the expeuae of publication in the appropria­
tion required for the support of tlie Public Schools, 

The amount required last year for the Public 
Schools and appropriated was $65,405. The amount 
required this year is $66,880. Last year the Mu­
nicipality received $17,003 from the Stale. This 
year the amount to be received from the State will 
be at least $30,000, showing that less w;ll be re­
quired from the Municipality. 
The sum required fur the support of the Public 

Schools, as now constituted, will there­
fore be $66,136
