UnroUlng o f  tl&e Mammy at Bo«toxx. 
S E C O N D  D A Y .  

The Boston Traveler of the evening of the 5th 
inst says: < 

Mr. Gliddon delivered his second lecture to-day 
at 12 o'clock, and the mommy was unrolled, in thp 
presence of a very large assembly of ladies and 
gentlemen, comprising the elite of Boston. Cam­
bridge, and_ vicinity. Every available seat was 
occupied before the hour of meeting. 

Mr. G. began by explaining the hieroglyphics in 
front of the body, so far as he had been able to 
translate them. He said the inscriptions found on 
mummies were generally parts of the formularies 
in the " Book of tbe Dead." This body was sur­
mounted by a winged Beetle holding the Creator-
Sun. Below it was a sign, which was a musical 
instiuraeut, and a sign for the word priesteu. On 
•ere side was the God of science, and behind it the 
West ; the symbol 'an the other side he could not 
find out. Below, was the emblem of eternity. On 
either side were the wives of Osiris, the god of the 
dead, symbols of j-.istice and corruption. Below 
were the words, " Dedicated to Osiris, the god of 
the house of tbe living and the dead." Below 
*' The Syrian, or the deceased, beloved of the goii 
of the Western Heavens, GOT THOTH—ANCH-
ph." which means eternal life. 

Mr. Gliddon now tu; ned the matter over to the 
scientific gentlemen present. He stated, in refer­
ence to the bandages, that every bandage known 
in modern science had bf»en found on mummies. 
Prof. Agasüiz and Drs. Wyman and Jackson then 
proceeded to unroll the mumrny. The height was 
o feet 4 inches, and Mr. Gliddon said that it was 
one of the tallest female mommies he had ever 
seen. The bandage* were strips of linen, all of one 
kind ; and Mr. G. said all the cloth found on mum­
mies was linen. Prof. Agassiz said he had exam­
ined it with a microscope and found it to be linen. 
Some large pieces were taken off of a coarser qual­
ity. After the outside dry cloth was taken off, 
they came to cloth that was thoroughly gummed 
(probably gum arsbic) secured by two leather 
straps, which Mr. Gliddon «lud usually contained 
the name of the person. Little pieces of wood 
were taken out, the ends of which were stamped 
with two figures of deities. 

A scarf was taken off about ten feet in lengih, 
with fringes on each end. A large piece of the 
gummed linen was cut off. containing the leather 
straps, which were a species of red morocco, in 
perfect preservation. 

When tbe body was unrolled so as to disclose tbe 
face, Mr. Gliddon t>aid it had been plunged in boil­
ing bitumen, and even the eytu and the sockets 
burnt out. After further unrolling he brought om 
and exhibited a papyrn«. which he said «•*» « 
from tite " Book of the Dead." It was rolled up, 
and Mr. G. said it would have lo be damped *nd 
carefully unrolled before it could be read. There 
was also found a Scxraheeus, or winged beetle, tb#-
figure of which being removed from the face an<i 
upper part of the body, it was traced in a glass case, 
and exposed in full view of the audience. 

The. boiling bitumen had reduced the b )dy to a 
crisp, BO that it was as brittle as humt bone, and 
the feature« were nearly destroyed. The arm« 
were extended upon the sides, the hands restin« 
upon the abdomen. On the whole, it was rather a 
disgusting object to look upon, though interesting 
to men of science, as a relic of antiquity ; whi'e, to 
the moraltxt, it suggests a reflection upon the empti­
ness of human greatness, and the folly ot a- letup-ing 
to perpetuate the memory thereof by any monu­
ments of human device.
