From Texan* 

By the arrival of the steamship Globe, Captain 
Talbot, we have Brownsville dates to the 12th ult. 
The Sentinel has accounts of the engagements 
with the Indians, by Capt. Ford and Capt. Mer­
chant, the full particulars of which we gave several 
days since. The Indians, it is rumored, have taken 
Belleville, opposite the Mexican town of Guerrero. 

The Sentinel says : 
The condition of the farms on the river between 

Rio G. ande City and Laredo is represented to be 
deplorable in the extreme, while on this side of Rio 
Grande City, large fields of corn may be seen 
thriving in the greatest luxuriance and aoundance ; 
beyond that place hardly a blade of corn or culti­
vated field meets the eye o!" the traveler, but de­
serted houses and scattered flocks, running wild 
lor want of tenders, are every where seen—the 
owners having either been murdered or compelled 
to seek safety for themselves and families in other 
parts. 

The Sentinel publishes the following extract 
from a letter from a correspondent at Roina, dated 
27th ult. : 

Mr. James Roberts has just arrived from Guer­
rero, and reports that on the 22d inst. the Indians 
attacked the rancho Rivanio, a few miles above 
Guerrero, on the Texas side of the river, where a 
sharp conflict ensued, and three Mexicans were 
badly wounded. The Indians then c;ime down to 
the rancho Capitanania, and drove off all the horses 

the rancho. They then went on down as far as 
far as Las Kajas, and there drove off a large num­
ber of animals, and made good their retreat. The 
Mexicans, it is said, fought very ga'lantly at rancho 
Rivanio, and two Indians are said to have been 
wounded. 

The Hon. John Dutton, late of the par'sh of 
Plaquemine, Louisiana, died at Monterey in the 
State of Nueva Leon on the 21st ult. 

The silver plate captured in the pavilion,of Gen. 
Arista, at the battle of Resaca de la Palma, has 
been given up by the American authorities at Fort 
Brown to the agent and by him sold, as per order 
of Gen. Arista, for the benefit of the Mexican sol­
diers who were wounded in the engagement in 
which it was captured. Mr. John E. Garey, of 
Brownaville, became the purchaser. 

CUBAN AFPAIRS IN NEWYORK.— The New 
York correspondent of the Philadelphia Sun writes 
under date of the 7th inst. as follows : 

Three of the officers who fought at Cardenas 
under < reneral Lopez, have arrived in this city, and 
state that many of the Loops that landed at Carde­
nas are now in New Orleans, still organized, and 
recrnting, waiting for a fortunate moment to act in 
concert with the second division, whose ''where­
abouts" seems to be mys -rious, and the third divi­
sion in this city and its vicinity, who have not yet 
sailed, but who are organized and ready for action. 
The three officers of superior rank who arrived 
here from New Orleans have joined two who were 
all the time keeping up the organization, and com­
municating with the expeditionists at a distance. 
These five gentlemen are«holding their secret meet­
ings night after night, and are well watched by 
government spies ; but they in their turn know 
the spies and watch them as well. They have 
hitherto baffled the vigilance of the custom-house 
and police, and the Spaniards to boot. A craft, 
not long since built, has been chartered to carry 
provisions, arms and men outside Sandy Hook, 
where they are to be received by another vessel, 
and conveyed to their destination. On Long Is­
land there are munitions of war secreted, and there 

more in Harlem, and in boarding houses in the 
upper parts of the city. It is stated that General 
Lopez is superseded in the command, and that next 
time it will be in the hands of an American. 

A Singapore date, by the America, states that 
M. Bal las tier, the American Envoy, was at Siam, 
negotiating a commercial treaty with the authori­
ties there. 

The Senate has confirmed Luther Severance, of 
Maine, as Commissioner at the Sandwich Islands. 

The Hollisdayburg (Pa.) Register, whig paper, 
indicates that Governor Johnston will be the 
whig candidate for President or Vice President in 
1852. * ___

CURIOUS TRIAL. — James Morrssery, tried in 
the United Slates Circuit Court, at New York, 
for stealing certain property belonging to Miss Dal-
way, a nun, who embarked under his protection at 
Iiiverpool, for this country, has lieen found guilty. 
The charge was preferred some six months since, 
and was then mixed up with an accusation that 
he had taken the life of the lady by giving her a 
dose of poison. The jury, hoVvever, have recom­
mended him to mercy. 

PROFESSOR FISKE.— The Vickshurgh Whig of 
the 13th says : 44 Professor Fiske has been prose­
cuted at Raymond, in this Suite, for "obtaining 
money tin false pretences," as a teacher of the new 
science of Biology. We have not heard the par­
ticulars of the case, but have no doubt that the 
Professor will come fairly and honorably out of 
the difficulty.

