At the same lime, they 
would promote in th? only effectual manner the 
suppression of the African slave trade. It is through 
the mid of the arts that the barbarian of Africa is 
tobe dispelled. It i» commerce 

" Tbat softens human rockwork into men. " 
When the ports of the slavers shall be converted 

into Liberian villages, and the inhabitants of the 
"bush" ïearn that the produce of human labor are 
made profitable, then the sale of human muscles,— 
t hen,{and not till then, will ceese the horrible traffic. 

We have read lately with much interest, an un­
pretending little volume, by an officer of the Amer 
ican Navy, styled, " Journal of an African Cruis 
er. " The statements of the author may be relied 
on for their fairness. He does not paint Liberia as 
anew Paradise, but represents it as passessing all 
tho inconvenience of a new country. But surety 
the thousands of strong men who, in »..lis country, 
though nominally free, are slaves morally, socially 
and politically, ought eagerly to seek a country 
which promises to them true freedom and equality 

Slowly and painfully^attorn enterprise is fol-
1 owing thç l»±»y"ïJfh of African geography, and, 
in the course oyf time, the mystery of the interior 
of that continent will be cleared up. It is Scarcely 
possible that this immense continent is only one 
desert of burning sand, fringed with here and there 
a narrow skirt of cultivated soil. The earth 
made for man, and it scarcely comports with the 
benevolence and wisdom of the Creator, that so 
large a portion of it should be unfit for the use of 
the master he has ordained. If the millions which 
the British Government has expended in vain at-| 
tempts to suppress the slave trade, or to solve the 
resultless riddle of the North-west passage—if these 
bad been expended in the exploration of the African 
Desert, the^urisdiction of cultivated intellect would 
have been extended, the stock of human knowledge 
enlarged, the amount of human comfort increased, 
and, not least, new and vast markets opened for 
cotton goods ! Just think, giving, or rather selling, 
a shirt a piece to each of the Africans who must 

Jive there, (though we have not found them yet,) 
how that would increase the number of spindles 
apd raise the price of cotton. Lowell spinners and 
Louisiana planters would reap the profits. 

But seriously, it is through Liberia that Central 
Africa must be reached. Park, and Ledyard, and 
the Landers, and a host of others, whites, have 
fallen in the effort ; but only to her own son will 
the dread Sybil reveal the secret which for so many 
cycles of centuries she has kept within her own 
bosom. Only to her own child will she lift the veil 
which conceals her dread features. An African 
explorer must complete the work, which has defied 
all European courage aud science. 

Speaking of the African trade, it is proper to 
a series of extremely elaborate articles in 

iiited Service Journal, written in favor of 
keeping up the African blockade. The writer ex­
amines the evidence, on which the committee re­
ported against the continuance of the squadron, 
and concludes that this opinion is unsustained by 
that evidence. It is true that the trade has not 
been suppressed, but it has received a serious 
check ; and the introduction of steamers in lieu of 
sail vessels and the destruction of the slave fac­
tories on the coast, together with encouragement 
to colonies of blacks, would break it up altogether. 
To withdraw the blockade, imperfect as it is, would 
revive the trade with more activity than ever. 
Within two years the number of slaves captured 

176, and that of negroes 15,462. The effect of 
the blockade has been to enhance the price of slaves 

|Cuba and the Brazils 300 and 400 per cent, 
above the old prices. The increased number of 

laves imported, is attributed by many of the wit­
nesses to the low rate of duties imposed on the 
sugar, the product of countries permitting the 
slave trade. The profits hold out the inducement 
to procure the laborers at any hazard. By treaty, 
between Great Britain and Brazil and Spain, the 
African slave trade has been prohibited in their do­
minions for the last twenty years ; and, yet they 
disregard all treaty stipulations. " On a full con­
sideration of the subject, we are persuaded then, 
that setting the question of expense aside, a steam 
force on the coast of Africa would be the most ef­
fective ; and, in selecting steamers, small speedy 
vesaels should be made choice of, and those on the 
screw-propeller principle, more particularly. An 
extension of ouç African territory must have a 
beneficial influence in forwarding the great object 
we have iu view. By extending our sway, gene­
rally, we may look most effectually to civilize the 
barbarian tribes with whom we should come H 
contact; and, pushing our missions and schools 
far into the interior, we should spread the light of 
the gospel in every direction. At the same time 
every mile of seaboard, over which our flag should 
wave, would become forthwith sealed to the opera­
tions of the slave dealer. The plan of African 
colonisation has this great recommendation, 
over, that we would find both France and America 
eady to cooperate with us in the undertaking.

