Noten of an Overland Journey to California. 
lfUMJEB. THREE. 

March 16.—There ia about sixty-ffve of us here 
now—half of our origin?tl party from New Orleans 
ali of number Two's company, and the company 
that fett New Orleans on the 4th of July. There 
is some speculation, and considerable doubt, 
whether we will be allowed to pass through the 
country. They are becoming alarmed at the num­
bers that are coming in here, all armed to their 
teeth, and think that we are after creating a revo­
lution, or some other horrible thing. It would be 
extremely provoking to have to retrace our steps 
after we have got thus far, and incurred so &ach 
expense and trouble. "We could, if we felt dis­
posed to do it, go through any how, but it would 
be attended with danger and great inconvenience. 
The proposition was made, but immediately re­
jected by the majority of the party. 

March 17.—The courier that was sent to Mon­
terey returned this morniug, and we can pass on 
without any difficulty ; wf we start to-morrow. I 
have just been told that the poor man that was 
sick on the road is dead, and as he was a Catholic 
he is to be buried this afternoon in the Catholic 
grave yard, with all the ceremonies of their faith. 
If he had not been a Catholic they would not have 
let him been buried in their grave-yard. 

March 18.—Camp was roused at 4 o'clock, and 
after we had got breakfast and packed onr mules, 
we started on our road once more, and about 12 
o'clock arrived at a small place called Labella ; the 
sun was intensely hot. This being a village of no 
note, we remained only long enough to have 
passport countersigned, and went on to the town 
of Candela, about seventeên miles from Lampassus, 
and camped in the Alcalde's yard, which he has 
kindl)' given us for the night. I never suffered 
more with the heat of the sun in my life than I 
have to- day ; in fact, I feared that I would have a 
stroke o*r the sun. We found it very difficult to 
get any tiling to eat for supper, for it was Sunday. 

March 19.—As some of us want mules, we do 
not intend leaving this place to-day, but try if 
can find any. Candela is a pretty little town, 
situated at the foot of a range of mountains, with 
about three thousand inhabitants. They appear to 
be i itelligent, and mostly well

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are several weaJIBy 
met with two or three young men that were edu­
cated in the United States. They are very hos­
pitable, and said to be friendly disposed to the 
Americans. The town is well watered with 
streams running through most of the streets—hav­
ing also fine shade trees, which, to us, appeared 
most beautiful when we entered the town from our 
hot and dusty march. Heretofore I have said noth­
ing about my feelings on this journey, but I must 
say that I never felt so discouraged or so great a 
desire to abandon any thing as I do now, and if 
1 could replace the money that I have expended, I 
do really think I would back out and return to 
?.ew Orleans. It is not on account of the priva­
tions and hardships, for the greater they are the 
more is my desire to proceed. I have frequently 
been annoyed and vexed, and often very much 
fatigued, but never felt discouraged, for I never un-

felt so utterly lonely. But I must not give 
way lo such feelings, and I do not think I would 
feel so now if it was not that 1 am not well to-day, 
and last night I had a touch of my old complaint— 
pain in the breast and palpitation of the heart,which 
always makes me feel low-spirited, and rauçes me 
to notice things that generally I would not mind. 
1 have been hunting for a mule all over town, but 
could lind none for sale, except a couple that they 
ask $45 each for, which is more than I can afford 
to give. While writing, Ï see a man bringing in 
two mules for sale, and I must see if I can buy one 
of them. Well, 1 have bought one of the mules for 
$20, and it looks like a very good one, so 1 hope 

not loose him. I have just returned from 
taking a bath, and I feel much better. I think, 
after eating ray supper, and taking a good night's 
reit, I will be all right again. 

March 20.—We are now on the road again, and 
r mule worjes admirably. If my poor horse's 

back was well, I would get along first rate. Our 
road has somewhat changed in appearance ; here­
tofore we have been traveling over flat prairies, or 

oiling ground ; but to-day, for the first time, our 
road runs over rough mountain passes, and the 
rugged bleak sides-ot the mountains have a sort of 
solemn grandeur about them that is quite pleasing 

hange. We are now camped, during the 
heat of the day, near a water-hole, about twelve 
miles from Candela. About 4 o'clock we again 
took the road, and traveled until 10 p. M., and 

ped for the night—having come about thirty 
miles this day. 

