The weapon used was a heavy cane, and the rea­
son assigned was the publication of a paragraph in 
which O'Blennis was alluded to. 

.PROGRESS OF KNOWLEDGE—The Press in 

Motion.—The St. Louis Reveille gives the follow­
ing graphic description of the removal of that 
office, aud the mysteries of the craft thus exposed 
to the gaze of the day : 

1 At an early hour yesterday morning, the fash­
ionable residents about Olive street and Exchange 
alley were thrown into a state of excitement by the 
unexpected intelligence of the removal of the Re­
veille office to our new building. Before sunrise, 
every window and house-top in the vicinity was 
occupied by curious spectators, anxious to behold 
the extraordinary procession ; and it is said, that at 
8 o'clock, precisely, a barber, whose shop com­
manded a full view of the scene, refused live dollars 
/or a seat upon his pole. The hall square, through 
which the procession was to pass, was beautifully 
adorned in honor of the occasion. Among the 
abaste ornaments hung out, we particularly noticed 
Mr. Byron's garland of fresh mint, which was 
tastefully displayed at the door of the Byron house, 
with the following appropriate motto from Milton's 
Comus : 

' ''rï1"' ke',0'd this cordial julep here, 
Inat names and dances in bis crystal bounds, 
With spirits of balm, and fragrant syrups mixed. " 

" We were likewise struck with the liberal ex­
hibition of elegant rows of small clothes, grace­
fully fluttering at the tailors' shops, as well as with 
the picturesque transparency in oil, which waved 
to and fro, beneath the painter's sign ; and we 
must not neglect to mention the public spirit man­
ifested by the fruiterer—whose oranges and nuts 
lent a pleasant variety and fragrance to the oc­
casion. 

"The spectators seemed to be biahlv exhila-

rated ; and as the period approached for the pro­
cession to move, the cook at the Monroe House ap­
peared at the dining-room window, with his pleas­
ing smile and his brightly polished bread basket. 
The waiters, too, in clean white aprons andy^kets, 
waited with professional patience for the exhibi­
tion ; and the chambermaids, gazing over their 
brooms and dusters with enjoyment, heightened 
the interest of the scene, as they took their sta­
tions in the windows of the fourth story. 

44 As the dense crowd which nearly blocked up 
the street were on the' tip-toe of expectation, it was 
announced, at half-past 8 o'clock, by one of the

SINGULAR PHYSIOLOGICAL FACT.—'Transfer­
ence of vitality, whieh seems to take place when 
young persons are habitually placed m contact with 
the aged, is not a nursery fiction. Ii is well attest­
ed by very competent authorities. 14 A not uncom­
mon cause," observes Dr. James Copland, 4t ofde-
pre-ped vital power, is the young sleeping with tlie 
aged," This fact, however explained, has been 
loriar remarked, and is well known to every unpre­
judiced observer. I have on several occasions met 
with the counterpart of tlie case: I was a few 
years ago consulted about a pale, sickly, and thin 
boy, about four or five years of age. He appeared 
to have no special ailment, but there was a slow 
and remarkable decline of flesh and strengili ; what 
his mother very aptly termed a gradual blight. Af­
ter inquiry into the history of the cause, it came out 
that he had been a very robust and plethoric child 
up to his third year, when his grandmother, a very 
aged person^rook him to sleep with her; that he 
had declined progressively ever since, notwith­
standing medicnl treafment. 1 directed him to 
leep apirt from the aged parent, and preacri bed 
gentle tonics, change of air, etc. Tlie recovery was 
rapid. But it is not in children only that debility 
is induced by this mode of abstracting vital nower. 
Young females mrrried to very old men suffer in a 
similar manner, although seldom to so içreat an ex­
tent; and instances have come to my own know­
ledge where they have suspected the cause of their 
debilitated state. These facts are often known to 
the aged rhem-elves, who consider the indulgence 
favorable to longevity, and thereby illustrate the 
selfishness which in some persons, increase with 
their years." Every medical practitioner is well 
aware of the fact, and parents generally are ad-
vwed not to allow their infants to sleep with aeed 
persons. 

THE TALISMAN OF CHARLEMAGNE—Many 
years back "Prince" Louis Napoleon was stated to 
be in possession of ihe talisman of Charlemagne:— 
4'A «mall nut in a gold filigree envelopment, found 
round the neck of that monarch on the opening of 
his tomb, and given by the town of Aachen, (Aux-
la-Chapelle,) tc Bonaparte, and by him to his favor-

•devant Queen of Holland^ 
rf«tî to hrrsmt; th« pfMrént President 

r rench Kf public." 
The Germans have a curious legend connected 

with this talisman. It was framed by some of the 
raHgi, in the train of the ambassadors of Aarourinal-
Raschid to the mighty Emperor of the West, at 
the instance of his spouse, Fastrada, with the virtue 
that her husband should be always fascinated to 
wards the person or thing which it was on. The 
constant love of Charles to this his spou?e, was the 
consequence: butas it was not taken from her finger 
after her death, the affection of the emperor was 
continued unchanged to the corpse, which he would 
on no account allow to be interred, even when it 
became offensive. His confessor, having some 
knowledge of the oçcult sciences", at last drew off 
the amulet from the inanimate body, which was-
then permitted to be burried, but he retained posses­
sion of it himself, and hence became Charles's chief 
favorite and prime minister, till he had been pro­
moted to the highest ecclesiastical dignity, as 
Archbishop of Maints and Chancellor of the Em­
pire. At this pitch of power, whether he thought 
he could rise no higher, or whether scruples of con­
science were awakened by the hierarchical vows, 
he would hold the heathen charm no longer, and 
he threw it into a lake not far from his metropolitan 
seat, where the town of Ingethum now stands. The 
regard and affection of the monarch were imme­
diately diverted from the monk and all men, to the 
country surrounding the lake; and he determined 
on building there a magnificent palace for his con­
stant residence, and robbed all the ancient royal 
and imperial residences, even to the distance of 
Ravenfta in Italy, to adorn it. Here he subsequent­
ly resided arid died; bit it seems that the charm 
had a passive as well as an active power; his 
throes of death were long aud violent; and though 
dissolution seemed every moment impending, still 
he lingered in careless agony, till the Archbishop, 
who was called to his bedside to administer the last 
sacred riles, perceiving the cause, caused the lake 
to be dragged, and silently restoring the talisman 
to the person of the dying monarch, his struggling 
soul parted quietly away. The grave was opened 
by the third Otto, in 997, and possibly the town of 
Achen may have been thought the proper deposito­
ry of the powerful drug, to be by them surrendered 
to one who was believed by mahy, as he believed 
himself to be, a second Charl emagne.
