England. 
The House of Lords was u scene of the most ex­

citing debate on Monday night, growing out of a 
motion of Lord Stanley relative to the conduct of 
Government in the Greek affair. Lord Stanlev 
prefaced the introdnotion of his motion by a speech 
of an hour's duration, in which he contended that 
the leading characteristic of the whole transaction 
with Greece was that of prevarication and dis­
honor on the pait of the Ministry. At the conclu 
fion of his speech, (which was loudly cheered 
throughout its delivery,) he made a vigorous appeal 
to the House, entreating them not to allow the 
mighty power of England to be prostituted in op 
poem? a weak and almost defenceless nation. 

The Marquis of Lansdowne undertook a defence 
of Lord Paimerston, but with poor success, aH on 
a division, the Ministers were Jeft in a minority. 

The bill abolishing the Lord Lieuteaantcy of 
Ireland passed a second reading by a large ma­
jority. 

Should the Ministry not resign, there is a grow­
ing belief that the great " Industrial Exhibition 
of all Nations," at London, will fail for want of 
funds. 

The growing crops of England and Ireland are 
said to look unusually promising. 

The announcement made on Friday that the 
Russian Government had protested against the 
manner in which the Greek affair was terminated 
by Mr. Wyse, is fully confirmed by accounts sub­
sequently received. 

Frame I 
The adverse report of the Committee on the 

President's Salary Bill caused a great sensation in 
the Assembly on Saturday. The correspondent of 
the Globe is assured that the President will not ac­
cept of any modification of the sum demanded 
and regards the whole opposition as an intrigue of 
the Legitimists, got up with the view of provoking 
a crisis. At a Cabinet council held on Monday, it 
was resolved that the Ministers should resign in 
the event of the President's salary bill being re­
jected in the Asiembly.

Oratory of tlie late S. S. Prentiss. 

We find the following communicated to the Pic­
ayune of yesterday : 

^ Ngw ORLEANS, Jaly 8, 1960. 
To the Editors of the Picayune : 

Judge Huliard, lu his speech on the character of 
the late S. S. Prentiss, published in the Delta of the 
7th inst., refers tp, a meeting which was held some 
years ago, in the yirst Congregational Church, to 
devise measures for procuring a statue of Franklin. 
I was present on that occasion, and can testify to 
tlie correctness so ably sketched in the beautiful 
eulogium pronounced by Judge Bullard. Alter re-
tiling to my room on the evening above alluded to, 
I set down in a note-book some reminiscences of 
the concluding part of Mr. Premises address. 
Tttough I am aware that they must sound tame and 
frigid to those who had the good fortune to be pre»* 
ent on the occasion, yet, and it is possihle, that their 
perusal may be interesting to some friends of the 
deceased, who are acquainted with that brilliant 
and remarkable display of oratory by report only. 
1 can convey no adequate idea of the original. " To 
have caught up its brilliant scintillations would 
have been as difficult as to have snatched the me­
teors as they shoot athwart the sky." What I 
could call to mind of the peroration just referred to 
was recorded as follows : 

" Ladies and Gentlemen—The most splendid 
cities, mausoleums and pyramids must crumble to 
dust, hut the genius embodied in the picture and 
the statue and the literary page is like the mind of 
man endued with immortality. The physical form* 
of Greece and Rome flitted across the horizon like 
the shadows of a cloud passing over a verdant field 
in a summer's afternoon ; but the productions of 
her heaven-born artists still live and hold a pre 
eminent place in the admiration of the civilized 
world. They will go down on an accumulating 
ude of glory to succeeding generations, even to the 
last re< orded syllable of time. 

'Hail spirits, born in happier days : 
Iminortai heirs» of universal prane ; 
Whom honors with increase of ages grow. 
As .-itreams roll down, enlarging m they flow ; 
N tions unborn yonr mighty names »hall »onnd, 
And world« applaud ihat must not yet be tbund Î '

creatures of immortal genius. Its deities were the 
same beings whom genuine poets of every clime and 
land see in their day-dreams on the ocean's rocky 
shores, or by the gurgling fountain, or in the 
"hady grove, or on the mountain's craggy steep, or 
along the gentle stream meandering through the 
sweetest charms of rural scenery.

