THE GOLD MINES OK CALIFORNIA.—Hunt's 
Merchant«' Magazine for July contain* an interest­
ing article on this subject by the Hon George Tuck­
er, la'e Professor of Moral Philmophy and Political 
FiConomy in the University of Virginia. Siartin.' 

iih the consideration, that the quantity of gold 
yielded by the California ruinea will continue to 
increase, and that it may eventually reach the 
enormous sum of $100,000,000 a year : the writ* r 
inquires, what are to be Hie eflf ctaof this increase? 

One of the most obvious aud necessary results, 
he believes, must be to alter the proportion between 
ihe value of gold and silver. The annual "product 
of gold is already five or six tinva as great as it for 
incrly was from the mines of Brazil aud Spa: 
America ; «OjLu ie likely in a few years to be 
probably tvtjHn^vnes a» great. 
four year»-—pPfetps Sooner—we may espet-t gt»l«5 
to fall from sixteen for one to fifteen for one of ail 
ver; and, the same cause continuing, it will pro­
bably go on declining io fourteen, twelve, ten for 
one, as it was in some pans of Europe before the 
discovery of America, and yet lower. The eure 
effect of the depreciation of gold will be both to 
increase Ihe demaud for it, no! only in qaanltty, 
but in value, and io discontinue the working the 
least productive mines. Should gold fall to one-
half its present puce—that is, to be only 
limes the value of silver—ihe real value e 
for it in utensils and ornaments would 
merely double, but grcaily beyond thai proportion ; 
and this extra demaud tends to eheck depreciation. 

Another consequence will lie, that in all countries 
in which gold continue« to bo a legal tender, its de­
preciation will injure creditors and benefit debtor*. 
Tlie greater cheapness of gold will benefit the 
world by making that beautiful metal attainablo 
by a larger number of persons, and to a greater 
extent. In this way it will multiply gold watches, 
gold ornaments for the pemon, and gilding gene­
rally; but it will at the »-ante time lessen the value 
of all the gold previously in existeuce. This gam 
and ibis loss will be confined to the wealthy 
classes of society; but as to that portion of gold 
which is coin, the depreciation will be an uncom­
pensated loss to all countries who u«e it. 

To BRING THE DROWNED TO LÎFE.—At thia 
season of the year, when so many fatal accideuts 
are occurring, the following advice by Dr. Valen­
tine Molt, is particularly opportune :
