THE FIRST MUNICIPALITY.—On Saturday the 
vote was taken on the proposition to pave Canal, 
Chartres and Royal streets with square stone, and 
decided in favor of the measure, by a decided ma­
jority, 720 to 251. 1 

YESTERDAY'S ITEMS.—WE had an intensely 
warin day yesterday, and for the first time for some 
weeks a sunny Sunday without a passing shower 
to scatter the gay groups promenading in the streets 
and squares. A pleasant quiet rested upon the 
city, and we have not a stirring local to record. 

FIRST DISTRICT COURT.— In this Court on 
Saturday the following individuals were sentenced : 
John Butler, for assault, an imprisonment of a 
week ; Theobald Fritz, for larceny, six months in 
the Parish Prison ; Henry Harrison, for larceny, 
two year*' imprisonment at hard labor in the Peni­
tentiary ; John Kennedy, for a similar offence, pun­
ishment of a similar kind and duration ; Alexander 
Greenwood, for larceny, one year's imprisonment. 

THE HABEAS CORPUS CASE.—Dalton applied to 
J udge Preston, of the Supreme Court, for his release 
from prioon, on his giving bail. It seems that he 
had been convicted of larceny, and an application 
to Judge Larue for bail, had not yet been acted 
upon. Judge Larue having been constantly occu­
pied by the pressing business of his Court, had not 
been able to give an opinion, though he had inti­
mated that alter conviction there could be no bail. 
Judge Preston declined to hear the District Attor­
ney, until after the decision of the District Judge. 

Prom tlie K.lo tirande> 

By the arrival of the steamship Yacht, Capt. 
Thompson, we have Brownsville dates to the 17th. 

The Sentinel say* : We learn by an arrival 
from the Upper Rio Grande, that the crops this 
side of Rio Grande City have been materially in­
jured by the late freshet. No Indian depredations 
were reported for the last few days. Capt. Ford's 
company of Rangers had left on a scout. 

In Brownsville, on the 16th inst, while two 
Mexicans were playing cards together, one of 
them, named Francisco Flores, drew a pistol and 
fired it full in the face of the other. One shot took 
effect in the shoulder of the intended victim, and 
another lodged in the neck of one Delesforo Liren-
do, causing his death in a few hours. Flores at­
tempted to escape by swimming across the river, 
but was taken by the infuriated populace and 
hanged. 

The American Flag give» in an extra an account 

of the murder of Capt. Brennan, and the aubae-

quent execution by Lynch iaw of Bill Hardy, a 

notorious denperado, who boldly avowed the deed. 

We »hall publish to-morrow the full particulars of 
this thrilling affair. 

Mr. G. L, Slilwell arrived at Brownsville on the 

iöth. ^ His house, nine miles on the other side of 

the Rio Colorado, containing his family and four 

Mexicans, was attacked on the 10th inst., by 

eleven Indians, who surrounded the premises and 

kept up a constant tire for about half an hour, with­

out doing any other injury than killing two horses 

that were tied at the door. One of the party then 

came forward, at what he no doubt considered a 

safe distance, as if to challenge, when Mr. Stil-

well shot him dead. The party then left, taking 

away three horses, and made towards Brownsville. 

A Mr. Holbrook, one of Stilwell's party, was 

surrounded, while in the woods, by a party of In­
dians, and murdered. 

