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t hy the same mean is on the 1st of October, 

and i* three feet six inches above the lowest mark 
ft wiii be observed that this table has been reduced 
to Carrollton, or 15 feet range in rise and fall ; but 
the dates have not been altered. They should be 

a week or ten days lat«r for Carrollton 
{Tidalia. The mean height of this line for 

thirty years is 7,222 leet below highest 
mark. 

15. Recapùulation.—We have shown the " rate 
of fall" depth, breadth, velocity, and rise and tall 
of the water. From these we may compute the 
rate of discharge at all stages, and the mean rate 
for thirty years. And the quantity by these data, 
is 12.850,000.000,000 cubic feet per annum, or 
447,199 cubic feet per second. 

It is worthy of especial observation, that the 
mean lor tbo three sets of ten years shows a lower 
level of discharge at each consecutive ten. 

10. Sediment.—The experiments of Professor 
J. L. Riddell show the sedimentary matter trans­
ported by -4he Mississippi to bear a proportion in I 
bulk to the whole quantity discharged of one to 
three thousand. At this rate, the cubic contents 
would be, by ray measurements, as above, equal to 
4,0£8,333,333 cubic feet. The sediment, then, 
would cover twelve miles square one foot deep.

THE PHYSICS OF THE MISSISSIPPI RIVER.— 
Some of our cotemporaries have of late been treat­
ing their readers to very scientific editorials on this 
interesting subject. Those essays certainly were 
highly creditable to our friends, and we were much 
surprised, that amid the many duties of the con 
ductors of a daily press, they had been able to de­
vote the time and observation necesrary, to the 
preparation of such articles. Perhaps they may 
also be surprised at our knowledge, but we answer 
in the language of the cheapest shopman, " we 
steal our brooms ready made." We commence to­
day the publication of an extremely interesting 
memoir, by Prof. Forshey, on this subject. This 
gentleman has, to our knowledge, devoted much 
time and labor for a series of years, in stndying the 
laws which govern the current of this mighty river. 
And among the pilferers from his accumulation, 
will be found names of gentlemen claiming to be 
philosophers. Sir Everard Home is not the oniy 
man,who has used the labors of others entrusted to 
his charge for publication. We would like to 
know why the essay of Prof. Forshey, to the Asso­
ciation of Naturalists, has not been publish >d. And 
as we are in an inquisitive mood, we would like to 
know where the Secretary of that Association, 
charged with the publication of its manuscripts, 
acquired such a fund of minute information about 
the Mississippi. In science, as in commerce, 
chance sometimes does more than industry. "What 
reason laboring like a careful ant, with difficulty 
scrapes together, the wind of accident collects in 
one short moment/' 

Prof. Forshey proves by the result of observa­
tions, kept up through a great number of years, that 
the channel of the Mississippi river is deepening ; 
and cousequently the levee system will not nt 
sarily elevate the bed of the river, as has been 
feared. On the contrary, he thinks confining the 
river within a narrow channel, will give it addi­
tional velocity and serve to scrape out the bottom ; 
while opening artificial outlets by diminishing the 
current, will cause the rapid deposition of sediment, 
and thus produce the evil to be guarded against. 
We commend his essay to the attention of the 
public. 

FRENCH OPINIONS IN REGARD TO THE CUBA 
AFFAIR. — It is difficult for our trans-atlantic 
friends to arrive at a correct understanding as to the 
connection, or rather want of connection, of the U. 
States Government with the recent attempt on th« 
Island of Cuba. From the extract below, taken from 
the Constitutionnel, it seems that the American 
Government is regarded as responsible for the whole 
affair, from first to last, which, it is asserted, might 
have been prevented but for its weakness or negli­
gence. Instead of demanding indemnity for the 
capture and foroible detention of our citizens, our 
Government is expected, it seems, to offer indem­
nity for toe brigand acts committed by the follow 
era of Lopez, and they and their leader given up to 
Spain for punishment. It is evident that the whole 
case is grossly misunderstood, so far as the connec­
tion of our Government with it is concerned. The 
Conêtilutionel does much in forming public opinion 
in France ; and, if we should be under the necessity 
of taking extreme measures in regard to the cap­
ture, trial, etc., of the Contoy prisoners—which is 
not unlikely—it is very questionable whether the 
French Government can be made to understand the 
real question involved in the case. But we quote 

