Th« Xehuantepec Treaty. 
We published yesterday this very important doc-
nent, but had no lima for examination and com-
jnt. We have since made a critical examina­

tion of its provisions, and compared them with the 
grant made by the Mexican Government to Mr. 
Garay, now held, as is generally understood, by 
Mr. Peter A. Hargous, of New York. We think if 
our neighbors of the Delta had not written in too 
great haste, they would scarcely hava„ made the 
mistakes contained in their article on the subject. 

The Delta calls the treaty a useless treaty, ,ca 
perfect nullity, of no more value than the calf's 
hkin upon which it was written, or the calf's brains 
from which it sprung." Hard words these, neigh­
bor, and somewhat unjdKf, we think, to the gentle 
man who represent* our Government in Mexico. 
Robert P. Leicher is not generally considered ob­
noxious to the reproach of " exposing a ningular 
want of knowledge " in public affairs. Let us see 
the grounds of this sweeping denunciation. They 
are stated by the Delta to be the absence of a pro­
vision remitting tonnage duties, and a provision 
for establishing a port of entry in the neighbor­
hood of the Coatzacoalco. 

Now the Delta is wrong iu point of fact on both 
these points. For the better understanding of the 
ubject, however, we must make a short statement 

of the history of the negotiation and the state of 
things when it was commenced. The Mexican 
Government had granted to Don Joté Garay, in 
1842, the exclusive right of way across the Isthmus 
of Tehuantepe.c for a railroad or canal, and had 
included very valuable privileges in this conces­
sion. Several subsequent grants were made at 
lifierent periods, confirmatory of the first, up to 

the year 1846. The Mexican War prevented ac­
tion under these grants, and at its close the 
grantees were involved in difficulties with that 
Government, which seemed disposed to trail in ques­
tion the validity of the concession, which in the 
mean time had become vested in Mr. Hargous. It 
v\as in this state of things that Mr. Letcher com­
menced his negotiation, and one of his principal 
•bjects was of course to obtain a recognition of 

this concession, without which, as the Delta ob 
es, no sagacious capitalist would take a cent's 

worth of the stock. This has been accomplished 
The eleventh article of the treaty expressly recog­
nizes the existence of an outstanding privilege, and 
feclares that " the present holder of the privilege 

shall give his consent to this treaty in writing." 
Now as the treaty recognizes the privilege, it be-

omes necessary to recur to the latter in order to 
ascertain its terms. In the fourth article of the 
grant, the Mexican Government invest Garay with 
the power to select two ports, and to carry on a 
communication between them by steam, either by 
water-carriage or by railway ; and by the eighth 
article, it is said that " the Government shall have 
the right of appointing the custom-house officers 
which it may see fit in the ports, but only for the 
purpose of recovering the duties of importation 
and exportation upon articles which do not come 
and go merely for the purpose of transport, and for 
preventing smuggling—and in no case shall they 
interfere in the collection of transport dues, nor in 
the collection of freights, lighterage, or tonnage, or 
of any other class of dues, for none shall be payable 
by vessels loading or unloading for the transport of 
effects, as long as the communication shall belong[ 
to the grantees." 

It is thus perfectly clear that the treaty and grant 
t« gether provide for the establishment of two free 
ports—ports entirely free from every species of im­
position from the Government, and where there 
will not be even a custom house officer, except to 
receive duties on goods intended for the interior of 
Mexico. But all goods in transit are absolutely 
free of any charge. We have more to say on this 
nteresting subject, hut our article is getting too 

long for this hot weather, and we shall, in a subse­
quent number, revert to some other details of the 
treaty, in connection with the comments of our 
friends of the Bulletin.

REMARKABLE PHENOMENON —We arc indebted 
to Mr. John Spalding, of this place, for the follow­
ing interesting particulars of a singular phenome­
non that took place at Two Heart River, about 
seventy miles above this place, on the southern 
shore of Lake Superior. About eleven o'clock in 
the day of about the 18th ultimo, Mf. Spalding 
attention was attracted bv a slight agitation of the 
water near the shoie, and very soon he saw, with 
surprise, the land suddenly rising out of the water, 
a few rods from the shore, and within a stone's 
throw of himself. The beach opposite was also 
raised up, at the same time, to the height of twelve 
feet. 

