Phelps, Foot«-, Downs, Pratt and Torney took part 

Mr. Tumey said the effect of the motion would 
be to exclude slavery. The officers of the Terri- . 
tory would be appointed by a Northern President, 
and they would exclude slavery. 

Mr. Clay spoke in favor of striking oat tbe 
clause, as it assumed the power of intervention by 
Congress. The North would be for the restriction 
and the South against iL 

After a long debate, a motion was made to ad­
journ, and lost—veas 10, nays 41. 

Shortly after, Mr. Jefferson Davis took the floor, 
and th« Senate adjourned. 

HOUSE —Mr. Winthrop rose to what he regard­
ed as a privileged question He had received a 
commission from the Governor and Council m 
Massachusetts to fill the vacancy in the Senate of 
the United States, created by the appointment of 
bis most distinguished friend and fellow citizen, 
Hon. Mr. Webster, to a Cabinet appointment. 
Having seen fit to accept the commission, he 
thought fit to announce in person that his seat in 
the House would be vacant from tht» day, and re­
quest that tbe fact woolu be announced ia the usual 
form to ihe Governor of Massachusetts. 

In taking final leave, he desired to say in the 
simplest and briefest terms, that he had always 
cherished the highest regard for the character of 
this body and its presiding officer ; and to express 
his anient wishes lor the health, prosperity and 
happiuess of the members, individually and collec­
tively. 

The Chair stated that tbe first business in order 
was the motion to reconsider the vote bv which the 
Homestead Bill was referred to the Committee of 
the Whole, and on that motion, the gentleman 
from Maryland (Mr. Evans) was enured to tho 
floor. 

Mr Evans said he would not avail himeelf of 
his right to speak, but would, for the purpose of 
enabling tlie House to proceed to the (raneaction of 
the public business, move to lay tbe motion to re­
consider on the table. 

The question was put and tbe motion agreed to. 
The Houfre then resolved itseli into Committee 

of the Whole. 
The bill for the admission of California, first in 

order, was laid aside, and the Revolutionary Pen­
sion Bill laken up ; after which the committee rose, 
reported the bill to the House, and it was finally 
passed. 

The House again went into Committee, and took 
up the Navy Pensioo Bill, which was reported to 
the House, and finally passed. 

The Hou?e again went into Committee and took 
up the Fortification Bill. A motion was made and 
carried that the debate be closed in two hours. 
Mr. Bayly explained that there was not a contested 
item in the bill, and not a solitary appropriation lor 
a new work. A discussion of the details of the 
bill then took place, at the close of which the Com­
mittee rose and tbe H«»uee adjourned. 

DATUBL WEBSTER—Though the present Sec­
retary of State is so well known to tbe country, has 
so long occupied public station,jpad is so eminent 
as a statesman and an orator, that his name and hie 
fame are as familiar as household words, still hav­
ing just been called to one of the most elevated posts 
of the Government, it may not be inappropriate to 
glance*briefly at his eventful life. We find the Pol-
lowing concise sketch in tbe Inquirer, of Phila­
delphia : 

"Daniel Webster was born in Salisbury, N. H. 
His father was a farmer, and served both ia the 
French war and the war of the Revolution. Daniel 
received his early instructions from Dr. Abbott, 
principal of the Exeter- Academy, where Mr. Cass 
and other distinguished men laid the ground work 
of their education- He afterwards entered Dart­
mouth College, graduated in 1801. He was com­
pelled by the circumstances of his familyj to labor 
for his own support, and his professional studies 
were often interrupted. He entered the office of 
Mr. Gore, in Boston, and in 1806 was admitted to 
practice at the bar. He first pursued his profession 
at Boscawen, in his native estate, but a*ter the 
death of his father, in 1807, he removed to Ports­
mouth, where coming in couflict with that distin­
guished lawyer, Hon. Jeremiah Mason, his mind 
first developed its wonderful powers. In 1812, he

To FATTEN FOWLS.—Fowls may be üatteued 
in lour or five days by the following process : Set 
some rice over the Are with skimmed milk, as 
much only as will serve one day. Let it boil till 
the rice is swelled out ; add a teaspeonful of sugar. 
Feed them four times a day in pans, aad give them 
aa much each time aa will âll them. Great care 
must be taken tliat they have nothing sour given 
them, as that prevents their fattening. Give them 
claan tcater, or the milk from the rice to drink. 
By this method the fle*h will have a clear white­
ness ; and as rice goes further than barley-meal, it 
will be found more economical.
