the tropics, but iu flesh being high!» prized lor 
food both by savage and civilued men, .one of 
the latter of whom esteem it anprrior to beef, it ha. 
been every where honied down, ao that' ia all 
quarters Ii i« now comparatively rare, aad in may 
localities it has been entirely exterminated. It 
was once qnite abundant in the estuaries of Florida, 
and .till more so in those ol Central America, *"t 
especially the Mosquito coaal, where the Indians 
ol that name were employed by the old Boeea-
niera to fish for it, and were uncommonly dexter­
ous in the pursuit. Old Dampier, the free ooter, 
described i>, correctly, as of the thickness of a 
hor«e, m length ten or twelve feet, (sometimes 
hlleen.) with a mouth like that of a cow, with very 
thicki lips, eyes no bigger than a pea, and two 
small holes lor ears, frequenting creek», in le ta, and 

lîhs of rivers, living on a kind ot aea-graaa, and 
never leaving the water for any length of time. It 
bas a bro td Hat tail, by which to propel itselt like a 
fish, and two short arms, or flippers. These ani­
mals have a wonderfully strong attachment for 
their mates and their young ; and. notwithstand­
ing their ugly faces, tbey bave, sometimes, at a dis­
lance, a sort of mermaid-like look, having olten 
been taken for sea nymphs—aa by Col um bas, who, 
in the Journal of his First Voyage, is at great 
pains to chronicle the numerous mfermaids which 
he saw, while egploring tbe coast of Hispaaiola. 
They seem to have been peculiarly numerous in 
that island at the fir*t coming of the Spaniards, 
who found the taste of their meat too captivating 
to be resisted, especially on last days ; aad the 
venerable A oos ta, the historian, confessed some 
scruples on the subject, not being certain whether 
to regard it aa fish or flesh. 

44 But besides being so plentiful in 9l Domingo, 
the Manatees would appear to have keen «sa un­
common good terms with the ialanders, or nativ« 
Indians, one of the old writers giving an account 
of one which was tamed by a Cacique and kept in 
a lake, where it lived for twenty-live years, grew 
to a vast sixe, feeding on yucca roots, which were 
supplied to it, answered to the name of Matnm, 
and was very gentle, playful, and useful—as may 
be supposed, since it officiated as ferryman, was 
always williug to carry au Indian, Ampbioo-like, 
across the lake on its back, and once accomplished 
the feat of floating over tea persons at a time, all 
of them, says Peter Martyr, 'singing and play­
ing.' n 

REMARKABLE WORK BY A CM?rrsE—His En­
comiums of Washington—To the man of science 
the philanthropist and the Christian, it will prove a 
stirring incident that a work on Geography has 
just been issued by a native Chinese, embracing 
the history and condition of other nations. A 
Lieutenant Governor is the author. In reference 
to tliis map of the world, the writer remarks: 

We knew in respect to a Northern frozen 
ocean, but in respect to a Southern frozen ocean 
we had not heard. So that, when Western men 
produced maps having a frozen ocean at the extreme 
^outh, we supposed that they had made a mistake 
in not unders anding the Chinese language and had 
placed that in tbe South which should "bave been 
placed only in tne North. But on inquiry of an 
American, one Abeel, (the Missionary,) he said 
this doctrine was verily trne, and should not be 
doubted." 

It is a fact full of interest that the chronology 
adopted in this work is that usually received by 
European writers. The more prominent facts of 
sacred history subsequent to the Deluge, are either 
alluded to, or stated at length, much as they occur 
in the Scriptares, tbe author, though, saying that 
Buddhism is tbe religion of China, admits that 
Christianity is triumphing over all other's. This 
book must do much to remove the iusaoe prejudice 
and contempt by the Chinese of all other nations. 

In the new and remarkable Chinese work, we 
find opinions and statements, by a native Chinese, 
which can hardlv fail to interest our readers. The 
following is his language concerning the Father of 
«»T Country : 

" As to Washington, he was an uncommon man. 
He conquered more rapidly than Sbing and K wang, 
and in courage be was superior to Tsaou and Lew, 
(men of much renown in Chinese fratory ) Seis­
ing the two-edged sword of three cubits long, he 
opened the country ten thousand le (le is one-third 
of a mile.) He then refused to receive a title, or 
to secure one for his posterity, preferring to estab­
lish an elective administration. Pa riotism to be 
commended under the whole heaven ! In admin­
istering the government, he fostered virtuous cus-
tomt* and avoided war, and made his country supe­
rior to all other nations. I have seen his portrait. 
His countenance exhibits great mental power Î 
who would not call him an uncommon man ?" 

Of the United States our Chinese friend thus 
remarks : 
" The beauty and excellence of North and South 

America, extending several tens of thousands of 
leagues, are to be found in tbe United States. Its 
climate is temperate and its soil is fertile, like that 
ol China. England was oppressive, and therefore 
she lost what sh * could not again obtain. The 
kingdom increased and its resources muliiplied. A 
distant colony in the wilderness, was it not fortu­
nate ? The colonies united and formed a State 
covering ten thousaud leagues. Without H king, 
without hereditary titles, and without following the 
customs of former ages, ihey established a govern­
ment subject to I he will of the people. Among the 
productions of ancient or modern times so strange 
a thing has not before appeared. In tbe ancient 
an I modern histories of the great West (the world 
out of China)« is not Washington to be ranked 
first ?"

"According to a late tabl» of statistics, there 
were in operation at the Comment-rœnt "f Î849. 
in dii&rent parts of the globe, a total length «>f 
18.656 miles of railway, on which a capital of

same ep*>ch in progress ef cuuMruction 7829 miles, 
the ciwi of which, when completed, would be 
$730,000,000 Thus, when the-e latter lines shall 
have been brought into operation, the population 
of Europe and the United States (for it is there 
only that rail road.s have made any progress) will 
hav* completed, vv »»hin the period of less than a 
quarter of a century, £6.485 miles of ra.iway ; 
that, is to say, a greater length than would com­
pletely Hurrutind the world, at a cost of above two 
thousand millions of d >l ars To accomplish this 
stupendous work, hutnau industry u»®*» h**» ap­
propriated out of its annua) saving« flÖÜ.OOI>,WO 
for twenty-five successive yearn. O the «o*a| 
length of railways ac ual operation in a'l par«» 
of the glohe 67 mtlew in every MIO are in the UuMed 
States — a fact a» comphmetuarf to our retour«-?» 
as it is filtering to our enterprise and go-ancad-
ativeness "
