They are trained so as to traverse the whol< of 
Prance from one end to the other in h*s than a 
day ; recently a number were sent to Pampelunn 
in Spaic, to be let loose and return by flight to 
Brussels. On the 10th ult. the Pigeon-raising So­
ciety called the fù&k of Brussels, let fly 63 pig­
eons from Lyons at 5 a. m. Prizes were given to 
the owners of the birds, which should quickest 
reach Brussels.
