at anoitier exuetnity, he travel ed to ami fro*m >ng 
variou- popu ar and political etciumenta, in the 
tntdet of which his clarion voice wa» ever invoked 
and heard with fresh delight. 

If Mr. Premiss waa unexcelled in fh* forum, at 
the bar, and upon »be piaif *rm of nvtse-m' etinga. 
h- was unequalled in tlie exubrram e of hU«o«i«l 
wit, and in the facility with wtiich he adapted 
thought to occasion 

His versatility of eloqu-nc»», and profu«eneaa of 
wit, were wonderful. To have fteiened o him is 
eoimth ng to remember and talk of as an event. 
The wri't-r ha* heard Mr Prends»at political gath­
erings in the meadows of ih- couniry, when every 
one »aid .h* glorious sun »ei sk e-. and the sublime 
mountains »oaring tow ird<« them, ihe gorgeime land­
scapes, and ce*icious breezes, have inspired him;

cit lire, and his f e hness of thought,grace of d c-
tion, and rapidity of combinat^ »o, have been equal­
ly hapov and astonishing He has heard h tu in a 
court-rom almost deserted, when he u« expected ly 
aroee to speak, and although tbe «>eca*>ion waa tri­
vial, and the qnest on of alight moment, the room 
wis filled aa it by ma*'c at the sound of hie v. ice, 
*nd the eubj-ct which in cooler contemplation had 
seemed dull and vap<d, has assumed a dramatic in­
terest. He has heard i im when " human life was 
in debate," and prosecuting officer* clueed their 
books, judges forgot iheir notes, witnesses were 
suddenly endowed with patience, tlie dullest j«iry-
man brigtiiened with ab^urbmg attention, the prta-
onerseem-d to forget the crtatw ol his pueiiion—all 
»«pell bound by the thrilling word« of ihe orator 
lawver. He has neard hia winning pathoa and sil­
ver t- nee holding a wel come-h«-me to r» tnme»l he­
roes from the bloody ground of Buena Vi ta, when 
ihe wounded see me i to forget their pains, ihe sick 
i heir distre-ses, and the sound in limb tlie perila of 
ihe past. He ha» heard him, in the call of chanty, 
relax the t'gatened purse firings of the moat mi*er-
ly He ha» tn-i him at public dinners, when he 
bore away from the honored guest the laurels pre­
pared for his temp'es-

The Pkel Family —Kmc t/iey becarne so Rich. 
Below i-»an interesting history of the inventions by 
which old Peel became the founder of a family ao 
eminent in their country. We are inclined to 
think the old woman was aa hard working, indus­
trious a person, as the grand-mother ol tbe Ameri 
an Minister's daughter : 

Almost every person has been led to suppo««, 
from the notices which have appeared about him 
that he was the dercendant of some haughiy hum*, 
the off-pring of a lonlly race. But this he is not : 
hi* great wealth was acquired by the «egicity, en­
terprise and ingenui.y of his grandfather, and the 
purchase of one useful invention for a very small 
sum. An account of this will not he uninteresting, 
as it will enable us to review, briefly, the progress 
of one art, namely, Calico Printing D irtng the 
early part of the last century, cali< o printing waa 
not known in England. This kmc of goods de­
rived the name irora Calcutta, from which place 
i hey were taken io England. Among the men in 
England who took a liv-.'y interest in fier r««ing 
manufactures, was the gfaodfather of Robert Peel, 
a -mall but industrious farmer of Blackburn, in 
Lancashire. He was the inventor of th* card 
cylinder for carding cotton, and then he taught h m-
self to print cotton cloih—cur ing his own block, 
making his own colors, p. in »ing i lie g'»'da, and then 
his wile and daughters set lo work and ir«itied them. 
This was a clumsy way to finish calicoes, but it 
was the only way known tSen, and tlrerei waa an 
ahun«iantsale for them, however coarse iheir finish. 
But the old farmer w*» not satofied wi»h slow 
process, and no duuht he was a considerate man 
for he set hi-« inventive facu'tteg to worfr and in-
v en ted the Mat g «, which at «nee relieved lia *ife 
and daughters of tlie ir severe toil, and fi; i*hed hie 
go«ids much quicker and far better. He atierwards 
got oilier machinery fr.r finishing, kept It aecte1 and 
produced the best finished goods then In the Eng-
li»h market, and he wns soon at tbe head nf an ex-
letuive bus iness and posaeaged of great wealth, for 
he waa prudent and recti» mkal also. Hi« aon'ike 
father of «ir Robert, great1 y »»stated him, and be­
came a very nch m«tn. He was aUr, « nan of 
great ingenui y, and is accredited a» tbe W*venior 
oi ^rtntuig cuiicoes with ihe prntem engraven r»n a 
t^oppvr rtvolvtn« cylinder—>mpr«watpg the ftttern 
on theclo«h which ie fed b tween -t and an- tber 
cy'mdT covered with a blanket T» i* w*« *n im­
provement h>r great apned » v-r bWk r^»mif.g, but 
the styles of block printing 1 ng »n«l isumfclly 
competed with all other kin u, an«' only for the 
aucce.aasve qutrtvls between the |rn'* rs and rt»eir
