THE MINERALOGY OF \.OUI«IANA.~'Tfie Har­
risonburg Advocate gives tin account of the Mine­
rals collected by Dr. James HulÜday ,of lhat town. 
It was from this immediate vicinity lhat the Monu­
ment Block was quarried. Wo inspected this 
cabinet several years ago, and it contains many 
beautiful Mineral and Geotogical specimen«. Its 
greatefct interest, however, is derived from the fact 
that they are all collected from one locality— 
Agaten, Cornelians, Amethysts, and others of the 
quartz family, and with these are found the Encro-
nites, Madrepores and other petrifactions. None 
of them are found in situ, but are diminutive boul­
ders. They are, in fact, strangers, though their 
migration is beyond the range of human compu­
tation. 

They are found on the high grounds on both 
sides of the Mississippi River, but not a pebble «« 
large a?a pea, is tobe had for love or money in the 
alluviallanda. Natcbe», under the hill, and theh'gh 
blufft on the Ouachita, in the town of Harrison 
burg, are the richest localities, but thev are prop­
erly scattered over the pine woods as far west as 
the Sabine. They all bear marks of attrition, and 
are rounded like the stones on the sea-shore. They 
are found in the drift, which was brought down 
from the mountains, when this great valley was 
covered with water, and a strong current poured 
down into the Gulf. But with these rocks of the 
oldest age, which were created prior to any organic 
formation, are foand the lilies and other remains 
of the early flora, hardened into stone; and the 
oldest shells, the first evidences of organic life. 
What train of farextending speculation is called 
forth by • 

** These Records of a World gone by. 
These tell-tale« of the Youth of Time." 

The fashion of wearing rings " in shape no big-
gtr than an Agate stone," is not confined to Alder­
men in our days. Many gentlemen afft-ct the folly 
of sporting rings with crests and other heraldic de­
vices. By the way, Sir Robert Peel adopted as 
his motto, " Industria." The Delta has such a 
horror of aristocratic customs, we are Hurprised it 
haa not attacked this harmless folly. As, how 
ever, these rings are now the fashion, we would 
suggest to our jewellers to obtain a supply of these 
precious stones of Lonisiana, have them cut, pol 
i-hed, and set in rings, bracelets, etc., etc. We 
will venture to agree that Dr. Holliday will supply 
them with Agates by the bushel, Cornelians and 
Amethysts by the quart, and rubies in somewhat 
lesser quantity, and they shall all be of the ancient 
ttopulation. We have found and given away 
enough to keep a lapidary at work for a year. One 
of the largest Agates we ever saw was picked up 
hi Natchez, and is now in the cabinet of Prof. 
Silliman. But few persons seem to be aware of 
the great abundance of these stones in Louisiana. 
At Tyler's jewelry store can be seen a ring and 
watch seal of the Louisiana Agates. On the fourth 
page we insert Tupper's Poem, "A Cabinet of 
Fossils."

It is 
necessary and useful that every one should know 
his rights and his duties. One of the first gratifi­
cations which will result, will be in seeing the Old 
prejudices giving way and p ipular reason brought 
to the level of the law. The paternal protection 
with which the honest and unfortunate debtor is 
surrounded will be understood, where on the other 
hand it will be seen how fraud and deception is 
punished. The interest of every creditor is watched 
over, and it is especially the object of the law to 
intervene in such calamities and save for the ben­
efit of the creditors, the properly ol the debtor 
from Ihe wreck.

Year recent lnt.r«stini srticl. œ tliel'sildo Indians, awnk-
en* remenifoeneen which I cannot resist the temptaUonot 
communicating to yon for yoar readers. 

I have known that tribe of Indian« for more than thirty fivs 
yean. The mo«t portly ms» ! ever knew-the finest upeci-
men of the species, in personal appearance and demeanor-
was the Chief of the Caddo«, when I first willed at Natchi-
toches. He made fnxjsent visita to th# post, as it was then 
called, and was universally beloved and respecte«!. It was 
his boast that hi" tribe had never shed a drop of the blood of 
white men. and that I believe was the fact. He bore on his 
breast a larg* medal, with the head of Jetferson in basso re­
lievo, which had been presented to him by the first Indian 
Agent, Dr. Sibley, after the change of government. 

The principal village of the Caddoes was at that time be* 
yoand the limits of the State of Louisiana, as defined by the 
Constitution of 1812, and was within the limits of Texas, ac­
cording to the boundarierafterwards established by the treaty 
of 1819, between Spain and the United States. Of this I 
have some personal and professional knowledge. I will state 
to you in what manner. 

