Day 
police book.beitig shown to witness, be found that tha girl's 
arrest is entered on day book of Sunday, August 18th, as 
Robert Denunger. Witness has put fifty persons in his own 
loom, instead of confining them in cell. He put the Still-
maus (females) in his own ro«m ; they were ohar«ed with 
urtoii He put them in his room by advice of a physician, 
who »aid that oue of the parties was laboring under asthma, 
Nnd it wbuld be death to her to go into a cell.

Compliment to Genend Scott —In the Spring of 
1847, atter ihe battles of Cerro Gordo had extended 
the nnrae and fame of General Scott to the Conti­
nent of Europe, a young officer of the Prussian 
Army, Baron Von Grone, «ought leave of absence, 
in order to join, if possible, the Army of General 

'Scott, wishing to accompany him over the route of 
Cortes to the city of Mexico. The Kin« of Prusi-i i 
dispatched him accordingly, aid he look letters to 
our Secretary of State, (tiiiich were sent by the 
latter to General Scott, in Mexico,) asking permis 
«ion for him to accompany our Army—the K»ng 
wishing him " to study the Art of War under that 
Great Captain, General Scott." 

It must be remembered, that up to that date pro­
found peace had for a long period reigned in Eu­
rope, and it was before ihe Hungarian campaigns 
gave ample opportunity to those who might desire 
it, to witness operations in the field. 

Unfortunately, Baron Von Grone did not reach 
Vera Crus in time to join General Scott iu his 
march from Puebla to the Valley of Mexico. He 
accompanied Major Lally's command, which lefi 
Vera Crust Ttli August—the amn^ date that Scott's 
Army marched from Puebla. He served in the 
sthff of Lally, who encountered the guerrilleroF 
».very step of his progrès to Jalapa, keeping liirn 
fourteen days on the march of s«vemy miles to th*i 
• ity. Besides four different stand« which they 
made in force, the command was subjected to ihe 
waylaying of partisan «harp-shooters'at all hour* 
of the «fay and night, and from behind every thicket 
<ir suine fence. Throughout tfiemnrch. Bin n V«»n 
Grone "distinguished himself by hin gallantry, 
»couting in ad-ance on varions occasional'' to 
quote the language of the offiiial repor» of tbe 
onainander of the expedition. At fire National 

Bridge, he was wonnded iu the leg, but not se 
verely. The circumstance* under whieb he wa* 
wounded, may be worth reo .tinting White no in* 
up tbe hi<) in front of the Bridge, conveying ii -
forma ion to the commtndii>g officer, he wax sub-
J C«d to a fir* of e.xcopeta», from tlie Castle on 
n« Irfi, and was observed by one of our officer 
<» turn round to the Caaile, and fac^ it for «um 
ioie. On b-ing asked afterwards what was hi 
bjr»ci in ihi- singular movement, be replied thai 
fie saw that he inuot be woni.ded, and he wanten 

" tak* it in his front." I'he t ommuid was « e 
t ai tied on ihe route f tr w»ek« and months. H. 
was with Genera! Lane at Hoaman<la and Atliscu, 
and did not reach the city of Mexico until Novem­
ber. On presenting his letters fr.»m both Govern­
ments to General Scott, that officer treated him 
with kindness, nnd a>ked him to join his staff, ah 
volunteer Aid-deC amp. But as act iv® ope ratons 
wt re over, he remained but a short time in Mexico. 
I'h« staff of General Scott paid him every arten» 
ion; and the writer heard him subsequently sa> 

that he derived ereat gratification from his visit to 
ihe Army, especially from Ills obs-rvation of the 
drill and practice of the Light Artillery. 

After his return to Europe, the war between 
Denmark and Prussia broke rut, and we lament to 
add, ihai he was among the first to fall in lhat war, 
in the Summer of 1848. ile was an accomplished 
gentleman and soldier. Of very observing ao^ 
-iudious habiia, he constantly t'.»ok topograhical 
and other noies of the country through which he 
î raveled. He spoke of the gratification he might 
give the distinguished Baron Humboldt on hia re­
turn, by conversation concerning the scenes of his 
early travels. 

We have supposed that it might be a mailer of 
interest to our people to know of the compliment 
thus paid to our Army, and esp»cial|y to ils Chief, 
hy the Prussian King; and we have recorded 
these it«ms in the history of Baron Von Grone, 
wiih the feeling, that 'ome such honorable mention 
was due to a foreigner, who, though a traveller, 
had shed his blood in our ranks, and h»l com­
manded tl»e respeç* and rrga'ri of those who were 
associated wiib him for several months. He wà-
with us under circumstances calculated to develop 
*11 the noble and manly traits which should adorn 
the military profession; and all the, officers who 
wer-t with that command, will hear wiih regret ol 
his premature demise.

The steamer Eur »pa left Liverpool on the 10th inst., and 
her news reached this city by telegraph on Tuesday evenins, 
having been only ten days between Liverpool and NewOr-
leans. She brought accounts of a decline in the Liverpool 
Cotton market of %d for all qualities below Fair, and of sales 
for the week preceding her departure of 59,000 bales, of which 
*9.000 were taken by speculators. Tne next steamer due ia 
the America, whioh was to have left Liverpool on the 17th. 

Our weather has been very warm during tbe week, with 
only two or three showers of rain. The healtn of the city 
continues good. 

Cotton—Our last weekly report left tlie Cotton market, 
after a fair week's business, in a rather languid condition, 
which continued throughout Saturday, and during diat day 
the sales were limited to about 50 bales. On Monday one or 
two Ei.glish buyers came forward and took 2400 bah*, and 
on TnesJay. following the Pacific's letters, about 2500 bale» 
were disposed of, at an advance of V@>4c V tt> foi Ordi 
nnry and Middling gradas. On Wedne<day the Europa's 
account*, to which we have referred above, exercised a de­
pressing influence, and the salsa of that and the following day 
reached barely 750 bales, generally at rate» more in favor of 
buyers, but without any positive deoline.
