Yeilerday after-
noof.Toregano gave bail to appear this morning, 
but IIH hail was forfeit d. The difficulty between 
l<eonrd and Rivanw began in market in the morn­
ing »bunt some trifling matter, and Rivaros then 
Ht rink Leoi ar.i in the face. Leonard was deter­
mine! on revenge, and, with the accessories above 
nanjd, met Riv.iros at the foot, of Bayou St. John, 
Laie end, and shot him. Rivaros died shortly 
aftei he was shot. The murder having been com­
mitted in the Third Municipality, Recorder Génois 
iraiifcrred the individual to the care of Recorder 
Weu-.eneau. There were four balls in Leonard's 
pi8t<|, all of which went into the body of Rivaros.

Charge of Violent Assault and itotfery.—Ma'tha 
Gaspard, raiding in Ursuline, between Johuso' 
and Gdlvrz streets, made oath before Recorder 
Génois, yesterday, thai on Monday evening, about 
five o'clock, one Gilbert Brouillard came to er 
house, and grossly abused and struck her thr^e 
blows on the head with a pair of tongs.

War­
rant issued for arrest of Brouillard. 

A Dog Case —Felix Francois, yesterday, made 
oath thai, about half-past seven o'clock, Monday 
evening, he went to his washerwoman, in Coudé 
street, for some clothes ; that his dog followed him, 
and came in contact, in the alley, with one P. Li-
lou," who told him that he would kill the dop. and 
stiuck him several Mows; that Felix old Lifou 
not to do it, when Lafou took hold of Fe ix, and 
»•l ook him, and would have strucK him. had he 
not t een prevented by a neighboi. That Lafou, 
moreover, threa ened to give him, p?dally, twenty-
five practical post^riwrical illustrations of his ire; 
that he had a grudge of m >re than six yearn stand-
ing against htm, and would hang both him and his 
dog. Recorder Génois ordered Ltfou to find bail 
for $500, or go to nil, to answer whenever case 
may be called up. Lifou .uund bail nt once. 

Assault and Battery among Ladies.—A very 
lespectabie case was argued by both female and 
male tongues, before Recorder Genoi«, yesterday. 
Th» prtucipu! parties ar« watt known in the Fires 
Mun.cipality. A dapper French lady nairu-d Mme. 
Forney, who can indulge in the pathetic when it 
suits, on the 21st of this month charged Mrs. Mo­
rel, a smart, brushing, business looking lady, ap­
parently an American native, with having, on the 
night of the 20th, at ihe corner of Madison and 
Condé streets, insulted and slapped her. On the 
the day of the affidavit Mrs. Morel was arrested, 
and gave bail. The examination came on yester­
day. The lady complaining (Mme. Forney) had 
a host of witnesses—enough to have proved all the 
assaults in the First Municipality (and that is not 
looking to a small figure.) They swore lustily to 
the commission of the otlence. But, lo i when the 
accused (Mrs. Morel) began to le%d forth her wit­
nesses in true Indian file, the Recorder became 
alarmed for his dinner for that day. They were 
the most unanimous set of witnesses that ever en-

| tered a Court—they all swore to the same circum­
stances—all told straight stories—all spoke " like 
book*." After the evidence was closed, J. C. Da-

' vid, Esq., the distinguished counsellor, addressed 
the Court in favor of Mrs. Morel, who, on the mo­
ment he had completed his eloquent speech, was 
triumphantly discharged. 

A Steamboat Hand Ashore.—Archibald Mur­
phy, who, like nearly all desperate characters, 
when caught at their tricks, represents himself as a 
steamboat hand, was charged yesterday with both 
vagrancy and swindling ./Irc/tibald had an arch 
look, with a devil-may-care dash of villany mixed 
into it, that would be proof presumptive against 
him of both ofTencesrany where. He was charged 
by U. Sneixschnaydre with being a dangerous and 
suspicious character—making no show fora living, 
and with being in the habit of prowling ahoot dis­
orderly places by night and day, in company with 
notorious characters. But the special charge against 
hiiu was that he, the said Archibald Murphy, with­
in a few days past, did li rope in " a stranger on 
the Levee and swindle him out of $60 or $70. It 
is believed that the stranger will be found and come 
into court to substantiate the charge ; and, in the 
meantime, Archibald was committed to the Parish 
Prison until further examination.

