Sen ate.—The fugitive slave bill was taken up. 

Mr. Mason's substitute for the bill, of this morn­
ing, was adopted without a division. 

Mr. Pratt offered an amendment to the bill 
making the Government of the United States res­

ponsible to the owner for the value of the fugitive 
slave. 

Mr. Dayton opposed the plan as a proposition to 
make the United States endorse for the slaves, and 
which would be a precedent pregnant with mia-
rhief. He was very desirous to see some system 
by which justice could be done to the South, with­
out invioiating either section. 

Mr. Winthrop opposed the amendment. 
Mr. Badger spoke at length in support of the 

amendment. 
Mr. Praft and Mr. Bntler advocated the amend­

ment at length. 
After further debate the Senate adjonrned. 
House.—The morning hour was occupied princi­

pally in discussing a motion made hy Mr. Thomp-,v 

son, of Miss., the rights of the delegates froin the 
Territories upon the floor of the House—whether 
1 hey have the right to make a motion, the law of 
1817 prov:ding that they should participate in de­
bate merely. 

The Chair decided that, according to the rules ot 
the House, and the practice under them, the dele­
gates have, besides the right to speak, the right to 
make motions, except the motion to reconsider a 
vote, which would imply the right to vote, which 
right the delegate« have not. 

This decision was appealed from, and after debate 
the House affirmed the derision by a vote on yeas 
and nays of 111 in the affirmative, and 62 in the 
negative 

The House then resolved itself into Committee 
of the Whole, (Mr Burt in the chair.) aud resumed 
the consideration of the Civil and Diplomatic bill.
