The Source of the, Mmisêû/pi.—The Missis­
sippi ris^R in the Northern part oi the Territory of 
Minnesota, in Lake Itasca, This lake is situated 
in lat. 17° 13' 35" N., long. 95^ 2' W. The eleva­
tion of this lake above th" Gulf of Mexico, is about 
1575 feet. The length of the Mississippi is esti­
mated at 2S90 miles. Within a circuit of less 
than one hun4red miles around the source of the 
Mississippi, rivers arise which find outlets in Hud­
son's Bay, to the North, the St. Lawrence on the 
Eafct, and the Gulf of Mexico at the South. In­
deed. there are, in the vicinity, springs within a 
few feet of each other, whose waters are discharged 
into rivers, the outlets of which are some 0000 
miles apart. The Mississippi itself, rins North at 
first, and then East, a' if in doubt which course to 
take, but finally, in the language of a Western 
traveler—" turns its course towards the sunny 
South, as if in scorn of the royal government ruling 
the soil washed by the Hudson Bay and the St. 
Lawrence river, avd makes her way through the 
heart of our republic, to the Gulf of Mexico." 
The river is navigable continuously for steamboats 
to the Falls of St. Anthony, a distance of about 
2000 miles. It is also navigable for steamboats for 
a considerable distance above these falls, and a boat 
has, we believe, already been constructed for that 
purpose.

The colors of Titian are equally as vivid and 
beautiful as when first laid on by the great artist, 
while those of Sir Joshua Reynolds already look 
chalky and dead. And Sir Joshua himself' con­
fessed, after making it the study of his life, that he 
had never been able to discover how Raphael and 
the other great artists had been able to preserve 
the beauty and brightness of their paintings. But 
if we marvel at these artists, three centuries back, 
what shall we say of those painting found in the 
tombs of Egypt, more than two thousand years old, 
and yet kept fresh and bright, though buried for 
that time beneath the ground, in the damp, dark 
caves of the East ! 

The very wife of Solomon is found there, just 
as she was painted on the eve of departure from 
her fathers home, to share the throne of Judea, 
and not only the color l>f her garments was pre­
served,, but the bloom is s'illon her cheek and lips, 
and the lustre in her eye is even as it then was.
