Professor Bache read a paper on this subject— 

" Tides in the Gulf of Mexico." The observations 
have been confined to the Golf. It is of great 
practical importance to ascertain how high up, the 
waters of the Mississippi Hiver are affected by the 
tidal current. The Admiralty Courts claim juris­
diction of ail torts " within the ebb and flow of the 
tide." This Court has no jury, and the decision of 
a single judge thus determines questions which, in 
the State Courts, must be submitted to a jury. In 
the case of the collision of the DeSoto and Luda, 
which occurred near Bayou Sara, the Admiralty 
Court maintained its jurisdiction, which was thought 
rather a stretch of power—but shortly after, the 
deplorable collision of the DoSoto and the Ruck 
eye, at the mouth of Red River, led to another ex 
tension of the tide, which seems in fact to be yov 
emed by moral causes, and to flow up stream so a> 
to reach every serious accident. The Supreme 
Court of the United States have intimated that the 
tide even reached Natchez—450 miles above the 
Gulf.

To prepare it for 
this unhallowed purpose, t|„, pulpit, pews, nnd 
western cal 1er y were demolished ; the ground floor 
was cover, d w .th dirt and gravel ; a biir was placed 
west of the Milk street door, for th.* horses to hap 
over. I he custern galleries were, suffered to r.-
inaiu for the accommodation of spectators «aud 
»piritous liquors were then provided for mich ns 
resorted thither to witness the feats ,,f horseman­
ship. During the winter season a stove was placed 
in the church, in which books and pampidots from 
Itev. Mr. Prince's library, which was kept in tb 
t )wer of the church, were used (or kmdlirigs. 
After the Revolutionary war, in 1783, it w as solemn­
ly re-dedicated to the worship of Almighty God 
by Rev. Jos. Ecklev, pastor of" the church. >Jext 
to Faneuil Ilall, this church edifice is endeared to 
the people of New England.

Messrs. Editors of Crescent: 
Gentlemen—In continuation of the remarks which you 

kindly published in your valuable journal of the 3!it ult., in 
reference to the existencs oF certain sources or cau»et> of our 
epidemics, hitherto unnoticed, I would row invite your in­
dulgent attention to the further consideration of additional 
facta which, although of remot» derivation, are neveitheleu 
pertinent to, and in some considerable degree establish, the 
correctness of the views ulieady expres«ed on thii subject. 

Tlie Chief of Police, in tl.e city of New York, in his an-
nual report l'or (1 believe) 1819, shows thut there are in that 
city 3,743 ce'lars occupied as dwellings by persons who have 
no better residence ; that there are in those cellar 3,Ml rooms, 
and that the number of persons inhabiting these rooms is 
18,45t>. Of these underground domioils, are marked 
down as wanting in cleanlinc» and ventilati'on. The popu­
lation of New York being al that time about it 
would appear that one person out of every twenty in that 
metropolis, eats, drinks and sleeps under ground I In a lute 
speech delivered by Mr. C. Cochrane, of London, England, 
on the necessi y of improving the dwellings of the poor, he 
adduced a number of interesting facts collected from personal 
observation. Let one snilicc. "In a single room, on the 
ground floor, 42 feet by 8, he found i't! persons lying on the 
floor. lie contracted this accommodation with the dens pro­
vided for the wild beasts at the Zoological Gardens, Regent's 
Park ; which shows that these, the lower order ofauimali, «re 
better provided forthau man. The lion occupies a den 22 
feet by 8, and a dormitory ifj feet by 4, being about four 
times the space in which he had found persons huddled to­
gether ! The lioness had a day room of 44 b> 8; the tiger, 
23 by 8 ; and both, spacious bed rooms ' ' An Esquimaux dog 
h'id a den of II feet by 8, with a sleeping apartment besides ; 
and two hogs had a sty 9 long by 5, and a sleeping place. At 
the close of this address, a Dwelling Improvement Committee 
was immediately formed. 

Now, I beg you, sirs, to consider these startling facts, and 
yo u oatraot wonder, that it should l.e affirmed of these) 
plat "es, "that there disease takes its rise, creating epi* 
ilemins which occasional/a ravage whole citiesThe««; 
an* facta wh'uh should teach a salutary lesson to the uuthori-
tie», to the piulunthropic citizens «•' the city of New Orleans 
The contrast, 1 apprehend, if we had a T'oehrane to make, 
or a Police system to enjoin, a personal examination of the 
conditions of the dwelling - of the poor of this place, would 
be still more astonishing here, than within New York or Lon­
don. 1 have already given an instance where 16 or 18 per­
sons ate, drank and slept, on the ground lloor of a room uot 
more than 10 feet by 1J, und its couse*luences, in part. For 
it should be homo in mind that dirt, bad ajr, and depravity 
generally go together. Men who breathe a foul air in con­
fined, filthy nnd crowded rooms or cellars, must, in the 
necessity of things, be more apt to commit crime, as we'l a.* 
originate and contract disease, than men whose blood is puri­
fied and rendered fit for the moral and physical objects of hu­
man life, by the constant respiration of a pure and exhil 
rating atmosphere. 

In tills communication, it may not be out of place to allude 
to the condition of even the President's House at Washington 
City ; which from the want of proper drainage and ventila­
tion , it is believed by medical men, originated the causool 
that disease, which, in the last few years, has deprived tlie 
nation of three distinguished Chief Magistrates. Steps, we 
are informed, have been taken to remedy this alarming sani­
tary condition of tlie " White House ; previous to which, 
the new President was advised by his physiciaf 

And now I would ask whether NewOrleans 
man.I a remedy for similar evils, lor causes of epidemics and 
crime far more aggravated and serious than those alluded to 
elsewhere? I would ask medical men, the Hoard ol Health, 
if, while investigation aud every effort is making in other 
places and uities, to ascertain the existence, and tiled 
removal of such causes, nothing is to be done for this. 

I would appeal to the intelligence, the common »en*e o 
peJk *'0 at large, whether any thing more can be wantiJ 
——JÉS and perpetuate epidemic diseases, than thee] 
which have pointed out in the foregoing commuiiicati 
Then let appropriate remedy be at once applied, 
may, in the providence of God—not by any precautid 
measures of o ur own—escape tho yellow fever this sea 
yet a severer scourge may await u*, if we neglect that a 
tion to cleanliness and pure air, which all acknowledge 
essential to life and health. We should be prepared then, 
with every hygeinic means within our reach, to meet, i 
possible, prevent it. To wait, though admonished 
approach, as we did in '48, till it bursts upon us, would be 
criminal neglect. It would then bo too late to do any thing 
to stay its ravages. Time and time would then be thrown 
away upon *' streets aud gutters"— parts of the city which 
least need them. Now is the time—'tis not time enough for 
the work of improvement demanded bt tho present sanitary 
condition of our city.
