Further Particular 
«>f Prof. Wehster• 

The Boston Transcript, of ihe 31st, contains the 

following additional incidents at the execution of 
Prof. Webster : 

The countenance of Professor Wehster in death 
was nerene and even pleasant in ils expression; 
exhibiting no discoloration or sign of distortion. 
Tin-genial, beaming smile, with w hi« h he was 
wont to enconnler a friend, seetnoil to have just 
pa*si <l ow it, and left ils trace. 

So ;i alVr the body was rut down, Dr. Putnam 
repaired to Cambridge to communicate intelligence 
of ihe execution to tlie bereaved family. For pome 
days, through the vague communication of a friend, 
they had been anticipating that each interview 
wiih the prisoner might be the last ; although they 
left tho cell and ihe jnil on Thursday, not suppo­
sing that the execution would take place the next 
day. AM they entered their carriage, however, 
they noticed a hustle about the jail, and the assem­
bling of a crowd, from which ihey drew dreadful 
auguries of the imminence of the faial event ; and 
when the visit of Dr. Putnam was announced yes­
terday morning, they at on re knew ihat all was 
over. 

We drop the curtain over the scene of domestic 
anguish tnat ensued, it was not unrelieved by 
hopes, ihat the father ami husband had deeply and 
sincerely repented of his crime; and that the bit­
terness of death was alleviated by sincere religious 
preparation and prayer to the Most High. 

Dr. Putnam having inquired of the prisoner yes­
terday morning, before the religious exercises in the 
cell, whether there were any points he would like 
to have touched upon in the prayer. Prof. Webster 
replied, that there were two, which it would be 
agreeable lo his feelings to have introduced ; one 
was, thai the hearts of his fellow men might lie 
softened towards him, after he was gone ; the other 
that, every consolation from heaven for the .-utT-r-
ing he had inflicted might he vouchsafed to the 
family and relatives of the late Dr. Parkman. 

In the interview before the prayer, Prof. Web­
ster alluded lo his hope of meeting in the world, to 
which he was about to pass in spirit, a tenderly 
beloved child, who died some years since. lie 
conversed, with perfect composure, on various sub­
ject«. mostly of a religions nature. 

During ihe  walk to the gallows the conversation 
1 ' mail tainedmostl) by Dr. Putnam, whose ob» 
ijct it was to keep the prisoner's thoughts so occu­
pied with sacred things. that the appaling specta­
cle around him should net cf use him to quail. Hut 
ihe  pr isoner  was f i rm to the l as t .  jNoi  a nerve 
shivered. To Dr. Putnam's remark-do not re­
gard any thing about  you—do not look " - -as ihey  
entered the  area ,  and approached ihe gal lows ,  he 
replied : " I do nol. My thoughts are elsewhere." 

All the w h i l e  the death-warrant was being lead, 
Dr .  Putnam kept up a cheering conversation with 
him, and the prisoner responded calmly ami appro­
priately. It won'd have been difficult to presrribe 
a demeanor more becoming under the circum­
stances, than that which he exhibited, or to have 
invented words inf»re suitable than tin se which he 
uttered. Dr. Putnam plied him with remarks io 
l.eep his thoughts in the right direction, and to pre­
vent any pause, during which he might quail. The 
prisoner gratefully seconded these humane efTwrii, 
but without any flurry of spirits or nervous agita­
t ion .  Dr .  Putnam continued near ,  conversing wi th 
him ,  whi le  the  o f f i c e r s  t i e d  i he  p r i s o n e r ' s  arms  a n d  
legs, while the noose was adjusted round his neck, 
and while the black cap was put on —nor did he 
retire from his immediale vicinity till jusL as the 
fatal drop was about to descend. 
I he flushed ap|>earance of the prisoner's face 

and the effusion of tears were produced apparently 
by the premature and momentary tightening of th * 
rope, and not, as some supposed, by agitation. 

1 he last audible words of Professor Webster, a* 
the cap was draw n over his fac, v. er" : ' Father, into ihy ham/s 1 commend ,ny apirit ' '

The yreat event of the 2d inst., in tlf t ity of 

New Vork, was the arrival of the splendid steam­
ship Atlantic, and with her, that of the celebrated cantalrire, J^nny Lind, the Swedish Nightingale. 
As soon as the Atlantic'« guns announced the arri­
val  of that vessel ,  thousands of persons rushed to 
the dock, at the font of Canal street, for the purpose 
of getting a glance at the famous Queen of Song, 
and welcoming her to the shores of the New World. 
As soon as ihe steamship got opposite to her dock, 
cheer after cheer was given lustily by the assem­
bled multitude, although it was Sunday—so great 
was the enthusiasm exhibited towards her. It is stated that, upon leaving Liverpool, the ex-
citf>menMo see Jenny Lind was su great, that it was 
with difficulty she could reach the dock. On the 
voyage she made herself quite popular by her en­
gaging manners, and seem- d lo enjoy herself great­
ly, dancing almost every night, nnd participating 
frei-1 y in all the amusements. She also gave a con­
cert for th*4 benefit of the sailors, which realized £70 sterling. 

The crowd assembled at  the wharf on the arri­
val of the Atlantic, and followed her carriage to 
tiie Irving House, where they continued their de­
monstrations of enthusiasm, in acknovvledcement of 
which she appeared several limes at the hotel u in­
flow. She seemed delighted with her reception, 
and mi landing remarked to Mr. Partium that-there 
appeared lo  he  no poor  people  in th i s  country ,  asal l  
were well dressed. 

The street in front of ti e hotel continued to be 
thronged during the evening, and shortly after mid­
night ihe Ne a York Musical Fund Society, num­
bering äOO performer?, appeared in front, und com­
menced a grand serenade, in tho midst of which 
she appeared at the parlor window, and waived her 
thanks. The number of spectators present is vari­
ously estimated at from fifteen to twenty thousand. 
The leader of the baud afterwards waited oa her 
in her parlor ,  and presented an address welcoming 
her to America, to which she briefly responded. 

The following is from the details given in tlie 
New York Herald : 

" The suite of apartments prepared for t h e  Night­
ingale are truly magnificent, being furnished in the 
highest style of art. The gorgeous sitting room 
is tit for a queen, and off it is a splendid bed-room, 
t o  which  i s  at tached an  e l eg an t  b a th - room wi th  
bathing apparatus. During t l i* evening ,  she had 
to r.oiue occasionally to the window, lo gratify the 
people ,  when she waved her handkerchief ,  in oken 
ol hei acknowledgement of their enthusiastic -rdor. 
f he passtiges leading to the entrance to her apart­
ments were constantly crowded. She seemed 
greatly pleased with the negro servants; they 
looked so neat and happy, and so different from the 
miserable objects she had expected to see.
