Thus, they 
requisition ethics antl legislation, psychology and physiology, 
mechanic« and agriculture, political and household economy, 
all, as furnishing data for their theories. To this there can 
be no reasonable objection, for all branches of knowledge are 
connected ; and the distinct point tj view, in which Social­
ism considers mankind, is wortny of a separate name in 
the classification of sciences. The most appropriate name 
would be •' Social Economy." It hüsa legitimate right, con­
sidered iu this light, to be irealed as the twin-sister of political 
economy. 

From what has just been said, it fol'ows, that all theories, 
old or new, upon the proper organizaUou of mun in his social 
relations, apart from politics and government, belong to the 
science of socialism or social economy. Every one who has 
studied mau as a social being, antl has formed opinions as to 
the right form of constituting families, or couunuuiiies, 
whether these opinions adhere .0 the pa«tor present state of 

in th s or any other country, or whether he adopts, in 
whole or in part, any of the new systems which have grown 
up in the present century, is a Socialist or Social Economist.

By the arrival of the Galveston, Capt. Place, we 
e put in possession of full files of Texas papers. 
We have accounts of depredations and move­

ments of Indians of a character more alarming than 
heretofore. The Wesleyan Banner of the 28th, 
published at Houston, says : 

" The express rider from Austin brings intelli­
gence that a council of the Indian tribes has re­
cently been held, and that the prairie tribes have 
formed an alliance to make a general war upon our 
settlements. The Kioways on the frontiers of Santa 
Ft-, we are informed, are among our most bitter 
enemies. The Camanche-t have also joined the 
hostile league. Have the Kioways been instigated 
to commence hostilities by Santa Fé oHice seekers ? 
This news will cause little alarm in Texas, as our 
frontier settlers have long been expecting an Indian 
war, and are prepared for it. It is better for us that 
the Indians have openly declared war, as we were 
more in jeopardy while they were nominally at 
peace, and yet constantly seeking for opportunities 
to murder any settlers who unhappily strayed within 
their reach. Geu. Brooke has sent expresses to all 
the military stations, warning the commanders to 
be prepared for the emergency." 

The t tailing houses on the Llano and Brazos wer» 
broken up about the 15th ult., and the traders hav» 
removed within the settlements. A German wai 
lately killed within sight of the trailing house o 
Col. Craig on the Llano, and several horses weri 
stolen at the same time. The Indians who com 
mitttidihis murder were Cammanchesand had been 
trading at the house on the same day, and
