• Ilgicrs nnd its Business.-"We yesterday took a strol' 
through Algiers, arid although we did not have sufficient 
leisure to obtain all the information we nought, we obtain* d 
a considerable amount of interesting information in regard 
the rapidly growing business of the place. Algiers, will» her 
numerous workshops of almost every description, and her 
hardy and industrious population, is beginning to assume a 
position of considerable importance, and bids fair eoon to 
become the Brooklyn of New Orleans A walk through the 
place could not fail to prove highly interesting to those who 
have only looked at it from this side, or perhaps paised 
th OUBIi its outskirts on their way to the race-track. 

Among the recent improvements we noticed a new railway 
recently constructed by Messrs. Martin k Valletta, for haul­
ing out steamboats, brigs, sch wners, etc. The vessels are 
hauled up by horse powt-r, and the expense attending the 
operation is much less than in the dry docks. The work is 
merely an experiment, and it is not certain yet whether it will 
answer all the purposes for which it was intended, or not. 
Messrs. M. 6L V. are the builders of the beautiful brig I iti, 
and several othtr verse Is, and have now on the stocks a 
double hulled ferry-boat, lor Mr. Randolph of the Third 
Municipality Ferry. They are deserving of praire for their 
en t rgy ,  and  we  hope  the i r  new en te rprue  may  succeed ,  ES 
there is plenty of business for them, and the dry-docks both. 

The iron and bra-- foundries of Arthur Thompson are a .so 
worthy of notice. They turn out a large amount of work, 
and the work is in all enses satisfactory to the customers. We 
are sorry to see, however, that but one halt of the large 
foundry erected Borne two yean since, through the enterprise 
of Mr. J. P. Whitney, is occupied. This splendid build­
ing covers nearly, if not quite, an acre of ground, and is the 
best adapted structure for tne purpose intended, that hasever 
been erected iu the Southern country. It was built at a very 
heavy expen e, aud about $25,000 worth of machinery for 
carrying on an extensive buxiue-s was placed in it, but the 
company soon af ter failed, from some cau' ; which has never 
been explained to us, and the machinery was then sold, and 
fent to all parts ot the country. We learned that a com-
any was now organizing to go on with the business on a 

largescale. At present, one half of the building is occupied
