disapproval of ihe course adopted by a section of 
• he Irish bishops, at the command, it is said, of the 
Pope. The Chronicle says : 

" This is a wonderful announcement 
which the statesman may pond-r, for the black­
ness of the past is unredeemed by the slightest 
hope of the future. The difference of creeds, 
which it was the object of an enlightened patriot­
ism to heal, by uniting the youth of Ireland, is to 
continue, it seem«, under ecclesiastical sanction, 
with a'l its horrid brood of evils and passions, ari 
personal and sectional antipathie«. The curse 
ihe past is doomed to hang over the land, and 
sys'era of education admirably adapted to the r 
quirements <-f the country is rudely pushed asii 
by the prejudices of the Irish bishops."

Mr. Yarrington 
as 1 am informed, (.and from a part of tho testimony 
I listened to while before ihe examining court 
acted in self-defence. Mr. Gilbert having broken a 
cane over his shoulder and inflicted a shot 
in his back with a six-shooter. Mr. Yarrington is 
admitted to bail in the sum of $1000. 

The, other murder (says the write^Ü^JF8 perptv 
ira<et; oy a leauistei n. Hie -mpfoy ot the Boundary 
Commissioners, on ihe road, a few miles from ihis 
town, before their coming in last Friday. Th 
person killed is a Mexican by the name of Mogan 
Tejada, belonging to the neighborhood of Goliad. 
The teamster, whoso name I did not learn, escaped, 
taking with him one of the best horses from the 
camp—his whereabouts up to now is unknown.

Had the 
frosts kept off at least two or three weeks longer, 
at least fen per cent more wou'd have been made. 
We doubt, now, if but little more than a full half 
crop will be reali-ed this season.
