So much complaint is made by the Texas papers 

of the depredations of the Camanches, that many 

persons really believe the frontiers are without any 

protection. There are at this moment four regi-

passenger in the Fashion, we learn th^t' General 

Brooke has called for four additional companies of 

Rangers. These troops are stationed in the line of 

posts extending from the Rio Grande on the West, 

to the West fork of the Trinity on the East, and 

from thirty ta eighty miles apart.

The Secretary of War 

has only to withdraw the 3000 men, and the 

Texans can waste all their spare courage and 

strength on the Indians. We.have no fear, how­

ever, that this Compromise will be rejected. If 

the Press is any index of public opinion, the terms 

of conciliation will be accepted. The mail of Sun­

day brought us eight Texas papers—seven are for 

Peace, Pearce and Purse, and one against. We 

wish some Texas journal would publish a list of 

•ill the papers in the State, and their opinions on 

this question.

The Crops« 

Cotton, the most of wjiich was planted late in 
June, is now opening finely, and many of our 
planters think that wilh a very late frost they will 
make a bale tq^bevàcTe. To do this, however, we 
must have at lé«s.t a month of favorable weather 
from this time. v  TW weather has become warm 
and gives evidence of approaching rain. Should a 
killing frost come with ft, late Cotton, of which 
description is nearly our whole crop, will make 
comparatively nothing, and our general crop will 
fall short of last year's. Corn has turned out badly, 
and we shall have to look abroad for our supply.— 
Madison Journal, 9th. 

The Crops.—The great drought we are now 
experiencing, will cause the picking season to be 
of short duration. It is thought by some of our 
planters that it will end in many paris of our up­
land country in five or six weeks.

We copy the following from the Marksville 
Avoyelles, paper : 
" The drought still continues. The cotton looks 

drooping, and a'l the forms are falling, in conse­
quence of the cessation of vegetation; good many 
of the plants are perishing—most of the leaves 
filling off, or being: crisped all around their edges, 
as if sun-burnt. We have conversed with an in­
telligent planter, who estimates his li.ss, in conse­
quence of the protracted drought, at ahont one-half 
of his crop. A good shower would greatly improve 
the cane." 

There has been no rain here for a month. The 
waters are a'most dried up—the Ouachita being 
down near the low tide mark. Crops are cut short 
generally three-fourths, but the parish is healthy, 
vhich is some consolation.—Harrisonburg Advo­

Disaster at Sea—We give the following more 

particular account of the disastrous collision of the 

steamship Southerner with the bark Isaac Mead. 

from the New York Herald of the 5th : " The 

steamship Southerner, Capt. Berry, arrived yes­
terday evening from ^Charleston. We have ob­
tained from Capt. Berry and other sources, the fol­
lowing account of a collision she had with the 
bark Isaac Mead, Capt. Brown, which sailed from 
this city on the 3d inst., at 12 M., for Savannah, by 
which the latter vessel was sunk, and 24 persons 
drowned. The agents in this city for the Isaac 
Mead are Dem ill & Co: 

" At 2 o'clock yesterday morning, the 4th inst, 
in lat. 38 39, sounded in 22 fathoms water ; relieved 
the wheel ; in ten minutes after made a sail on the 
larboard bow ; put the helm hard aport, stopped 
the engine as soon as posssihle, and backed strong, 
when we came in contact ; backed clear; stopped 
the engine, when the vessel went down under our 
bow, wliich was in less than live minutes from the 
time of the collision. Hearing the cries ol distress 
in the st-a, through the exertions of the crew and 
passengers, we were able to man three of Francis' 
life boats, and saved seven of the crew and two 
passengers, out of thirty-three in all. She proved 
to be the bark Isaac Mead, from New York for 
Savannah, with a valuable cargo : she was steering 
S. S. W., we N. N. E.; the wind at the time, 
north, blowing strong, with a sharp sea. They 
unfortunately put their helm to starboard, to cross 
us, a* they saw us first, and took us for a vessel 
standing in shore. The bark was struck on the 
bowsprit, which appeared lo completely open her. 
We laid to .'or about three hours and a half, until 
every vestige of her disappeared, and nothing wa-
heard but the moaning of the sea. Too much ean-
