288 manu­
factories were in full operation; 62,170,213 Icdo-
gTammes of sugar were manufactured, or 23,536,-
182 more than last year; and the sugar in bond 
and sold for consumption amounted to 01,61->>3U4 
kilogrammes. 

Greece . 

The Wanderer, of Vienna, has an account of the 
murder at Athens, on the 1st inst., of Korliotakis, 
Minister of Public Worship and Instruction in 
CJreece. The deceased was stepping from his car­
riage, opposite a café, when the man approached 
him and discharged in his heart a piatol loaded 
with six balls. The assassin was se zed. He 
broke away, however, and threatened to stab any 
one who should touch him. He was subsequently 
secured, as were also two persons known to be his 
accomplices. The Minister died some hours alter. 
He has raised himself by his talent to his high 
position. He leaves a wile and four children with­
out fortune The assassin is supposed to have 
acted from political motives.
