about its workmen and ils stin'kliolders, or else 
nl»Bc nils to parts unknown, and is never heard of 
ifterwards. Von have no idea how rainy honest 
Turkmen and servants have lost their little all, the 
hard earning* of many yearn, by being tempted to 
"jierid ii in California slock. They cannot resist 
the brilliant prospecte field out to them, und it is 
not until too late to repair the mischief, that they 
find now they have been played with. In nu­
merous eases the disappointment which has fol- ! 
lowed tins discovery, has led t-< despair and soi-
cide. 

It is amusing to read the nara^sof the different 
• ompanies, atnl i-ee how they are chosen to tempt 
the ignorant and foolish. There is the " True A 
chymwl," the "Golden Sheaf," 1 he " El Dorado," 
" H,'ve,rrî of Gold atid Mountains of Silver," the 
"A6v 'en Pathfinder," and various others, of more 

~ c,urnifican« e. After reading these titles and 

\

*.1CaP >r peasants and workmen think that 
California, they will never want more. 

Iri'aeed, 1 doubt much if the California excitement 
as great in the United States as it is here. Sto­

ries are told of such fortunes being made in this 
land of g<»ld, as might well arouse the cupidity of 
î lie most indifferent, that is, if these tales could he 
believed by everybody. Here are two, however, 
which I believe may be relied upon, si range and 
romantic as they may seem : 

About two year* ago, shortly after the February 
revolution, the Parisian world, in the midst ol the 
political excitement which still agitated it, was 
slightly moved by one of those private incidents, 
from which the calmest epochs nre not exempt, 
and winch from time to time aillict the highest 
society. 

A young man, belonging to a most honorable 
family, ami married about a year to a lovely wo­
man, grand-daujjhter of one of the most illustrious 
soldiers of the Empire, was visiting one evening a 
house where a prelty high play was often allowed. 
h down to a ^ame of a cards, thinking he 
wouiu play but a short time aud then retire , but 
the cards soon became too attractive, he could not 
leave off, aud finally in a stormy game of lands-
tpienet, he lost not only what money he had about 
hitn, but twenty thousand francs besides, for which 
he gave his note payable the next day. But the 
next d^y arrived and the creditor was surprised 
when he called to find the young man away from 
home The day alter it was the same thing ; but 
his astonishment was considerably redoubled when 
the truth was finally known. At the end of the 
week, the world learned that Mr. L , n 
amiable, and standing so high in society, a younu 

husband so happy in having married the woman of 
his choice, had suddenly disappeared, abandoning 
iiis gambling debts, his wife and his good name. 

He had been the victim of a fatal ambition. In­
stead of being content with his happiness, and the 
comforts that twenty thousand francs a year gave 
him, he wanted to be immediately rich, and sur. 
roune himself with splendor aud luxury. Tt 
reach this end he had for some time tried the 
chances of stock-jobbing, and had completely 
ruined himself at it. The lansquenet debt was a 
very little matter alongside of his other enormous 
und overwhelming losses. 

With such disasters before him, incapable of 
.supporting shame and misery, the unhappy young 
man had sought his safety in flight. After having 
written to his wife a despairing farewell, he had 
gone off without saying what his plans were, an 1, 
alter that, for two years, not a word was heard of 
or from htm ; none knew what had become of him ; 
every ell'ort to discover his retreat proved unsuc­
cessful. Finally, the world almost forgot him ; his 
memory scarcely existed except in the heart of his 
deserted wife. About two months ago, she went 
with her parents to occupy a country house, 
s tuated about two leagues from Paris. One morn­
ing, as she was walking in the garden, thinking of 
the absent one, whose return she had almost 
ceased to expect, she saw a handsome carriage 
stop at the gate, a young man got out and sprung 
towards her, pronouncing her name with a voice 
full of tender and joyful emotion. 

I; was he, it was Mr. L., a little browned by the 
sun, but retaining all the graces of his person. 

" Here 1 am," «»»d Ii«, " * bav«? r««n»e to repair 

the errors which condemned me to exile ; fortune 
has favored me, and I am rich, immensely rich." 

And the prodigal related his adventures. When 
k'-i secretly left Paris he took the railroad to Havre, 
and set sail in a vessel just starting for California. 
His strength, his courage and his intelligence gave 
him success in that El Dorado, and in two years 
he had realized his dream of wealth. He has now 
paid his debts and retaken his rank in society, 
where his romantic return has created quite a sen­
sation. 

Several other examples of these rapid fortunes 
made in California are related in Paris, and many 
others remain unknown, because the heroes are 
obscure people who never make themselves talked 
of. One of the most piquant anecdotes I have heard 
upon fhis subject was related a short time since by 
a gentleman whose word may be relied upon. 

M. de Saint D., one of the most noted members 
of the Parisian hunting club, has lately found it 
necessary to reduce his expenses considerably, fie 
advertised for sale his beautiful hotel in the fau­
bourg St. Honore, which however he still con tin 
ued to inhabit, waiting until he should dispose of it. 
A few dayB after lie had advertised, he was silting 
alone at breakfast when a visitor was announced. 
The name of the visitor was unknown to him, but 
he ordered him tobe introduced. A ma» very ele­
gantly dressed entered the room, and the baron, at 
sight of him, could not refrain from an exclamation 
of surprise. 
" Baron," said the visitor, " I have called to sf»e 

you concerning your hotel, which I hear is for «ale, 
anil which I intend to buy." 

