The Tehuantejtec Route.—Report of the Commit-
let,—We lay before our readere this rooming, to 
the exclusion of other matter, the able, elaborate, 
and most satisfactory report of the Tehuantepec 
Committee to the people of New Orleans. It con 
tain* all the information on this important 
subject that can be desired by the most inquisitive, 
and will be read with great satisfaction. We trust 
we shall soon see a large public meeting of our fel­
low citizens to take measures for carrying into 
effect speedily the recommendations and sugges 
tions of the Committee. 

The Pacific.—The new and splendid United 
States mail steamship Pacific, Captain, Nathaniel 
Jarvis, arrived here about ten o'clock yesterday 
morning from New York via Havana. She is de­
cidedly one of the most splendid specimens of naval 
architecture we have ever seen, her performances 
affording good grounds for the assertion. She is 
without doubt, the fastest steamship afloat, and the 
fact was the more surprising to us, when we found 
that she is propelled by one vertical beam engine 
of only 300 horse power. The greatest perfection 
both in the model of the vessel and in the con­
struction of the engine, must have been attained, 
to procure so great sp2ed with so little power. Of 
course the power of the Pacific's engine is much 
more direct, than that of either the Georgia's or 
Ohio's, but there is still a vast difference, in power 
and proportionate «peed. The Pacific's engine i« 
capable of making twenty-five revolutions per 
minute, but she was not put to her speed during 
the passage from New York. She made the run 
from Havaua to the Balize in fifty-three hours, 
against a heavy norther, nearly all the way. Her 
machinery was constructed at the " Archimedes 
Foundry " of Mr. H. R. Dunham, New York, and 
it is certainly a beautiful specimen of its kind. She 
has a fifty-six inch cyllinder with ten feet stroke ; 
twenty-eight feet diameter of wheel. Her dimen­
sions are, 235 feet length, 30 feet six inches beam 
and 18 feet depth of hold ; rating 1200 tons Custom­
house measurement. She has two boilers, 27 feet 
long and nine feet wide. 

The internal arrangements are on the most 
modern and improved plan, combining comfort 
with elegance, and with gentlemanly commander 
and officers, must prove popular wherever she 
goes. We believe she is to be sent to the Pacific 
in two or three months.

NEVVORLEANS, Oct. 18,1650. 
Messrs Editors—In your paper of yesterday, I noticed in 

the reported speech of Mr. Soulé a foul aspersion on Califor­
nia, and on the members of the Convention which framed 
the Constitution of that State. Mr. Soulé said : 

"Thusoar relations stood, when a handful of adventu­
rers, urged on by the Government at Washington, erected 
California into a Slate, with the Wilmot Proviso in its Con-
ttitnUon. A handful of adventurers seized on a Territory, 
four-fifths of which they had never set foot upon—four-filths 
of which they had neverseeu." 

Now the only notice I was disposed to take of this rhodo. 
montade, w»s to laugh at it, for the whole speech as reported 
seemed more like the ranting of a " Red Republican," than 
the discourse of a U. S. Senator, but my constituents and 
former colleagues in California may think differently. 

They might also think that as 1 was in NewOrleans at the 
time this remarkable ell" sion was promulgated to the world, 
(coming as it did from the lips of a U. S. Senator) 1 should, 
on their behalf, as well as my own, take Eome notice of it. 

In this light, reluctant as 1 am to place myself before the 
public, in this, or any other conspicuous position, 1 feel it an 
imperative duty to defend myself and friends from slander, 
and in the discharge of this duty, I shall never shrink, let ilia 
danger come from "lightning eye«," or any other soarcu. 
in relation to the first charge, "A handful of adventurers, 
urged on by the Government," etc., I must say that the as. 
sertion is false, and that it was made either from malicious 
motives, or from profound ignorance of the history of Cali­
fornia ; and it is paning strange to me, how any man occupy­
ing the position of Mr. Sou'c could have the effrontery to 
make the assertion. He may have labored under the impres­
sion that a gross misstatement, well " gilded," could be 
crammed down the throats of Uie American people as easily 
as though it was the most wholesome truth ; but he will ere 
long become convinced that a more thorough knowledge of 
American character will be beneficial to him. By those who 
are at all acquainted with Uie subject, the foul assertion and 
its author will be treated with the contempt Uiey deserve. 

The oharge in regard to the Wilmot Proviso is equally con. 
tempüble. The men who framed the Constitution ofCali-
lornia were honest and patriotic American citizens, and the 
only motives which actuated them were the future welfare of 
the yoang State for which they were providing laws. 

