A valuable machine for weighing and measuring 
grain is thus described by the St. Louis Repub­

lican. It would find numerous purchasers in this 

quarter : 
Scales for Weighing Grain.—One of the most 

convenient and accurate machines we have seen to 
weigh wheat or any kind of grain, has been inven­
ted by Mr. \V. H. T. Bramble, of Lafayette, Ind., 
and patented by him on the 7th of May, 1850. A 
model is now exhibiting by Mr. Insley, at the Vir­
ginia hotel in this city. We have not sufficient 
familiarity with the construction of the scales to 
attempt a description at this time, but may say 
f rom what we have seen ,  tha t  i t s  cons t ruc t ion  and 
the principle upon which it acts, is perfectly simple. 
Once seen, the wonder is that it was not before 
invented. To warehouse men, millers, and those 
e n g a g e d  i n  t h e  b u y i n g  a n d  s e l l i n g  o f  g r a i n ,  i t  
seems to us to be of great value. By a very simple, 
yet accurate arrangement ,  any amount of grain 
may be received ,  weighed ,  and the account kept 
per bushel, and the total added up by dial plates on 
one end of the scales. In this it dispenses with 
the use of tallies and all account keeping. If a 
certain quantity of wheat is to be delivered ,  the 
machine is slightly shifted, the index set at the 
other  end to measure the quant i ty  required ,  and 
when that passes through i t ,  i t  stops .  But i ts  
greatest value is to millers, who have to trust to 
o t h e r  men t o  a t t e n d  t he  "  r u n . "  By p l a c i n g  i t  
over the hopper he may at all times ascertain pre­
cisely how much flour he is making to the bushel. 
He may detect any errors on the part of his work­
men or machinery. It is of cheap construction, 
Mr. Insley is here to sell rights to States, counties, 
or individuals only .  The model will bo exhibited 
in the Exchange, and we commend it to the at ten 
tion of our grain merchants, millers, etc. 

East Tennessee Fruits.—We doubt whether any I 
portion of the North American Continent can ex­
cel East Tennessee in fruils indigenous to the tem­
perate zone. 'Tis true, our fruit crop sometimes 
fails, and it is also true that our orchards are not 
cultivated with the same care that they receive in 
Ohio and other Northern Status, yet the large, mel­
low and luscious apples and peaches which appear 
for sale in our market, are incomparably superior 
to those we have met with in any other part of the 
country. In this connection, we would say to our 
neighboring Southern friends, who have hitherto 
had their supply of apples from the North, that if 
they wish to substitute a large delicious apple for 
the sickly and insipid one they have heretofore 
bought at tlie North, they ought hy all means to 
«end orders to this place, as any quantity of such 
apples may be bought here, and barreled, fur fifty 
cent* per bushel !—Knoxville Register.
