Warelton»lng Law. 
We continue our remarks on the business of the 

Custom-house. 
In 1S46, Congress passed a law to establish a 

warehousing system in the United States. This 
law was passed, believing that it would augment 
the business operations of the country. Since the 
adoption of the system in Great Britain, its 
tnerce has more than quadrupled, as the returns to 
Parliament, according to the statement of the 
Commissioners, in August, 1847, showed the value 
of warehoused goods to be $387,200,000. The 
docks, structures, and buildings in which these 
goods were stored, cost in London alone, $40,000,-
000,—and in the whole British empire, nearly 
double that sum. These figures will no doubt as­
tonish many, but they are nevertheless true. r. 
Walker, late Secretary of the Treasury, in a letter 
to the Hon. G. M. Dallas, Vice President of the 
United States, in relation to the warehousing sys­
tem, thus speaks of the effect produced by the 
operation of the law in Great Britain

Sleatnboat Explosion.—The steamer J. B. Gordon 

while on her way to Wheeling, yesterday morn­
ing, collapsed a flue, when 18 miles below Pitts­
burgh, and four persons were instantly killed ; five 
or six others were dangerously scalded. The b jat 
was immediately driven ashore, with but little of 
the freight lost. 

Damaged Cotton.—As the steamer Clara was 
< oining in night before last, with a barge in tow, 
the cotton on the barge took fire, as is supposed, 
from the sparks of her chimneys, and she was com­
piled to throw overboard some '200 hales. She 
was about fifteen miles from Mobile, wTfen the fire 
was discovered. The Clara came into port and 
left her cotton and passengers, and then returned 
to pick up the cotton thrown over. Wo are in­
formed that some 81 bales are a total loss, and 
about 100 more considerably damaged. [Mobile 
Advertiser, 22d. 

Baltimore.—The Fair of the Maryland Institute 
opened on Monday night. In the room appropria­
ted to the machinery, Mr. Ferguson had deposited 
a very heavy iron machine, called a slotting ma­
chine, designed for morticing iron. Its weight is 
about one ton. While the steam -ngine was at 

work, Mr. Ferguson attempted to put the band on 

the shaft so as to start the slotting machine. In 
this endeavor the band became foul on the shaft, 
and almost instantly pulled the ponderous machine 
over, which in its fall struck James McLanahan, 
standing by it, on the back of his head, crushing the 
rdcull and causing his death in about half an hour. 
He never spoke after being struck, the blood all the 
time gushing from his head and ears. In addition 
to tikis death, a youth named William Boone, 
apprentice to Mr. C. W. Bentley, was aomewhat 
hurt, having been struck on the back and foot 
Mr. Ferguson himself made a narrow escape, 
was swung from his feet by the band, and 
struck on the right shoulder and leg by the fall­
ing machine. His injuries were, however, very 
slight. . .On the morniag of the 14th, an accident, 
tatal in its result, happened at the ship-yard of the 
Messrs. Gardner. An aged man, named William 
Atwell, a ship carpenter, by some mishap, missed 
his foothold and fell into the hold of the vessel on 
on which he was werking. lie fell head-foremost, 
striking the back part of his head so severely as to 
cause a concussion of the brain, from which he died 
in less than an hour. Mr. Atwell was about sixty 
years of age, and resided in Chambers street, Can­
ton. His friends think it likely that he was seized 
with a fit, which was the cause of his fulling. He 
is known to have been subject to them On the 
same morning, a young man, named Joseph Wil. 
lenden, employed in the ship-yard of Mr. Abra­
hams, met with a serious accident. While at work 
with a chisel in his hand, he fell, and by some 
means almost unaccountable, struck the point of 
the chisel just behind the right ear, inflicting a 
gash some three inches in length and about two in 
depth. It was a narrow escape from death, as a 
little variation in the direction of the instrument 
must have touched a vital point....On Monday 
evening, an individual calling himself Alexander 
Dobbin, was arrested upon the charge of beating 
his wife iu a most shameful manner. The appear-
auce of the ill-treated woman plainly showed how 
brutally she had been used. Dobbin armed him-
sell, it appears, with a stout cudgel, and beat her 
severely about the head and face with it. The 
mute was caged to answer the charge before the 
proper tribunal. . .Herman F. Carr was arrested 
lor shooting William Mortimer with a postol, 
charged with shot, which entered Mortimer's 
back, just below the shoulder, inflicting a painful 
wound....Charles F. Miller, indicted for trans­
mitting certain fraudulent documents to Washing-
ion with intent to defraud the Government, was 
tried and acquitted... .While Colonel Solomon H. 
Phillip» was riding to his brick-yard, at Canton, 
when near the race course, a horse, with a cart in

If Great Britain could increase her business 

operations under the workings of such a system, 
to the extent shown by the Commissioners, there 
can not possibly be a doubt that the system^ 
after being properly matured in lliis country, par­
ticularly under Yankee influence, will produce the 
same results. But, we do not intend to enter into 
details respecting the operations of this law, but 
will proceed to give the forms necessary to go 
through with at the Custom house to obtain the 
benefits of it. 

