"The report," says the London Standard, "of 
t'ie destruction of Sir John Franklin and the ex­
ploring vessels under his command, is, we have 
he best reason to believe, wholly unfounded. We 

have heard from good authority that the exploring 
ships under the command of Captain Austin have 
carefully examined that part of the coast in Baffin's 
Bay, where the scene of the catastrophe is re-
ported to have taken place, and have not been 
able to discover a single trace or relic of any 
thing belonging to them, which could not have 
been the case had they perished in the manner re­
ported." 

France*

Calignani, in a second edition, says that dis­
patches have been sent to Turin to the French 
Ambassador, expressing dirapprobation at the 
treatment of the archbishop. This Will please the 
clergy and Austria. Much jealousy is said to exist 
in consequence of the evident inclination of the 
President to pet the army. It is freported that 
General Changarnier left the Plain of Satory, 
after the review 011 Wednesday, rather abruptly, at 
the moment when the treat given to the troops 
commenced, at which Louis Napoleon presided. 
This, by some, is supposed to account for the de­
pressed state of the funds, whilst others attribute 
the fall to the dread of a misunderstanding among 
the Friends of Or-ler. 

Miscellaneous. 
A letter from Constantinople contains the fol­

lowing : " I am informed that the Hungarian refu­
gees of Kuteya have received permission to quit 
the Turkish territr y when the term of location is 
over. Kossuth has, it is sta'ed, applied to remain 
in Constantinople ; but the Divan is undecided on 
this point, which might give rise to complications. 
4t all events, M. Yasmagi, a well-known spy, has 
proceeded to Kuteya to proclaim the royal amnesty 
to such as are included in it."

As 
it was perfectly obvious, from the state of the ice, 
that the object of the expedition—ihe exploration 
ol Prince Regent's Inlet, and the passages con­
necting it with the western seas—could not he ( ar-
ried in n effect, Commander Forsyth resolved to 
return to England, and the Prince Albert then bore 
lip to the eastward. Commander Forsyth landed 
at Possession Hay in the morning of the 2'.Uh of Au-
ru-" . but nothing was found there to repay the 
sear. 11 i: Mfitnted. On the 1st of September, the 
1 ririce A i'u rt got into Pond's Bay. Mr. Snow was 
again sent h ho re to make an examination of lour 
points of land there, but < n none of them could any 
traces be found of the ohj-cls of the search. They 
came out ol Pond's Uiyou the 2d of September. 
I here w as no ice to the eastward, nor on the whole 
triage homewards from Wellington Channel. The 
Prince Albert bus explored n-gions which have sel­
dom been reached, ami has had a splendid run on 
her homeward passage. 

With regard to the positions of the other expedi­
tions, when last seen, it may be stated that on 
August 25th, when the Prince Albert was between

The other American vessel, the Ad­
vance, when last peen wa-« ashore near Barrow's 
Hay, but was expected to be got off. The Prince 
Albert Ins accomplished much during the short 
visit which she has paid to the Arctic regions.

T he sailing vessels employed in the carrying trade 
between the different parts of Great Britain and 
Ireland in 1S49, numbered 8,672; they made 
2-»l,000 voyages, and possessed the capacity of 
carrying 23,000,000 of tons. London has four 
times as many sailing vessels, and ten times as 
much tonnage as any other port in the Kingdom, 
but has only one-third as many steamers as Liver-

I he enlire co.-t <if constructing the British 
railways was about $1,75(1,000,000. Above 63,-
000,000 fiassengers traveled upon these railroad's 
last year, equivalent to two trips of 17i miles each 
to every man, woman and child in the Kingdom. 
These passengers in the aggregate traversed over a 
million ol miles, paying an average fare of 2i cents 
a mile. There are on every English road, as in 
fact on every railroad throughout Europe, three 
classes of cars, 'he fare of the fir.-i class being as 
much again as iht»r of ihe third, and half as much 
again as that of th second. The second class pas­
sengers in England are much more numerous than 
any other, they numbering last year more than 
three limes as many a i the first cla^s, and tho dis­
parity is constantly increasing.