AFFAIRS IN PHILADELPUIA.—The Philadelphia 
correspondent of the Baltimore Patriot, writing un­
der date of the 8th inst. says : 

It is my private opinion, publicly expressed, that 
there are some.of the greatest scamps in this city 
this side of the " lower regions." Every day our 
papers are filled with horrid murders, daring rob­
beries, villanous assaults, outrageous riots, or some 
thing of the kind, and it is almost impossible to 
keep up in recording them. Among the fancy acts 
last night, I hear that two gentlemen, while pass­
ing along Locust street, near Rittenhouse Square, 
were attacked by a gang of rowdies, one of whom 
threw pepper into heir eyes, and then the whole 
pirty commenced kicking and beating them. One 
of the gentlemen, however, recovering toon, called 
for the watch, when the rascals put out, taking 
with them a hat that did not belong to tl*>u»- An­
other gentleman had cow-itch thrown upon him, 
and was then badly beaten, the same evening, in 
another part of ihe city. 

A gentleman had his pocket picked, yesterday, 
while he was reading the news on a bulletin 
bosrd, in »ront of one of our newspap3r offices. 

A man named John F. Underwood, was found 
by one of our watchmen, last night, lying upon a 
stall in Second street market house, with his 
throat cut in a ter ible manner, and bleeding pro­
fusely. The poor fellow was taken to the hospi­
tal, where he dfed this morning:. When first seen, 
he had a razor in his hand, and in his pocket was 
found a letter addressed to the Coroner, in which 
lie begs him not to send his body to the Green 
House. It is supposed that he committed ihfe rash 
act while laboring under mania apotu. 

THE MEMPHIS TRAGEDY.—The Memphis En­
quirer of the 11th, speaking of the recent tragedy 
in that city, tays : % 

" We are gratified to hear that the wt unded 
parlies a i all doing as well, if not better, than 
could h ive been expected at the time of penning 
our notice for Sunday's paper. General Coe is still 
in a critical situation, but we learn his sympioms 
have so far improved as to create lively hopes of 
his recovery. 
" The remains of poor Trigg were conveyed to 

their last resting place on Sunday, escorted by a 
large concourse of deeply sorrowing and sympa­
thizing friends. 

Joseph C. Williams, who shot General Coe, waB 
arrested on Saturday, and held in custody until 
yesterday n orning, when an application was made 
by his counsel, to his Honor Judge Turley, for his 
release on a writ of hibecs corpus. In view of the 
excited feelings of the community, Judge Turley 
very properly refused to hear the case, but, at his 
suggestion, Williami entered into a bond of $5,000 
for his recognizance at the next term of the Com­
mon Law and Chancery Court, to answer any 
charges that may be prefe red against him for his 
participation in the affray, and was discharged. 

FROM NICARAGUA. — A correspondent of the 
NewYork Tribune, writing from San Juan, under 
date of April 18th, states that a couple of British 
merchants of that place have secured to themselves 
the rental of the customs of that port, for two and 
a half years from April 1st ; and as, according to 
the tariff, the duties are ad valorem, and the im 
porting merchan's are obliged to exhibit to their 
competitors their goods and sources of trade, 
allow an increase of 20 pe; cent, by the customs 
renters on their own valuation, it will be seen that 
the renters determine the prices, dominate o 
market and receive their own goods duty free. The 
evil effects of this on American commerce with 
that port are already beginning to be felt. Several 
American vessels have bee.i subjected to the most 
extortionate charges. This farming*out of the 
custom's >is loudly denounced by the foreign mer­
chants there. 

FROM VENEZUELA.—A letter from Curacoa to 
the NewYork Herald, under date of the 16th ult., 
says : 

I was informed, a day or two since, by the com­
mander of the Venezuelan man-of-war schooner 
Intrepid, (which vessel is repairing here,) that he 
has received orders from his government to proceed 
to Cumana, and take from there the renowned South 
American hero, General Paez, and land him 
United States. Then you will have t|ie gratifica­
tion of seeing this hero of so many battles. Report 
says that the old General is losing his sight, 
sentence decreed by the Venezuelan government 
against the General, is exile for life ; but if the 
oligarchy come into power in the coming election 
he of course will be recalled home, and reinstated 
in all of his former opulence. He was called one 
of the richest men in Venezuela. 

NEW YORK MONEY MARKET.—The NewYork 
Commercial of the 8th says : " The prevalent im­
pression in financial circles appears to be that as 
the summer advances money will become more 
abundant and decline in value, and it must certainly 
be admitted that several considerations connected 
with our present position render such a state of 
things probable rather than otherwise. The most 
prominent reason, perhaps, which is alledged why 
money will become more abundant, is founded on 
the large receipts of gold from California—receipts 
which are now regular, and which promise to be 
ample to meet all the ordinary demands of trade, 
as well as the extraordinary demands growing out 
of the operation of the Sub-Treasurv.