The Adjustment bill is now out of all danger in 
the House. If any one doubt it, let him watch the 
long fares of the free-soilers and a few of the im­
practicable southern ultras, and he will be satisfied 
that the Union is safe. 

It is not true that Mr. Clay, as has lieen stated, 
immediately after the passage of the bill, will re­
sign his seat in the Senate. If any resignalions 
take place,It will be on the other end of the ave­
nue. If any Sena'or resign, it mast be Mr. Hale 
whose occupation is gone forever. Other Seaaton 
terms expire on the 4th of March, 1851. 

Mr. Clay and Mr. Webster will apply their en­
ergies to other topics which require a ljus»ment, and 
which cannot be touched until the slavery question 
is disposed of. Among these are the tariff and the 
improvement in our rivers and harbors. They in­
tend to settle them in the true spirit of compromise 
between the North and the South, instead of agita­
ting the country by a panic. 

Congressional. 

The following is a summary of the proceedings 

of Congress on the 18th : 

SENATE.—The adjustment bill was taken up, 
and the amendment pending, offered yesterday by 
Mr. Jefferson Davis, was rejected. 

Mr. Walker offered an amendment providing that 
the right of suffrage should be enjoyed by foreigner 
declaring an intention to become citizens—rejected 

Mr. Underwood offered an amendment providing 
that in case Texas do not accept the terms offered, 
she may bring a suit against New Mexico in the 
U. S. Supreme Court, to decide the disputed title 
to territory. 

Mr. Webster suggested that the President be 
authorized to direct" the suit. 

Mr. Clay proposed that either the President 
Texas may have the question tested. 

Mr. Underwood modified the amendment : 
cordingly. 

Mr. Rusk said this case was much altered in 
character by the Presidents late message. The 
United States now claimed possession of the terri­
tory in dispute. He went on to argue that it was 
a fraudulent pretens on. Texas, he hoped, would 
never submit to be dragged to the bar of the Su­
preme Court. 

Mr. Badger advocated the amendment, showing 
that the title of Texas was not clear, and ought to 
be submitted to the Supreme Court. 

Mr. Foote denied that the United States Court 
had jurisdiction in the case. 

Mr. Badger argued ^hat the jurisdiction of the 
Supreme Court extended to this case. 

The discussion was continued by Mr.Butlei,Mr. 
Berrien and others. 

Mr. Clay expressed a hope that the action on 
amendments would not be delayed beyond to-mor-
row. Amendments would embarrass the bill and 
thwart its progress. ' 

Mr. Berrien gave notice of an amendment to re­
strict the nnmber of representatives from California 
to one, and that one to be elected here alter. Mr. B. 
would vote to obtain such amendments fo the bill as 
would insure its passage, and not to thwart it. 

Mr. Foote moved to postpone the bill till to­
morrow at 12 M. Agreed to. 

The Senate went into Executive session for a few 
moments, and adjourned. 

HOUSE.—On motion of Mi. Mason, the House 
resolved itself into Committee of the Who'e, (Mr. 
Richardson in the Chair,) and took up for conside­
ration the bill providing for the soldiers of the war 
of 1812,1813, 1814 and 1815, with Great Britain ; 
the Indian wars of 1811 ; the (Florida) Sera;nole 
war of 1835 and 1836, and the war known as Gen. 
Wayne's, of 1792 to 1793—that have not hereto-^ 
fore been provided for. 

The bill provides that all others than officers who 
have served six months in either of the above wars, 
and received an honorable discharge, shall be enti­
tled, provided that they have not already received a 
pension of $50, to 80 acres of land, and those who 
served twelve months and over, 100 acres of land. 
No alienation of the right permitted before the issue 
of the patent. 

Mr. McLane of "Maryland inquired of the Chair 
whether it would be in order for the gentleman from 
the minority of the Committee on Public Lands 
(Mr. Alberston) to submit in Committee of the 
Whole the substitute of the said minority for the 

.bill. He said unless it was so, it was his intention 
forthwith to move that the committee rise, wiih the 
view of having the bill of the minority of the com-
mit tee referred to the Committee of the Whole 
the state of the Union. The bill as it now stood 
was partial in its character. 

It provided only for those who had performed six 
months service and upwards ; and excluded all those 
cases, however meritorious, who performed less 
than six months service. It excluded all those 
ble, patriotic men, who defended Baltimore last 
war, and who contributed so much by their bravery 
to drive back the veteran soldiery of the enemy, 
who were prepared, if successful, to sack and 
pillage that patriotic city. 