March 21.—Camp was roused at 4 o'clock, and 
not having sufficient water with us, we left with­
out breakfast, and traveled about sixteen miles, and 

now camped at a water-hole. We have just 
had our breakfast and fed our animals. My poor 
horse has nearly given out ; it was with the great­
est difficulty that I could get him thus far. Being 

guard last night, I have had but little rest, so I 
am just about to lay down for a little nap before 
we take the road again. We left this place about 
4, and traveled until after dark, and then camped 
for the night without water—making about twenty-
seven miles this day. 

March 22..—Took the road at daylight, and 
arrived at a beautiful cool spring about 7 o'clock— 
watered our animals and ourselves, and then went 
on to Monclova, which place we reached about 
2 o'clock, p. M. ; making about twenty miles this 
day, all of which distance Ned and I had to walk 
and drive, and drag our horses along with us ; and 
in this manner we had to go through the town, 
(which is more than a mile long,) to the great 
amusement of the natives. We have rented a 
yard for ourselves aud animals, and here we intend 
remaining until we can get properly prepared to go 
on to Chihuahua. > 

March 23.—Monclova is the Capital of the State 
of Coahuila, and is quite a large place. We are 
able to get wheat bread here, as wheat is the prin­
cipal production. They h^ve flour mills, black­
smith shops, a drug-store, an American, or rather 
French Doctor, (from New Orleans,) and any 
quantity of other stores, shoemakers, etc. It looks 
more like a place where people do something for a 
living than any we have yet been in. There is a 
beautiful walk (or " almade," as it is called,) to 
the right of the town. It is about a quarter of a 
mile long. It has a wide walk in the centre, 
paved with stones, and a gravel walk on each side 
of it. There are four rows of beautiful tall shade 
trees that traverse the whole extent of the walks ; 
their foliage is so dense that it almost entirely ex­
cludes the burning rays of the mid-day sun. There 
are eight beautiful seats, hewn out of solid 4jÉBte: 

placed ^ short di,tance» aleng the walk«. Jpfs e 

benutiM place for promenading 
and irandreds of the fair inhabit 
afternoon and moonlight promenading or lounging 
on the benches of this delightful place/'"-Like 
most other places if^lhis country, they shit up 
their stores at 12 M, and take a siesta for a couple of 
hours. I neglected to get sufficient bread for Ae 
day this morning, so we had to wait until 
they opened their stores before we got our dinner. 
We generally breakfast at 6, and dine at 12, when 
we are not on the march. Ned's horse and mine 
have entirely given out, and so far we have seen 
no chance of getting others, ithe balance of 
the party think of starting to-morrow. If they do 
we will have to throw away our sa<felies and walk, 
or else stay behind nntil we are ready—either of 
which its bad enough. This being a large town, 
the people are more independent than they are in 
the smaller ones we have passed through, and the 
lower classes are more saucy than is agreeable. 
Jnst after leaving Corpus Christi, several of ns bad 
our hair cut close up to our heads, so that it would 
not be so troublesome, and not so likely to catch 
any of the vast population of a certain kind that is 
to be found floating around all through this coun­
try ; and very much to the aanoyaoce and mortifica­
tion of some, and amasemfent of others of said 
young men, the Mexicans say that we are a lot of 
" peons," or slaves, for it is not the custom for any 
but peons to cut their hair off short behind. Eggs, 
bread and corn, are cheaper here than we have met 
with before. 

March 24.—Sppnt most of the day in hunting 
for mules, and I began to despair of finding any in 
the place that we could afford to buy, but about 
dark we picked up one that we gave $14 and our 
two horses for. I do not think the mule is worth 
much, but it is the best that we can do, and Ned 
and I will have to ride by turns. 

March 25.—Started about 61 o'clock for a place 
called Cinegas, about sixty miles from Monclova; 
traveled about twenty-two miles, and stopped at a 
fine little stream, with plenty of good shade trees 
and green grass for our animals. My mule turned 
out to be of no account whatever ; she would not 
go out of a slow walk without spurring and beating 
her every step of the way, so I had to walk and 
drive her along before me. After we had got our 
breakfast and dinner, and given our animals a little 
rest, we traveled on until dark, and camped near a 
little town called Nue va Villa, about half-way be­
tween Monclova and Cinegas. We found the 
habitants of this place in a state of confusion and 
alarm. A man had gone out to cut grass on the 
side of the mountains that morning, and the In-
diars came down on him and killed him, and they 
were afraid that they would attack the town 