These would emancipate them 
from the dominion of those gros«, sensual indul­
gence» which so extensively prevail in the United 
Slates, under the name of amusements or neces­
sary recreations. Our eons, familiarized from 
childhood with the exquisite miracles of superior 
genius, would grow up enabled to comprehend and 
leel the loveliness and grandeur that pervade the 
whole creation, and which in vain court the notice 
of the illiterate and vulgar. In the training ol 
youth, nothing is more important than to excite in 
them a lively rehsh for the entertainments of taste 
A cultivated sensibility to the elegant and grand, 
is, of itself, almost sufficient to inspire a you ne 
man with the noble spirit of patriotism, a passion 
for true glory, a contempt for all that i3 mean in 
principle and conduct, and a profound admiration 
for everf thing truly great,.immaculate and illus­
trious. Let it be remembered, also, that the enjoy­
ments which arise from a delicate perception of the 
beautiful are congenial with the tenderer and holi­
est sentiments of religion, and are a foretaste of 
that refined, unimaginable bliss that awaits the 
good in the fair and glorious mansions of immor 
tality. Let us rest assured, then, ladies and gentle­
men, that by furthering the object for which this 
meeting is cal'.ed, we shall at least contribute our 
mite towards the promotion of that social refine 
ment, peace, order and morality that are indispen­
sably necessary to perpetuate our civil and reli 
gious liberties " 

As this memorandum was made at the time and 
on the spot, it may be relied upon a* a tolerably 
faithful account of the ideas contained in the con­
cluding part of Mr. Prentiss's address on the above 
mentioned occasion. The writer did not attempt 
io give a sample of his inimitable style. The ora­
tor washout modest and unpretending in his man­
ner. He appeared to be quite unconscious of the 
effect which he was producing on the minds of his 
audience. His periods of ardent and glowinir dic­
tion, his rich, original and beautiful figures, flowed 
from him without effort. He seemed to speak froua. 
the impulse of some superior power that he COUHP 
not resist. I have listened to the most distinguished 
orators on both sides of the Atlantic, but never 
before or since witnessed an outburst of such pro­
found, original and impressive eloquence. 

NOVEL INVENTION.—A Progressive Age.—The 
St. Louis Reveille of July 5, gives the following 

account of a sewing machine now exhibited in that 
place : 

The machine, in itself, is of the simplest con­
struction, there being no delicately arrange«! cog 
work, which is liable, at all times, to be injured, 
and thus rendered fora time useless, and is perfect 
in its operations, cheap in cost, and rapid in the 
execution of its work. The seams to be sewed are 
placed together and fastened in an extended clamp 
or frame, which supports the machine, aud which, 
by means of machinery, is made to move the entire 
length of the cloth, with a speed adapted to the 
length of the stitches. 

Two threads are used one of which is placed in 
a s small steel shuttle, and the other in a reel situ­
ated in the top of the machine. The latter pastes 
down through the eye of a needle, which is fast­
ened on a vibrating spring, at each movement of 
which, it is forced through the cloth, where it un­
locks with the other thread, both of which are at 
the same time drawn quite tight and firm in the 
cloth. 

So nicely is it arranged, that, should the thread 
passender the shuttle, and thereby fail to unlock 
with the other, the machine does not move forward 
in its way, thereby leaving a blank space in the 
cloth, but remains stationary till it operates in a 
proper manner. The same is the effect when the 
thread breaks. 

Its merits were put to the test by a pair of broad­
cloth pants being brought in to be made. The 
outside seam wax first tried/ and the result was, 
that it was sewed up in one minute and fifty 
seconds ; the length of the seam being forty-two 
inches. The others were sewed equally as quick. 
The fronts were stitched in a ne*t, firm and sub­
stantial manner. 

To have it work in most successfully, it is essen­
tial that the frame should be extended to a much 
greater distance, so that several seams may be 
sewed without the trouble of stopping the machine 
at the completion of each one. With this arrange­
ment, it requires the services of one person to 
baste the work together, while another attends to 
the machine, and in this manner fifteen pairs of 
pantaloons, or six coats, can be made per day, ex­
cepting sewing on the buttons, working the but­
ton holes and facing in the lining«. 

MURDER OF A WIFE BY HER HUSBASD.—'The 
wi'e of Peter Niland, recently d.ed at Kenosha, 
Wis., from injark* inflicted by her husband, while 
he was Intoxicated. Niland fled, but was arrested 
at Racine, and held to bail in tlie sum of ^500, 
which, we supp'«e, is considered the value of a 
wife in Wisconsin.