THE IMAUGUKATION—The National Intelligen­
cer has the following notice of the inauguration of 
President Fillmore: 

At 12 o'clock, according to previous arrange­
ment, the Seriate entered I lie Hall of tlw Hou-e of 
Iteprejenialives, llie Sneaker and m-mberi stand­
ing. Soon after, the H<.n Millard Fillmcre, Vice 
I resident of the United Stales, attended by a mem­
ber of each House, entered the Hull, and took a 
seat at tlw table of the Clerk of the II use. After 
a brief |>austi he rose, and in a clear and distinct 
voice, pronounced the oatli of fidelity to the Consti­
tution, and the act of installation was complete. 
The profound silénee of so great an assemblage of 
deeply concerned spectator*, the ceremony, so brief 
and complete, and yet so important in its consequen­
ces, national, political and personal, presented a 
scene altogether American. It was the incident of 
the dav, which probably made less impression loan 
some others on the American spectator*, but was 
precisely that » hieb was most calculated to attract 
the notice of foreigners. The death of the I'resi 
dent being announced, acitixen plainly attired, en­
ters among the assembled Representatives of ihe 
nation, walks up to the Clerk's stand, takes an oath 
on the Bible to support the Constitution of the United 
Slates, and by this brief ceremony, he becomes in 
an instant of time, invested with the command of 
the Whole military force of a mighty empire, with 
the execution of its laws aud tlm administration of 
ila power. No one objects, or dreams of objection. 
The act is acquiesced in as a thing of coun-e, and 
with Ihe submission that would lie rendered toalaw 
of nature. The scepiro of the people passes into his 
hands as quietly and quickly as a power of attorney 
could be acknowledged before a Justice of the 
I'eace. And yet, though the individual attracted 
the thing itself was hardlv thought of in connection 
with the consequences. In some countries,such a 
transfer of power would have cost streams of blood, 
and shaken the Government to ils very foundation. 
And why is it not BO here.? Because ours is a Gov­
ernment of equal rights anil a Government of laws: 
and because our people are a law-abnlirg and a law-
keeping people ; because they know and feel that 
their own laws are the restraint which they them 
selves have placed on their own passions; and that 
it m only by obeying these laws that their equal 
rights can be maintained. May BUCII ever be ttieir 
spirit 1 If so, we may well say of the Republic, not 
"K.BTO perpétua," but "EST perpétua!" 

MOBILE " LOCALS".—The Waverly House, Mo­

bile, was destroyed by lire on Thursday night. It 

is tlaietl that there was an insurance of $15,000— 

$3000 on the furniture. Mr. Buford, the lessee 

and owner of a portion of (he furniture, had no in­
surance. 

The Herald lias a "local" upon the subject, 

decidedly transcendental. We quote tlie follow­
ing s|iecimen : 

''The house was one of Ihe largest in the city, 
and full of matter quite easily susceptible ol in-
ll'^mmuhility. The rooms were flooded with water, 
and thus, as the flames burnt downward through 
the floor, they met a material quite (situated with 
water, and thus their progress was retarded; but 
they crept on slowly towards the wings eastward, 
until the whole massive building was a sheet of in­
tense fire. 

The last, and richest, talks of a salamander burn­
ing his fingers. It is too good to lie lost : 

We only wish the mischievous salamander who 
did the crime could he caught. Such a burning of 
lingers as be would get, would serve as a memento 
and terror to all scoundrel» who liave a propensity 
to light their own designs by means of other peo-
pie * fuel."

Several gentlemen left for Washington 
immediately upon the receipt of the news, to be 
present at the solemnities. 

All the cities down the river, and on the line of 
the telegraph, are making extensive arrangements 
for the funeral ceremonies.

which it seems a fair opinion of the production of 
the present year may be formed, and some npprox 
J mal ion to its prospective value. Before present­
ing the figures, it may be proper to allude to some 
of the more important features to be considered : 
First, the largely extended cultivation of the pres­
ent season, induced by the high hrices of the past ; 
second, the inundations on the Misftissippi and Red 
River*, by which large tracts of the best cotton 
lands in the South are entirely overflowed—and, 
third, the lateness of this year's crop, and the re­
sults of backwardness in former vear*. These to­
gether may lead to gome definite conclusions. I 
proceed then to state the time of bloom and time 
of kdliri? frost during the short and lone crop years 
from 1N36-7 to 1818-9, as follows :

CHOLERA IN TUE MEDITERRANEAN. — This