" Thus, in the midst of profound peace, it has 
been possible to make an armed descent upon one 
of the possessions of Spain, to pillage a public 
treasury, burn public buildings, such as the prison 
and the Governor's mansion, slay the soldiers who 
defended thein, and put the inhabitants to ransom, 
destroy a railroad which was the properly of a com­
pany ; and the American Government, so far from 
offering an indemnity for these brigand acts, which 
would not have occurred but for its weakness or its 
negligence, so far from delivering the guilty indi­
viduals to the justice of Spain, threatens Spain 
with war to punish her, as it would seem, for hav­
ing defended herself, and to teach her to let hersell 
be plundered by tfte bandits who may choose to re­
peat the attempt of Lopez. 

" This pretension oi the United States consti­
tutes a danger for all nations which have colonies 
and a shipping interest. The experiment just 
made proves with what facility these buccaneering 
expeditious can be gotten up, and in gigantic pro­
portions, too, without any thing occurring to em­
barrass or intimidate the promoters of them. It is 
necessary for the security of nations that at least no 
obstacles should be thrown in the way of the repres­
sion of enterprises of this sort. If the weakness of 
the U nited ptaWs Government leaves the field open 
to buccaneers, at any rate the pretensions of this 
Government and American legislation, must not 
ensure impunity ; otherwise North America will 
soon became nothing but a hive of pirates. The 
question is of enough importance tu induce Gov­
ernments to give it their attention, and to afford to 
Spain an active and efficient co-operation in her 
resistance to pretensions at variance with all the 
principles of the law of nations. The last news 
from the United States announce that, since the 
failure of Lopez, there have been seized at New 
York two vessels intended this time for an expedi-
tibn against Hayti, of which an American journal 
suggested a little while ago the conquest, adding 
by way of inducement, that the expenses of the ex­
pedition cottd be easily covered by the sale, as 
slaves, of the actual inhabitants. Cuba and Hayti 
alone seem menaced to-day. To-morrow, perhaps, 
it will be Porto Rico, Jamaica and Guadaloupe. • 

A correspondent under the signature ôf T. K. J.' 
asks us whether " the sentence in the Lawrence case, 
(turme ment,) might not have been left out, for all 
persons are liable to mistakes." We have declined 
to express any opinion on the merits of this contro­
versy, and we are not disposed to be drawn into 
any criticism of its rhetoric. We must say though, 
that " turms ment" is a very decided slip, particu 
iarly when taken in connection with the sentence, 
which contains a charge of ignorance against anoth­
er lady.

The works are on an extensiv* scale, and are so far completed 
as to be ready to receive the machinery—the greater part of 
which has arrived, and. so far as I could judge, is of the very 
be* Quality. These improvements have been execnted in the 
most substantial manner, and la fine taste, and« the saperin-
tendenca of C&pt. Shields, tiie accomplished Commandant. 
The building intended for the rope factory alone, is fourteen 
hnmired and seventy feet long. AU the building», as well as 
otlier works, are constructed of limestone and brick of the 
best quality. 

Major Floyd has been appointed Chief Engine«, in place 
of the gentleman reoently relieved, whose name has escaped 
me, and hae just arrived to enter upon hu da tie*. I was in­
troduced to bim by my old and respected friend, General 
Bradiord, of Holly Springs, with whom 1 had the good for-
tune to meet here on my arrival, and was much pleased with 
him. 

In the immediate vicinity of the Kavy-Yard a large and 
splendid Flouring Mill has recently been erected, and wil* 
soon be in operation. It will be capable, it is thought, of 
manufacturing all the wheat produced at present in the sur 
rou ding country, and of supplying both city and country 
with an article of superfine flour, and in quite a sufficient 
quanuty for borne consumption, 

A little above, acros the Bayou Gayoso, and on the banks 
of Wolf River, a Cotton Factory is m progress of erec­
tion. The main building in of brick, and will soon be com­
pleted and reauy to receive the machinery, a considerable 
poruon of which i* already on the »round. Twenty-five 
hundred spindle* will be put in motion early nextfJl, and 
piouably as many more will be added, with the requisite 
number of looms, in the coarse of next year. The dwellings 
lor the operatives are put up on a cheap plan, out are de­
cidedly neater than any thing of the kind i evtr saw. They 
are buiit of wide plank, in its rough state, set up end wise, 
uud the joints broken with narrow slats, iu such way as to 
give the whole exterior and interior of the building the ap­
pearance ol pannei-work. They are two stories high, with 
brick chimnies ; an well ventilated, and when whitewashed 
will exhibit a very handsome appearance.