The new island is round, and about one hundred 
and fifty feet in circumference, and is raised above 
the water six feet, and the ri*e on the beach, which 
is wide at this nJaee, is of about the same size, and 
luoks like a hillock of sand. The new island was 
at first covered with sand and pebbles, like the 
bottom ol the Lake, but the waves have dashed 
over it, and washed it down to a black clay. The 
water was about five feet deep where the island 
was formed, and a boat had passed over the same 
spot not five minutes before its formation. 

A few rods from the beach, back on the rise of 
ground, a great depression of the earth took place, 
as remarkable as the upheaving in the water. A 
circular spot of ground, some fifty rods in circum­
ference, covered with trees, was suddenly sunk 
down to the depth of twenty ieet below the surface. 

No agitation of the earth, or shock,or noise, took 
place, and the cause must have been much less 
powerful than the internal convulsions of the earth 
that usually accompany such phenomena ; and still

Summary of News* 
[From the San Francisco Herald of June 17.] 

The news from the mines is of such a nature 
an to prove that there will be a greater quantity of 

fold dug out this Summer than ever. We scarcely 
y know which valley, the San Joaquin or the 

Sacramento, has sent out the richest specimens ; 
but the gold comes in sufficient quantities to prove 
that there was hut little extravagance in the asser­
tion that the ore is inexhaustible. It has been 
found, too, as far north as Oregon, and as far south 
a* the mountains near Los Angeles. There appears 
to he a ridge of gold-bearing quartz running the 
whole length of the country almost north and 
south. The ore has been found richer in the moun­
tains of Los Angeles than even in the mines of 
Mari osa. We have seen large masses from both 
localities. As found in the former place, it will 
require the employment of science and machinery 
— the one to dirert operations, the other for grind­
ing the rock—and with these two agents engaged, 
it will afford—from the immense quantity that < 
jsts—sufficient employment and compensation 
three-fourths, at least, of all the surplus labor of 
the United States. 

It will be seen by our commercial report, the ac 
curacy of which may be relied upon, that busines-
has bren drooping for some time past in all our 
principal ciliés. In Stockton, the merchants as­
cribe this depression, in some measure, to the opera­
tion of the law requiring foreigners to purchase 
licenses. The law was, as might be expected, ex­
tremely unpopular among that class of miners; 
latterly they have become more reconciled to its 
operation, and have, in moèt instances, we believe, 
returned to their work. The law will become 
a nullity as soon as the act of Congress admitting 
California into the Union shall become officially 
known to our Slate authorities. 

The recent murder of the Glanton party by the 
Yumats, at the mouth of the Gila, has caused an 
order to issue for a detachment of U. S. Troops 
to proceed to that point for the protection of emi­
grants, and for the punishment of the murderers. 
Capt. Lyon has also proceeded to the head waters 
of the Sacramento to investigate the particulars of 
Capt. Warner's murder in November last. 

Our readers in the United States will be inte­
rested in the position recently assumed by the peo­
ple of San Francisco in relation to the acts of their 
rulers. It will be seen that the citizens are deter-
minod to have a pure and healthy administration 
of their affairs. Indeed, notwithstanding the sad 
catastrophe which has just occurred, we can con­
gratulate ourselves that a better order of things is 
dawning upon our city. Hitherto, in the eager 
pursuit of business, the framing and the adminis­
tration of the laws were neglected by those most 
interested. It has at length become apparent that 
the very life of business depends on the soundness 
of the law and its administration. Hereafter the 
watchfulness of the people will secure the hontsty 
of their servants. 

The arrival of the Tennessee is hourly expected.

GOLD ON FKATMKR RIVER.—-The «learner EL 
Dorado, which came down last night, brings the 
intelligence that ihe greatest excitement prevails 

day took out nineteen ounces of gold, 
small lumps, besides finding a large piece of gold 
blended with quarts, weighing seven pounds. Af­
ter this they had very little encouragement. 