I think it was in 1818, Capt. Jamison, then Irdian Agent, 
at Natchitoches, supposing that the Caddo Village was with­
in the United States, and embraced by his agency, prose« 
ted some traders who had carried a stock of goods there 
trade without a license, and, as he supposed, in violation of 

of Congress regulating trade with the Indian tribes. 
The eootls wereseizud and libelled for confiscation in the Dis­
trict Court of the United States in this city, in which the ven­
erable Dominick Hall presided. 1 was employed jointly, I 
think, with the late Abner L. Duncan, for th* defendants, 
who claimed the goods. I shall never forget that occasion, 

only my first appearance at the bar in New Or­
leans, but my tint visit to thii city, and 
wh ch made me acquainted with Livingston, Duncan, Dick, 
Ellery, and many other distinguished lawyers of that dsy. I 
had collected much evidence as to the situation of that village. 
The Question whether it was or was not within the State of 
Louisiana, was submitted to the jury. Several depositions 

read by me, and much reliance was placed on Darby's 
map. The jury was fully satisfied that the Caddo Village 

not within the jurisdiction of the Court, and that those 
Indians were not subject to agency of Capt. Jamison. 
The Court, and even the District Attorney, were quite satis­
fied with the verdie', ami the seizure was released and the 
goods restored. 

The treaty of 1819 with Spain adopted the State line on the 
West, to-wit: Dne North from the point where the thirty-
second parallel of North latitude crosses the Sabine, as far as 
Red River. The principal village of the Caddoes was West­
ward of that line, as afterwards ascertained by actual surveys 
by the commissioners for running die boundary line between 
Texas and Louisiana.

In approaching this suhiect, pregnant as it is with such im­
portant refaits to the future growth and lasting prosperity of 
New Orleans, I candidly confess that I feel mytelf unequa. to, 
unprepared for, so imposing a task ; the more so when I con­
sider the great personal influence, the superior learning and 
ability, the valuable and well digested experience and skill 
of wiser heads and abler pens than I can command, who 
should have taken the lead in the investigation of so serious 
and interesting a question. It is nnqnestionably the peculiar 
province, the especial duty of the Medical profession, not 
only to investigate, but to determine and settle whatever con­
cerns the pnblic health. Yet none will deny the fact, that 
while legislation, municipal action and private enterprise 
have done much for this place, the MedicRl philosopher, the 
profession of New Orleans generally, have comparatively 
done nothing to redeem this city from the serious disadvan­
tages and hurtful prejudices under which it has long and still 
severely struggles, of being necessarily unfavorable to 
health—destructive of life. No adequate steps taken to show, 
no attempt made to prove to all concerned (and who is not 1 ) 
that the fatal epidemics with which we have, in times past, 
been so severely scourged, and the fearful apprehension of 
which still drives away a large portion, annually, of our pop­
ulation, can be exterminated from among us. There seems 
to be a culpable negligence in this matter, where so much is 
really at stake, on the part of those wh. se dnty it now par­
ticularly is to guard the public health, to enlighten the public 
mind on the -onroe.« of disease and poiut out the proper means 
fur their removal. It will not be alledged that there is any 
lack of facilities ; it hai^ been pronounoed ez cathedra, by a 
learned teacher in the Medica I School of this place, that for 
the thorough investigation of any Medical question, " New 
Orleans possessed advantages unsurpassed by Bartholomew's 
of London, or Hotel Dieu of Paris." " The harvest is truly 
plenteous ; " but where are our Bells, our Coopers, our 
Bichats, and our Brou&sais ? They should spesk ; and I hope 
they will on this snhject. There are others very capable, 
who are satisfied with our sanitary condition, and decline 
their aid ; but on lees excusable giound. The/ say that a 
good soorching yellow fever is the best thing in the world for 
New Orleans ! That it is a sort of crucible, a fiery furnace, 
separating the pure melal from its alloy ! This, however, is 
too revolting to be entertained lor a single moment ; and I 
only allude to it to denounoe an opinion so shocking to every 
feeling of humanity. But being impressed, however, as 1 am 
and have been for some time past, with the importance and 
practicability of the Bnbject, I will, notwithstanding the nu­
merous discouragements that environ me. venture upon it a 
tew bri*Tand desultory remarks. And I do so more with the 
hope of calling the attention of the public—but especially the 
Medical profession—to the consideration of the subject, than 
with any expectation of doing it that justice which, ts vast 
importance demands. 

I have elsewhere stated that our epidemics are of local ori­
gin ; and their remote cause, the unwashed and peculiarly 
filthy state or condition of tlie locality where they occur. 
This is their invariable antecedent ; and morbid humidity 
and peculiar atmospheric impurity, their invariable conse­
quent, or proximate cause. Now these causes and die epide­
mics arising therefrom, clearly stand in relation to each other 
as cause and effect, and consequently it must follow that if 
the cause or causes bd removed, the effect must cease. 