Tie outsiders were very few, from the 
cause, we presume, that, most of them are persons 
who have no relish for labor, and they have seen 
so m my sent to the Work house lately for havine 
no visible means of subsistence, that they have 
fancied they did not know when their turn might 
come, und have gone to some kind of labor as a 
last resort, 

An honest but unfortunate woman.—Elisabeth 
Kerr, sleepv-eyed woman of about 40 y^ars, had 
her name called for being drunk and making her­
self disagreeably conspicuous on Monday night 
and for being almost as bad as a common vagrant ! 
Elizahr lb acted like a philosopher. She got into 
no passion—used no bad language, but evidently 
acted ori tha principle that it washer po i y to con­
ciliate the Recorder. She said, as to the " drunk " 
part of ii, she could n't say ; but ono thing she was 
sure of, she had not a picavune in the world, and i< 
any person gave her her liquor, surely it was their 
fault, not hers. A sharp controver-y sprung up 
between Elizabeth and the officers of Police as io 
her gene ml character—they contending that she 
was one ol the moat abandoned Women in New-
Orleans, and she remonstrating gently against this 
slander on her character, which was all that^he 
had to depend on for a living. She maintained that 
she was "an honest but. unfortunate woman " 
made a hard living by " taking in washing," anil 
WHS just, preparing to sail io NewYork on Friday 
On condition that she would go away on Friday, 
the Recorder discharged her. No sooner had she 
got tier discharge than she began to show a little 
spunk. A« shn was going out, she sang back, 44 If 
I <io get drunk, you know it is sometimes a good 
w. man's fault." She Was evidently throwing a 
brick somewhere. 

.4 Drunken and Disorderly Man.—Dennis 
Gorman, a fellow of formidable chest and heavy 
proportions, was ordered to stand up and answer 
for his conduct in disturbing the peace on Monday 
night. He had kicked up all sorts of extras on the 
street—cleared the 41 Orleans" bar-room of most of 
its inmates, and went away to conclude his rowdy­
ism by whipping a woman. Dennis told a plausi­
ble story, in which he attempted to turn the tables 
by saying that he was the injured man, and that 
two watchmen had taken hold of him when a 
man had him down, It was evidently of no use to 
try to frown Dannie down by showing him the 
" rod of terror" which the law Holds over the heads 
of offenders. Dennis said he might possibly have 
been a little drunk; but if he knew himself, he 
could lay his hand on his heart arid say that he 
never disturbed a human being. While he was 
thus apostrophizing his own iyocence, he was 
taken all aback by the sudden presence of stout 
" Jeems" who deals out the " stout" and other 
liquid articles, and is the presiding spirit in the 
" Orleans" house. " Jeems' looked at him calmly, 
" more in sorrow than iu anger." Dennis's coun­
tenance showed a whirl of contending emotions. 
It wras a second picture of Hamlet, catching up 
with th« ghost of his father. The Recorder saw 
through it •»!. " Can you girt bill in votu S9*4 

behavior, sir ? " " Oh yet nww , 
want?" "Five hundred dollars." "lean give 
vou that easy enough, sir." And Dennis, good as 
his word, soon had his bondsman in court. 

Serious Assault Thomas Wallace was charged 
with an assault of a serious character on Michael 
McKay. Thomas is a stout, rather well-looking 
young fellow, whose natural goodness of heart 
would prevent him from trifling with a man when 
he had promised to whip him. He plead 44 Not 
Guilty," and was anxious to seize the opportunity 
yesterday to " argue the case," and show that Mi­
chael was the assaulter. The officers satisfied the 
Recorder that Thomas had pommeled Michael 
badly that the latter was not yet abl* to go to the 
court-room. Thomas was remanded to prison un­
til Michael might be able to attend court. 

Another Assault.— John Sullivan, a man with 
face as ronqji as a causeway, was charged with 
showing hi-r " science " on the body of Thomas 
Lennon. The »wo were side by side before the 
Recorder, and Lennon has not felt safe when so 
close to Suliivan's "science," for a long time be­
fore. S*t for to-morrow. 

The Whisky Contraband Case.—Mrs. McAu-
liffe, wife of Michael McAuliffe, who was arrested 
the other day on a charge of having knowingly 
purchased two barrels of whisky from a negro, 
which he had stolen from the Levee, appeared yes­
terday to state that her husband very sick and could 
not attend. The examination was postponed till 
Thursday next. 