These words arrested the cavalier apostrophe 
with which M. de Saint G was going to saline 
the man whom he thought he had recognized. He 
felt that he must put on a more polite air towards a 
parson who had come to buy a hotel worth six hun­
dred thousand frarjes. He thought lie must be 
mistaken by a very striking resemblance. IL; had 
had f <r a valet a good-for-nothing sort of a fellow, 
whom he was obliged to turn away about three 
yet"* sau. When they came t )settle account-', the 
valef had permitted himself to give M. de Saint 
G some impertinence, whereupon the latt-r 
took him by the shoulders arid kicked him out of 
doors. 

It was for this valet that the Baron had at first 
mistaken his visitor. The resemblance seemed so 
strange to him that he could not refrain froin ex-
pUining it to the man. 
" Baron," said the visitor, with an agreeable 

tone, " I feel infinitely Mattered to find that you 
still remember my face." 

" What î you are not "— 
" Yes ; Michel, your old valet de chambre ; Mi­

chel, a little altered, if not in face, at least in air 
and manner, in social position, and all that fol­
lows," 

And Mr. Michel, saying these words, smiled in 
the most self-satisfied manner possible, whilst the 
Baron, taken completely aback, eried : 
" What ! rascal, it is you ? " 
" Excuse me, Baron, but that is a gratification." 
" But," interrupted the Baron, " if it is you, 

what does this elegant dress, this visit m .an ? Is 
it a joke ? " 

"If you would listen to me you would see that 
nothing can be more serious." 
" To buy my hotel ? " 
" And all that it contains." 
" Well, this is odd ! But, speak, I will listen to 

you." 
"During the time I was with you, Baron, you 

perhaps remarked that 1 was not made to be a ser­
vant. The manner in which we parted disgusted 
me with the trade, ami I resolved to abandon it. 1 
had by me some considerable economies." 
" Faith ! you stole enough from me for that ! " 
" Pardon me, Baron ; but 1 am not accustomed 

to the tone you use towards rne. To make you 
understand a very legitimate susceptibility, I has­
ten to tell you that when I left your service 1 went 
to California, and do you know what I have just 
brought back from there ? " 

" How should I know r. " 
" I deposited this morning with M. de Rothschild 

a capital of fifteen hundred thousand francs." 
" Faith ! it seems your economies prospered." 
" Yes, sir, yes. (J ! what a fine country California 

is. You have only to stoop down and pick up the 
gold. 1 took with me. a small amount of merchan­
dise, which 1 retailed at incredible prices. Then 
I bought two small vessels, in which I transported 
passengers aud merchandise. Each trip brought 
ma in a sum which you would think fabu' 
could have made there as many millions as I should 
have known what to do with, but I am a phik 
pher, and know how to limit my wants, and when j A 
I had earned fifteen hundred thousand francs 1 L* *nn 

can « home. Love for my country recalled me, am* 
1 was in a hurry to play my role of a rich man i 
had studied in your school, and I propose to take 
you for my model." 
" You do me great honor, Mr. Michel." 
When I heard ihat your hotel was for sale, I said 

to myself: That is just what I want; I know the 
house ; I have lived in it, and I shall feel at home 
at once. The furniture suits me, too, and 1 will 
give you a good price for it. It is painful, it is true, 
to give up one's luxuries ; hut when it carit be help­
ed ! That is the way of the world—one goes up, 
another down; we must resign ourselves to this 
see saw, and learn to support equally bad and good 
fortune. Believe me, besides, I feel very sorry for 
your misfortunes." 

" I am profoundly touched with this proof of your 
sympathy, Mr. Michel. But first, since you have 
become a man of the world, and wish to be treateil 
as such, I cannot avoid offering you a reparation 
f<»r the manner in which I once dismissed you ; you 
" member ?" 

" Yes ; yes ; I have a confused idea of it." 
" Well ; you have the choice of arms, sir." 
" You are very good, Baron ; but I forget the 

past ; let us speak no more of it, but talk if you 
please of business, for I confess I am in haste to 
ake your place here." 
" 1 am exceedingly sorry, Mr. Michel, but you 

will not have that satisfaction. 1 do not wish you 
i purchaser." 
You are jealous of my prosperity." 
Faith, Mr. Michel, since prosperity has not 

corrected your insolence, I am going to give my­
self the pleasure of putting out of my house an 
impudent valet, a man of the world, who lias twelve 
thousand francs income." 

And the Baron suited the action to the word by 
taking Mr. Michel by the shoulders and showing 
him the door. 

The fact is that so many fortunes have been 
ruined in France by the last revolution, and the dis­
turbances since, that those who thus find themselves 
unable to sustain their former mode of lilè, arc 
ready to seize upon any chance to re-establish them­
selves. They eagerly read the papers which come 
from the United States, and at last California 
seems to them the only country, the only chance, 
the only manner in which, in one way or another, 
but always certain, they can be made milhonaries 
in a short time. Therefore, we find men of even 
the highest society here, packing up and emigrating 
to the distant region.