A hundred thousand true American citizens are by tins ac­
cidentia Senator, and would-be great man, denounced as a 
handful of adventurers, who seized on a Territory so 
boundless ihttfour-fiftÀs of it has never been seen by them.

ARRIVAL 0F_THE PACIFIC. 

Fifteen Days LINTER From California* 

The steamship Pacific, Lieutenant Jarvis, Com­
mander, from NewYork 11th instant, and Havana 
18th, with 18*2 passengers from Chagres, 21 from 
Havana, and 98 from NewYork, arrived here this 
morning, bringing a full mail from California and all 
the Pacific ports, besides a large quantity of the 
precious metal by the passengers. 

There is little news of importance by this arrival. 

The San Francisco Herald says : 

" The intelligence from the mines is encouraging. 
The bullion is being dug out in large quantities 
and the regular mining operations ar*L ,evvjJI . 
with a success scarcely anticipated. The Mari­
posa mines are being worked scientifically, and 
with the happiest results. The surface mining ias 
also turned out generally profitable, although, in 
•ome of the ravines and water-courses, where 
abundance of gold was looked for, nothing has been 
found Such places are however few, and there is 
every reason to believe, that for the next three 
months, a great deal of gold will be dug out. 
" The squatter excitement has altogether subsi­

ded, and it is probable there will be no further dis­
turbance on that qnestion. Theatricals are coining 
into vogue in this city. We have at present four 
places of amusement—Robinson Evrard s Dra­
matic Museum, Howe's Circus, the Italian Theatre, 
(opened on Thursday night by Signor Rossi,) and 
Dr. Colyers Model Artists." 

Monetary Excitement.-—"We regret that our 
columrs to-day must contain the announcement of 
the assignment of Henry M. Naglee, one of the 
oldest of our bankers. This, in connection with 
the other stoppages and assignments which have 
recently been made, causcd quite a panic yester­
day, and there was a general run upon all those 
having money on deposit. The first run com­
menced on Thursday, and was confined almost en­
tirely to the banking-house of James King, of Wil­
liam. The drafts on that banker were very heavy 
on that day. On Friday, very little was drawn 
from him, the tide having set against Messrs. Bur­
goyne & Co. and Henry M. Naglee, and continued 
all that day. On Saturday morning, at six o'clock, 
Mr. Naglee's doors remained closed, while the 
other houses opened. He had suspended. 

The consequence was an immediate rush to 
Burgoyne & Co., James King, of William, and 
Wells & Co. Depositors drew very freely from 
the two former, who paid out as fast as possible, 
converting all hands into paying tellers. There 
was not so large a call on Wells & Co., though n 
large amount was paid out by them. It being the 
third day's probation with Mr. J£ing, the crowd 
with him was not so great as might have been ex­
pected. At Burgoyne Co.'s there was a large 
crowd the whole day, resembling more the gather­
ing at the Post Oflice on the arrival of a mail 
steamer than any thing else we can compare it 
Mr. Plume acted like a man and a banker who 
understood his business. He posted up a notice 
that he would keep open to accommodate the pub­
lic until six o'clock, (an hour later than usual,) and 
also that his bank would be open on Sunday. We 
admire the spunk which dictated these offers. Mr 
Plume repeatedly requested those in the crowd not 
having checks to give way to those who had 
We noticed a number of women about Bur­
goyne te Co.'s doors. The excitement was confined 
to no sex. 

_ We heard a number of people congratulating Mr. 
King on the perfect nonchalance with which be 
met all his demands. It was amusing to stund by 
and hear the excuses made for withdrawing depi 
its. Some were going to Panama, and s-.me 
Humboldt; one man had purchased a drove of 
sheep, and another a drove of horses. While 
standing at Mr. King's counter, " taking notes, 
we heard one of his depositors making a long ej 
cuse for withdrawing. " Really, sir," said Mr. 
King, " I have not time to listen to you. You 
have your money—and it belongs to you. Excuses 
are entirely out of place. I don't ask you to let 
your money remain. Certainly, sir, if you have 
not confidence in me, don't deal with me. At such 
a time, favors are not asked for." We understand 
that when Mr. Plume announced his intention to 
keep open on Sunday, to accommodate depositors, 
that he received the cheers of the crowd. Not­
withstanding the excitement, the amount deposited 
with Burgoyne & Co. yesterday was quite large. 