An importer receiving good? which he wishes to 
warehouse will— 

1st. Present at the Collector's Oflice a "Ware­
house Entry " with the original invoice, when lie 
will give bonds with security to insure the payment, 
within one year from ship's entry, of the duties ac­
cruing on his invoice. 

2d. He will immediately inscribe his name on 
the books of the Appraisers, in order to have their 
speedy approval of his goods—which as soon as 
he has ascertained that the cases ordered to them 
for examination have arrived, he will call at the 
office. 

3d. He will examine his goods either on the 
Levee or in warehouse, to see if they 
sound condition, ten days only being allowed from 
the date of their discharge, to apply to the Collec­
tor for an allowance for damage. 

When the importer is desirous of withdrawing 
his goods, or a portion of them, he will present a 
wwarehousing withdrawal entry" in duplicate, 
designating the packages lie wishes to withdraw ; 
the amount of duties will then be estimated there­
on, and on payment of Ihe same, a permit for the 
çoodsis issued to him. 

An importer wishing to transfer his goods, or a 
portion of them, to the order of another party, will 
on application, obtain a " certificate of ownership," 
which is transferable by endorsement, the title of 
ownership resting with the holder of the certific ate, 
or the importer may effect the transfer by filling up 
a blank form of endorsement on the " warehouse 
withdrawal entry." 

Goods warehoused can only remain in bond one 
year from the date of the ship's entry, but if intend 
ed for exportation they may remain (the duties 
thereon having been paid at the end of the first 
year) another year in store, by which, during that 
period, they retain the right of drawback. Goods 
warehoused may be exported to foreign ports, or 
transferred to other warehouses in the United 
Slates, by making the necessary entries, that is, 
"Etport Entry from Warehouse," "Transporta­
tion Entry," or " Warehouse Transportation En­
try," and by giving the usual security. 

All goods sent to the public stores are subject to 
the same charges as adopted by the Chamber of 
Commerce, and all charges accruing on them have 
to be paid to the storekeeper previous to with­
drawal. 

Under certain restrictions, importers are allowed 
to have their own warehouses, but in all cases 
under the supervision of an inspector and custom­
house lock. 

There are at present six large public and two 
private warehouses in this city. They are each 
under the charge of a storekeeper, appointed by the 
collector. These stores are kept constantly filled 
with warehoused goods. 

The act establishing this system is very lengthy 
We have endeavored merely to give such portions 
of it, with the forms necessary to go through with. 

will enable persons so desiring to avail them­
selves of its benefits. 

Jenny Lind's Last Concert at Boston, on Sat­
urday, was attended by the largest audience ever 
assembled there, but was marred somewhat by an 
unpleasant disturbance, of which the Boston Cou­
rier of Monday gives the following account : 

" The seating of the company was attended with 
much trouble, and hundreds went to the hall a* 
early as five o'clock, and took possession of the best 
places. As the hour at which the concert was to 
commence approached, the excitement both inside 
and outside of the hall increased, and at seven 
o'clock the aspect of things was very striking. The 
street in front of the hall was blocked up with all 
sorts of persons, who continued to press forward, 
and who appeared determined, if they could not 
enter the hall, themselves that no others should. 

44 The confusion in the street partly grew out of 
the impatience of the promenade ticket holders to 
enter the hall. When they did enter, at half-past 
seven o'clock, they came into the hall with such a 
rush as to cause much disturbance. The settees at 
the east end of the hall were broken, and some ot 
the windows were damaged. For a long tjme there 
was nothing but confusion in the hall. Some of 
the women who fainted were taken into Jenny 
Lind's apartment, where they received her j>er-
soital attention. 

" At eight o'clock the concert began, but the dis­
turbance among tip so in the extreme end of the 
hall was continued, and the overture of ' Der 
Freyschutz' was performed without the least 
efl-'ct. The uproar had now reached its height, 
and the hope of restoring order was almost aban­
doned ; but Geo. Loder, one of the musical direc­
tors, came forward, ami claimed a hearing in 
behalf of Jenny Liud. A slight pause ensued. ]!• 
continued— ' Miss Lind desires all those who are 
dissatisfied to go away, ami she will be personally 
responsible for the return of their money. ' The dis­
tinguished warbler then appeared, and the fir«t 
tound of her voice succeeded in restoring quiet, 
though at intervals during the performance there 
were some interruptions. 

41 The Turkish Envoy and suite, who were pre­
sent, and occupied front seats, manifested not the 
slightest emotion throughout the disturbance, but 
looked on with quiet unconcern. 

" Upon the return of Jenny Lind to the Revere 
Houie, a large crowd had assembled—some of them 
p rsot'H who came there to demand the return of 
their money from Mr. Barn um, they having been 
either disappointed in gaining admission to the hall, 
or dibsatisfied with the proceedings. Many had 
ilieir money refunded, and others were requested to 
call for it on Monday. 