It in fact excluded all those who were enrolled in 
the militia service throughout the State, who were 
prepared, as minute men, on a minute's notice, to 
march to the post of danger and peril. The fact 
is, some of the most meritorious and perilous 
vice of the war of 1612 was performed by those who 
were but a few months—nay weeks—in the ser­
vice. They risked as much, much more in many 
cases, than those who were a year in the service. 
They met the enemy, and riskeu all in ihe hazards 
of the battle. 

Mr. McLane said, so far as he was concerned, 
he preferred, if either class were to be preferred, 
that those who had actually fought and vanquished 
the enemy, should receive the bounty proposed, in­
stead of those who had merely been enrolled in the 
service for six months. But he was ready and 
anxious to include all the militia, whatever might 
have been the period of their service. The bill of 
the gentleman from Indiana (Mr. Alberston) pro­
vided for all. He therefore moved Ihat the com­
mittee rise, with the view of bringing that substi­
tute before it, if it were nfcessary. 

The Chair decided that the amendment of the 
minority of the committee would be in order, and 
that, therefore, there was no necessity for the com­
mittee rising. 

A discuss on followed, in which Messrs. Cobb, 
Alberston, Evans of Md., Hubbard, Meade. Vin­
ton, Sackett, McDonald, Bissell, Holmes, Moore, 
and Mason of Ky. took part, but without any ac­
tion the committee rose and the House adjourned. 

PROVISION FOR EMIGRANTS IN PHILADELPHIA 
A letter from Philadelphia says : 

A few days ago I noticed the fact that the Emi­
grant Society of this city had determined to buy a 
lot on Smith's I-land, and erect buildings thereon 
for the temporary accommodation of emigrants. In 
ihe meantime, while the subscription for that pur­
pose is going on, the Society have agreed to lease 
the farm of Jasper Harding, of tbe Pennsylvania 
Inquirer, about four miles from Gloucester, whereon 
to employ destiiute emigtants until they can find 
p'rmanet situations. The buildings on Smith's 
Island are to consist of two boarding houses, with 
bathing and washing houses attached. One of 
these is for the better rlass of emigrants, and the 
oiher for the poorer. You will parceive that this 
Emigrant Society has no idea of being democratic 
in iti arrangements. " Better class of emigrants" 
maans there who are not as poor as Job's turkey ; 
the others are the great unwashed claps—the " cel-
lar-door democracy " of the " ould counthries."

We learn from Cleveland that the st-jamer Grif­

fith, Capt. Roby, which left here on Sunday morn­
ing last for Toledo, with over two hundred passen­
gers, mostly emigrant*, on board, was burned be­
tween 3 and 4 o'clock on Monday morning to the 
water's edge, destroying ihe lives of some two 
hundred persons. She was within twenty miles of 
Cleveland when the fire originated, ('apt. Roby 
and family, we regret to learn, are among the lost. 
The mate swam on shore and reached Cleveland 
for assistance. He reports about thirty saved in ail. 
We hofa 10 have toiler particulars before we go to 
press. The Griffith was a new boat, of medium 
dimensions, and of excellent rha.acter with the 
traveling public. She had just been purchased by 
Capt. Roby, a worth officer, who had entered in 
command of her. This, we think, was his first 
trip, and it has proved of dreHful fatality to him­
self and an interesting fe-nily, all of whom fell 
victims lo the fire or florl. 

Up to 4 o'clock yesterday af^rnoon we could ob­
tain no further particulars, except tbat the propeller 
Delaware had besn to the .wreck, and that the 
probable lcisof life would reach two hundred and 
sixty. 

Franklin Heath, formerly of this city, wes on 
board with his family. His brother, James Heath 
of this city, last evening received a telegraphic dis­
patch from h;»n, dited Ashtabula, Ohio, from which 
we make the following extract: " My wife and 
four children are drowned ! Will be in Buffalo to­
morrow morning. Have the bodies with me." 

The boat was insured in this city for $27,775. as 
follows—In the Ailor Comr *ny, NewYork, $6000 • 
North Western, |60€0; Buffalo Mutual, $CCOO ; 
Buffalo Merchant' Mutual, $5C90: Lexington 
$25C0; Columbus, $2275. s ' 

By C. Spencer, ^f Ashtabula, who was a passen­
ger on the Griffith, we learn the following : 1 saved 
myself by swimming ashore. There were three 
hundred passenger« on board, and out of tbat num-
her fifty only were saved. The steamer was about 
three-forihs of a mile from shore when she was 
abandoned, and fifteen miles east of Cleveland. 
The fire was supposed to have originated from the 
boilers or the furnace. 