March 26.—Roused at daylight—took the road, 
and traveled about 15 miles—rested our animals,and 
broke our fasts, and again was on the road, and 
arrived at Cinegas about 5 o'clock) having traveled 
sixty miles in less than two days—Ned and I on 
foot,except when some one of the party would 
spell us. The road from Monclova t J Cinegas was 
far more interesting, than any we have traveled yet ; 
sometimes our path would lead us along the foot of 
steep rocky mountains, and again through panses, 
which, as we emerged from, we would see stretched 
out before us vast covered with fields of 

• an^mfwi descended into the valleys, our 
{oad would lead along the margin of a cool stream 
of water, with accasia, various kinds of cactus and 
evergreen trees, growing along its banks. It 
rained just before daylight this morning, and there 
was a strong North-easterly wind blowing all day, 
which made it very cold and disagreeable. I was 
most froze, and found it very pleasant walking. 

March 27.—Spent most of the day in making 
arrangements for the march on Chihuahua, across 
the Bolson de Mapimi—having bread made, etc., 
among other things, swapped the mule we bought at 
Monclova for another one, and gave $10 to boot. 
We have engaged a guide to take us over the Bol­
son plains, for which we pay him $70. Cinegas 
is a small town among the mountains, on the short 
road to Chihuahua, and contains from two thou­
sand to twenty-five hundred inhabitants. It is 
like all the other towns on our route, and not worth 
describing. 

March 28.—The mule we purchased yesterday, 
proves to be a .wild young animal that has never 
been ridden or packed, so I gave a Mexican a dol­
lar to ride him for me, but the mule threw him 
twice and hurt him so much that he was afraid to 
try him again, but 1 got another one to ride him. 
Alter he is broken he will make a fine riding mule. 
A party of Indians made an attack on a rancho just 
out of town, last night, and carried off three or four 
children. The inhabitants are in a constant state of 
fear of the Indians, they frequently make trips to 
their towns and carry off their animals and chil­
dren. The Alcalde was very anxious for us to stop 
a few days longer and go out and fight the Indians 
for them, but we thought that if there was not 
enough men in a place of 2500 inhabitants to fight 

30 Indians, there was no use of our fighting 
for them, and subjecting ourselves to be annoyed 
by the Indians, for we are now about entering on 
their stronghold, and our parly is small, (22 in 
number,) our animals in bad condition, and our 
time is precious, and as long as they let us alone 

will not trouble them, although a little brush 
with them would ^ot set us back in the least, but 
rather improve our discipline and make us more 
careful. 

March 29.—We left Cinegas about 7 o'clock in 
the morning for Chihuahua, by the way of Bolson 
de Mapimi Planes, (it is supposed it will take us 
about twelve days to go through, if we can go at 
all,) we traveled about twenty miles, to the next 
water, and camped for the day, as it is twenty miles 
to the next water, and then we will have none for 
two days travel. As my mule was too wild to ride 
we managed, by the aid of half a dozen Mexicans, 
to pack him, and I rode an old pack mule; he 

«went along rather hard at first, but before we 
ped he had got quite tame, he will do very 

well in a few days. 

March 30.—After we had fed our animals and 
got our breakfast, we took the road, and about 1 

clock we came to a litt'e place called Sante Cath-
arina, distant about forty-two miles from Cinegas. 
We camped at a spring about a half mile from the 
village. San Catharina was formerly quite a place, 
but it is now only inhabited by a few soldiers and 
their families. The Mexicans were driven out 
some years ago, by the Indians, and have never re­
turned. The Indians come and go when they 
please, and the poor Mexicans thajt live there are 
only tolerated by the Indians so that they may cul­
tivate the land and supply them (the Indians) with 
provisions. After leaving this place our road leads, 
for 140 miles, over rocky mountains and desert 
plains, with only one place where we are certain 
of getting water, and that is about half way. We 
ha»e seen no Indians as yet, but we have heard of 
them every day. 