Caudle and Lard-Oil Factory, and one Flaneiug Mill; ail 
successful operation, and doing, as i was îuformed, a pro-

litable business, liiere is, also, 1 understand, a Dry i>ock 
Company about being formed, with a view to build a Dock­
yard, and make the necessary preparations tor extensive 
dteamboat building. Two Steamboats were built here last 

-, from stem to stern, and completed in all their paru, ex­
cept their euguies and other machinery ; and u is believed 
there is no point on this river or its tributaries more favorable 

aleamooat-buiidmg than this, -Every description of ma­
terials needed tor the business is found here in inexhauslable 
supplies, and of the finest quality, 

Ali tie streets of the city, 1 lind, have been graded within 
the last three and a half years, and many oi the principal 

I, together with the wharves, have been covered with a 
of tine gravel and small flinty pebble-stone, found in 

gieat abundance on a bar a short dutance above the city, it 
proved to be supenor, in every respect, to the very best 

description of macadamizing. 
The City Exchange or Municipal Hall, and the Odd Fel­

lows' Hail are die only public buildings, besides the changes 
ready referred to, thai have been ouiit since L was last here. 

They are both stately buildings, and model« of good taste 
and elegance in architecture. The latter, in particular, is an 

to the city, of which the Order and tne citizens 
generally may well be proud. 1 now come to those moie im­
portant improvements which lay broad and deep the tounda-
uons for the permanent improvement and enduriug prosperity 
of a city—those arteries of commerce which are to connect it 
with ail sections of that rich aud productive counuy which 
surrounds it for hundreds of miles m every direcUou. I be-
iieve that Memphis has sutlered more for want of good roads 
tnan any cuy ui America ; and fur a long tune it has been 
thought ihere was no remedy, lor the reason that the whole 
region ot West Teunesaee and >1 ortli Mississippi and the river 
bottom across m the direction of Arkansas, is desutute ot 
stone, which of course has excluded the luea of Macadam-
izsd Koads, and no substitute was thought of unui recently, 
ciuce the important discovery has been made that Plank 
Koads are not only the .est, but the (east expensive that luve 
ever been made, the people of thi6 rich, healthlul and produc­
tive secuon have found thai they were as well provided with 

oeans of making good roads as any poruon of the world, 
a well known fact, that the western and southern por-
ol T ennessee and North Mississippi have inexhaustible 

supplies of timber ol the very best quality tor this purpose, 
and if the people had taken this thought ten or fifteen yean 
ago, this region would now have been one of the garden 
spots of the South-west. But tbr want of roads and proper 
tacililies lor transporting their cotton and other surplus pro­
ducts to market, many hundreds, and I believe I would be 
within bounds if I said thousands, of tlie planters and farmers 
who first settled in the oountry have removed, in deBpair, 
t.» other parts of tlie country possessing not halt the ad van-
tages, perhaps, which this will have, with the improvements 

projected and soon to be completed. The people of 
Memphis and the sarrounding country in every direction art* 
all on the qui vive, and are st. etching every nerve to accom-
plisn, in the shortest time possible, these improvements which 
have been so long and M much needed. A charter has been 
obtained for a Plank Turnpike with a double track from here 
to Holly Springs. The stock is all taken and the contract let 
out lor the construction of die road from this city to German-
town, a distance of fifteen miles. The work has been com­
menced and is progr wing rapidly. Six miles will be com 
pleted by tlie first of October. I went out and took a ride 
upon it, and examined the modus operandi of its construc­
tion. It is built precisely on tlie plan of those at the North, 
which have been found to answer the most sanguine expecta­
tions of the projectors. 