Mr. P. left the Mariposa diggings about six 
weeks ago, and went to Rattle Snake Creek, one 
of the tributaries of the Tuolumne. He found the 
miners at this stream doing a fair business—aver­
aging from ten to twelve dollars per day. About 
five hundred were at work, half of whom he thioks 
were Mexicans. The tax collectors had given the 
foreigners notice, that they would soon be required 
to purchase licenses for digging, and this had in­
duced them to send a deputation to San Jose, to 
wait on the Governor, and request government to 
reduce Jhe tax about to be levied upon them. Mr. 
P. thinks the tax will generally be collected from 
the foreigners in that section, although many de­
clared that they would not submit to it. 

Mr. P. prospected quite extensively in the Mari­
posa andTouolomne diggings, but the richest he 
found were on Rattle Snake Creek. From what 
he has seen, and from all he lias been able to learn, 
he judges that miners have generally only made 
enough to pay their expenses in the principal dig­
gings he has visited. He occasionally heard of 
monster lumps being found, but no regular yield 
could be calculated upon. A large porUon of the 
diggers throughout that portion of the mines, are 
foreigners. Provisions are very cheap, and all 
kinds of trade dull. 

Mr. P. is an old miner. He spent the last season 
in the Feather and Yuba river mines, and after 
having, as he thinks, thoroughly tried the southern 
diggings, he again returns to the field of his former 
labors. He says he went south after lumps, and 
not having succeeded in his object, he will 
go where he knows there is plenty of the dust. 

On his way to this city, the Calavaras, Moke-
lumne and Cosumnes, were the principal streams 
crossed by Mr. Pryor. They are still high, and 
falling very slowly, if at all. 

ARRIVAL OF THK OVERLAND EMIGRANTS.— 
The Sacramento Transcript of the 12th inst. says 
A gentleman who came down from Weaverville, 
on Monday last, states that about forty emigrants 
arrived at that place on Saturday, who have come 
from Missouri this Spring by the Carson route. 
This party left Independence about the first of 
April, and came with pack mules. After they had 
been on their journey about ten days, they passed 
some six hundred teams, which had started on the 
journey before them. In crossing the mountains, 
the company often found the snow from fifteen to 
thirty feet deep, but it was so closely packed that 
the mules' feet only made a slight impression on it. 

The company arrived are all in good health, and 
it appears that they chose the best season to per­
form their journey. The animals are reported in 
good condition, and generally have been in good 
grazing. This accounts for the short time spent on 
the way. The average distance traveled per diem, 
is over thirty miles. It is probable that last year's 
experience by emigrants on the overland route will 
be the means of preventing much suffering this 
season, as those who follow the example ol the for­
mer will i-et out, knowing the difficulties they will 
have to encounter, and be prepared to meet them 
—Pacific News. 

FOREIGN MINERS' TAX.—The Supreme Court 
yesterday refused to grant a " peremptory manda 
mus " commanding the Judge of the Fifth Judi 
cial District to issue a writ of quo warranto 
against L. A. Besançon to show by what authority 
he exerciseu the office of "Collector of Licenses 
to Foreign Miners " for the county of Tuolumne, 
but in its stead granted an " Alternative Manda­
mus " to issjje a writ of quo warranto, or to show 
cause within thirty tiays wherefore he shall not, 
and that notice of said mandamus be given to L 
A. Besançon.—Pacific News. 

A correspondent of the Aha California, writing 
Ijmnx Stockton, under date of June 12,says: 

I have just received an account of a serious 
affray which occurred last week, near the Tuo­
lumne, between the whites and Indians. It ap­
pears that a trader named Savage, who has control 
over a tribe of Indians near Rattle Snake Creek, 
south of the Tuolumne, not far from Jacksonville, 
went with his Indians to where the miners were at 
work on the creek, and, being drnuk, got into a 
quarrel with a man, well known in the mines, 
named Rose. Savage rode round in a threatening 
manner, flourishing a long knife or sword, ami, 
angry words having passed, he closed upon Rose— 
some whites and Indians rushing in and joining in 
the fight. The two leaders fell mortally wounded, 
two Indians were killed, aud others on both sides 
were wounded. The Indians, it is said, were 
driven from the ground. The Indians drove the 
whites from other points, or, at least, the whites 
left some exposed situations, where they numbered 
but a few, and at last accounts were preparing for 
- ne wed hostilities. These are the only particu-

rs I have received. The news came by Hunting­
ton & Moore's Express, last evening. 