Now if I can show that this result has been demonstrated 
in other places of similar latitude and topography to New 
Orleans, I may reasonably hope that it will be granted that 
by similar means, employed under similar circumstances, will 
produce similar results ; or in other words, that yellow fever 
or other epidemics (produced by the same causes) in NewOr-
leans, may be prevented as certainly by the same means a« 
they are in oth«-r places where timilar causes exist. For tili» 
purpose 1 will not go abroad for facts, or lengthen this article 
with authorities on the suhject. We have facts enought at 
home, within our own State, to establish the practicability 
of the question under consideration. And tbo first 1 shall 
oiler, as the result of my own personal observation, iH Fort 
Pike. 

This place, as most know, is a fortification situated on 
Pass Rigolet«, near the opposite shore of Lake Pontchartrain. 
surrounded on all side& by an eutensive a<orass, and about 30 
miles from this place. There I resided for several years ; and 
every year during that time the yellow fever raged with great 
violence here, while there, though of like latitude and topo­
graphy, we were entirely exempt from epidemics of any type 
or character. We were perfectly healthy, numbering in ofli 
cers, soldiers and accompaniments, about one hundred, all 
unacelimated. This exemption from disease for a series of 
years, at Fort Pike, was attributed wholly to the most admir­
able system of discipline aud Medical police I have ever seen 
or even read of. Such |>erfection of cleanliness, order, regu 
larity md discipline were, perhaps, no where to be found in 
the United States—and our health correspondingly fine in 
every respect. Maj. M.. who commanded the Fort at that 
tune, was acknowledged to be the best police officer 
U. S. Army ; and, I believe if he had the police 
of this city, he would make it as healthy as he did " Petite 
Coquille*' itself. Would necessarily, according to the pro 

nition laid down, produce the same result here—circum-
aiice» beiug equal. 
I have other interesting facts on this point, which, from the 

length of this article, I must defer till my next.

<>ne he will return much discouraged, in spite of 
the exertions of prefects, sub-prefects, police and 
military officers, to get up demonstrations of publie 
j'iy on his arrival at every point. A violent seizure 
of power requires a great many accomplices, and 
H a dangerous thing. 

A correspondent of the New York Commercial, 
writing from on board the steamship Pacific, in St. 
George's Channel, speaks of meeting large icebergs 
otr the coast of Nova Scotia and Newfoundland : 

One of these was supposed to be from G00 to 
K00 feet high, with a surface of 150 to 200 acres.

FROM THE GREAT SALT LAKE —Through the 
politeness of Mr. Spencer, of the Salt Lake Settla-
ment, thfe New York Herald is put in posed 
several interesting items, relative to that newly 
settled section of the country. The territory 
contains about twenty thousand inhabitants, of 
which thirteen thousand comprise the population 
of the chief city. 

The soil is very productive and easily cultivated. 
Seventy-five bushels of wheat to the acre il 
ordinary yield, when sown broadcast; but 
hundred and siity bushels have been produced 
from a single bushel of seed, when planted in drill. 
Corn grows only tolerably well, in consequence of 
the nights beit g too cold. Potatoes are easily 
grown, and produce abundantly. All the smaller 
grains flourish. The u«ual time to begin the agri 
cultural work is about the first of April. In con 
sequence of the proximity of mountains, which are 
al .vays covered with snow, there is very little 
and the lands are irrigated by means of canals, at 
the base of the hills. 

The water power is abundant, and already there 
are six flour and six saw mills in operation. These 
mills are supplied by sireams from the mountains, 
which afT-ril more than a sufficiency of water to 
keep the mills going all the time. 

The climate is salubrious and healthy. During 
the year 1840, out of 13,000 inhabitants, there 
curred but seven deaths—and two of those v 
the result of accident. 

• There are several settlements in the valley, all 
of which are in a flourishing condition. There is 
one at Utah Valley, one at San Pete, one at Lit 
tie Salt Lake, three hundred and fifty miles from 
the chief city, one at the west, and one 
north end of the Great Lake. That at Little Salt 
Lake is more favorably situated than either of th< 
others. It has an abundance of choice limber, and 
the soil and climate are excellent. The valley 
almost perpetually clear of snow. Near the lake 
is a high bluff of rock, upon which are engraved 
hieroglyphics, entirely unintelligible to any wh< 
have seen them.

DROWNING AND PROBABLE MURDER .—The 
wife of James Thompson, a laborer of Albany, and 
her child, eight months old, were found drowned in 
the river at Albany, on the 4th instant.

Penn Mitchell, of Fall River. 

FIRE AT CAPE MAY .—The United States Ho­
tel, at Cape May, was fired in the cupola by some 
incendiary recently, and for the time created great 
excitement. It was extinguished, however, before 
much damage was done. 

FIRE ON A RAILROAD .—The Boston Daily 
Advertiser says that a freight car, loaded with 
sheep, on the Attica and Rochester Railroad, took 
fire from sparks from the locomotive, and before it 
was discovered, and the fire could be extinguished, 
the car, with its load of live stock, was destroyed'. 

FATAL ACCIDENT .—Captain Joseph Harold, of 
Charlestown, formerly of Portsmouth, N. H., aged 
80 years, was run over and killed by a horse and 
chaise.