George Potier was up again—for nothing, 
cording to his own account. The Recorder thought 
differently and put him under such bonds to keep 
the peace, as it will bother George very much to 
get signed. 

Stealing Saddler's Tools.—Lewis Frank was 
arraigned for stealing a lot of Saddler's tools, con 
sisting of knives, awls, etc. Lewis pled 44 Not 
Guilty"—said that he bought the tools from a white 
lady and had witnesses to prove this. He was 
ready to proceed te trial forthwith; but the State 
was not ready and Frank must therefore give bail 
or go back to durance till Thursday. 

Resisting an Ordinance.—John Gerber, 
man who sells the best meat in St. Mary's Mar­
ket, and who does an almost purely customer bust-

account of his good meat, came next. 
Commissary Carberry was sworn, and said that he 
was discharging the duties of Commissary 
market, and wanted to examine Gerber's meat, but 
Gerber would not permit him, although he show­
ed him 44 the papers, " in the shape of an ordinance 
that afterwards witness saw Gerber throwing outk 

behind his stall, a great deal of stinking meat. The 
Recorder read from Ordinances of Municipality No. 
2, for 1848, p. 302, the following section as applica-

Mr. Gerber's counsel. Mr. Gaiennie, said that 

that ordinance was a good one, and protected the 
public, but the Recorder could do nothing with it. 
The Recorder too, thought so, and authorized the 

Commissary to take his chance by suing th** accused 
ot-fore a Magistrate. Mr. Gerber is willing to be 
tried any where. He had all the good butchers in 
St. Mary's market present yesterday, to endorse 
his character lor selling good meat. 

Breach of Trust—Wrn E. Goddard, a Clerk in 
the siore of A. Schumcker, on Magazine street, 
was yesterday charged, on the affidavit of the 
siid A. Schumcker, with taking and carrving 
away from his s ore abi.m $17 50 in money, 1 bed­
stead, 6 chairs, and 1 looking-gla^s, all of which 
he sent Vj public auction, without the affiant's 
knowledge and against his consent, and appropri­
ated the proceeds to fus own account. And far 
ther, that on Monday I«^t, the same Wm E God­
dard collected a bill due the same A. Schumcker 
of £20, and placed ihe same gam-* wiih that 
amount. Warrant ig-ued for Goddard's arrest. 

Breach of the Peace.—Two ladies, both finely 
appareled, came before Recorder Hale yesterday. 
The one was a soft, mild, rather round-faced female 
personage, who is said to be, not like 44 Fanny" 
who 44seemed younger once than she does now," 
but can look and feel as fat and fair as she did 
twenty years ago. Her name is Virginia Bowman, 

rather nervous, and bad complained that a

Their musters' names were not signed but copied 
at the end of the document. The negro petition­
ers pledge themselves that none but slaves of 
unexceptionable character shall be admitted.

GRNTLEMKN—Your memorialists, inhabitants of 

the Second Municipality, most respectfully be^ 
leave to show—that they are solicitous for the inrt-
provement of Canal street, which will result to the 
benefit and accommodation of the citizens gen­
erally ; and in furtherance of those objects they re­
quest that your honorable body will take su ch 
measures as that your Committee on Streets ?knd 
Landings may confer with the similar Commit tee 
of the First Municipality, and devise such steps as 
may lead to the exteasion and improvement of said 
street from Claiborne street to Métairie Ridge, and 
that a substantial wooden road be built across the 
Canal leading through the centre of Canal street, 
from the head of Claiborne street to the Ridge, 
which will present to the citizens a pleruiant 
thoroughfare for recreation, and greatly improve 
the general health of the city ; and as this im­
provement is intended for the benefit of the whole 
city, we will present it in another view, viz: The 
Burial of the Dead—said improvement passing by 
the two large cemeteries, the Firemen's and Catho­
lics, and others, (located on the said Ridge road,) 
will not only tend to their great convenience in 
paying the last sad rites to the dead, while at the 
same time such duties can be effected without the 
payment of toll.

NEW ORLEANS MARKETS. 