The " crisis" then has come. Only one banker 
has closed. The others have met the emergency 
promptly. And they will continue so to do. We 
will venture the remark, that Messrs. Burgoyne & 
Co., James King, of William, and Wells ic Co. 
will reap an abundant harvest from this trial. Two 

three days will sullice to allay the excitement, 
which will have its good efTects, as it has had its 
inconveniences. It will tell who's " thar.'" Mr. 
King paid over about $130,000. Burgoyne cV Co. 
paid a much larger amount, but we did not learn 
the precise total. 

Such a state of things is not to be coveted at 
any time, but we think this will place our bankers 
in a most enviable position. A " run" on a banker 
here, tries him much more severely than one uppa 

bank of issue at home. The latter has grace ; 
the former none. It would be impossible to get 
together all the notes of any New York or Boston 
bank, and present them at the counter in one, two, 
or even three days. So long as notes are in circu­
lation, the bank has the use of the funds received 
for them. But our bankers issue no notes, and de­
positors come upon them without warning, and 
they must be prepared. Therefore we say. our 
bankers, in sustaining themselves, deserve all 
credit. Notwithstanding the temptation to loan 
money, at the large rates of interest here prevailing, 
we could name bankers who have all along been 
prepared to pay all depositors, at any moment. 
They had coin amply sufficient to meet any draft 
which could be drawn. This is right and proper ; 
for, no matter how good the security may be, the 
banker, if he lends out his depositors' money, may 
find himself, at such a time as the present, in em­
barrassed circumstances. Neither houses nor lands 
will meet the call. Nothing short of the hard 
cash. 

We are not altogether certain that the effect upon 
our own business community will be beneficial, 
but we are much distressed at the result the recent 
frequent stoppages will necessarily cause abroad 
We think, still, however, as we expressed yester­
day, that the present tight state of money matters 
cannot continue, and the present embarrassment 
will soon be over. That such may be the c 
most earnestly hope, for it is a most distressing 
thing to see that the toil and enterprise of year, 
should avail nought.

" Last evening a young man arrived here, from 
New Mexico, via the Colorado, at which place he 
reports the Yumahs again hostile—owing to the 
two companies of Americans having built ferry 
boats, and thus interfered with their monopoly of 
crossing travelers.

Karr, one of Glan tin's Colorado Co., whilst 
partially under the influence of ardent spirits, chal­
lenged Dr. Hope, State Senator, to fight; the fol­
lowing being the programme. As Dr. H. rides up 
to the guard room of the company, he is saluted by 
Karr with musket in hand, and is asked to settle 
the difficulty between them, once for all, on the 
s pot. Whereupon, Dr. Hope dismounts and orders 
Karr to shoot. Karr in reply tells Dr. 11. to enter 
guard room and get his musket, which he does, and 
walks out ten paces in front of the house. Upon 
Dr. H. s wheel, fronting Karr, they both fire, the 
latter discharging his piece a little in advance of 
Dr. II. Dr. H. s fire tool; effect, planting the whole 
load of buckshot into the upper part of Karr's 
thigh, producing a fracture of the bone. Dr. li. 
immediately gave the necessary medical assistance 
to his wounded opponent, who was well satisfied 

th the valor displayed by Dr. 11. in the a flair of 
honor. Karr is lying dangerously wounded, his 
recovery being extremely doubtful. Dr. H. stands 
justified by the law and by public opinion." 

[From the SAN Francisco Conrier, Sept. 14.] 
Edward E. Haveland, from New York, ami a 

eentleman named Loeee, were drowned yesterday, 
in the Bay, fifteen miles from this city. We could 
not learn the particulars. 

Competition on the Sacramento.—It will be seen 
by our business report, that the rates of steamboat 
fare on the Sacramento have been materially re­
duced.

to have a lively time of it, this winter—and the 
traveling public to get the worth of their money. 

The people of Sacramento have passed a strin­
gent ordinance aRain»t the violation of the Sab-
bath. All theatrical performances, hull.fight., and 
equestrian exhibitions, are forbidden, under a pen­
alty of from $200 to $1000. Gambling saloons 
drinking shops and business houses, are to be 
closed, under a |ienalty of from $100 to $500. 

Shooting.—Last night, about 10 o'clock, a Mr. 
Hais shot Captein Weeks through the shoulder 
Haig was immediately arrested by Depuiy bhenft 
Powers, and is now in custody. An examination 
will take place to-dav. As usual, a woman was 
the cause. Capt. Weaks is considered to be in a 
precarious condition. 