" Jenny IJnd leaves Boston this morning, for 
Philadelphia. Her party will take the New Haven 
train, and will probably pass the night at Barnum'i 
country seat at Bridgeport."

Arrest of the Mail Rabbers.—We are glad to an­
nounce that several men have been arretted, ami are 
now in custody, who, there in good reason to be­
lieve, are the perpetsatorn of the daring robbery of 
the United States Mail, in the south-western suburbs 
of Philadelphia, on Saturday night last. 

We have been able, as yel, to obtain but little 
information in regard to the arrestof the implicated 
parties, and even such particulars as we have 
learned, are rather of a confused nature. As well 
as we understand the case, so far, the following 
appear to be the facts : 

A man of doubtful repute, from Baltimore, named 
Isaiah, Iranc, or Joseph Downs, and better known 
by tits not very felicitous soubriquet of "Slommaky," 
Yesterday evening, vhile under the influence of 
iquor, encountered Mr. Thomas Stubbing, an ex-

police officer, in South Broad street, and informed 
him that he knew all about the mail robbery ; that 
ho was himself concerned in the robbery, and as 
he had heen treated badly by the robbers who plan-

id and executed it, he was resolved to blow on 
them. 

Downs communicated to Mr. Stubbing the whole 
of the circumstances of the robbery, and Mr, 
obtaining the assistance of a pirty of the day and 
night police of tho Southwest Division, between 
nine and ton o'clock last night, proceeded to a 
suburban settlement of low Irish and English, on 
Federal street, between Broad street and Long 
Line, in West Moyamensing, known as "Rum 
How," where live inen, indicated by Downs, were 
arrested. The men were all taken in diffèrent 
houses. The entire Row was in a state of carousal, 
and almo.st every one of the inmates seemed to be 
drunk. 

The names of the prisoners are Thomas Veitch, 
James Bell, Thomas Bran nan, John McCarty and 
Robert McDowell. They were taken to the sta­
tion-house, corner of Schuylkill Kighth and Brigh­
ton streets, where, this morning between 12 and 1 
o'clock, they underwent an examination betöre 
Mayor Jones—the U. S. District Attorney, John 
W. Ash mead, Esq., being present to condnct the 
hearing on the part of the Government. ] 
was examined as a State's evidence, and hi 
inony against the accused was direct and pi 

The examination resulted in the prisoners being 
fully committed in default ot $0000 bail each, 
answer at the next term of the U. S. District Court. 

About 10 o'clock, this forenoon, the prisoners 
were conveyed to the County Prison. They a 
all Englishmen or Irishmen. Moat of them a 
well known old offenders, and two of them r 
convicts not long since enlarged from the Peniten­
tiary, where they had served for protracted periodi 
Three of them are gray headed, and they are all 
men of the hardest appearance. 

According to Downs'« account, the mail 
entered by a false key, and the pouches thrown out. 
The bags were then gathered up, and the robbers, 
wading through a pond to prevent themselves from 
being tracked, took the pouches to a stabh 
rear of Ruin Row, where the letters were sorted 
out. Downs has been detained in custody 

The rilled letters were scattered in a clump of 
bukhes adjacent, on Rementer's farm, where they 
were discovered on Sunday morning. 

The prisoneis made no defence. They w 
silent as lo the robbery this morning.

instant, published at Tuscumbia, that the drouth 
in that quarter has been as protracted and severe 
as in the southern part of the state.

Equiiioctinl Gale—Storm on the Lake, 

From the Oswego Journal. 
One of the most terrific rain storms, i'roin the 

North-west, felt this season, began about noon, 
yesterday, and continued all night. At times, the 
wind blew a perfect hurricane. During the after­
noon, the lower harbor was a scene of intense ex­
citement. A large number of schooners were seen 
running before the wind, und aiming for this har­
bor. The surf ran so high that sometimes the east­
erly pier was entirely submerged, and tons of water 
would be carried over the other one, bodily. It 
was, therefore, a critical operation to run in be­
tween the piers, or escape being carried upon the 
ledge, on the east side of the harbor. 

During the afternoon, three schooners were 
drifted over upon the ledge, and the steamer North­
erner, which came up the lake about four o'clock, 
got upon the bar, and for some time lay rolling 
about iu a critical position. She finally got otr, but 
did not venture out again until this morning. Two 
oi the schooners, the Scotland and liip Van Winkle, 
in running into the harbor at the same time, got 
atoul of each other, and one of them had her bow­
sprit carried away. 

Crowds of people were upon the docks, notwith­
standing the storm, and for a time the loss of one 
or two schooners, loaded with wheat, seemed inevi­
table. Boats were sent troni the ü. S. revenue 
cutter and trom the docks, with lines, and addi­
tional hands were placed on board each vessel. Hy 
dint of great efforts for successive hours, they were 
all got oil" without serious damage, aud before night 
were all safely moored at the piers.