The passengers were thick around the boat, and 
a great many that could not swim would hold on to 
others, and drown them PS well as themselves. It 
was a sorrowful and heart-rending Bcene. The 
manner in which I got out of their way was by 
jumping about twenty feet into the water, and took 
directly out into the lake and then sw»m up a little 
distance to get out of the reach of others, and to 
prevent them pulling me down. I then swam for 
the shore. 

There were about five thousand p jiople on shore 
when I reached it, from Cleveland, Willoughby, 
Pains ville and Fairport.

By a telegraphic dispatch to the Louisville Cou-
îr, we have the following additional particulars of 

the burning of the Griffith : 
„ CIÄCINXATI, June 16. 
By the cars 1 have some particulars of the burn­

ing of the steamer Griffith. The following account 
~ copied from the Cleveland Democrat : 

Death has visited us in a fearful form and with 
terrible effect. The steamer G. P. G.iffith was 
consumed about daylight yesterday morning, and I 
tear some two hundred souls have perished by fire 
and water. When first the alarm was given the 
passengers were coo! and collected, and it was 
thought could reach land, for which she was steer­
ing, but the steamer struck upon a sand bar half a 
mile from shore, and then panic reigned ; the pas­
sengers, according to those who were saved, became 
wild with despair and plunged madly into the 
water, as if life was safe there ; death also came to 
them amid the gurgling sounds of tk« watery 
was!e, and by scores left their home on earth, for 
their home, WE IAQM, inJ^aven. The cause of the 
fire is unknown, an# nnfortunately we can explain 
nothing. The passengers were all asleep, and all 
those who were saved know, is that about three 
'clock, or near day-break, the alarm of fire was 

given, and shore was in sight, which it was thought 
could be reached, and ..II were quiet, but when the 
boat struck the bar, all hope of safety was con­
verted into despair, and the evident.death by fire 
was shunned to meet death amid the waste of 
waters. The passeugers plunged into the lake and 
but lew were saved. The number of souls on board 
is stated, steerage passengers, 256 ; cabin 45, and 
crew 25, making a total of 326. 

R. G. Parks, of Rochester, Pa., was on board at 
tho time, and is among the survivors. The ac­
count we have given, iB as he related it to us. Mr. 
Parks was up at 4 A. M.,P.TKI at that lime the fire was 
burning near the rims of the chimneys. The boat 
was about three miles from land. The second 
mate ordered the boat to be headed for the shore, 
which was done, and when the boat grounded, the 
flames had not burst out in the forward part of the 
cabin, but immediately abaft the pilot house all was 
enveloped in flames. Tht^commarid wss then giv­
en to the passengers to save themselves, and many 
jumped overboard, both from the cabin and ihe 
lowei deck, and in crowds of nearly twenty at a 
time. The Captain called to the men below to 
throw overboard all the wcod which was on fire. 

The Captain remained on the uppsr deck near 
his state rooms and forward of the wheel-house, un­
til after nil the passengers jumped overboard. He 
threw the barber's wile, his mother, wife arid child, 
into the lake, and then plunged in himself. He re­
mained for a time on the surface of the water, when 
with his wife in his arms, ihey both sank together 
Not a female or child out of fifteen wère saved, with 
the exception of the barlier's wife. There were at 
least 250 emigrants on board, chiefly from England 
and Germany. The number of those saved was 
about 40. Mr. Parks was on the wheel, he could 
not swim, and while three scores floated around 
him, shrieking wildly,1 Save me !' ' Save me !' he 
could do nothing, and felt Ii e giving up, but wiih 
a few others, he held on and the struggle was soon 
over-, when all was quiet, save the sound of the 
waters as they beat against the charred hull of the 
steamer. 

This was the first trip Capt. Roby had made. 
The people on shore did all they could to relieve 
the sufferers. The scene on the lake shore was 
inelaqcholy in the extreme—150 dead bodies were 
strewed along it, which boats had gathered up. 
Five or six were found elapsed together in the 
firmest grasp. 

A long trench was dug, in which the poor emi-
_rants were laid and buried. 11 Bury my child 
here," said a lone heart; "Lay my wife there," 
huskily spoke a bereaved husband. Babes, chil­
dren, men and women, from Ireland, England and 
Germany, were buried together under the same 
sod, near the spot where their lives were so sud­
denly taken. 