March 31.—As we are now about entering on a 
tedious and dangerous road, we have all overhauled 
our fire-arms and put them in good order. After 
filling our gourds with water, and making sundry 
other arrangements, we took the road about 12 
•'clock, M., and after traveling over rough, rocky 

hills for about four hours, we came to a vast plain 
desert, covered with chaparral bushes and tall 

bunches of prickly pear, which was sticking into 
legs all the time. After crossing this place our 

way led again over steep, rocky hills ; in this than« 
traveled until about 9 o'clock at night, when 

we came to a little hole in a deep ravine with about 
water enough for four or five horses ; a great scram­
bling ensued, to see who could get to the water.

April 2.—Soon after we 
clouded over, and about 9 O'I 

raining and rained all night. I got wet 
and passed a very bad night ; my bones 
over, and I felt little inclined to travel this day/ 
We filled our gourds and M^he road agaiif, sev­
eral packs came off ae usua^ and the guide lost Ihe 
trail, which eaused considerable delay. After an­
other hard day's march we at length arrived at the 
oasis in the desert, which we have been so anxious 
to see. As w^ expected to find a party of Indians 
at the water, we halted and sent on a party to see 
if the coast was clear, they returned soon and re­
ported that there was no one there, so we went in 
and camped for the night. 

A Tale of Romance and Crime, 
I In the month of March last, the ground covered 
with snow, and the out-door world cold and 
cheerless, a kind-hearted Presbyterian gentleman 
from Dayton, Ohio, found himself the fellow-
^senger in a stage coach, between Pittsburg and 
Bedford, Pa., of an interesting young female, who-
was scantily dressed, and apparently laboring under 
great agitation. Her seeming distress induced the 
gentleman to inquire of her the cause of her trou­
ble. She informed him, in answer, that ahe had 
just escaped from a Roman Catholic Convent at 
Pittsburg, which she had entered with the purest 
motives, as a refuge from sorrows of her heart that 
were too sacred to be told, but the discipline and 
doings of which she found unendurable. Her 
escape was effected by scaling a high wail at night, 
in which perilous undertaking she had been assisted 
by another female. Once free, she had got into the 
coach, in her anxiety to baffle pursuit, without 
knowing whither she was being taken. 

The gentleman advised her to get out of the stage 
at Bedford, and gave her a little note of introduc­
tion, which he hastily wrote with a pencil, to the 
Presbyterian minister of that place. This divine 
was the Rev. William L. McCalla, well known in 
Philadelphia. She accordingly left the coach, 
when it reached Bedford, and proceeded to Mr. 
McCalla's house. Mr. McC. was not at home, but 
his good lady, struck with the innocent appearand e 
of her strange visitor, pitying her friendless condi­
tion, and believing her story, gave her sheller. 
When Mr. McCalla returned, he sanctioned all 
that his wile had done. He heard the tale 
Jesuitical outrage, which the victim of the convi 
related with all the artless simplicity of a child, 
and never, for a moment, doubted it.. And, as 
"confirmation strong," ahe exhibited a Catholic 
Prayer Book, a rosary, and other enb 
forms of u o.-ship of the Church of Rome. 

The modest and exemplary demeanor of their 
guest, whom they discovered to be quite intelli­
gent, caused the McCalla family to become deeply 
interested in hejr welfare, and to entertain for her 
feelings of the warmest attachment. She, in turn, 
exhibited daily pr^of of the sincerest gratitude. In 
a little while, she was treated, in all respects, as an 
adopted daughter. Lest it should happen that the 
convent people might hear of her whereabouts, and 
occasion her and her protectors difficulty, she was 
prevailed upon to change her ndaoe. She called 
herself " Mary Frances WrightfPand her name 
was changed to that of " La vin i a McCalla," alter 
the family who were her benefactors. Knowing 
her competent to teach, the Rev. Mr. McCalla was 
desirous of procuring her some suitable situation, 
where, by her own talents and industry, she might 
obtain an independent livelihood. He looked out 
for a place for her, and it was not long before he 
succeeded. 

Having been callad to Philadelphia some few 
weeks since to take the pastoral charge of the Union 
Presbyterian Church, he procured temporary lodg­
ings in the house of Mrs. L. M. Bos well, teacher, 
in Pine street, near Seventh. He acquainted Mrs. 
B. with the case of the young lady to whom he had 
given a home. Mrs. B. knew that Matthew T. 
Miller, Esq., broker, residing in Spruce street, lie-
low Eleventh, wanted a governess. 8h* therefore 
re ommended the adopted daughter of Mr. McCal 
la to Mr. M. Her recommendation was backed by 
that of the reverned gentleman himself. Mr. Mil­
ler entered into negotiations, un arrangement WHS 
consummated, and the uew governess installed in 
her place in his family. Her conduct was singu­
larly modestand unexceptionably proper. She con­
tinued in Mr. Miller's house about six weeks. The 
family conceived a great liking for her, and the ut­
most confide/ice was reposed in her. 