The Memphie»and Somerville Plank Road Company have 
obtained subscriptions for all the stock as far as the county 
line, a distance of twenty.six miles. Thn is to be a single 
track of plank, with a graded dirt track fifteen feet wide on 
one side and five on the other. The contract is let for the first 
nine miles from Memphis, and it is to be completed that far by 
the first of January next. 

There is also a large amount of stock subscribed for a Plauk 
Road from this city to Panola, Miss., which has been char­
tered by both States. This Company has not yet commenced 
o,«rations, I untierstand, on account of tome defect in the 
charter granted by the Legislature of Mississippi, which will 
be rectified at tlie next session. But for this, the road would 
uow have been under contract. These are tlie most important 
roads to be made, and those most interested have wisely deter, 
mined to undertak» and make them first. Others, lew need 
ed, will be made afterwards as rapidly as the means can IK 
obtained. It is intended soon to take measures for making 
a Plank Road across tlie river bottom through Arkansas, 
which I presume in the course of two or three years will be 
extended to Little Rock. 

But the greatest of all the enterprises which thn public 
spirited people have now on tlie tapis yet remains to be no­
ticed. I allude to the Mt-mt his and Chatanooga Rail-jpad 
to intersect the great Charleston and Cincinnati rail-road, a1 

the latter place This road is not only important in the high-
efct degree to Memphis, but, in my judgment, equally so tc 
New Orleans. In làct it is far more important to ou* citj 
than to Memphis, because it i« the ouly means of preventing 
all the trade of the whole region of North Alabama, and the 
largest and rich st port of Middle Tennessee, which now 
goes to New Orleans, from being diverted and carried to 
Charleston. Our city now reaps all the benefits of this large 
and important trade, and, if it can be retained, will continu* 
to do so, with all the increase ; but if we retain it by bring­
ing it on tins rail-road to Memphis, and thence down tlie 
river to our own city, Memphis will only derive those advaa 
tages incident to the receiving and forwarding of the produw 
of the country and the goods sent back in return. Some 
have expressed doubts whether the construction of this road 
will have the effect of retaining this trade ; but on that point 
tin re need be no fears. When we come to consider the dis­
tances and the cost of transportation fach way, it ca 
demonstrated, that all tlie cotton and other commodities from 
Madison and Lewistone counties, aud a>l south and west of 
them, will come to Memphis and New Orleans as certainly 
as that water will run down bill. 

Ex.Governor Jones, of Tennessee, is the Präsident of this 
company, and is engaged iu presenting its olaims belore the 
community w'th all his characteristic ability aud energy of 
character. Col. Garnett, the eminently distinguished engin-
ter of Georgia, has been employed as the Chief Engineer ef 
the work, and is now engaged in making the survey. Before 
commencing tlie survey he made a caretul reconnaissance 
of the whole route, and made a most favorable report. 1 
learn that he suites, without the least doubt or hesitation, 
that the road can be constructed at a less cost per n\ile than 
any road yet made in tlie United Stites,except three, and 
they extend a much shorter distance over very level districts 
of oountry. 

It is estimated that the road will cost #8,000,«». Sub-
scripiions to the amount of $1,600,000 have already been 
obtained, without any assistance from the State. There can 
be no doubt that the Sta e will aid liberally. Her subscrip-
uon will certainly not be less than half a million of dollar«, 
and the probabilities are that it wiJl be a million. If so, tlie 
road will be commenced without delay, and pushed forward 
with all possible enetgy to iis completion. All these enter-
pris*s furnish the very best opportunities for the profitable 
investment ot capital that I know of anywhere in this ooun-
try. There can be no doubt that the stock of this rail-road 
will pay a large profit. The quantities of produce and of 
costly merchandize that must pass over it will be immense, 
and asayavelhng thoroughfare, it b, believed, it will not be 
surpassed by any in America. Bat it is the opinion of many 
very sagacious men. and not without strong reason, that the 
stook in the flank Turnpike roads, leading out ,to the prin­
cipal places in the interior, will pay a better profit than that 
in the rail-road. I repeat again that the people of New Or­
leans have a deep interest m all these works, and in every 
improvement calculated to bring more business to Memphis ; 
for it must finally make its way to us. Ttie cotton may be 
sold by the planter at Memphis, but no matter—the purchaser 
ships it right on to New Orleans.