On the 7th inst. new diggings, which are said to 
he extremely rich and extensive, were discovered 
in a plain on the north branch of Woods's Creek, 
about two miles and a half north of the town of 
Sonora. The gold lies very deep, but every hole 
that had had been sunk had yielded well." 

Allen Thompson, from Arkansas, was murdered 
on the night of the 7th ult. in his tent, on Jackson 
Creek, near the Mokelumne River. 

The Alta California of the 15th inst. says : A 
gentleman of this city, who left here in the Caro­
lina, on the 23d ult., and returned on Friday eve­
ning last, from Oregon, tells us that the gold ex­
citement among a certain number of persons in 
the vicinity of Portland and Astoria was, on the 
1st inst. very great, growing out, as he says, of a 
report, which seems to be somewhat authenticated, 
of the discovery of rich placers in the valley near 
Portland. 

The discovery was made by some of the Stokan 
tribe of Indians, who brought large quantities of 
the metal to Astoria, where they purchased cloth­
ing and trinkets. They were interrogated as to the 
locality of the placers by a man named Lewis, 
who, from the fact of having once officiated as 
as priest among the tribe, still exercised much in­
fluence, and succeded in obtaining the desired in­
formation. Lewis started with the Indians, and 
soon after sent word to Astoria to Gen. Adien, 
confirming the story of the Indians, and desiring 
various persons to follow him without delay. 

Interesting from Mexico.

From 
the first appearance of the cholera until the 2d of 
July, there have been 15,000 cases and 6400 deaths. 
Whatever may be said to the contrary, we can as­
sure our friends of the truth of our report. 

At Pueblo it has never assumed its most terrible 
form. 

Private letters aay it has disappeared from Gua­
najuato, also from Queretaro. It is now raging 
upon the Mexican Gulf. Jalapa, Orizaba and 
vera Cruz have just entered the fierce ordeal of 
suffering and death. The city authorities of Vera 
Cruz are acting in a most commendable manner. 
They have opened Hospitals, and urged the sick to 
seek them ; but the antipathy felt by the poor of 
all nations toward Hospitals, prevents the possi­
bility of great benefits heing derived from them. 
The miserable creatures will suffer till life ia al­
most extinct, and then their relatives will take them 

a dying state to the hospital. 
It has been urged upon the authorities that the 

" Bells of Death" shall not toll, as is the custom in 
Catholic countries. The effect upon the sick, of 
this dismal sound, is often fatal. 

The Trait d'Union contains a list of the French 
inhabitants who have died in the capital, also a 
long list of the other foreigners who have fallen 
victims to the 11 terrible Azote," styled by many

He had 
been replaced for the present by Senor Lacunza, 
Minister of Foreign Relations. Gutierres made 
some astounding developments regarding the state 
of the treasury. He is said to have been dismissed 
because he was too honest to become the tool of 
ambitious men. 

ROBBING OF THE DILIGENCE AND TRAIN. 
We are informed that the Diligences between 
Vera Cruz and the city of Mexico have been robbed 
near Rio Frio, and the passengers stripped of all 
their money. The robbers changed their usual 
mode of attack, for they fired from the forest upon 
the Diligence, and then rushed upon them. The 
conductor was killed. 

The traia of wagons or Arrieros were attacked 
in a similar manner. One merchant was robbed 
of $10,000 worth of merchandise, which will ruin 
him completely. 

Henry Herz, the Californian artiste, has become 
terrified at the fearful Azote, which spares neither 
talent nor beauty, and has determined to proceed 
from San Bias to Panama, and then visit Guaya­
quil and Lima. Herz will, however, return to 
Mexico ere he seeks Iiis native land. He will 
turn laden with honors and with golden sands. 

An accomplice in the murder of Canado has been 
arrested. Aoiles is still in prison, but there 
very little disposition to bring him to punishment. 
Justice is a very blind Goddess in Mexico. 