She i 
little, fiery faced French woman, named 
Dartiney, had brushed up to her on the 19th 
inst. with a whole volume of the most fearful 
threats in I* rench, which she intended to translate 
to her by the execution of the threats on her per­
son. The Frenchwoman answered the charge in 
French, briefly : " All a lie." The Recorder seemed 
as much afraid to take her word as Mins Virginia 
wras to take the chance of getting a thrashing from 
her, and put her under bonds for $500. A brisk, 
business-looking Irshman, named Piatrick Noolan, 
came up full of fire and fury that Miss Dartiney's 
character should be doubted, and said he was glad 
of the chance to go her bail. 

Lieut. Charles Petrie.—We learn that yesterday 
this officer, who has been conspicuously before the 
public for ten or twelve days past in connection 
with a very disagreeable examination, was sus­
pended from the farther exercise of the functions of 
his office by Acting Recorder Sparrel Hale. 

Council of Municipality No. 2. — This body 
met last evening pursuant to adjournment. There 
were 14 members present. On motion of Mr. 
Marks, Alderman Shields was called to the Chair. 
Some discussion arose as to the mode of electing a 
Chairman, various members contending for the 
ballot. Finally, Mr. Marks moved that Alderman 
Shields be appointed President of this sitting, 
which was carried. Mr. Shields took the Chair, 
the Council room was comfortably cool, the audi­
ence part of the room was well filled and the body 
proceeded to business. 

A message was reived from the Mavor, callins 
the serious attention of the Council to the necessity 
of introducing a full supply of water into the 
Seventh Ward ; representing that the people there 
cannot get along without it, and that the want 
ought to be supplied forthwith, by reservoirs and 
pipes running through the principal streets. The 
Mayor I kewise called attention to offensive condi­
tion of Melpomene Canal, and suggested that the 
whol* line of canal should be hoxed and covered 
with plank, having sufficient cutlets for cleansing 
the canal when necessary. This would give facili­
ties in case of fire, and aid the general health. 
Another subject to w hich the Mayor called atten­
tion, was the neglected state of the Baronne sireet 
prison, and he urged the immediate attention of the 
Council, to put it in a more secure and healthy 
condition. His Honorenclosed particulars of some 
sales effected by him on behalf of the Municipality. 
His Honor concluded by enclosing a memorial from 
a nutnb-r of inhabitants of the Seventh Ward, to 
which he invited the Council's attention. 

The various parts of the message were referred, 
without objection, to appropriate committees. 

Another communication was read from the Mav-
•, saying that, a short time ago, it was currently 
ported in this city, that the peace of a neighbor­

ing State had been violated, and that the Chief of 
the 2d Municipality Police of this city had been in­
volved in it. He now ei closed the testimony that 
had been taken in a full examination of the case, 
heldatCapt. Forno's request, immediately on his 
return to the city, and hearing of that report, and 
asked the Council's action thereon. 

A discussion spiung up as to the proper commit­
tee lo which it ought to be referred. At. leneth it 
was referred to a special committee of five ; on 
which committee the Chairman appoin*e.l Mexsrs. 
Hooper, Sewell, Hawthorn, Renshaw and Sykes, 
among whom there are two of the Police Com­
mittee-

The Secretary read the Treasurer's Report from 
the 31 Ju'v to 27th August, inclusive, showing a 
balance on hand on 27th August, 1850, of $1471 

It was leceived. 
A message was received from the Treasurer, 

calling attention to the embarrassed state of the 
Treasury. A short time ago, the pay rolls for May 
had not been paid ; and Messrs. Ren>diaw and 
Lawrason had given him their notes for over $9000, 
which he had discounted, and with which he had 
bten enabled to clear all the pay rolls for May, 
but there was a large portion ofjhe pay rolls for 
June yet unpaid. These employees ""of-'the Muni­
cipality wanted their money badly. Herefore the 
Municipality had been able to draw on the coming 
year, but the early embarrassment of the Treasury 
prevented them from now counting in advance on 
the revenue of 1851 ; and, in consequence of this, it 
has been necessary to throw cash warrants into the 
market, which are now selling at from 5 to 10 per 
cent, discount. The amount of outstanding cash 
warrants was $68,000, and the amount for next 
month will be $20,000. If the liquidating law 
should be found constitutional, this Municipality 
having an assessment of over forty millions of dol­
lars from stores and wharves, would have no diffi­
culty in soon recorvering her prosperous co dition.