From the Facitio News, Sept. lo.

deaths in the city of San Francisco, and among 
the shipping in the harbor, from the 1st of July to 
the 11th of September, is 205. Of these 18 died 
from diarrhœa : 28 dysentery ; 19 typhoid fever ; 
16 consumption ; 2 apoplexy ; 1 dropsy ; 1 asthma ; 
2 inflammation of the brain ; 6 inflammation of the 
lungs ; ») inflammation of the bowels ; 1 general 
debility ; 1 disease of the heart ; 2 drowned ; 1 
murdered ; 4 wounds and other causes. 

From the Stockton Journal, Sept. 11. 
Murder.—We are under the painful necessity of 

recording another outrage in our district. One 
week since, Major Baldwin and Mr. Atkinson 
were murdered in their tent upon the Merced, 
about four miles this side of Ford's ferry. The 
deed was done with large pieces of rock, with 
which the brains of the sleeping victims were 
dashed out. Mr. Atkinson had for some time been 
a ill health. One of them, after being assaulted, 
rept out of the tent and expired. Mr. Baldwin 

had also been stabbed, and his arms were severely 
in his vain attempts to defend himself from the 

assault of the assassins. A teamster, who had 
stopped there, took the precaution to sleep away 
from the tent and his team, and the appearance of 

load, in the morning, bore evidence that it had 
been searched by the murderers. 

[From the Placer Times, September 14.] 
Steamer Lost. — On Monday last, while the 

steamer Yuba was making her regular trip from 
Marysville to this place, and when about opposite 
Hock Farm, she struck a snag, and, breaking in 
two, sunk in about ten feet of water. The boat is 
represented as being a total loss. Her passengers 
came down on the Governor Dana. 

The Levee Contractors.— These parties have 
made some progress. About 80 men are c.t present 
engaged, mostly on the American Fork sections. 
A large number of teams were purchased on Satur­
day, and the work seems likely to be advanced 
with commendable alacrity. They find no diffi­
culty in obtaining labor at the prices offered, and 
therefore are not interested in the results of the 
meetings aimed at establishing a different rate of 
remuneration. We sincerely hope that no impedi­
ment on the part of the city will interfere to pre­
vent the fulfillment of the engagement into which 
they have entered. 

Immigration.—The condition of those now ar­
riving is painfully portrayed in the report from a 
gentleman who has lately come in from the relief 
station in Carson valley, where he had remained 
in charge after Mr. Johnson left. It certainly calls 
for the prompt action of the benevolent and hu­
mane ; we trust not in vain. 

The Times tells us that Mr. Henry J. Duralde 
fell from on board the steamer Yuba, on her down­
ward passage from Marysville, when within a few 
miles of Sacramento city, recently and was drowned. 
The deceased was a young gentleman of good pro­
mise and of most amiable deportment. Iiis father, 
the late Martin Duralde of NewOrleans, married a 
favorite daughter of Henry Clay ; she died when 
their only son was a few years old, and he was 
subsequently reared in the family of his grand­
father. 

Funeral.—The remains of Mr. Henry J. Du­
ralde were consigned to the grave yesterday. The 
arrangements for the burial were made under the 
direction of Mr. Geo. McNeir (the present post­
master in the absence of Mr. Little.) It was a sad 
reflection to the few friends present, that the de­
clining years of our honored statesman were required 
to be saddened by an allliction which has severed 
another member from his family circle. 

[From the Sonora Herald, 1st inst.] 
A rich silver mine has been discovered near 

Carson's, by Dr. Brown. The vien is a foot in 
width, and is supposed to extend over a distance of 
10 miles. We have a specimen in our possession, 
which contains $0 per cent of silver. 

Robbery.—A few days ago Judge Marvin and 
Sheriff' Work were stopped on the banks of the 
Stanislaus by a Mexican, who informed them that 
an American had broken into a coral and driven 
off a mule, his property. The Mexican ait rapted 
to stop him, when the American attacked him 

itli a knife and stabbed him in the arm. The 
two gentlemen started in pursuit of the scoundrel, 
but their horses giving out, they were compelled to 
give it up. 