The Mayor of the city, a number of the Council, 
and about one hundred citizens, chartered the 
steamer Diamond, and left at a quarter past 3 p. M., 
for the scene of the disaster yesterday, with the 
necessary materials, etc., to make coffins and bury 
the dead. 

The Griflith was one of the Toledo and Buffalo 
packets, and was owned by Roby «Sc Studdefer, and 
was nearly new. 

We left the ground at 1 o'clock on the after­
noon of the disaster, and the number of bodies 
then found was 154. The trench, in which 94 
bodies were buried, was forty feet long and six 
feet wide; 4l bodies were brought to Cleveland— 
9 taken to Buffalo, and 10 were buried in the 
country. 

The whole number saved was 40, and 154 bodies 
have been recovered, leaving upwards of 131 yet 
to be found. 

Those who were saved were mostly foreigners 
out of an English colony ; of 34 bound for Madison 
county, Ohio, only three ware saved. 

CANAOA.—A dispatch from Toronto, of the 18th, 
to the N. Y. papers says :

FROM VENEZUELA.—The New York Tribune 
has the following : ** Maracaibo, Nay 21.—Busi­
ness is dull. Coffee is selling at $8é, with but few 
transactions, and a moderate stock. Cocoa is 
scarce at 6{ to 6}. The bark Irma is loading for 
Philadelphia and will sail in about eight days. No 
other vessels in port, but a number are daily ex­
pected."

Mr. Clayton's Troubles—Cuba, Hayti. and St. 
Domingo— The Adjustment Bill—Mr. Clay*— 
The TSxan Question, etc. 

WASHINGTOK» June 19, 1860. 
Mr. Clayton is certainly a star Secretary. Since 

he came into office he has given us frequent little 
flurries, in turn with France, England, Portugal, 
Spain, Hayt', to say nothing of some demonstra­
tions in regard to Austrie, etc. But, if he has the 
luck to get into squabbles, he has great facility in 
getting out of them. He has fortunately avoided all 
the difficulties apprehended from the Cuban inva­
sion, and the Rey abduction, and the punishment 
of the Con toy prisoners. What is the next scene 
in the bill of the play? Some saytlat Hayti is 
next to become the subject ol" some peremptory de­
mands, enforced at the cannon's mouth. 

English abolitionists, it is said, are intriguing 
for the purpose of aiding the blacks to conquer the 
Spanish Dominicans, and that they will then buy 
Cuba from Spain and make a black empire, by 
abolishing slavery. 

Another idea is, that Spain will take part with 
the Dominicans, and conquer Faustin I., and bring 
St. Domingo under the Spanish Captain-general­
ship of Cuba. Another plan is, for adventurers 
from the United States to aid the Dominicans; ex­
pel or subject the blacks, divide the lands among 
them, and then propose annexation to the United 
States, or unite with Cuba and declare and estab­
lish their independence. 

Every one seems to admit that the dominion of 
the blacks or that of the whites is to be exclusive­
ly established in St. Domingo. The amount of the 
claims of citizens of the United States on Hayti, 
for depredations on our commerce in former times, 
was originally about $1,500,000. Faustin I. is poor, 
they say, and very avaricious, and that he will not 
pay without compulsion. Hayti is indebted to 
France for indemnities, under a treaty made with 
Charles X., to a large amount, and may, one of 
these days, be called upon to pay it. 

Mr. Clay seems also in despair of obtaining a 
decision upon the adjustment bill. He looks jaded, 
and begins to show impatience. Two days have 
been wasted in fruit'ess discussion of amendments, 
and half a score of amendments are threatened. 
How, then, are ail the amendments to be disposed 
of by to-morrow, before the recess of the Senate. 
Mr. Clay has hoped that the Senate would come to 
a final vote on the bill on Thursday next, so that 
the couniry will know-its fate. 

I have no doubt that, upon a vote, if one would 
be forced, there would be a majority of three or four 
for the bill ; but the bill has lukewarm friends, as 
well as open opponents, all of whom are willing 
that action upon it shall be procrastinated. Verily, 
the previous question is a valuable parliamentary 
instrument. The House expects to hear from the 
Senate next week, and know their decision. Should 
they continue to delay sanction, the House will 
make a serious effort to pass through the California 
bill by itself. That Southern and bad temper will 
produce, in Jtdy, scenes of excitement and disorder. 

The Texan question is again the burthern of dis­
cussion in the Senate. There is but one way to 
settle it without difficulty—pass the adjustment 
bill, and let Texas accept the terms offered to her.