On last Wednesday week Mr. Miller and his 
family left home for a week. The bouse, while 
they were away, was committed to the charge of 
the governess and the servants. The several de­
positories of valuables were allowed to remain un­
locked. On Friday, the second day after they wt re 
gone, Misa McCalla was encountered by one of the 
domestics going out of the house with a bandbox 
She told the servant that she bad been invited to a 
party, and would not be home that night. She snid 
she intended to take tea with Mrs. Boswell, and 
waa carry ing with lier a change of apparel. As 6 he 
had visited Mrs. Bosweli's before, nothing was 
thought of this. The governess was not heard of 
afterwards, and where she has gone to is yet a mys­
tery. Some daya after her departure, the servants 
found that some of the keys were not in their pro|ier 
places, and that certain valuables were missing. 
Mr. Miller and his wife returned on Friday even­
ing last, aud their astonishment may be imagined 
when they discovered that all of Mrs. M.ller's 
jewels, dresses, etc., had been purloined aud car­
ried off. 

The most unpleasant part of the business, how­
ever, to this highly respectable family, was ihe re­
flection that they had beenlMuped into the employ­
ment, in so sacred a relation as that of governess 
to their children, of a bad woman in the guiee of 
female innoceuce and virtue. The property stolen 
amount^to about $600. The police have been pot 
on the track of the fugitive, yet they have, 60 far, 
failed to obtain any clue to her whatever. She left 
her trunk, and the greater portion of her^own 
clothing behind. In her trunk have been discover­
ed some little memoranda that would indiqate 
that she really had been an inmate of a convent, 
though under what circuinsrances she went there 
is as much a mystery as every thing els« concern­
ing her. That she is a depraved woman ia pretty 
certain ; and the impobture practised by her towards 
all with whom she has been brought in contact, 
and espec ially towards the unsuspecting and cruelly 
deceived family of the McCallas, show her to be 
a truly dangerous character.

RIGHTS OP THE Passs.—A judge of one of tb« 
inferior Courts in New York city, recently decided 
that newspapers had the right to publish prelimi­
nary examinations, before magistrates, witbost 
rendering themselves Kable to a suit for libel, pro­
vided they published the record and not their own. 
version" of it. Judge Campbell, of the Superior 
Court, lut», bow ««en» given the decision of that 
Court, declaring that the paper is responsible, not 
merely lor the truth of the alledged occurrences, 
before theteagistrate, but for the truth of the com-
plaift itself. The journal sued was the Courier 
and Enquirer of New York ; and that paper com­
ments on the decision, with the consequence» to 
newspapers, as follows : 

It is no part of our purpose to argue the legal 
questions involved, or to dispute the correctness of 
the judgement of the Court. But it will not escape 
notice that English law alone is quoted by tfNi 
judge to sustain his decision. He does not once 
allude to the existence of any law of libel ia this 
State, or to any circumstances which place the 
freedLm of the press in the United States upon a. 
different footing from that which it holds in Eng­
land. The decisions of British judges are held to* 
be conclusive as to what the American press may 
or may uot publish. Those judges have decided 
that newspapers cannot publish the proceedings 
held in a public Court of Justice, in cases of com­
plaint or preliminary examination, without making 
themselves liable to prosecution for libel ; and the 
Court, therefore, affirms that to be the law of this 
Slate, and enforces it against the paper. It follows, 
of course, that every paper which publishes police 
reports becomes liable, not only for the truth of its 
statements, but for the truth of every thing slated 
in Court, lor the truth of affidavits making com­
plaint, for the truth of evidence given by witnesses, 
lor the truth of what lawyers may say, for the 
truth, in short, of whatever inay be said by any of 
the parties concerned, which it sees fit to place 
before the public. Every person arrested for mur­
der, theft, or any other crime, may brimt an action 
for libel against every paper which shW mention 
the fact; and the responsibility of proving his 
guilt is then thrown upon the paper which stated 
the fact of his arrest.