COOPER'S WILLS, Müs., July 18, 18&0. 
Dear Crescent : For some time past, having been deprived 

of the pleasure of reading your estimable paper, I know of 
noway of holding the communion with you, in which I 
much delight, bat by dropping a line to you from time 
time, though I am afraid I shall prove too much of a bore 
for you. 

Here I am, for the present, quartered around that great 
spring of rejuvenescence, so much sought after by the Span­
iards in Florida, but at last discovered in one of the most de­
lightful nooks in the pine-hills of Hinds county, Mississippi. 
Hither, at all seasons of the year, flo^k " the lame, the halt, 
and the blind," from every part of the Southern country, to 
tost the miraculous virtues of that water which hath power to 
cure all the maladies " to which flesh is heir to." In a hun­
dred years hence, visitor* to the well will hear from some of 
the old women of this vicinity, the following legend of the 
discovery of this great fountain of life ; "A long while since 
a worthy, pious and uuassuming preacher of tlie GoBpel, in­
habited this, then, lonely and unfrequented spot, being seldom 
disturbed by the noise of rumbling carriages, or annoyed by 
the visits of travelers, was happy in the rnjoyment of a loving 
family, by which be was surrounded.

IT8 CAPABILITIES AND CLAIMS ON NFCW ORLEANS. 

Shreveport is the second town of Louisiana, in 
population, wealth, business and enterprise. It 
was laid out in 1836, languished till 1844, and now 
contains nearly 4000 inhabitants. It is at the foot 
of the great Raft, and will, for many years, con­
tinue to be the depot for the greater part of the 
gootls sent to the upper regions of Red River. Im­
mediately above the town, commences that series 
of Lakes stretching far to the West, and which 
will, in a few years, add vastly to the Cotton pro­
duct. But the chief business of Shreveport is with 
the fertile uplands of Caddo, De Soto, and Eastern 
Texas. This is the only point where the uplands 
extend directly to Red River, and it must be tlie 
shipping point for an immense extent of country. 
One serious objection, however, exists. The roads 
are badly cut up in the winter, and are rendered 
almost impassable. This evil, too, will only be 
aggravated by the rapid improvement of the coun­
try. Every plantation opened will only add to the 
difficulry. The soil is a stiff yellow clay, which 
retains the water until, by the slow process of eva­
poration, it disappears. 

The present Cotton crop of the country which 
will naturally trade with Shreveport, will be 40,000 
bales, at the least calculation. 

But strenuous efforts are making to strike the 
Cherokee Reserve, by ths improvement of the 
Trinity River ; and already some of the trade has 
been diverted to Galveston. 

A plank road from Shreveport to the Texas line, 
reaching some point fifty miles from the town, will 
secure to New Orleans the trade of one of tlie 
wealthiest regions of the South-west. The plant­
ers on the nute are willing to grade the road, and 
furnish the tirinber; but it will cost $100,000 to 
saw and lay down the plauk. Th» failure of the 
crop last year has crippled their resources. They 
cannot raise the money; but men sufficient in 
number will mortgage their plantations and slaves 
to raise a loan of the necessary sum, giving eight 
per cent, interest, and to be repaid in two years. 

A paltry sum like this ought to be raised in this 
city without any difficulty. This loan will secure 
to New Orleans the trade of a most valuable re­
gion. The Cherokee Reserve is the most desirable 
section of Eastern Texas. When we lived in 
Shreveport, years ago, it was the theme of con­
stant conversation. Its long distance from market, 
however, was the insuperable objection. But let a 
plank road reach it, and a vast country would at 
once turn out the Cotton bales, as if by enchant­
ment. Without it, Shreveport will, perhaps hold 
iis present position ; but with it, there can be no 
doubt of its permanent improvement. New Or­
leans, too, will greatly suffer. If the enterprising 
citizens of Texas continue their exertions on the 
Trinity, they will soon make it navigable, for 
small boats, nearly to its source ; and then, the en­
tire trade of Eastern Texas will go to Galveston. 