A YANKEE IDEA.—The Pioneer has just reached 
Vera Cruz, en route for California. However sin 
gular it may appear, she sails on the water and 
travels on the lan'd. From Vera Cruz she sails to 
Guazacoalcos, and ascends the river as high 
possible, then she is put upon wheels, which 
stowed away in the hold at present. She thus pro­
ceeds to the Pacific, where again she enters her 
native element and sails for San Francisco. There 
are no other people on earth but the indomitable 
Yankee nation, who would ever have thought of 
reaching the placid Pacific by these means. Viva 
los Yankis ! 

Crimes aud Casualties. 
An inquest was held in Philadelphia on the 15th 

instant, on the body of Charles Wilson, thirty-two 
years of age, who died at his residence, under cir­
cumstances that induced the belief that Iiis death 
was the result of violence. From the testimony of 
several witnesses, it appeared that the deceased 
had been ill for two weeks past, and in that lime 
his wife had beaten him ; one witne«» slated that 
she had used an iron poker ; another stated that 
she had seen her knock him off the step two or 
three times. The body exhibited sundry marks of 

iolence, and was much discolored. One of the 
arms of the deceased was likewise broken, but it 

alleged that it was done by the falling of a 
tree aome time ago. The jury returned the follow-

erdict: " That the deceased came to Iiis death 
by blows and ill-treatment at the hands of Martha 
Wilson, his wife, on the 14th day of July, 1850." 
The deceased has left no children, and it is said he 
was worth some trifling property. 

William Racer, of NewYork, residing at No. 105 
Eld ridge street, committed suicide on the 15th inst. 
by cutting his throat with a piece of window-glass. 

The following dreadful railroad accident occur­
red in the city of NewYork on the 13th instant, in 
the Fourth Avenue, between Thirtieth and Thirty-
First streets. A little boy, b«*ween three ami four 
years of age, son of Mr. Abe Lay, was crossing 
the Avenue. His mother, who was encient*, was 
looking out of the window, and saw the train 
coming down with a furious and uncontrollable 
velocity. She saw that in an instant the cherished 
object of her heart's best and tenderest affection 
must inevitably meeta tecrible and revolting death, 
and just as the first car felled him to the earth, she 
uttered a wild, unearthly shriek, which curdled the 
blood of alt who heard it.

The bowels were lite* 
rally torn out of the little sufferer, and its father 
wrapped the mangled body in a cloth, and took it 
to the iiouse, where, in a few minutes, all signs of 
life became extinct.

The Panama Echo states that tickets for the Ore­
gon from San Francisco, sold on the 6th inst., for 
$600 for cabin, and $400 for steerage.

Still, fresh crowds are landing 
every day. There lias been hitherto a great lack 
of fe.Ti&les here, but at this lime there are ship­
loads of them arriving from Sidney. 1 have seen 
thnm sold to any one who would pay their passage 
and take them off the landing. There are about 
450 sail of vessels lying in port, jostling each other 
and making work (or the spar makers and lawyers. 

THE WHEELING HRIDGK CASE.—Chancellor 
Walworth, it seem«, is not empowered by the Su­
preme Court to mnke any decision in the Wheeling 
bridge case. He is merely appointed " as a com­
missioner of the Court, to lake such further proofs 
in the cause as the counsel for the respective parties 
may see fit to produce before him, at such time or 
times, and at such plac e or places, as he may ap­
point, on the Application of the counsel of either 
party, due notice being given of the time and place 
of the taking of said proofs." 

The testimony thus taken before Chancellor 
W a I worth is to be reported by him to the Oourt at 
its next session, when the question as to the ob­
struction or non-obstruction will be finally decided 
by the Court. 

THE COMPROMISE.—" Ion " of the Baltimore 
Sun, writing from Washington under date of the 
16th, says: In case the bill fails, Mr. Clay, ac­
cording to the rumor above mentioned, is to bring 
forward the Executive plan. It is simply to offer 
a bill establishing the territorial governments, and 
embracing a settlement of the Texas question, and 
after this is disposed of, to bring forward a separate 
bill for the admission of California. So, if the 
friends of California will not take Mr. Clay's bill, 
they will have a Ion« road to travel before they 
bring her into the Union. If the measures have 
not sufficient strength united, they will be still 
weaker when separated.

From Texas*. 