Horrible Murder.—Mr. George Work, our active 
sheriff, has just informell us of another horrible 
murder, wiiiih was committed near Water»' ranch, 

the Merced, on Tuesday last. On the evening 
of that day the bodies of Major Baldwin and his 
companion were found in à horribly mutilated 
state, their skulls having been completely smashed 
with rocks. It appears that the companion of the 
Major must have attempted to fight his way out 
with a sabre, his body being found some distance 
from the Major's, and the drawn sabn», covere* 
with blood, lying by his side. No clue bat 
obtained for the discovery of the murderers.

Oregon* 

We have the Spectator of the 22d ult. Gov. 
Gaines had arrived at Oregon City, where he was 
warmly welcomed. An accident occurred during 
his reception. The Spectator says : 

" In firing a salute, the cannon discharged pre­
maturely, and knocked a man to the distance of 
near eighteen feet, carrying away his left hand, 
and cutting and bruising his face in a most shock­
ing manner, and otherwise bruising, burning, and 
injuring him. It was necessary to amputate his 
left arm, near the shoulder. It is thought, how­
ever, that he may survive. His name is Pearce, 
and he was recently from the Sandwich Islands. 
Another man was somewhat injured."' 

Panama# 

There had been an unsuccessful attempt at revo­
lution in Panama. Its avowed purpose was to de­
clare the Isthmus indepe: dent of the Republic of 
New Grenada, but appears to have had little sym­
pathy from the respectable foreign residents at Pa­
nama. About seventy of the business portion of 
that city had addressed a card to the Governor, in 
which they deny any participation in the matter. 
The editor of the Echo had made some statements 
with regard to the affair, and was eu pected of be­
ing concerned in it. The Star says : 
" As evening approached rumors spread that the 

outbreak was certainly totale place that night, 
(the 30th ult ) The Governor, accompanied by 
several members of the Provincial Government, 
repaired to the office of the Echo for the purpose 
of taking the legal declaration of its edit >r as to 
his know ledge of or participation in the plans of 
the conspirators. This declaration, the editor as* 
sures us, he refused to make, either upon the plea 
that it might ci inornate himself, or that the Gov­
ernment had no right to any information he pos­
sessed. No arrests, however, were made, or at­
tempted. 
" At that hour a panic took place in the theatre, 

and the first persona who escaped from it declared 
that there was a revolution going on inside ! In-
itantly, and as if by magic, the doors of every 

boUM in the city occupied liy the natives were 
closed and bolted, and every person in the street 
stood prepared to act according to circumstances. 
Hut this alarm also proved unfounded, and no revo­
lution was declared that night. On Monday, two of 
the supposed ringleaders, one of whom is an ex-
hero of Cahpultepec, commenced active prepara­
tions for leaving the ciiy, and before evening both 
were safely embarked on shipboard hound to Cali­
fornia. 
" The Governor next day issued a proclamation 

commanding all persons capable of Ie*aring arms 
to ushemblrt in the Plaza, to hi enrolled in the Na­
tional Guirl. A Ian»-.» numliT ass; niM-d, and 
arms were distributed. It was supposed that G >n. 
Flores was to have b en the leader of the revolu­
tion." 

China*

1 he pirates had made an at'ack upon a lorcha 
guarding a wreck, and Mr. Richard Hopwood, who 
was in charge of the lorcha, it was supposed, was 
either forced or fell overboard, and was drowned, 
as he had not been afterwards seen. 

American shipCheever, from Sydney ; bark 
Bay, from California ; ship Ropes, from Sandwich 
Islands, had arrived at Canton. 

A duty of two mace has been laid on tea by the 
Chinese anthorities at Canton. The duty is to 
raise funds to liquidate the old Hong debts. The 
matter was referred by Dr. Bowring, the British 
Consul, to the Chamber of Commerce, and a letter 
has been addressed by the Chamber to his Excel­
lency the Governor, slating that, in their opinion, 
the measure on the part of the Chinese authorities 
was a direct infraction of the treaty, and pointing 
out the injurious consequences to British trade if it 
were allowed to continue.

Disgruceful Row at Oshkosh, Wisconsin.—Wo 
learn from the Democrat and Telegraph that the 
village of Oshkosh was the scene of a most dis­
graceful riot and outrage on the evening of the 23d 
ult.

The Ger­
mans ordered the intruders to leave, and as they 
refused going a general melee ensued. The row­
dies were the strongest party, and drove the family 
and guests from the house, after which they broke 
nearly every thing in the house. Knives were 
freely used, and some of the combatants severely 
cut. Mrs. Bode was knocked down with a chair, 
and severely injured. Several arrests were made 
the next day, and fines fur disturbing the peace 
Imposed.