The Tetmantepec Treaty* 
The Republic of Mexico and the United States 

of America, being convinced of the benefits which 
would accrue to both nations from th® construction, 
by a company, of a transit way across the Isthmus 
of Tehuantepec, with a view of facilitating commu­
nication between the Atlantic and Pacific oceans, 
have thought proper to encourage such communi­
cation, and to that end the most excellent Sr. Presi­
dent of the Republic ot Mexico, has fully author­
ized Sr. D. Manuel Gomez Pedraza, and the Presi­
dent of the United States of America, has con-
ftrred plenary powers on the Hon. Robert Letcher, 
accredited as Envoy Extraordinary and Minister 
Plenipotentiary of the United States of the North, 
near the Mexican Government, and the said pleni­
potentiaries, after having exchanged their creden­
tials, which were found to be in good and proper 
form, have agreed on the following articles : | 

ARTICLE 1. The person to whom the Government of 
Mexico may have concded. or hereafter may concede, the 
privilege of conducting a railway or canal, which, crossing 
tlie Isthmus of Tehuamepec, may connect the Atlantic ant 
Pacifiu oceans, and persons employed in the work of con 
struutipn, shall be protected in their persons and propei ty, 
from the commencement to the completion of the work, and 
dunng the Une through which the privilege extends.

MR. FILLMORE ON THE SLAVERY QUESTION. 
During the canvass of 1848, Mr. Fillmore wrote to 
Gov. Gayle of Alabama : 

While in Congress, I took occasion to state in 
substance ray views on the subject of slavery in the 
States. Whether the remarks were repeated or 
not, I am unable to say, but the substance was that 
I regarded slavery as an evil, but one with which 
the national government had nothing to do. That 
by the Constitution of the United States, the whole 
power over that question was vested in the 
several States where the institutions were tolerated. 
If they regarded it as a blessing, they had a con­
stitutional right to enjoy it, and if they regarded it 
as an evil, they had the power, and knew best 
where to apply the remedy. I did not conceive 
that Congress had any power over it, or was in any 
way responsible for its continuance in the several 
States where it existed. 

On the right of petition, he says : 
The rdle upon which I acted was, that every cit­

izen presenting a respectful petition to the body 
that, by the Constitution, had the power to grant or 
to refuse the prayer of it, was entitled to be heard ; 
and therefore, the petition ought to be received and 
considered. If right and reasonable, the prayer of 
it should be granted—but if wrong or unreasonable, 
it should be denied. 

On the subject of the slave trade betw 
States, he says in a subsequent letter : 

I am not aware that this question has ever been 
discussed in Congress, or was ever presented for 
the consideration of the Supreme Court of the Uni­
ted States before 1841. In that year, the celebra­
ted case from Mississippi was decided, and Mr. 
Justice McLean gave an elaborate opinion on this 
point, in which the Chief Justice concurred. He 
came to the conclusion that the constitutional pow­
er over this matter was vested in the several States, 
and not in Congress. So far as my knowledge ex­
tends, this opinion carried conviction to every un­
prejudiced mind, and the question was considered 
settled. At any rate, this was ray own opinion 
then, and I have seen no cause to change it since. 

It should also be understood that Mr. Fillmore 
never belonged to the ultra Anti-S'avery school of 
politicians, which has had so1 much influence in 
New York. 

MANUFACTURES IN THE SOUTH.—We ask the 
attentive consideration of the reader to the follow­
ing extract from an able editorial in the last Dry 
Goods Reporter : 

At the present moment, among the producers of 
cloth in those sections—namely, the Northern and 
Middle States—which have hitherto been regarded 
as the chief seats of manufacturing industry, there 
appears to be. and doubtless is, something les.s of, 
that prosperity which, upon an average throughout 
i he whole country, is unusually marked. The va­
lue of raw material has risen disproportionately to 
the price of fabrics, and, although the demand for 
the latter is good, the supply is more than equal to 
it. That is to say, notwithstanding that raw ma­
terial is very high and manufacturers complain of 
!nadequate prices, they nevertheless buy and work 
jp a larger quantity of raw material than ever be­

fore, in the face of enhanced importations of rival 
productions. This is an anomaly which puzzles 
many ; bat, if we reflect upon the causes which are 
in operation to stimulate competition, we arrive at 
something like a solution. We may reflect that 
political causes in Europe have operated to keep 
goods cheap in Lancashire, and, by so doing, to 
promote large exports to this side of the Atlantic 
at a moment when three incentives to manufactur­
ing rivalry have acted upon the South and West. 
These are, first, abundance of capital ; second, the 
influence of the improvements in steam power and 
machinery emancipating factory labor from water-
power localities ; and, lastly, political motives. 