By the arrival of the steamship Portland, Capt. 
Boehner, we have Galveston dates to the 20th inst. 
We take the following from the Civilian : 

"Public meetings in relation to the state of affairs 
in Santa Fe have been held in a number of the west­
ern counties. The determination not to yield our 
rights in that quarter without a struggle, or a con­
sideration, are universal ; but opinions are divided 
in regard to a sale to the United States. Many per­
sons express themselves as in favor of the measure, 
and many as bitterly opposed to it in any shape. 
The politicians are generally opposed, but the great 
majority of the people are yet unexcited, and quiet­
ly awaiting the result of the action of Congress and 
the meeting of the Legislature." 

Mr. Albert Stein, of M obile, has arrived in Gal­
veston, and is engaged in surveying the route for 
the Galveston and Brazos canal. 

An ugly affair took place at Fredericksburg a 
short time since. A drunken soldier went to the 
store of Messrs. Hunter & Lockwood and demand­
ed liquor, which was refused him. He then attack­
ed one of the proprietors with a knife, and wasshot 
down. The other soldiers stationed there, then at­
tacked and burnt the store and its contents, but the 
owners escaped without bodily injury. 

The crops of Middle and Western Texas, accor­
ding to the last accounts, promise a much better 
yield than they did a month ago. Com and cane 
are as good as can be desired, and in many places 
cotton promises a fair average crop, ft is later than 
usual, and therefore has an increased risk to en­
counter from the worm. Nothing but warm dry 
weather is necessary to insure a fine crop. 

At Washington, Mr. John Walker, a son of Dr. 
Walker, of that county, has been killed by light­
ning. The Houston Telegraph says : 

The Indians of Texas, have been so unsuccessful 
in their forays East of the Rio Grande, that they 
seem to be disposed to make up for their losses by 
ravaging the Mexican settlements. Large bodies 
of Caminanches and other Indians of Texas, have 
recently been committing depredations at Guerre­
ro, Mier, and other places on the West side of the 
Rio Grande. The poor inhabitants being unpro­
tected by the Government, and unable to protect 
themselves, are driven almost t odespair. 

An affray took place near the mouth of Cany, be­
tween J. W. Hill, and Dr. J. L. Seward, in which 
the latter was severely, if not fatally wounded from 
a rifle shot by the hands of the former. 

The Galveston News of the 20th contains a long 
letter from Gov. Bell of Texas, to the Representa­
tives and Senators of that State in Congress, upon 
the Santa Fé question. He insists on the rights of 
Texas to the territory. He says that the General 
Government, " instead of exercising parental care 
and vigilance over the interest of the youngest 
member of the confederacy, has stepped forward 
with the confident, supercilious air of power, erect­
ing herself into an umpire, claiming privileges and 
benefits appertaining to Texas from the dear-bought 
sacrifices which she has made to obtain them, and 
heretofore awarded to her by the most solemn guar­
antees." 

He thinks that the duty of Texas to her own 
honor and her creditors calls on her to maintain her 
limits a3 she has laid them down, inviolate ; asserts 
that Texas does not withdraw her confidence in the 
General Government ; thinks that better counsel 
will prevail, and that justice will yet be accorded 
to the Slate. He closes as follows .-

Tne constitution and laws of the State indicate 
to ine my duty too plainly to be misunderstood. I 
shall not be behind it, but will at once employ the 
power and resources which they confer to secure 
complete jurisdiction over that portion of our State 
which a misguided and refractory population are 
endeavoring to sever. 

I will not trouble you further, gentlemen, than to 
ask from you, as the guardians of the honor and 
interest of the State at the capital, that aid and 
hearty co-operation, now so necessary to secure her 
against the evils and sinister influences which as­
sail her. 

I cannot conclude, however without expressing 
that deep feeling of profound love and devotion for 
the Union which is so universally fell by the citi­
zens of our State, and I am sure that. I cannot on 
this subject better convey the public sentiment than 
to reiierate the language which I had the honor 
publicly to express on a previous occasion. " We 
will always endeavor to do our duty to the Union. 
This is an obligation, and it implies reciprocity." 
44 Too just to invade the rights of others, we will 
be too proud to surrender our own."