The South has abundance of capital, evinced in 
the fact that the crop thus far delivered, say 2,000,-
000 bales, has realized $104,000,000, against $80,-
000,000 for 2,620,000 bales last year ; that is to 
say, a quantity diminished by one-fourth lessening 
to the same extent the expenses of freight, pack­
ing, weighing, etc., while rates of exchange are 
high, drawn against high values, have enabled the 
South, as a whole, probably to realize $30,000,000 
more money from this crop than from the last. 
With these means, factories have so multiplied 
that not short of 175,000 spindles are now in ope­
ration in the cotton States, requiring 100,000 bales 
of cotton per annum, and every mail brings ad­
vices of some new one going up. This rivalry af­
fects the old established factories the more that the 
new factories are all armed with the newest im­
proved machinery, and will produce at probably 20 
per cent, better advantage. The competition from 
this quarter is every way calculated to diminish the 
old margin between the coat of raw material and 
that of fabrics. Therefore those old concerns, 
which had reached the minimum margin at which 
they could work, must shut up shop and give place 
to more competent operators.

filling the most sanguine expectations. We men 
ttoned that several individuals were about to em­
bark in the experiment of obtaining Turpentine.

North. Ihe colored goods were excellent, and 
were we not assured to the contrary, we should 
have pronounced them Eastern goods. The facto-
ry at Florence is doing a thrifty business. It works 
46 looms, turning 1,600 spindles, and producing 
80,000 yards of cloth per week. Besides this large 
amount of cloth, it manufactures alao 6,000 dozen 
of thread per week. The weekly consumption of 
cotton is about 6,000 pounds, avering 750 bales of 
cotton per year. As an instance of the prosperity 
of factories in this region, a new one is about being 
established on the same stream, on the opposite 
side, which it is calculated will consume 40 bales 
of cotton per week. The factory in this city is 
about increasing the number of looms. At this 
time it works only 40, which are chiefly employed 
in manufacturing four qualities of goods. In a few 
weeks the present number will be increased to 72. 
The cloths made at this factory are in high repute, 
and meet with ready sales. 

PITCHER PLANT. — A correspondent of the 
Charleston News says : 

Among the plants brought home by the explor­
ing Expedition, is a most beautiful specimen of 
the celebrated Pitcher Plant, now grown to a con­
siderable height. This plant abounds in the stony 
and sterile parts of the Island of Java, from which 
were it not for this vegetable wonder, small birds 
and quadrupeds would be forced to migrate in quest 
of water. At the foot stalk of each is a bag shaped 
exactly like a pitcher furnished with a lid, and 
ha nng a kind of hinge that passes over the handle 
of the pitcher, and connects it with the leaf. The 
hinge is a strong fibre, which contracts in showery 
weather and when the dew falls. Numerous little 
g «blets filled with fresh water are thus held forth. 
But no sooner has the cloud passed by, and the 
warm sun shone forth, than the heated fibre begins 
to expand and closes the eoblet so firmly as to pre­
vent evaporation, precluding a further supply till 
called for by the wants of another day.

The virgin dip rosin has been pronounced 
bv a competent judge to be fully equal to Smith's 
J?0™ Wi,m'r,8ton current prices are being paid 
for 1 urpentine at the still, which is higher than 
the general quotations south of Wilmington, the 
object being to off^r every inducement to persons of 
limited rowans to encage in obtaining the crude 
article. We believe a single still is hardly equal 
to the present ratio of supply, and as new persons 
embark in the trade, and the supply increases, there 
is littln doubt that another still will be in a short 
time erected. The trade increases the demand for 
pine lands near the river, large quantities of which 
have been already entered for turpentine purposes. 
We hear frequent inquiry for bounty land warrants, 
which are now likely to become a drug in the mar­
ket: so that, with this means of obtaining the best 
lands nt low prices, and the tested success of Tur­
pentine getting, we may expect a large share of 
attention to the pine "diggings" of the St. Johns.
